One of Frlona's little known- 
of manufacturing companies has 
been back In business In recent 
weeks.

The 0* / Company, ow ned and 
managed by Forrest Osborn, 
wss producing an order of 30 
dozen of his patented hoes, the 
Forrest Vine Hoe, for a hard 
ware company In lielta, ( olo 
rado

The hoe. which Osborn In­
vented some eight years ago, 
is Vslgned primarily to ellm 
lnate vines and thick stems 
of weeds tangling around the 
neck of the hoe. His hoe has 
a triangular fa and -toes aw 
ay with the old “ goose neck” 
principle.

Osborn received! stemNum 
her 3261410 on his hoe about 
six years ago. He has been 
producing the hoe commerci­
ally at his shop Just off Htghw ay 
60, In the same building with 
Ralph’s Shop, sln< e that time.

Fie estimates that he has man 
ufactured some 6,000 of the hoes 
since he started. About half 
this number were sold by Os­

shows, including the Tri-Stste 
Hardware Association, and a 
regional show at Houston’s As- 
trohsll. At these shows, he 
does a “ stick and string" de­
monstration with the old-type 
goose-neck hoe and hla new 
model, and this usually makes 
s big impression.

A heavy string Is used to 
simulate a vine-type weed, 
which he drapes over the goose­
neck. A small stick represents 
s thick weed. Osborn pointed 
out that he did this demonstra­
tion for the Senior Patent Of­
ficer in Washington, and it was 
instrumental In getting his pa­
tent approved.

At the present time, the For­
rest Vine Hoe Is carried as an 
Item In the annual catalog of 
Southern Supply Company of 
Dallas. This regional company, 
which covers some four states, 
purchased 100 dozen of the hoes, 
which represents Osborn's best 
breakthrough to date.

The order from Delta, Colo­
rado, was made by a former 
Friona resident, Ralph Miller, 
for M iller’s True Value Hard­
ware. Osborn had previously 
sent Miller some samples of 
the hoes.

There is no restriction 
on dependents for male nurses.

shows. Including the Tri-State 
Hardware Association, and a 
regional show at Houston’s Aa- 
trohall. At these shows, he 
does a "stick and string” de­
monstration with the old-type 
goose-neck hoe and his new 
model, and this usually makes 
a big impression.

A heavy string Is used to 
simulate a vine-type weed, 
which he drapes over the goose­
neck. A small stick represents 
a thick weed. Osborn pointed 
out that he did this demonstra­
tion for the Senior Patrnt Of­
ficer in Washington, and it was 
instrumental in getting his pa­
tent approved.

At the present time, the For­
rest Vine Hoe Is carried as an 
item in the annual catalog of 
Southern Supply Company of 
Dallas. This regional company, 
which covers some four states, 
purchased 100 dozen of the hoes, 
which represents Osborn's best 
breakthrough to date.

The order from Delta, Colo­
rado, was made by a former 
Friona resident, Ralph Miller, 
for Miller’s True Value Hard­
ware. Osborn had previously 
sent Miller some samples of 
the hoes.

Tasty Cream Leads 
In Fee-Wee Division

Another short season for < otton looms ahead due to con 
alder able replanting and poor growth from cool weather, " lit is  
means that close attention must be given to Irrigation to make 
maximum use of this short season,” points out l.eon New, area 
Irrigation specialist with the Texas Agricultural Fxtenaion 
Service.

Since much of this year’s crop Is late, the first summer 
Irrigation should be applied no earlier than at the first white 
bloom. Sub-soil moisture is generally adequate In most areas, 
so June planted cotton will likely already have sufficient mois­
ture to reach its yield potential.

"l^et’s review some points concerning cotton growth with 
respect to moisture usage, l lrst, we must remember that 
cotton actually uses relatively small amounts of moisture 
during early stages of growth, followed by Increased usage 
as the crop enters the fruiting stage. So. the critical need for 
moisture occurs later during the fruiting and boll development 
stages,” says New.

Irrigating young cotton before the white bloom appears can 
be harmful In several ways, adds New. F irst, It tends to 
delay fruiting and encourages vegetative growth which Is es­
pecially serious in a season that is already shortened. "We 
don't need a large plant to realize maximum yield potential."

Often overlooked Is the fact that early Irrigation tends to 
encourage shallow root growth In the upper part of the soil 
which may dry out later In the season. Deep root development 
Is Important to extract the stored moisture which Is generally 
adequate over the area due to good fall rains.

"Soil moisture is most critical during the fruiting period 
when water use requirements are highest, and It’s difficult 
to get over fast enough with an Irrigation,” points out New.

"From  the profit standpoint, in most cases early irriga­
tions may best be used on grain sorghum that Is now nearing 
the boot stage of growth In many areas rather than on young 
cotton. Let’s get maximum returns from Irrigating cotton 
and not reduce yields and fiber quality by watering too early,” 
emphasizes New.
