TEN STATES OUT

WASHI.VGTON, D. C.. May 25.—So 

far ten states have declined the invita­
tion sent out by Assistant Secretary 
of War Oliver to send some of their 
National Guard orannlzations into 
camp with regular troops this summer. 
Colorado declined because the guard 
was too much «mattered about the state 
to adTnit of easy concentration. The 
approaching trials trials for the mur­
der of leaders In Idaho made it pruflent 
for the authorities to retain the entire 
force of militia within the limits of the 
state, ready for any uprising against 
the legal authorities.

Massachusetts .'Tiîff 
Ohio had already planned to have the 
entfre National Guard gP into largfl 
state camps and are unwilling to go to 
the expense of another camp in doing 
which the state authorities are meet­
ing exactly the suggestions of the war 
department, which l.s going to be taxed 
to the utmost to make the expected ap­
propriation of $700.000 to meet all ex­
penses of the combined camps.

California report.« the expense of 
state troops in guarding San Francisco 
and other places devastated by the 
earthquake and fire and expense to 
which the state has been put makes 
it Inexpedient to Join in the regular 
camping.

South Dakota reports fhat the Na­
tional Guard Is not equipped nor uni­
formed for a season in camp. Ten 
states failed to respond at all to the 
government’s invitation and two 
acknowledged the receipt of the invita­
tion, but did not indicate whether or 
not they would accept. The depart­
ment is very desirous to secure full and 
complete responses In order to permit 
perfection of plans for the combined 
camps.

LACK OF C01V HAIR IS FRISCO'S IVEARN ESS

SAN FRANCISCO. May 25.—Some 
sa> that the Lord had It In for ’Frisco, 
Others, seeing no discrimination be­
tween churches and saloons In the gen­
eral crumbling, that it was a mere 
impersonal spasm of nature.

Almost any stone mason would say 
that the mortar was the cause of it.

Of course, the earth gave a great 
shake, and there have been over fifty 
little shakes since April 18, but prac­
tical mechanics maintain that much of 
the crumbling was due to outrageously

poor construction, especially of brick 
edifices.

The mortar, even In buildings now 
going up, seems to be of dirt, with 
little Hme and no hair. A kicking cow 
burned Chicago, and disregard of cow 
hair may have had much to do with 
Frisco's combustion.

If may be remembered that, two 
months ago. the telegraphic news con- 
titined an item about the crumbling of 
a new three-story theater at Copp and 
Sixteenth street. This building couldn t 
stand unusual rain storms. In the un-

bumed district, today, the biggest 
monuments to structural stupidity are 
the damaged brick churches, medical 
colleges, etc.

Picture No. 1 herewith shows a stor­
age house on Fillmore street. No. 2 the 
brand new- and enormous Jackson 
brewery on Foysom street. Fire had 
little to do In these Instances. The 
quake quaked down their walls.

If so little attention waa paid 
to safety in the construction of thea­
ters, storages, breweries and the llke. 
what must have been the disregard

as to other buildings, wherein human 
life was less likely to be jeopardized 
by wholesale?

There was no hair and little lime in 
the alleged mortar, and when the test 
came, the buildings peeled off or went 
down in a heap.

They’ll not put up such high or shell­
like brick buildings here in the fu­
ture, but they’re using the same old 
mortar. Both the Lord and nature 
seem disposed to help those who help 
themselves. Little enough is asked of 
m.an, when It is left to him to put hair 
in his mortar.

was sustained. By an overwhelming 
majority the report of the committee 
was adopted. Many who voted to sus­
tain the synod at Thursday’s session 
came over to the Caldwell side this 
morning and voted to sustain the re­
port. This ends one of the most Inter­
esting cases of its character In the 
southern Presbyterian church. Dr. 
Caldwell was showered with congrat­
ulations after the vote was taken, not 
only by his friends, but by many of 
those who opposed him.

History of the Case
The Caldwell case dates back to 

1904, when Rev. Wm. Caldwell, for­
merly a member of the PresbjKery of 
Baltimore, which Is in the northern 
branch of the Pre.«byterian church, 
waa called to the pastorate of the 
First Presbyterian church of Fort 
Worth. Dr. Caldwell was examined by 
the Fort Wort»\' Presbytery and by a 
majority vote was received as a mem­
ber. Later he was installed as pastor 
of the First church.

Later, Rev. J. V. McCall of Cleburne 
and other members of the Fort Worth 
Presbytery, filed a complaint with the 
Texas synod alleging that Dr. Caldwell 
was not in accord with the standards 
of the Presbyterian church (southern) 
and protesting against his acceptance 
a.« a member of the Presbytery.

The Texas synod, which is composed 
of the various Presbyteries In the 
state, met in Austin in November, 
1904. They took up the McCall com­
plaint, but there being no record of 
Dr. Caldwell’s answer to various ques­
tions propounded when 5ie was exam­
ined by the Presbytery, the synod re­
ferred the case back to the Port Worth 
Presbytery.

Another session of the Presbytery 
was held at Mineral Wells, and at this 
meeting a record of answers made by 
Dr. Caldwell to various questions pro­
pounded was kept. These questions In 
answers related among other things to 
the miraculoue element In the Old 
Testament, the authenticity of suca 
incidents as Jonah and the whale, Ba­
laam and his ass, and other so-called 
Old Testament miracles.

At the conclusion of this exami­
nation a majority of the Presbytery 
again elected Dr. Caldwell to mem-

After a week’s discussion 
o^ this appeal at the general assembly 
In Greenville, a vote was taken Thurs­
day and, as told exclusively In The 
Telegram, a division resulted, which 
led to the matter being referlsed to a 
special committee.

“While It Is the Intention of the cVfj 
to give good service to those people 
who are willing to pay for It, it is 
expected of those desiring the sprink­
ling to enter Into definite contract 
concerning It.

"The purpose is to treat everybody 
alike, to charge everybody alike, to 
expect everybody to pay and to ex­
tend the street sprinkling over the 
business streets first and then on such 
streets as the residents thereof, so far 
as practicable, will, with unanimity, 
agree to pay for it.

"The city cannot conduct this busi­
ness in a haphasard way.

PACKERS ASK 
AN INSPECTION

Buildinfi[s May Be Remodeled 

to Secure Better Ventilatioii

PRESIDENT HRM

Ccnference May Result in A p ­
pointment of National 

Food Commission

Bp Associated Press.
CHICAGO, May 25.—A dispatch to 

the Tribune from Washington says:
The condition ot some of the pack­

ing houses at Chicago was severehr 
criticised by President Roosevelt yes­
terday, during an interview he bad 
with William E. Skinner and W. L. 
C2arlisle, representing the live stock in­
terests of the country, and Represen­
tatives Maddin of Uhloago, Cox of New 
York and Brooks of Colorado.

Mr. Skinner is the representative of 
the Union Stock Yards Company at 
Chicago and Mr. Carlisle is dean of the 
National Agricultural College of Col­
orado. These men. In accordance with 
the request of live stock interests all 
over the country, conferred with the 
packers on Monday and then came to 
Washington to see the President. The 
President announced that he proposed 
to see conditions of which complaints 
have been made in the packing houses 
changed as promptly as possible; th»#^ 
the buildings should be remodelled in 
order to olUain better ventilation and 
more light; that ample toilet facilities 
should be provided for employes, far 
enough removed from the rooms In 
which meat was prepared for food to 
prevent contamination, and that tber« 
should be lavatories to insure personal 
cleanliness.

Packers Favor Plan
Speaking for the live stock Interests 

and for the packers, Mr. Skinner as­
sured the President that the packers 
had authorized him to state that if th« 
President would app<iint a commission 
of high-grade scientific sanitation ex­
perts, including one practical man. 
versed In insi»ection and animal hus­
bandry. they would be glad to adopt 
any suggestions the commission might 
make for improvements or changes, 
not only In the method of slaughtering, 
hut in the sanitary conditions of pack­
ing houses.

Mr. Skinner went a step farther thjn| 
the packing houses proposed. 
urged the President to appoint a na­
tional ssinitary commission, which 
should be authorized to deal with the 
whole subject of food products. He 
represented that it was unfair to sin­
gle nut one Industry fo the exclusion 
of all others and make it a subject ct 
criticism so as to injure It throughout 
the world.

The President's concern, however, ll 
to secure fresh, clean, unoontaminatod 
meal for the American people and re­
move the suspicion which exists abroad 
regarding our meat products and which 
necessarily affects the extent of tho 
sales.

He assured his callers he was most 
anxious the Industry should not bo 
disastrously affected. At the same 
time he iwld he Intended to see that 
the proper sanitary conditions existed 
and he wanted It to be distinctly un­
derstood once those conditions were es­
tablished he would not permit any let 
up in their enforcement.

LIFE ON THIS SHIP
LIKE BEING ON LAND

THE KAISERIN AUGUSTE VICTORIA.
Special to The Trlcgratn.

NEW YORK, May 2«.—The latest 
giant of the sea which has been Intro­
duced at this port Is the Kaiserln Au­
guste Victoria, the largest passenger 
steamer ever built. She is a Hamburg- 
Amerlcan liner and was built at Stet­
tin. Germany.

Bartholdi's mammoth statue of Lib­
erty raises its torch 155 feet from its 
base. From bow to stern of the new 
ship an animate Liberty might stretch 
her length more than four times.

The Kaiserln is 700 feet In length, 
with a beam of seventy-seven feet and 
a depth from the boat deck to the keel 
o f eighty-seven feet. She weighs 25.- 
600 tons and when she carries her ca­
pacity cargo the waters under her will 
have to bear up 75,000 tons.

She Is In truth a floating hotel, ac­
commodating 3,500 guests. Among the 
new features of this ship is a dining a 
la carte. Then there is a gymnasium. 
There Is a large library and a music 
room. There Is a palm garden where 
passengers may luxuriate amid green 
foliage and flowers cut fresh daily from

a deck conservatory.
Nine decks tower one upon the other, 

like a city skyscraper. Two dally news­
papers are printed on board, both re­
ceiving wireless news and running In 
hot comi>etltlon. One feature of the 
kitchen Is a kosher department for the 
accommodation of Jewish passcnger.s.

The ship carries nearly six hundred 
men and women in its crew.

Fov a single trip 3,000 tons of coaJ 
is consumed. ^

Assuming that t iv  salt air will serve 
appetite, the ship's steward on every 
trip will store away among other 
things 85.000 pounds of meat and fl.sh, 
exclusive of twenty tons of herrings, 
for the Immigrants; 5,000 pounds of 
butter, $.600 pounds of cheese, 50.000 
pounds of flour, 4,100 pounds of coffee, 
15,000 pounds of cereals and rice, 36,- 
000 dozen eggs, 12,000 pounds of bread, 
eighty boxes of oranges, 3,500 pounds 
of sugar, 4.000 pounds of sauerkraut 
und 16,000 quarts of beer.

The big ship niake.s eighteen knots 
an hour and Is scheduled to make the 
trip across the Atlantic in eight days.

W A T E R  PR ICE DISCUSSED
No Official Action Taken Regarding 

Rates Now in Force
The proposition to raise water rates 

is now being discusl^d.
The discussion has not assumed of­

ficial proportions, but the members of 
the water works committee have talked 
the matter over among themselves be­
fore bringing it up in council, w’hile it 
is the personal opinion of the water 
works superintendent, H. L. Calhoun, 
that the rate should be 30 cents a 
thousand gallons.

The present minimum rate for water 
service Is $2.55 for three months. This 
permits the user to consume 3,000 gal­
lons, about three barrels a day. The 
present discussion seems to point to 
the raising of the rate to $1.15 a 
month, or $3.45 for the quarter year.

Peas, the 
speckled field variety, are a fine 
yielder and when harvested they are 
regularly baled in a press and fed or 
sold in the market Just as any other 
hay. Peanuts are done the same. They 
give us tile richest of feed, belter even 
than corn.

CORN NEEDS RAIN

F. A. Graves Talks of Conditions in 
Milam County

F. K. Graves, a stockman from 
Milum county, came in with five cars 
of .steers for the market. “ We are 
needing rain now for our corn, not suf­
fering. l>ut it would do the corn a 
power of good just now. <’orn did not 
grow as it should for the reason tliat 
the ground has been so cold. Htock 
are doing well and there la no sickness 
of any kind that is of an epidemic sort 
among the cattle. Outside of the need 
of rain at this time everything Is go­
ing along just as well as could he ex- 
pect*‘d and peojde are too busy now 
to think of anything else.

CURBING THE TRUSTS.

It la ^pected that within the next few weeks there 
will be added to the f^leral statutes a new law de­
signed to defend the people against the further en­
croachments of corporatIon.s. When the railway rato 
regulation la finally passed It will be the capstone for 
a series of laws ail having for their object the pro­
tection of the peopla against corporate ruthle.ssness.

The first law In thi.s great series was the Inter­
state commerce act, which was pa.ssed In 1887. This 
was at it ] beat but a feeble measure, as It was 
shorn of Its legitimate effects by designing politicians 
who knew how to amend it in the interest of the cor­
porations. The commission was given the power to 
declare, but not the authority to enforce In full de­
gree. This has resulted In the commission being 
touted In the courts openly by the rallway.s, defied 

and generally disregarded. Yets Its emasculation by 
the politicians has been the very thing that Is to 
ultimately bring the desired relief.

The next great measure along this line was th'* 
Sherman anti-trust law, enacted In 13S0. For a long 
time this measure was a dead letter so far as pra* - 
tlcal results were concerned. The big corporations 
laughed at It and the most gigantic combination.« 
were formed all over the country. The great North­
ern Securities merger was the most stupendous deal 
Of the kind undertaken, and when Attorney General 
Knox knocked that great scheme Into a cock hat under 
the provisions of the Sherman act. the big corpo­
rations began to look about them with .some evidenc.^s 
of uneasiness apparent.

The next attempt along these lines was the Elkins 
anti-rebate law of 1893. I’or years the body politic 
had been complaining that the rallway.s of the coun­
try were violating the spirit of the Interstate com­
merce law by publiahing their rates in accordance 
with the law. but getting around the situation by the 
pajrment of secret rebates. The Elkina bill is sup­
posed to correct many of the evils of rebate giving, 
but somehow or other It has never .seemed to meet 
the real requirements of the situation, and this has 
brought about the denaand for the present railway 
rate regulation measare, w hlch Is yet pending In con­
gress.

When the rate bin Is finally enacted Into law It 
will be In some res«>ecta the most radical example of 
governmental control of business and industrial affairs 
aver attempted In this country. The most Important 
provision In the bill la the authority given the in- 
ieratate commerce commission to declare that a rate 
fixed by a railroad is not just and reasonable, and 
t*  state In terms what Is a Just and reasonable rate. 
This rate is to stand and be enforced unless it Is en­
joined, suspended set aside by the court. The rail­
road company wHI hare to go Into court and spend 
its money to contest the prescribed rate, the govern­
ment defending in behalf o f the shipper, who Is not 
compelled to put up one cent of cosL

T1»e raltraads are content that they have the full­
est right at appeal to the courta This they have In- 
riated upon all ths time and finally secured it. . The 
fear la eeprgeeed that the railroads win m s  this power 
to hang np contasted rmtaa and keep the unjust rata 
hi operation pending tediooa legal operations, but it 
la hardly prahahla. The antheiity of the interateta 
commerce xuunmlaalon la broadened te cover pipe 
lines, expreaa oomimnles, awltehea. terminals, storage 
fhcilitlee. Icing charges, and aU the side Issues of rall- 
wajr traaspgrtatioa which in the past hava lent them- 
salTee te discrimtnatlone agatnet small shippers la 
favor at the large corporatlona.

These special prlvllagee mad« most e f the old 
tronble and under the old laws the coxxuntsaloo omiM 
net reach theou The eommleshMi caa in the fnture 
eompel railroads te coaneet srMh short prlvata nnae 
and give facUiUaa te shippers o ff the mala Una. There

is also regulation prohibiting after May 1, 1908, rail­
roads from owning coal, lumber or other properties, 
which will give private owners of mines equal trans­
portation facilities. These are tlte main broad fea­
tures of the prospective new law.

THE COMMISSION IN POLITICS.
The Telegram has heretofore vigorously com­

mented on the evils ari.sing from the prevalence of 
politics In the railroad commission of Texas, and 
that The Telegram’s position In the premises was well 
fminded is evidenced by the following dispatch from 
Austin to the Dallas News:

ArSTl.V, Texas, May 23.—At the outset of the 
hearing of the proj>osltion of the railroad lommlsslot 
to reduce passenger fares on the Houston A Texas 
Central railroad to two and one-half cents a mile, and 
half that for children, a motion was filed on the part 
of the railroad asking that Commissioner Colquitt re­
cuse hlmsi'li, or that the otlier commissioners sliould 
rule that lie was dls<iualified to sit in the lase. The 
motion declared that Mr, Colquitt in his speech at 
McKinney, opening his campaign for governor, Irre- 
voi-ably committed himself to reduce tlie jiassenger 
rates as aforesaid, and it was argue<l that because of 
this pledgj Mr. Colquitt was not free to pass upon 
the case a''cording to the evidence, as a judlidal o f­
ficer. In c >ns«'quence of which the railroad company 
was denied the protection of the law.

Mr. Colquitt filed a lengthy answer to the motion, 
w hereuiion Commissioners Htorey and Mayfield d«*- 
clded that they had no Jurisdiction to disiiual'tfv  ̂
brother commls.sloner, and Mr. Colquitt announced 
that lie would not rer-use himself.

Judge Garwood, general attorney for the Hou.ston 
& Texas Central, a.skeil that an exception l>e noted. 
He h.ad previou.sly explained that the motion should 
not be taken as a reflection ui»on Mr. Colquitt i>er- 
.«onally nor officially, hut w.as made luirely as a legal 
proposition to save the point for his clletrt and for 
any furth-‘r proceedings in theSknatter.

Here we have a practical illustration of the isiint 
The Telegram has 1al)or)-<l so earnestly to impress 
ujion tlie mltnls of tlie people of this stale. A mem­
ber of the rallro.iil commission—a body created f‘>r 
tiie purpose of assuring both the public and the rail­
ways a square deal, in an effort to further his owa 
Interests jiolltlcally leaves the duties of his office un­
attended «b and from the public roslrum delivers an 
opinion on a matter he Is yet to pa.ss uism, to the 
detriment of the interest Involved. He seeks to Im- 
pr.'ss the people of this state with tlie bcli.-f that 
he—stands for reduced passenger rat**s and eomrniis 
himself irrevocably to that iiolh y in adv.im e of anv 
proper consideiation of tlie sulijeid, ami app.irently 
for tlie Sole purpose of ingratiating him.-ielf into the 
good graces of tile suffragists.

Commi.s  ̂ioncr Colquitt may fe**I th.it he has \ i.i- 
l.ited none of the proprieties In tin* action taken, and 
may insist that as an indiildual lie lias an in tliei;- 
able rigtit to express himself upon any (piesiion of 
procedure contiected with tlie administration of tie* 
.iffalrs of ills office. And if Commissioner I'olqinll 
had taken tiie |»i'*caution to resign ids pii'seiit posi­
tion liefore taking the stum{i for go\ ernnr he w oul.2“ 
have ts*.*n free t'* express himself, for then ii would 
have been the Individual and not the official wlio waa 
talking. l!ut as matteis stand tt is Commission'f 
A'olquilt who is doing thl.s talking, uni his every 
utteranee uixm tlie stump l.s fl.ivored with imne ir 
less officialism.

It ma.v lie true that no real harm h.i.s h"t-n don* 
hy the prm edure already indulg'd in, hut it Is c\ id rC 
lliat the g*-eat railw ay i'inior.illons of tiie state li.av.* 
lieen lnu>t e.s.se'l by these campaign dccl.iralions to 
aelieve tliyv cannot obtain justice at the liaml.s of 
Commissioner C'llqultt, and wlieri an official creates 
tills .si-ntiment lie soon jiasses the point wtieie lie is 
of mucli usefiilne.sa. It is a reflection upon the Stale 
of Texas that such an alleg.itlon is made and liasel 
upon facts that cannot be controverted.

These are some of the reasons why the jH-ople .>f 
Texa.s must take .some action to take the railio.id 
commission out of politics. The Texas railroad c<im- 
mission must he freed from the political burden it 
is now being compelled to carry.

THE LOGICAL LOCATION
Dalla.s. San Antonio, I''ort Worth and Miner.al \8’e!I.s 

are oaiididates for the state convention and will pre- 
.sent 4helr claims to th.* meeting of the .state exei utive 
cummilt.e at its meeting at Austin next month Hou.s- 
ton iiad it in lO'M, San .Xntonio had the Presidential 
convention In the same year. Mineral Wells couldn’t 
take care of the delegates if It got it, and Fort Worlli, 
It .seem.s, la the logie.il candidate for the convention.— 
Denton Record and Chronicle.

No other city in Texas c.an put forward so many 
found and sane reason.s for being the place of a.s.sein- 
blage of the n* xt democratic state convention as K<irt 
Worth. And tliese faets are quite generally known 
and appreciated. The only thing that can be argued 
against it is the fact we have two candidates for state 
office, and that objection is utitenable. a.s the result 
In both case.s will be e.stabllshed prior to the holding 
of the conventl«)!».

It Is hoped tlie member» of the state democratic 
executive committee will see the matter In its true 
ligiit and defer to the wishes of the people of Texas tiy 
ordering the convention to assemble at Fort Wortn. 
It Is truly the only logical location.

The prediction is now being made that the time Is 
near at hand when big ranches in that section of the 
state will be so rare as to almost constitute a mem­
ory.

sieges, that Ferguson is about ready 
to say to the world that the way a 
fighter ean best train Is to get ar­
rested and spend a month In jail.

I heard an argument the other day 

on the comparative fighting j¥>wers of 
Tommy Ryan and Joe Gans. A promi­
nent H|>orting authority claimed that 
Gans was the equal of Ryan in clever­
ness and generalship. This Is a mis­
take. Put It right down now that there 
is, or rather was. no comparison be­
tween the two men in these two re­
spects at least. Ryan Is and always 
was the master of the Baltimore coon 
in clevertiess and generalship, and 
v^en It came to the punch, Ryati also 
has all the best of the argument. In 
fact. In all my ring career 1 never met 
an all-round fighting ma< hlne that had 
atiythlng on this .same Tonxmy Ryan. 
He has been fighting since 1886. and 
has never yet met anyone that had 
If on him In knowledge of the game 
and ability to display It In an encoun­
ter. o f  course, a man who has seen 
the years and gone through the bat­
tles that Ryan has taken part In. Is 
.surely Is-yond his best self. But so 
great was Ryan’s advantage that to­
day, although he has lost mu< h of his 
clevernes.H through age, he Is still the 
peer of Gans,

Ryan as a teacher has It on a lot 
of the fighters, and his opinion of a 
coming fighter after having once 
donned the gloves with hiai is alway-< 
pretty near facts. However, Ryan dtd 
make a horrible mistake when he 
dofs'd out Marvin Hart as the eoming 
ch.amplon and conqueror of all the 
heavies. But age has bad Its effect on 
Tomfuy’s judgment.

Ill strength there is no question that 
Geiis is the equal of Ryan. esp«‘clally 
if he Is In tHe same condition he was 
the last time I saw him. Tommy’s 
stoticich has always boeii the source 
of much trouble and. although he de­
nies It. he has never recovered.

There is one man In this country I 
would like to see turn his attention ta 
prize fighting lung enough to get a 
match with James J. Jeffries. He is 
nonex)ther than Tom Shevllii. the great 
Yale athlete and football player. Shev- 
lin Is the most powerful Inexperienced 
man I ever faced In a boxing bout 
With a couple years’ training he would 
make one of the toughest meu to beet 
tlie game ever saw.

When I visited New Haven a couple 
of ye.iis ago Shex-tln met me and asked 
me to don the gkn-s with him. I was 
glad for an op|>orluhlty to get the ex­
ercise ;ir)d accompdiilod Tale’s famous 
leader to the gymnasium. I want to 
tell you that Tom surprised me. He 
baiulled lilmseli with the agility of

m. eat and' the Jolt he had In both fiau 
would rook the Lead of any giant 

Edgar Glass, the old Tale guard, la 
another num that would have reached 
the top iu the fighting game if  ho 
had ever turned hia attention to the 
»port. Glass was built on the lines of 
Tom Hyer, America’s first ring ctuuu- 
pion. He had a reac'h longer than 
Fiizsiminons or Jeffries and as much 
endurance as Jeffries. Ho could also 
take a lot of punishment. -■

One of the oddest records ever re­
corded in the history of the prize ring 
was chronicled in a little place In Min­
nesota several years ago. Two fighters 
who wei>e Aiguged to furnish a windup 
to a boxing show were both knocked 
out and neither one was credited the 
victory. It was the most pronounced 
case of yellow fever 1 have ever heard 
of In my many years’ experience in the 
ring.

Jack Murphy, a boxing Instructor 
with whom 1 hud several friendly sel- 
to.s during my trlpn through the north­
west, was the principal character in 
the story, and It came to me through 
him. Murphy hud engaged a couple of 
colore«! fighters to box ten r«>unds. and 
be«uuse of their showing at dlffirent 
times he was sure they would put up 
a game battle.

It was decided lM‘foT«e the men took 
their places in the ring that the fight 
should be clean breaks, with no hitting 
In the clinches.

Murphy Is a hot-headed little Irish­
man who Is afraid of nothing and he 
hates to see the w'hite feather shown 
on any occasion, AVell, the colored 
lads were culled to the iniddie of the 
ring and told what they were expected 
to do.

The fight coinmenc«-d and in the first 
round s«-arcely a blow was struck. The 
fighters’ actions made Murphy sore, 
and he announied before the beginning 
of the second round that the men 
would have to fight or he would take 
a club and beat Ihelr heads off.

Murphy has promised the club before 
W'hlch the men were spurring a good 
windup and he didti’t propose ’’to spoil 
his rei>utation for a couple of dlnges,’’ 
as he called them.

The sci'und round cxime and went and 
again the fighters were without a 
S( ratch or bruise and Murphy was 
crazy. As the fighters look their 
places for the third round apparently 
little moved by the threats of Murphy, 
who was refereeing, they were told It 
would be their last chame. They 
started off to stall again and Murphy 
reached over to the outside of the ring 
and grubbed a chair. He hit Kid Fitz­
gerald, one of the colored lads, a wal­
lop on the side of the head and he went 
down aiul out, and before the otht'r 
ii'an could get out of the ring Murphy 
hit him and the money was returned to 
the j>romoters. lUdh men were lying 
prostrate on the ground when the ; 
.si>ectators interfered. In other words, | 
there hail been two knockouts and the 
referee had landed them both.

It wa.s on the whole the worst case 
of bluff and stall I have ever heard of, 
and I have heard ubuut and seen a lot 
of |>oor work. ^

The above story would serve to con­
firm the gen-eral report l^at the negro 
1s a coward. However, I will never 
quite forget my experience with Peter 
Jacksott, the celebrated Australian 
fighter, who was the la-er of all the 
great i-olored fighters the heavyweight 
class has ever seen.

1 fought Jackson sixty-odd rounds, 
anil you can l>et that when that battle 
was over I had about made up iny 
mind that there wene inlghtly big ex­
ceptions to the rule. Several tlim?s 
during the long contest I had the great 
colored heavyweight all hut out. He 
always came back for more, and when 
we decided to call the battle a drawr 
Juekson .<«lni|ily shook his head and said 
he was satisfied If I wa.s.

Jackson, however, hud his weak- 
nes-ses. He w'a.s the proudest and 
most conceited of the men of the early 
Gallfornla days. Even when the fight 
promoter would try to exjilaln to Jack- 
son that an ojiponent needed as much 
boosting as himself. Peter would go 
away sulking, claiming that It was the 
aim of the American fight promoters 
to kill him In the eyes of the fighting 
world.

While Jack.son possessiMj remarkable 
courage there was another time In my 
ring career when I saw four colored 
cow punchers In Texas display nerve 
that would make the great negro pug’s 
blood curdle with envy.

You have no doubt all heard of a 
battle royal. I had prior to the time 
I speak of, but had never seen one. 
Willie In Texas after my victory over 
John L. Bullivan some friends ar­
ranged a battle for my special benefIL

Four giant cow punchers were of­
fered a purse of |200. And to make 
the battle a real one the names of 
the contestants were kept a secret to 
each of the other fighters until the 
night the men entered tlie ring.

Oh, what tin awful battle that was! 
There may be some of you who are not 
acquainted with a battle royal. Well, 
four husky, rough-and-tumble negroes, 
not necesaarily those that follow the 
ring sport, but Just plain, big, strong 
men who looked like real mixers. On 
the oi'casion of which I si>eak excellent 
judgment had been used in aelecting 
tile men. I had read about the scenes 
111 the Roman amphitheater when men 
were torn and killed by wild beasts, 
but this was the first time in my life 
that I had over seen four animals 
ready to eat each other.

Rules before the fight started had 
been laid down that at the bell at the 
end of three minutes’ fighting the men 
were to stop and rest a minute, the 
same as In a regular Marquis of 
Queensbury rules battle.

In a battle royal the four men are 
turned loose at the same time and they 
go after each other Iiammer and tongs, 
usually with large gloves. But In this 
battle little .skln«-tight gloves were used 
and when the time for the bell to ring 
arrived the battle had grown so warm 
that the men refu.ned to rest and kept 
right on fighting.

Those big <-olored fellows literally 
clioppKHl each other to pieces. In fact, 
the battle grew so bloody that I be­
taine disgu.xted with the contest and 
would have left but for the position I 
was in. I stayed the contest out and 
saw more blood spillcMl than In any bat­
tle ever fought in the history of the 
American prize ring.' There were no 
authorities there to stop the contest 
and It went on. Talk about endurance. 
There were no interniisslons.

Probably the bea.st In the colored 
quartet was so stirred up that human 
nature was sidetracked. It was all 
four fighting as hard as they oould 
every minute until finally the larger 
one of the four sank to the ground 
(for there was no floor) exhausted. He 
was not knocked out. but played out.

“ Buck” Washington was the lust man 
on his feet, and ask any old-time Tex­
an UMiay if he remembers that negro 
and see what he says. He belonged on 
the western plains and was reared out­
doors and always lived outdoors. To 
this day. If he Is living, he carries the 
scars of that battle.

For nerve, endurance and strength. I 
have never seen anything that ap­
proached that cofi^st.

OLD SHIPPER TELLS
VALUE OF EXCHANGES

(By a Shipper of Tweiity Years’ Ex­
perience.)

I consider it impyssihle as well as 
impracticable to handle a live stock 
cummi.ssloh business without ttie pro­
tection of an exchange for ttie follow­
ing reasons. First, the rules In the 
Exchange give nine-tenths of their 
protection to the producer or shipper. 
When he loads his live stock on the 
car and gives the billing to the agent, 
the firm to which they are consigned 
has clisrge and control of tirem from 
that Instant until they are sold and 
the money placed in the bank for the 
shipper’s credit. 'When they arrive In 
market they are received and yarded 
by his yardmen, fed and properly wat­
ered at the'right time to give the cus­
tomer every advantage pos.sible. After 
this hits been done the salesman takes 
the buyer Into the pen. looks his stm k 
over and if a price Is agreed upt>n 
the sale is made and fr»>m that instant 
It is a vlf»lation of the Exchange with 
a heavy penalty attached for either the 
seller or anyone el.se to ad«l to or sub­
tract from this consignment In any 
way for the re;u»«>n all trades are made 
verbally. It being Impossilile to handle 
them in writing »>r to put ui» money 
to bind the trade, hut the pureliuser 
knows these cattle are going to he 
weighed ju.st as they aie sold and 
pays no further attention to them. 
After this deal i.s closed should the 
buyer Uls«'over a hunch of cattle he 
could purchase niuih i lieaper he would 
not he i»ermltte<l by the l-ivt h.inge to 
back up on this tra<le for the reason 
it might be Impossible to find another 
buyer who would give the .-.ame [u ii e. 
and again the coinmissiun man would 
never know when he had a s.ile made 
until the money was paid in setilement 
of the purcha.se. This loss wouhl n.it- 
urally fall upon the shit>per <>r pro­
ducer, Now. If the buyer w* re to act 
In this manner with a member of the 
Exchange he could not jiun hase even 
one head of cattle from one of Its 
members until he made this loss good. 
Is not this a protection to the ship|>er? 
I have often seen cars i>f cattle sell 
40c and GOc above the market. .Now. 
If it were possible for the. man making 
this purchase to refuse to take.the cat­
tle. on a thousand-r«>uii»l ste<*r the 
shipper would 14 or J.'> i.er head,
but the commission man would get the 
same commission for selling. Then 
why should he lay himself liable to 
violation of an anti-trust law for a 
heavy fine when he g'-ts no hen<-fits? 
Then, you may go a little farther and 
we will .«ay tliere Is an uns< i upulous 
commission man belonging to the Ex­
change, who might have a friend who 
had an inferior animal and after this 
trade was made he would i»ut this 
animal In at the same price this car 
load brought, know ing w hat it weighed 
beforehand, he could easily dedui't It 
fiom the original weight and give his 
friend the benefit of the sale price 
of this car load. Immediately after this 
was dlsi-overed he would be fined by 
the Exchange from J.'iOO to $1,000 and 
expelled for an indefinite period for 
the first offense and for the se<-ond of- 
f« nse he w ould be expelled absolutely. 
This feature compels a commission

merchant to be absolutely TionesL 
w hether he desires to he eo or not, and 
were one of these commission f{tws to 
sell a countryman’s live Stock at one 
l>rlce and make returns at another hie 
business would be of short duration, 
as he would not «mly be expelled from 
the Exchange, but he would be thor­
oughly advertised by hIs brother com­
mission men and if anyone suspe« ts 
that such a traiisactiuii as this has 
he«en made the tickets whi<-h show the 
weight of these lattlc and which are 
put on there by the welghinuster, also 
shows the paity's name to whom they 
were sold, which makes It possible for 
anyone desiring t«i Investigate a mat­
ter of this kind tho»-oughly. Who gets 
the benefit of this move? The shipper. 
It Is a notorious fact and can be sub­
stantiated by every old cominl.sslon 
man who was in the commission busi­
ness prior to the organization of these 
Exchanges and e\en for two or three 
years after they were organized, that 
will testify there wt-re nmny unscrupu­
lous men in tin? husinesa In tho.se days, 
who sold sto«'k at one price and made 
returns to the shipper at another.

A few weeks ago the 
trade confidently looked for an increase 
of at least 10 per .cent. now . a report 
sliuwing an Increase of only 5 per­
cent would probably put the market 
down and a report showing so great 
an Increase as 10 per cent would cau.se 
all kiiuls of fireworks.

sion^ of Hepburn Bill

Eugene Early of Waco Cho*en Presi­

dent of State Association—Dorsey i 

Re-elected 8ecretary-Tr*Murcr

'I'lie Texas Grain Dealers’ Associa­
tion opened the meeting of the last 
day of their annual convention in this 
city Friday morning at 10 o'chK-k.

S -cretary Dorsey read a statement 
from S. H. Cowan of Fort Worth, re­
viewing the legislation on railroad reg- 
ulatiun by the Hepburn bill, as it came 
from the senate, and is likely to paiw 
the iiouse. Mr. Cowan said in part:

“ I am of the opinion that under the 
bill as it now stands, courts are au- 
th«jrlzed to grunt injunctions in pro­
tection of constitutional rights. This 
congress should not take away, tiiough 
it m.i.v limit the court In the matter of 
preliminary injunctions.

‘‘So far as 1 can see. the power of 
tlie interstate commerce c-omnit».sloii 
exleiKls substantially tff every subject 
matter relating to Interstate commerce 
which by the Texas law is given to the 
Texas rommlsslon. except that the in­
terstate commission must act on coin- 
ijlalnt only and upon matters com­
plained of and the rales It fixes can­
not be exceeded; but the carrier may 
fix less rates if duly published. The 
power to the courts to sot aside the 
orders of the commission are certainly 
not more extensive and probably much 
more limited tlian that given by the 
Tex.is r-ommissloii law.”

“The valuation of railroads provided 
by t|ie stork and bond law is r^uite 
apart from tlie subject under dlscu.s- 
sioii. it  is much to be desired uivl 
.TUi li a law as applied to interstate 
roa<is will pro'oably be enacted at ’>o 
distant day.

"Tlic public is to be congratulated 
on tlie pas.sage of tlie bill u.» it now' 
is, in wlilch your asscK-iation lias taken 
a iiroinlnent part.”

C. 1-'. I ’ rouly, .secretary of the Gk- 
Iftboma Grain Dealers’ Assor-lation, ex- 
presseil bis appreciation of tlie cour­
tesy of the Aexas association in ex­
tending a-n invitation to his assiK-iatton, 
anrl as.sured the assembly of the bene­
fit derived from the meeting.

Evans and his associates, who are a.s- 
soclated with the Muskogee men, hav­
ing bought tho Claremore francitlse 
some time ag«». Mr. Evans is a prac­
tical gas mail and knows the ga.s busi­
ness In every detail. It is estimated 
that the cost of piping gas from the 
Ramona field and the city will be 
$500,000. The gientleinen who have the 
franchise will transfer 4t to the Mus­
kogee Natural Gas Company and there 
will be no stock for sale.

HOW BELL/STANDS 
FOR CORPORATIONS

Never Has Been Attorney for 

One. in His Life

Dy a Hlaff CorresponJent.
DALL.XS. Texu.*», May 24.—Now that 

all the cqienliiB speeches of the cain- 
j)algn for governor liave been made and 
some days ha\ e fiassed since then K 
may not be lacking In interest to sur­
vey the field a little and see how 
things stand with the candidates.

Wlien Judge Bell made his speech 
there was a feeble effort on the part 
of a few. and they were very few. to 
beiome frantic. These few tore their 
hair and sal'i that the speech indicated 
that he wa-s in the hand.s of the cor­
porations.

A little later, in this letter, will be 
sliown whether or not these statements 
are Jusliried and what those who are 
making them are gaining.

Brooks spoke, and It was plain that 
he had been advised that hi.s cour.se 
on the prohibition question heretofore 
had re.sulted in splitting up that vole 
between liiin.self, Cami>bell and Bell. He 
had no cliaiice. he was told. unles.s he 
coul'l ride in on the liquor question. 
He made a desperate effort to draw 
to iilmself the solid i>rohlt)ltlon vole— 
and failed for the liullest observer 
could see Iliat tla* issue was not one 
wide li was natural with liim, hut was 
made for the occasion. ^

Uolquitt delivered ids McKinney 
manifesto ami aside from estalillshing 
the fact tliat lie considers liimsolf “ It” 
he Iiad no parlli ular effect. The peo­
ple did not seem to iiave been attracted 
to lilm any more than before his speecli 
was delivered, hut on the contrary, the 
shot seems to have mis.sed the mark, 
’riie people seem to feel that his am­
munition lias now been all fired away 
and he is left with his gun empty. 
Colquitt's speech at McKinney has 
some of the ring of an Inferior attor­
ney In an inferior court advocating an 
inferior cause. Men of dignity and 
strength running for a higli office rare­
ly designate an lionorahle opponent as 
“namby pamby.” This is no argu­
ment, but only a common little attempt 
to belittle one wliose record places him 
very liigh in the public estimation.

<^ampbell spoke and tried to draw 
to himself all of those w'ho have no 
use for the rallroad-s. It would take 
a far abler man than he to get up a 
crusade at present, for the people of 
all classes In the state are fairly pros­
perous and on fairly good terms with 
each other and when these conditions 
exist a small speaker cannot stir them 
up along lines of prejudice. The at­
tempt of smaller men to imitate, tho 
role played by the great big lamented 
ex-Govermrn Hogg In his palmy days 
causes the average newspaper reader 
to laugh.

Hogg had both power and ideas. He, 
too w’a.*) a picturesque orator. No man 
can Imitate him. Where he w ould suc­
ceed they will fall. Then it must be 
remembered that Hogg had to bring 
about real reforms and was not track­
ing after anyone. He had the railroad 
commission law and the stock and ^n d  

to pass an<l tho paosapr® of thoso 
laws put the people in control of the 
railways, where they ^a^e remalnexL 
and put them out of política The 
people know when they are being Im­
posed on and quickly respond to the 
efforts of a leader who has something 
real, and not make-believe Issues.

In view of the things being said In. 
tMs rampnign It will pay the voter to 
stop here and see what the 
charge against Judge Bell—that he 1»

"conservative”—means. "Conseiwatlve” 
in little, unlearned minds seems to he 
used as a term of reproach. But let's 
see. \Mien you have money to put in 
the hank to he kept safely for you, you 
place it in a "con.servatlve” bank and 
not in a wildcat l>ank. If you go to a 
town and desire to buy a piece of real 
estate and want Information concerning 
the town and Its prosi>ects you go to 
a “conservative” man in the town and 
not a ‘‘wlldcal’’ man. If you want ad­
vice from a lawyer on a question af­
fecting you. you go, if you know one, 
to n conservative, reliable lawyer and 
not to an erratic “wildcat” one. When 
tlie voter analyzes the fearful charge 
that Judge Bell la conservative he finds 
it fills the measure of what the people 
consider a deairable man in all walks of 
life.

Some people are very brazen and 
m.ake charges that are worthless and 
which with good people only Injure 
themselves. For Instance, those who 
are striving to charge Judge Bell with 
being something which the people do 
not want, say that the corporations are 
for him. It should be stated right here 
In the Interest of both that if by cor- 
porallon.s Is meant the railroads, he 
never appeared for one In court in 
his life. Judge Bell made his way up 
from a country lawyer along lines of 
general jiractice such as any country 
lawyer and general practitioner takes. 
As attorney general of this state he 
collected more penalties from corpora­
tions for violating the law than did 
.any three attorneys general the state 
ever had. Another thing that should 
be stated, and it is new so far as pub- 
liiatlons go during this campaign, and 
it is tills: When Bell was in congress
lie was put on the committee on Pa­
cific railroads. The government of the 
United States, as most readers know’, 
was in copartnership with tho.se great 
railroad operators who had constructed 
tiio.se western lines over the mountains 
and deserts connecting the western or 
iTclfic iMirt of the continent with the 
other. It is well known to readers 
that those great builders in their deals 
with the government continually held 
it up and few men in congress seemed 
to have the force or power or the de­
sire to block them. The republican 
party was in power and it did not in 
those dayx any more than now, care 
for the people, but loved its pets, tha 
great money jobberx

Well, at the time Judge Bell was In 
congress on said committee and It rec­
ommended a settlement between the 
railroads and tho government. Bell, 
being In the minority, wrote a dlssent-

Ing opinion, showing up tlie affair,, 
whl< h, even then, appealed to the 
stolid conscience of congress and 
blocked the settlement. The settlement 
was made at a succeeding congress 
along the lines Bell laid down In his 
minority report and the government 
of the United States got about $60.- 
000,000 more than It would have gotten 
had Bell not blocked the firsi settle­
ment.

If the voter will take pains to ex­
amine hLs record in the Interest of 
hone.sty and with fairness this is how 
he will find him to be "for the corpora­
tions.”

Uhapters could be written showing 
further how Bell Is "for the corpora­
tions” by making them obey the law. 
He says nothing about these things and 
with all the rich material in liis life 
from which to make attractive reading 
you must go somewhere else to get It 
than from himself, for he is no “head 
liner” and not "I am.” but plain, quiet 
Beil, who does his duty and feels sat­
isfied that the people have Judgment 
enough not to be swayed by misrepre­
sentation. ___

W IL L IN G  TO P A Y  FOR IT

Petition I Now in Hands of Council 

Committee Likely to Com* Up 

at Meeting June 4

If the city council sees It way clear 
to following the wish of the greater 
part of the property owners In South 
Hemphill street, that thoroughfare will 
be paved with asphalt.

As announced In The Telegram, resi­
dents have filed with the city counc 1 
a comniunicatiun asking that the street 
be covered from Magnolia avenue south 
to the city limits with a two-inch layer 
of rock asphalt upon a five-inch layer 
of rock. Those signing the petition 
agree to pay for the paving Immedi­
ately in front of their premises and 
request the city to pay for the inter­
sections.

All but a few of the citizens. It Is 
announred, have agreed to pave, and 
If the petition is granted, arrangements 
will be made that the stretch of pav­
ing be complete. An additional prop­
erty owner signified his williugness to 
enter into the plan when seen by a 
representative of The Telegram Thurs­
day night, his absence from the city 
having prevented his earlier participa­
tion in the paving propi)sltlon.

View of the street Thursday night 
following the recent ruins shows the 
need of work of eorne sort upon It. 
The citizens propose permanent work 
In the way of paving.

Choice of Material
It Is learned there has been some 

feeling displayed toward use of v itr i­
fied brick in the work. I ’roperty own- 
erns as shown by interviews secured 
by The ’relegram, favor the u.se of 
asphalt with some exceptions.

The matter has been referred to the 
street and alley committee, and It is 
understood a repeirt will be made at 
the next meeting of tiie city counc'l, 
June 4. unless the session is post­
poned by reason of the observance of 
that day in honor of the birthday of 
Jefferson Davis, annlver.'-.'iry of which 
falls upon the Sunday preceding.

O. P. Hodge, 1711 Hemphill street. Is 
refiorted to be heartily in favor of pav­
ing with asphalt.

N. O. H.'indol. 170o Hetiiphill street, 
(leclare.s hlm.self in favor of paving and 
I»aviiig with asphalt.

L. Runnels i.s anoth<r enthusiastic 
sii|iporter of paving with asplialt. 
While admitting itie iiossihilify of 
greiiter durability of brick, he de­
clares himself In favor of asphalt.

"This will l>e a driving thorough­
fare.” he said, "and the brick would 
be found very hard on horses. Give 
me good asphalt.”

Brick Too Noisy
r»r. J. D. Mitchell. 1615 Hemphill 

street, Is another rooter for asphalt. 
"Why if they put brick on the street," 
he said, "we will all wake up In ti.e 
morning the moment a milk wngo.i 
reaches the Santa Fe crossing. If the 
street is to be paved of brick they will 
have to take my name from the list. 1 
am entirely In favor of asphalt pav­
ing.”

Judge N. R. Moore. 1404 Hemphill — 
"One of the best signs of Improvement 
In the residence part of a city Is paved 
streets. We need it, to rid ua of the 
dust and mud. We take pride In this 
street as one of the leading residence 
streets In the city and we need pav­
ing to give a foundation to this pride. 
If I lived closer to the business part 
of the city where the traffic Is heavier,
I probably would desire to see the 
street in which I lived paved with 
bilck. hut. as It Is out here, having 
not su< h a large amount of hauling. In 
my opinion, rock asphalt will be the 
9est for Hemphill street.”

Will Start Other Work
J. B. Davies. 1406 Hemphill—"I 

signed the petition asking for the 
paving of this street because It will 
free us from the dust and give us 
many other advantages that can only 
be had on a paved street. If I had my 
personal desires In the matter, of 
couise I would rather see the work 
done between this part of the street 
and the business part of town than 
between here and the corporate limits 
of Fort Worth, but the sooner we get 
the paving from this point to the city 
limits the sooner we will see that part 
between MagnolKi avenue and the 
main part of town also paved. As to 
the material to be used In the paving 
of the street, of course 1 want rock 
asphalt, like the majority of the own­
ers in this part of the section af­
fected, I think. It Is my opinion that 
rock asphalt will answer the purpose 
here, because we do not have such 
heavy traffic as In the down town dis­
tricts.

J. B. Zehrlng, 1422 Hemphill—"If 
there 1s not any heavy traffic In 
Hemphill street, and I hardly think 
we can admit that there Is such, I 
would like to see the street paved and 
with rock asphalt, to rid us of the dust 
and mud."

—"I favor paving because It will en­
hance property values and would 
handsomely Improve the street. I 
think asphalt preferable.”

C. L, Smith, 2015 Hemphill street— 
*T favor paving because It would pre­
vent clouds of dust and mud when It 
rains and would enhance the value of 
property. I think vitrified brick pref­
erable."

G. H. Day. 2029 Hemphill street—“I 
favor paving because a city shpuld 
have paved streets. It improves the 
city largely. I prefer vitrified brick 
be used.”

“I favor paving because It will help 
the street greatly. I think vitrified 
brick preferable."

C. Barr, 2009 Hemphill street—"I 
favor paving because It wlU enhance 
the value of property and would be 
so much more convenient."

Mrs. W, M. Medcslf, 1426 Hemphill— 
"We want the paving very much. Mr. 
Medcslf Is out of the city, but I think 
It is almost certain that everybody is 
anxious to have this street paved. 1 
know very little about the material 
that Is used In paving streets, but I 
do know that we need the street paved 
and are all anxious that the work be 
done.”

L. P. Mlllett. 1430 Hemphill street— 
"If I have any paving done In front 
of my house It will be done with brick. 
I will use brick, or no paving shall be 
done. I don’t like asphalt for paving 
and I won't use It. We Just recently 
started the sidewalk building here. Wo 
had good enough walks before we had 
the cement ones, but all my neighbors 
were In favor of the new walks and 
would not begin their building until I 
did, HO I built. But. If I do have this 
street paving done. It sh.all not be done 
with rock asphalt. I will have brick 
for mine ”

The biggest excursion of railroad 
people that ever left Fort Worth pulled 
out from the Texas and Pacific union 
passenger station at 8 o’clock Friday 
morning, en route to Mineral Wells, 
where the Order of Railway Con­
ductors is holding the annual picnic of 
that organization.

RAILROAD WATER SYSTEM

Texas and Pacific Completes Auto­
matic Outfit

The Texa.s and I ’aclfic railroad at 
Fort Worth has Just comiileted and 
now has in operation the most com­
plete automatic system of waterworks 
in the south, by which the operation of 
trains is facilitated and a great sav­
ing of time and labor made.

’rhe systtrn includes two big stand­
pipes. one located in the west yards 
and the other in the east yard.«, both 
of whhh are fed with water from the 
Clear Fork, purni>ed into receiving 
tanks, from which the »listributlon is 
made to tlie .standpipes by the track- 
side.
