DIES AT THROTTLE

Engineer Expires While Train Dashes
Through Country
Special to The Telegram,

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., June 29.—The
colonial express from Boston to Wash-
ington on the Pennsylvania railroad
arrived here last night with George
Maxwell, the engineer, dead at ke
throttle. The train left Trenton, N. J.,
on schedule time. There are no stops
between that point and the North
Philadeiphia station, but it is custo-
mary to slacken the speed at Frank-
ford Junction, in the northeastern sec-
tion of the city. When this was not
done, James Hackett, the fireman,
called to Engineer Maxwell, who was
at his post. Receiving no reply,
Hackett climbed over to the engineer’s
side of the cab and found Maxwell
dead, his fingers rigid upon the throt-
tle, Maxwell's death was due to heart

disease. He was 45 years of age,

Five Who Testified in Rice

tion was the quick verdict of the jury,
in which Rice was given tne death pen-
alty. Following tnis, five of the de-
fendant's witnesses were arrested in a
ghort time and placed in jail on the
charge of perjury. These were Ed Pra-
ther, Ed Duty, L. E. Jones, John Dowd
and C. H. Conant. These men walived
examination before Justice Minor
Moore this afternoon and their bonds
were fixed as follows: Prather $2,000,
Conant $1,000, Duty, Dowd and Jones
at $2,500 each. They assert that they
will be able to give the bonds.
