Pecple Take Flight to Escape
Disastrous Shocks

CITIES WRECKED

Buildings Shaken Down and
Swaying of Earth Ccn-
tinues for Hours

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M, July 19—
Refugces in large numbers are arriv-
ing in this city from Socorro, N. M.,
where great damage has been wrought
by a succession of daily earthquakes
fince Jyly 2. In that time not an hour
has passed without one or more
quakes,

The center of the disturbance is a
zone thirty miles long by about ten
miles wide, running from the Ladrone
mountains southeast through Socorro.
San Antonio and San Mauarcial. This
side of the belt the shocks have been
hardly felt. Each one is preceded by
a loud rumbling like heavy thunder,
which can be heard approaching from
the northwest before it reaches So-
rocco.,

People Camp Out

Senor Baca of Socorro, until recent-
ly district attorney, is in the city with
his family. He says that people are
leaving on every train and those who
cannot ride on the railroad are leav-
ing by wagon. About 2,000 people
are camping out in tents and none
dare to go indoors. Practically every
residenice and business block in the
town has been irreparably damaged.
I'hiere has been much distress among
the people, who are camping in the
open, as heavy rains have fallen in the
lJast two days, one being the heaviest
for fifty years.

Food Becomes Scarce

Most of the people are going to EI
Paso, although many are coming to
Albuquergue and Santa Fe. The
shocks generally occur as short, sharp
jerks, the ground seeming to slip vio-
lently. It believed that the adjust-
ment of rock strata in the rugged La-
drone and Magdalena mountains is
the cause of the continued shocks.

Provisions are growing scarce and
real distress is feared among the
refugees.

Earth Never Still

a case of honor, but of jealousy.”
This official declaration, made b¥

the district attorney in Atlanta, Ga.,
today, gives the first inkling of the
case prepared by the prosecution
against Harry Kendall Thaw for the
murder of Stanford White.

But on the other hand Harry Thaw
says:

“The unwritten law must be my de-
fense, 1 killed White because I had to.
Instead of being guilty of murder, 1
should be looked upon as a benefactor
to mankind.”

Explains Counsel’s Dismissal.

This is his explanation of why hc
dismissed Black, Olcott, Gruber &
Bonyne as his counsel. They insisted
that there was no “unwritten law™ and
that he was either guilty of murder
in the first degree when he Kkilled
Stanford White or else insane,

Clifford W. Partridge, his new couneee=
sel, declared that he would face a jury
with justification as his defense. For
some reason Thaw geems to fear the
madhouse, in the event of a plea of
insanity, more than he does the eleo~
tric chair. But there are indications
that Harry Thaw will not be permitted
to decide the course of the defense.

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YOUNG WOMAN IS **
CATTLE AUTHORITY

Miss Jonnie Gardner Talks of
Western Range

WAS BORN ON A RANCHE

Says Reagan County Is as Fine a Place
of Residence as Anywhaere
on Earth

Miss Jonnie Gardner has spent most
of her life among cattle and cattle-
men on her father’s ranch. She is as
good an authority on cattle questions

as anws
“] was born down near the Rio

Grande, on a ranch, and moved from
there with my folks when I was so
young that I have no recollection of
the country or people,” said Miss Jon-
nie, pleasantly. “We live now in Rea-

gan county, near khe couhty seat,
Stiles. My father has a thirty-two-
section ranch under fence, and owns
the greater part of it. I think we
have a lovely home. The country 18
high above sea level, and there is no
place in the country that is healthier.
Grass s fine now and cattle are doing
well. We raise black Polled cattle al-
together, and 1 think I prefer them to
any other class. They are a quiet 10t
and do not hook or fight like other
cattle. As beef, they are ahead of
any horned cattle, welghing more to
the age than most any other stock
that reaches the market. There s
plenty of water to be had for the dig-
ging, and we think that artesian water
can be easiy had by boring. There
is no trouble at all in getting plenty
of good pure water in wells at a small
depth, and there can be no reason, as
far as I can judge, why water should
not be had at a greater depth. We
have a large tank on the surface of
the ground, probably 400 feet easy
way, and it is six or seven feet above
the earth. It is built of stone and
with dirt banked behind it. We have
cotton wood trees planted all round
it, and the shade is quite refreshing on
hot, dry days. The water is perfectly
pure, without a trace of the gyp, and
freestone water is, you knowp, con-
sidered best for all purposes.

“We raise cotton out there, and it
does as well as anywhere in Texas.
It is eighty-five miles from San An-
gelo, but the nearest gin was form-
erly at that place and farmers had to
haul the crop there to sell. However,
there has been a gin built since last
year's crop, and now there will be no
compulsion, but a grower can start to
market whenever he pleases.

“Stiles 1s on the old stage road that
ran from San Antonio by way of Ben
Ficklin, up the middle Concho and on
to El Paso, and is near old Camp
Charlotte. Seme day I suppose a rail-
road will be built up the Concho and
the country will be developed, but it
is a long and tedious wait.

“I hear that rain has fallen all over
our western country today. It had
rained a little, but the rainfall was
spotted out In our section, and it will
be quite a rellef for the ranchmen to
get the rain at this time, so that grass
can get in good shape for fall and
winter. The rain has covered a con-
siderable extent of territory as far
west, it is said, as 175 miles.”

People Objected to Drouth — Now
Kicking at Continued Rain

“l forgot to say when I talked to
you recently,” sald G. W. Shields of
Cole, “that it has rained enough to
fill the tank near town brim full and
the people are rejoicing thereat, Peo-
ple down that way are kicking now
at so much rain, but that is nothing;
they were kicking at the drouth a few
weeks ago. [ learn that all the west-
ern country is wet now, from San An-
gelo west, the rain having fallen sinca
I left Cole. It was raining when I
took the train for Fort Worth. All
Crockett county and seventy miles
south of San Angelo was thoroughly
drenched.”

LAND VALUES INCREASED

Gradually Pushing Into

Concho Country

R. K. Rurns, a young man, but old
in-the cow business, made his appear-
ance in the exchange, and was as jolly
and ¢&heerful as usual. He said:

“Our ranch lays southeast of Big
Springs, on the-Sterling City road, on
the North Concho side of the divida.
We have in pasture seventeen sec-
tions, owning twelve., Our grass |is
mesquite and buffalo, and s as fine
as it is possible for grass to be on
the range. Cattle are in good condi-
tion, and as we have had. plenty of
water for them, they will improve all
the time. We have plentysof water
from wells, of course but I like to see
water all around on the prairfe, in
every hole. It saves a cow many a
step and in consequence much flesh.

“We cultivate 300 acres, half in cot-
ton and the rest in sorghum, Kaffir
corn and maise. These are all fine
feeds and all make crops. It will have
to stay dry all the year to overcome
the objections of the three to not mak-
ing a crop.

“We keep Hereford bulls and raise
good grade cattle. I am a stock farm-
er and believe that It is the only way
to ralise cattle successfully fof most
men now. Lands are selling for gool
prices and to farmers. We have been
told that our land will bring all round
$10 per acre, and we will sell if we
can get that price. The land Is nearly
all good agricultural, and will no doubt
increase in value, but is not worth
much as an investment now and. when
a price romes within the radius of
your views, it Is well to sell.”

THE SPANISH PEANUT

How to Plant It and What It Will
Do Generally

As there has peen some Inquiry as
to Spanish peanuts 1 will give my
method of planting and harvesting the
past year. I plowed ground deep in
the early spring, then just before
planting plowed again with a shovel
plow. The ground should be in fine
shape before planting, tree‘rom clods
and weeds and grass. I tried planting
different distances in drill. Made the
rows about two and a half feet apart
and drilled a part from twelve to fif-
teen inches and part six to eight inches
two peas in hill. Gave three workings
with cultivator, hoeing a little once.
The part that I drilled six to eight
inches in drill made the best peas and
the finest hay. As it may interest some
cf your readers, I will quote from bul-
letin on Spanish peanuts, issued by the
Arkansas experiment station on dis-
tance to plant: .

On July 19, 1904, three plats were
planted, the distances given and ‘yielas
were as follows:

Planted 12x14
per acre.

Planted 12x12 inches, 102 bushels per
acre,

Planted 24x12 inches, 91 bushels per
acre,

The above plats had been well en-
on ground that had never been fer-
tilized and that produced about thirty~
five bushels of corn per acre. The re-
sults were:

Planted 24x3 inches, 118 bushels per
acre, )

Planted 24x6 inches, 98 bushels per
acre,

Planted 24x12 inches, 90 bushels per
acre,

Planted 30x3 inches, 123 bushels per
acre. '

Planted 30x6 inches, 96 bushels per
acre,

Planted 30x12 inches, 91 bushels per
acre,

These plats were plowed three times
and hoed once. Another test was made
at Newport, where they raised 174
bushels per acre by planting 24x4
inches. Thus you see the greatest yield
is from close planting. By planting
close on common land and giving good
cultivation you can make about three
bushels to one of corn en good land.
It takes about two bushels to plant
an acre 30x8 inches. When ready to
harvest plow them out with shovel
plow In the morning and in the aft-
ernoon stack around post, putting peas
inward and tops out. Let stand until
peas are dry. Then pick peas off.

I am going to plant four acres this

inches, 143'% bushels

year for hogs. Will mow the tops off |

for hay and turn hogs in. I expect to
get from one to three tons Of hay, as
good as clover hay, besides the peas,
and expect the peas to make three
times as much meat as the same
ground planted to corn would make.—

Costs Shipper Dear

A case was recently decided in the
circuit court of Missouri that appeals
to the Interest of horse shippers. R. D.
Willlams, owner of the race mare
Winifreda, sued the Wells-Fargo Ex-
press Company for $10,000, claiming
that to be the value of the mare that
was killed while in transit by express
last month from Los Angeles, Cal., Lo
St. Louis, Mo. Acting under the in-
structions of the judge, the ‘jury re-
tfurned a verdict of $150 as the limit
of damage. The court held that a lim-
ited lability contract which Mr. Wil-
llams signed with the company in con-
Mideration of reduced rates was a bar
to recovery of the full value of the
horse. The question of the liability of
the loss was not contested by the ex-
press company, only the amount of the
Idss, as stated In the contract, which
called for reduced shipping rates. The
precedent of the case should warn
shippers not to enter into limited lia-
bility contracts with transportation
cqmpanles.

He
transmitted to that body a complaint
of an Abilene wholesale house asking
that the specific complaint of the big
Abilene wholesalers be looked into and
generally the complaints of all of the
west Texas wholesale or jobbing
houses; that there was a flagrant in-
justlce#one them in the recent read-
justment of the Texas common point
rates,

The Texas railroad commission has
previously prepared the way for the
beginning of an investigation by that
commission by asking the railroads if
there was any apparent reason for a
review of the rates and to that the
railways of the state have replied that
they stand by the rates made; that
they are equitable, and made necessary
by the conditions which affect the
traffic over railways, in the part of
Texas west of the newly designated
line, defining the common point terri~-
tory.

The basis of the complaints which
have been and affe still being made
was anticipated in The Telegram, al-
though there is an element of newness
in the interstate commerce commission
coming into the fight. That body |is
having mapeg drawn, so that changes
made from time to time may be readi-
ly shown, As soon as these are pre-
pared the commission will take up the
Texas common point rate matter.

One Loses Life Near Union
Station Sheds

————

Henry Jackson, a negro boy, aged
15 years, was killed by a northbound
Chicago and Rock Island freight train

at 6 o'clock Thursday morning between
the bridge that crosses the Trinity and
the Rock Island depot in North Fort
Worth. The negro lived in Fort Worth
and worked at the Swift & Co. packing
Youse, and the supposition is that ne
was going to his work from his home
when he met his death,

J. 8, Webb was ane eyewitpess to the
accident and testiffed before Justice
Charles T. Rowland, who held tae in-
yuest. In substance he sald:

“l was walking along tne railroad
and as the train approached me, going
from Fort Worth, 1 siepped aside and
watched it pass me. I saw four negroes
on the train, and as their actions led me
to believe they were going to jump oft
I watched them. I saw the one that
was killed swing from tne traip, and
as his feet struck the ground he seemed
to be thrown under the wheels and was
killed. The other three negroes did not
jump from the train, so far as I could
see, and the train did not stop at the
depot in North Fort Worth.”

The body of the negro was fearfully
mangled, the body belng cut nearly in
twain and his legs cut nearly off. Jus-
tice Rowland rendered a verdict that
death was the result of the negro be-
ing run over by a moving train on the
Chicago and Rock Island road.

NEGRO KILLED BY TRAIN

Pasengers Shout at Him, but He Fails
to Hear

Wednesday about 8:40 o’clock the
Rock Island passenger train killed a ne-
gro while backing into the Union sta-
tion at the foot of the sheds. The ne-
gro was endeavoring to cross the track
and was lookIng over his shofder when
struck. Several partles standing on the
rear end of the Pullman warned the
negro by yelling, but to no avail. The
;)ody was dragged about ten or fifteen
eet.

There was nothing on the person to
identify the dead man.

It was stated by several negroes
around the station that the dead man
was employed at the International and
Great Northern railroad roundhouse
and was ‘crossing the track to get on
the International and Great Nortnern
train that lays over at this point. He
was about five feet nine inches tall and
slender built. Justice of the Peace John

The
property owners are to get the fran-
chise through and then present the
question of building the tracks to toe
Rock Island, with the implied under-
standing that the railway companv
will look with favor on the project.

A baqd grade would have to be used,
but not an insurmountable one. Therc
is already business for such a track
in existing enterprises, and the build-
ing of the tra would insure the lc-
cation of othc;.mtll there ig no long-
er question on that point.

As the matter now is, the railway
company is waiting for action to ie
taken by those directly interested, as
property owners or otherwise, in the
location of tracks on that street, and
then, when the proposition is sub-
mitted the company will be prepared
to act. The desirability of that prop-
erty for wholesale uses is plain.

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A GREAT LIGHT BREAKS

Last August, when The Teleg*am was protesting
#gainst the indiscriminate giving away of city fran-
chiges, the mutilation of our streets and alleys and
the wrongful practice of conferring upon corporations
valuable rights and privileges in these streets and
alleys, absolutely without compensation, it was stren-
uously opposed by its esteen;ed morning contemporary.
The Telegram made a fight against the Armstrong
franchise—the first 'sought under the new referendum
process of allowing the peop 2 to pass upon these mat-
ters, but througl.x. apathy of the people the valuable
franchise referred to-was conferred ui)on Judge Arm-
strong and his associates without compensation.

Telegram had no quarrel with Judge Armstrong. Its
,cnly fight against the franchise was because of the
lack of franchise tax. The Record assisted in the work
of granting that franchise without compensation, and
in its edition of Thursday morning, Aug. 31, contained
an editorial of the great victory won, from which an
extract is as follows:

Fort Worth is to be congratulated upon the first ex-
erciee of the municipal referendum. While the total
vote of 1,180 was by no means as large as it should
‘have been, yet, everything considered, it is an encour-
aging evdence_ of .the citizens’ awakening interest in
vital probléms ef eity government. *

The discussion of franchises and their values has
been instructive in a high degree, and the result of
Tuesday’'s election shows that while the people will
not make grants lightly they will not deny the priv-
flege to conduct a public utility under proper restric-
tions.

The Record regards the right of regulation of
charges, put into effect in the Armstrong franchise,
as of great present and far greater future importance.
It is the establishment of a wise principle wheh has
& vital bearing upon public service problems. It is not
amiss to relate here how the principle came to be writ-
ten Into the Armstrong franchise, -

Before Judge Armstrong submitted his ordinance
to the council he showed it to the Record. As first
drawn it contained no provision for the regulation of
charges, and the Record frankly told Judge Armstrong
that it would be gompelled to oppose the grant. At
the Record’s suggestion Judge Armstrong inserted the
clause and in that form the franchise went to the coun-
cill and to the people.

This little piece of franchise history is related not
by way of boasting or of assuming a protectorate over
Fort Worth, but as illustrating the Record’s conception
of 2 newspaper's duty and the opportunities which fre-

_quently arise for it to serve the public without noise
or display or other consideration than the conscious-
ness of a duty performed. Simply for the sake of im-
pressing a lesson, it may bhe added that the Record
in this as In all other things knows no Interest and
acknowledges no allegiance but the public welfare;
and now that the Armstrong company Is licensed to do
business, to the Record it looks just like any other
pubiic service corporation. It owes, and we trust will
- gender, a faithful observance of its express and implied
obligations—this and nothing more.

It will be noticed that the Record bdasts of the part

it played In the election referred to—its conception of a
rewspaper’s duty to the home of its choice being the
giving away of valuable franchises, which The Tele-
gram has InsiSted from the first should bring the
city something like value for that conferred.

But the Record has seen the error of its way and
now comes gracefully around on the otaer side of the
question.

In its edition of Tuesday, July 17, nearly one year
after the Armstrong franchise has been granted, we
find the following editorfal:

Fort Worth has passed the point where it must
give away its public streets in order to obtain street
car service.  The fact that two concerns are today
asking for rights in practically the same territory dem-
onstrates tahe value of the s{yeets and suggests un-
mistakably that if they cannot now be obtained for
nothing they 'will soon command a consideration in

i'ne. Gollars and cents.

The political aspect of the question is beyond gis-
cussion. The streets belong to the people; the streets
are worth money; let those who want them pay for
them.

One year ago Fort Worth was at the poinl where

strong franchise asked the use of certain streets for
poles and steam pipes) for the use of corporations,
according to the Record, but today she has reached the
point where the streets are worth money and those
who want them must pay for them.

The Telegram hastens to congratulate its esteemed
contemporary over the great light that has at length
broken over its soul. It floundered in the darkness
for a long time and did much to establish the prece-
dent for giving away to Judge Armstrong®and to the
Arlington Heights car line the use of city streets that
it bas so suddenly discovered are valuable, but it is
better late than never. “As long as the lamp holds
out to burn the vilest sinner may return.” And, again,
we hasten to congratulate the Record on its arrival
Wise men often change their minds.

Dealt With in Trust Suits

Were

In the last issue we prowmised to

make known to you some facts lead-
ing up to the institution of the suits
against the live stock commission men
at Fort Worth, as well the facts fol-
lowing. We shall tell you facts; the
answer shall be for you, These facts
within themselves lead to a startling
conclusion, but from Jyou shall the
conclusion come, These-facts will per-
haps lead you to conclude that thes:
defendants have, without fault of their
own, been compelled to go two hundred
miles from their home to answer as
criminals, when a horse thief of a
housebreaker, would have been ac-
corded the ("urtesy of a trial in the
county in which he is supposed to
have comumitted a wrong. They will
show you how one of these defendats,
under peculiar stress of circumstances,
although advised by eminent lawyers
that it had done no wrong, was com-
pelled in selfspreservation to plead
guilty to a wrong it had not com-
mitted, or if at all, had unwittingly
committed. They will show you how
they paid (nominally to the state) $7,-
500 as a penalty; how this pen-
alty was applled under a law which
had been repealed four months before
the defendant came Into existence, in-
stead of under the law of 1%3, and
that by reason thereof the state re-
ceingd only $5625 of the $7,600 paid,
the remainder going as fees of office
to certain officers of the state of Tex-
as, en all should have gone into the
state treasury. Was this right? The
answer is for you.

Chartered in 1902

Im 1902 the Fort Worth commission
who perform a service in the sale
of e stock consigned to them, took
out a charter for a corporation called
the “Fazt Worth Live Stock Ex-
change,” which 18 nothing more than a
union. This organization was effected
under the “Laborers’ Aect,” passed in
1899, and was among other things des-
fgnated to name and enforce uniform
charges for the services its members
should perform.
Section 1 of that act Is as follows:
“Be it enacted by the legislature of
the state of Texas, that from and

$ after the passage of this act, it shall _

be lawful for any and all persons en-
gaged in any kin@ of labor. manual er
mental, or both, to assoclate them-
selves together and form trades un-
fonz and other organizations for the
purpose of protecting themselves in
their personal service” ~ o ¥

At that time they consulted lawyers
of high standing, and were advised
that they had the right so to do. To-
day every labor organization, farmers’
union or truck growers' union in Texas,
if legal, is warranted by the act gbhove
quoted. If they are not so authorized
each and every member of them can
be subjected to the same palns and
penalties which have been already in-
voked against certain of your citizens
If these men are guilty of any wrong,
it 1= because of the act of 1993 being
s0 broad in its terms as to repeal the
“labor act,” thought it does not di-
rectly do 0. The state of Texas and
her attorneys are today contending
that such is the case. If it be not so,
these penalty suits against the com-
mission men must fall to the ground,
and thereby will vanish the 25 per cent
fees now held in prospect by the coun-
ty attorney assoclated with the at-
torney general of Texas in these suits,
Do you believe the legislature of Texas
intended to forbid laborers and farm-
ers to organize for the protection of
the fruits of their labor? That is the
question now at stake, and no more
momentous one was ever before the
people of Texas. Only one thing could
add anv gravity to the inquiry, and
that is the question: Were these state
officials in the institution of these suits
in any degree influenced to heold their
view by reason of the 25 per cent of
$17,000,000 (the amount of the pen-
alties sued for) which would come tn
them as fees of office, in case they
succeeded? Every small fact connect-
ed with these suits will help you reach
a correct conclusion.

Now there are certain things con-
nected with the organization of the
Fort Worth commission men bearine
directly on their intention to violate
any law,

Charter Pronounced Lawful

Their proposed charter was submit-
ted to the =tate authorities and was
by them pronounced lawful. This-was
in 1902. Constantly after that time
their rules and regulations were print
ed by the thousands and scattered
broadcast over Texas. No attempt
was made to keep any regulation se-
cret. The Daily Live Stock Repeorter
each- day published the regulations
concerning charges, and went to near-
ly everv shipper of live stock In Texhs,
freom the opening of the market,
Would this have been done had these
men been ing to violate the law?
No complaint was heard from any of-
ficlal during a. period of four yearas.
It is now claimed that penalties were
all this time piling up at the rate of
$50 per day against every man en-
gaged In this work. No warning was
e@ver given. In this connection it is
well to remember that it had been
thought proper by our present county
attorney to warn gamblers and saloen
keepers of his intentions. In March
last the first rumble was heard and
the commission men at that time.
through A. H. McNatt, approached the
county attormey of Tarrant county to
know If in his opinion they were vio-
lating the law, just as had deen done
by Mr. McNatt about one year before.
Mr. McNatt at that time offered to
produce all Informatiom necessary to
:’ full investigation of the organiza-

on. -

No Indictment Returned

TOWN WRECKED |

BY EARTHQUAKE

—

Buildings Are Destroyed and
People Take Flight

Bpecial to The Telegram.
KANSAS CITY, July 19.—A speclal
to the Times from EI Paso, Texas,

says:

Socorro, N. M., south of Santa Fe,
has been badly damaged by an earth-
quake. Fifty-two shocks have been
felt since Sunday moruing. "The court
house is wrecked. The buildings of
the School of Mines are cracked and
nearly every residence in the city Is
cracked or wrecked. More than two-
thirds of them at least are damaged or
destroyed.

Theylown, which s largely of adbbe
and brick, is almost shaken to pleces.
The people are fleeing, but no one is
killed. ~

The Santa Fe rallway has sent box
cars to Socorro to take people away
and many have already fled to other
towns. Huge boulders have been
jarred down on the reilroad track and
trains cannot®enter the town. They
stop several miles outside the place.

The water in the hot springs near
Socorro have increased several degrees
in temperature, and the inhabitants
fear that the ancient extinct vnh-un_u
ten miles from the town will break
out and begin spurting lava again.

The smallest facts sometimes serve to
uncover the deepest laid plans of men,
and Interpret the “Strange Writipe
Upon the Wall.”

How Books Were Obtained

Asg the facts run, so must our history
run. Immediately after the grand jury
investigation, just related, a represen-
tative of the attorney general of Texas
came to Fort Worth, as a suspiciously
opportune time, and received from the
hands of Mr. McLean all books and
papess rﬁfating to the matter in hand—
being the same books and papers
which had been produced by the pe-
rusal of the grand jury.

These papers were then, as a matter
of law, im the custody of the district
court of the Seventeenth judicial dis-
trict of Texas, having beem produced
for its grand jury. The assistant at-
torney general, J. P. Lightfoot, with
Mr. McLean’'s consent, carried these
records to Austin without an order of
the court, in whose custody they were.
He thereafter refused to return them
to the owners, or the court, until made

THE BACON HOG

That Will Grow Fat
the Southwest

At the present time there is a good
demand for the bacon hog in the ex~
port trade.

Packers are taking the matter up
and are pushing the Matter with the
producers.

This is a great thing for certain sec-
tions of the country, especially where
conditions sare such that the type of
pork can be produced -economically.
The conditions for such demand a good
supply of foods such as alfalfa, barley,
oats, etc,

In Arizona we have a good supply
of such feeds and with the open win-
ters can produce pigs at any season
of the year with a minimum loss from
severe cold.

We find that the type of hogs pro-
duced in warm climates that the fat
hog is little used.

The reason is that corn and many
of the fat producing feeds are not
found, while the feeds that are rich in
bone and muscle are much in evi-
dence,

As for home market the bacon type
Is in evidence as the market demands
such for home consumption and also
it is shown that our feeds will not
produce the fat hog economically. In
the production of our bacon hog we
can allow the pig to run on alfailfa for
some time until the animal is ready
for finishing.

The common practice is to allow the

An Animal in

pigs to pick up the grain left in the
field, This will give a source of reve-
nue that would be otherwise lost.

It has been shown by several experi~
ment stations in countries where bar-
ley is produced to a great extent that
the hog is the most profitable animal
for a scavenger of fields.

The leading breeds of bacon hogs are
the Yorkshires, a white hog which is
a prolific breeder, producing from 10
to 20 pigs at a litter. It is claimed by
friends of the breed that the sows are
excellent mothers and will raise 90 per
cent of the pigs in the litter,

These hogs look well and sell well
on the market.

The Tamworth is another of the ba-
con type and are excellent producers,
being fully as prolific as the Yorkshire,
and are large boned. The bodies are
long, and when grown for bacon should
be sold at the time they weigh from
160 to 225 pounds. This breed is con-
sidered as a better breed for warm cli-
mates as the red hog 4vithstands heat
better than the white. The great de-
mand for bacon comes from Denmark
and Holland, and a great many hogs
are used each year to supply this de-
mand.

In such conditions as we have in
Arizona we are.able to produce such a
type at a much less cost than under
more expensive middle west conditions.

The home of the bacon hog is in the
northwest and southwest, as conditions

demand such animals,

KAFFIR CORN FOR DRY REGIONS

Thrives Where Indian Corn Would Dry
Up by July 1

The experience gained from recent
trials in different portions of the west
has proved that Kaffir corn is the most
reliable crop to grow where there Is
usually a dearth of rainfall. I have seen
this crop grown in Texas in the dry
years when Indian corn would dry up
before July 1, and be unfit for fodder,
while the Kaffir corn would remain
green and continue to grow when there
was apparently no moisture in the soil.
After a time it became too dry for
even Kaffir corn and then it took a
rest—just stopped growing for a while
till the fall rains started it again.

This plant along with the other
members of the sorghum family pos-
sesses the wonderful faculty of ad~
justing its growth to suit the season.
Like the cockelbur it never gets fooled.
It will mature some seed, even under
the most adverse conditions of soil
and season. I raised some last year
on land that would hardly sprout corn,
yet made a fair crop of both fodder
and seed of the Kaffir corn, I consider
the grain of equal value with corn for
feed and even better for paultry, as
it is more easily digested.

I do not wish to be understood as

favoring the growing of Kaffir corn
to take the place of corn, says a writer
in O. J. Farmer. But where the land
is too poor to produce corn at all, it
will always make something. During
dry seasons it is often of great value,
both as a forage and grain crop, when-
other crops fail. I would not plant it
extensively in the state of Missouri,
or as far east as eastern Kansas, but
1 would always raise a small patch for
the chickens.
* Kaffir corn will not mature as quick-
ly as sorghum. In fact, it requires as
much time as does Indian corn, so {t
should be planted not later than the
,middle of June. I usually plant with
the corn planter, using broom corn
plates, leaving the rows about the same
as for corn. However, the rows may be
closer by six inches or more if one
cares to .go to the trouble of chang-
ing - the planter wheels. Three plow~
ings is all the cultivation I gave it
and if planted late two will suffice.—.
Journal of Agricultura

at a premium. I gave up my reom to
some ladies from the country and took
a cot on the gallery.
