Brgzilian Produgt Labeled and
Sold as Porto Rican

NEW YORK, August 16.—Collectur
of Customs Stranahan conducted an
examination yesterday in relation to
the complaint by Scott Truxton, gov-
ernment agent of the Puerto Rico Com-
mercial agency, that g firm here had
made fraudulent declarations of a
clearance of coffee from New Yok
to Puerto Rico.

In manifesting several hundred bags
which contained coffee as ‘“choice resl
beans,” the boy omitted to write the®
word “coffee”"in the manifest, the
form explained.

Mr. Stranahan told the firm that
in: the future he would not tolerate
such a practice. He said further that
in future each manifest must be made
out by members of the firm. Thus, he
said, in cases where fraudulent dec-
larations of clearances were made, a
responsible person could be held. This
decision of the collector will apply
to all persons and firms making man-
ifests of domestic exports.

Adoption of Platform and Re-
nomination of Bailey

(From Wednesday's Extra.)

CONVENTION HALL, Dallas, Tex-

as, Aug. 15.—The convention recon-
vened at 4:30 p. m. The fIrst on the

program was the report of the com-
mittee on platform. The committee re-
port was read by O. O. Head, who
moved its adoption. The demands in-
clude the following:

For constitutional government, law
and order and enforcement of the law
to all alike; economy in public affairs
and against abuse  public affairs.

The Lanham administration is in-
dorsed.

The platform is against free passes,
franks and other privileges, excépt for
sheriffs and other peace officers and
for religious officers.

The platform demands a law pro-
hibiting corporations from contribut-
ing to political campaigns and against
lobbying.

It demands that telephone and tele-
graph companies carry edch others
messages, and that £0 per cent of the
capital of corporations be paid up be-
for a charter be granted.

It opposes nepotism and asks that
laws be ecnacted to eliminate the same.

The uniform text book law is in-
dorsed.

It favors a reformatory for criminal
youth.

It favors a blanket primary, nomina-
tions to be by direct vote.

Good roads laws and a Confederate
widows’ home are mentioned.

It demands that the occupation tax
be removed. Tax sales to be for full
value are recommended.

The platform was adopted by ac-
clamation.

Bryan Indorsed

The platform also includes a resolu-
tion of confidence in Willilam Jennings
Bryan, and in favor of his nomination
for president in 1908.

Culberson and Bailey are. both
dorsed.

It denounces malicious attacks on the
personal character of J. W. Baliley.

The deaths of John H. Reagan, J. S.
Hogg and F. R. Lubbock are lamented.

Other Resolutions

Resolutions were adopted thanking

also a resolution requesting the legis-
lature to purchase the papers and cor-
respondence of John H. Reagan was
adopted.

Bailey Renominated

in-

Cone Johnson of Tyler placed in
nomination for United States senator,
Joseph Weldon Bailey of Cooke coun-
ty, in the most eloquent speech of the
convention, so0 far. Bailey was nomi-
nated by an unanimous vote, amid the
most enthusiastic demonstration in the
history of Texas political conventions.

Nomimations for governor being next
in order, Yancey Lewis of Dallas coun-
Ly put in nomination Charles K. Bell of
Tarrant county. The mention of Bell’s
name was a signal for great applause.

Wynne Seconds For Bell

The members of the convention had
difficulty in hearing the words of Col-
onel R. M. Wynne of Tarrant county,
who seconded the nomination of C. X.
3ell. Colonel Wynne said Bell was a
man of few promises, but of gréat per-
formance. .

Applause greeted the state by Colo-
nel Wynne that: “No man today can
dictate «ho will be the nominee of
Texas democracy.” He touched on the
record of the candidate from Tarrant
county as diftrict attorney, state sena-
tor, district judge, member of con-
gress and attorney general, and was
tollowed by prolonged applause.

Adams Names Brooks

J. C. Adams of Bowie county placed
in nomination M. M. Brooks of Dallas
county, In concluding his nomination
speech of Judge Brooks, Mr. Adams
sald: “The best man may not be
nominated for governor, but his friends
will see to it that the next best man
will be.”

James H. Robertson of Travis county
placed in nomination Thomas M.

Convention in Uproar

The chairman said that members
must keep order or no business would
be transacted, if they stayed here all
night. “And if another uproar comes
from the galleries, we'll have them
cleared, If there are police enough in
Dallas to do it.”

Evans rebuked the members for ap-
pearing not wanting him to speak.

“You ask why I'm here, when Camp-
bell has such a big majority. Where

OPEN RUPTURE LIKELY

PENNSYLVANIA TO
ABIDE BY LAW

Railroad Announces Intentions
in Circular

The Pennsylvania, it is now an-

nounced, will not test the wvalidity of
the few rate law passed at the last
sessfon of congress, but will co-oper-
ate with the interstate commerce coms-
mission in the enforcement of the law.

An offical circular has been issued
on this subject. The essential part
of the circular follows:

“The Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany is not seeking to contest the
validity of the new *aw, either on its
own behalf or in Conjunction with
other railroads. An exhaustive study
of the new measure is being made
by both the legal and the traffic de-
partments for the purpose of clearly
understanding the séope and require-
ments, in order that they may be
properly complied with. It is well
known that the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company many years ago took a very
firm stand, which it has since main-
tained, in opposition to freight rate
rebating, and the policy of the com-
pany has been to favor any measure
which would entirely eliminate such
practices from American railroading.

“In so far as it understands the pur-
pose of the new law it is the intention
of the Pennsylvagia company to co-
operate with the finterstate commerce
commission in carrying out its pro-
visions, with the confident expectation
that the law will be administered
fairly and intelligently.”

PANHANDLE IS A
FRUITFUL FIELD

Offers Many Inducements to
Man Seeking Location

The Panhandle country of Texas,
comprising the northwest portion of

the state, furnishes a fruitful field for
settlement. From Fort Worth long
lines of shining steel rails emerge in
every direction, branching fanlike
across the country of the Panhandle.

The question ' of transportation has
long since been satisfactorily solved,
and the cattle raisers take full ad-
vantage of the facilities thus furnished.
In the beginning of things Fort Worth
was recognized as the center and head-
quarters of the cattle industry. The
shippers in the Panhandle country
found their best market there and
eontinue to do so to the present day.

With eleven trunk lines converging
at Fort Worth, radiating in sixteen
different directions, the station had no
rival worthy of the name. It got the
business from the start, and, what was
still better, having secured the traffic,
managed to keep it.

Now, much of the prosperity of the
“Fort” was not due altogether to its
excellent location. Facilities for hand-
ling business are capital things in their
way, but and this is a large and con-
vineing but, the business must be there
in order to be handled. About three
vears ago the packing industry made
its appearance in strong force, and an
impetus was given to trade which has
lasted ever since. 2

Advent of the Packers

A small concern, known as the Fort
Worth Packing Company, had been in
existence for several years, but proved
altogether inadequate to handle the
business, which was growing up with
the country. Enter then the giants of
the packing trade. Messrs. Armour and
Swift. From then on there came a
decided change over the industrial con-
ditions of Texas.

And right here it may be mentioned
that the homely but useful hog is an
absolutely necessary adjunct to the
modern packing house. The cattle trade
in itself is not sufficient to pay the
expenses . of a large packing house
plant equipped with expensive modern
machinery. Therefore, the establish-
ment of the Armour and Swift plants
was largely in the nature of a gamble.
Hogs in the Panhandle country were
scheduled as a-drug on the market.
The farmers looked upon .- them as
neither beautiful nor practical,

In the first instance they were cor-
rect., There is no great beauty In a
hog at his best. Even when the smiles
he is not attractive. But in the sec-
ond instance the farmers were wrong.
For a hog is nothing if not practical.

It remained for the packers to edu-
cate the farmers as to the utility of
the ungraceful hog. And they went
at their task with commendable en-
ergy, with the happy result that the
hog supply today is the most import-
ant asset of the humble farmer of the
Panhandle country.

~ Magnitude of the Industry

There can be no doubt as to the boon
which the packing houses have con-
ferred upon the Texas farmer and live
stock grower. They have created not
only a demand in their own business,
but have made a market which brings
in the buyers from outside,

Take a glance at the figures, which
speak for the packing houses. They
show that Armour and Swift have
slaughtered more than 1,500 head per
day for every working day of the
vear, and In addition to this number
of cattle and calves, handled about the
same number of hogs. These packing
plants added during the last year
departments which create other prof-
itable sources of wealth to the farm-
er. Each of them can take care of
10,000 chickens. They also have egg de-
nartments in connection with the poul-
try, and have not yet reached any-
where near their capacity for hand-
ling this product.

The large proportion of crisp, brac-
ing, sunshiny days makes it a delight-
ful climate to live in. The black, waxy
earth which has made Dallas county
famous, is strongly in evidence in the
country about Fort Worth. And the
fact that the land in the Panhandle 1s
but scantily settled offers temptiug
inducements to those who wish o
found homes in this fascinating por-
tion of the state of Texas.

The wealth of the territory in ques-
tion lies chiefly In the IJuxuriant
sward of valuable grasses it possesses.
The buffalo grass, the curly mesquite,
the different varieties of grazing grass
all afford excellent grazing and ren-
der the country an ideal spot for the
stock farmer,

Yet, without a good water supply
the most promising land is little betler
than a desert. And in this matter na-
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ture has been especially provident as
regards the Panhandle country. The
entire state of Texas is underlaid with
strata of water-bearing rock. From
Eagle Pass on the Rio Grande to Fort
Worth extends an artesian belt of tre-
mendous width and limitless supply.
It can be easily tapped by artesian
wells at a low latitude. From the high-
est plains to the coast level water can
be secured and brought to the surface
by natural pressure.

No Lack of Water.

Apart from the artesian supply the
river systems of Texas furnish a plen-
tiful guantity of moisture for the use
of the tiller of the soil. Also the nat-
ural rainfall can be depended upon to
keep the crops in good ccndition.

According to official statistics the
average rainfall in Texas is marked by
distinct zones and decreases from east
to west at the rate of five inches for
every sixty miles. It is fifty inches
along the eastern border from the
mouth of the Red River to the Sa-
bine, twenty-five
west central region along the one hun-
dredth meridian, fifteen inches in the
valley of the Pecos and Staked Plains,
and ten inches in the trans-Pecos and
along the border of New Mexico.

Under the foregoing favorable coa-
ditions it is not to be wondered at that
the Panhandle country is attracting a
steady stream of immigration within
its borders. Fruit culture and the pro-
duction of garden vegetables have de-
veloped from an experiment to the
dignity of an established industry, the
wheat and oats crops are all that
could be expected and the fact that
alfalfa_ can be successfully grown in
the Panhandle country appeals strong-
ly to stock raisers.

Texas has always been looked upon
as a livestock state and it is probable
that this feature will continue for
many years to be its crowning glory.
But there are other resources which
should be reckoned with.

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SHOULD PAY MORE SALARIES

The matter of paying the state officlals of Texas bet-
ter salarieg I8 now attracting considerable attention at
the hands of the daily press, and the general septiment
seems to be in favor of an increase. The Houston
Chronicle has the following very timely article on the
subject:

When the democratic convention gets to the point
of making a platform the Chronicle hopes that it will
put in a plank in red ink and italics in favor of paying
the state officials, including the judges of the district
and appellate courts, decent salaries,

The position of Texas ‘in the matter of salaries
Is & most peculiar and inconsistent one. She is a big
state, and her people gre broad-minded and think and
do things on a big scale. They have built the most
magnificent capitol in the world and furnished it on a
scale of oriental extravagance, yet send to sit in it more
narrow-gauged, small legislators than Rhodg Island
could get together.

Suggest to half of them the increase of salaries and
taey take an attack of econemical rabies and declare
the “peopul”™ are being robbed, yet if the salary of every
Judge and the governor and etvery other state officer
were. doubled, as they should be, it would not affect the
tax levy one-fortieth of one per cent—that is, a man
rendering one thousand dollars worta of property would
only have to pay twenty-five cents per annum addi-
tional taxes, and to say that the intelligent, patriotic
Texans, filled with state pride as they are, would com-
plain of so infinitesimal an increase in order to pay
5"-&[; servants decent wages, is a reflection upon their
patriotism and intelligence.

"The Chronicle ventures to say tnhat the people would
not vote down a proposition to increase salaries. The
very plainest, humblest farmer in Texas would be quick
to resent and complain if any picayunish meanness
in living or dress of one of his judges or any of the
officers he helps to elect, and he wants to see tae
decency and dignity of the office maintained.

The small politicians, like the senator who said if he
could defeat the bill to iIncrease judicial salaries
he would be satisfied, does not represent the real senti-
ments of the rank and file of the democrats of Texas.

They do not want their officials to have to skimp
and save and pinch and plan to live within their sala-
ries, and after years of fruitful service retire to private
life bankrupt, as most of them do. )

There are five hundred lawyers in Texas who make
in legitimate regular practice twice the salary of any
judge In the state, and no governor has ever left the
executive office with as much money as he had when
his téerm began, and if one were to live so niggardly
and cheaply as to save money out of his salary the first
people to abuse him would be the demagogues who are
always howling about economy.

The people ought to build a fifty thousand dollar
mansion, furnish on a scale proportionate to its cost,
pay the governor ten thousand dollars a year and allow
him five thousand dollars more for entertainment of his
constituents, so that he could live in a manner befitting
the dignity of his office and wortay of the great people
whose servant he is. :

While weary passengers are getting off 1
the trafhs for a stroll during the twenty-five minutes’
walt for meals, K Navajo. Indians flock around selling
uncut Arizona “rubles” or garnets. The Navajoes do
not mine the rubles. It is sald that industrious ants in
digging their hills, bring tae stones to the surface. The
Navajo children talk Indien, Spanish and English with
equal fluency. .

NEW WIRES STRUNG

Western Urion Steadily Increasing Fa-
. cilities

The Western Union has completed
the stringing of two new copper wires
between Fort Worth and Dallas, mak-

ing the number of wires of this com-
pany now on the poles between ihe
named points at “least twenty-two,
These wires, eight or ten of them be-
ing quads, are equivalent to about six-
ty circuits, making the line from Fort
Worth to Dallas the most important
telegraph line in the state, so far as
the pole wires go, and in the capaClty,

or, as the wire key men say, it is the .

largest lead in Texas.

Among the quads are the Denver, the
pool room, the commercial business,
the press and others.

It has long been the contemplation of
the Western Union to string a througn
wire from Fort Worth to San Fran-
c¢isco, and part eof that is done, the line
being completed to Abilene. The work
on the extension westward is to begin
Thursday morning at Abilene, and the
big copper wire will be strung through
to the coast as quickly as can be done
and done efficiently.

That can be, or will be, a quadruplex
wire also, and the same gauge of hig
copper as is used in the Fort Worth-
Dallas lines and other important oir-
cuits. The next part of the through
line to be finished and put in opera-
tion will be the Abilene-El Paso line,

It is the subject of remark among
the telegrapherg that in the railway
part of the business there has
beén no branch of the car service of
the railways that has kept pace in
development with the telegraph, and
the demand for the increased faclli-
ties on the Fort Worth-Dallas line are
no matter of surprise,

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POSTOFFICE NOT
ON THE FREE LIST

Must Pay For Sprinkling as
Matters Now Stand

Postmaster Lon M. Barkley thinks

the city council make a mistake when,
in awarding the sprinkling contract, it
specified that all streets in front of
public buildings belonging to the city,
churches, etc., should be sprinkled free
of charge, but omitted the Federal

building in the list of buildings spec-
ified. Speaking of the matter this

very little gratitude on the part of the
city for the splendid building which
has been erected here and which is to
be added to in the near future. If
the council sees fit to include the post-
offfce in the list to be served free we
will be pleased. Otherwise we will have
to pay for the sprinkliag as we have
done ™ the past.)”

They are a
well rounded oval as to shape, large
in size and weighty, many of them
being up to or over sixty pounds. From
sixty to 100 pounds are usual weights
for melons for this part of the stats,
and their advent is the first hint of
the coming of fall, when the water-
melon is no longer the lucious refresh-
er that it is in mid summer.

The Improved Triumph is generally
sweet and juicy, but a little bit coarss,
with, at times, fibers running through
the meat.

Many of the best of thcue melons
come from the Bedford and Euless
neighborhoods of Tarrant county, and
just now they are being brought into
the city by the dozen wagonloads.

There was a sample of the Improved

The outbreak of the negro soldiers of
the Twenty-fifth infantry at Browns-
ville, Texas, is sald to be the resuit
of vows made by members of that
regiment when it was stationed at this
post. At that time the negroes vowed
that if ever they were in Texas they
would get even with the Texans for
alleged threats to kill the negro
troopers during maneuvers if the ne-
groes were sent to Texas.

The Twenty-fifth infantry, which is
composed of negroes, was ordered to
attend the maneuvers of the Texas
state troops, along with other United
States troopers. Rumors came to the
department headquarters that the Tex-
as state troops had ball eartridges and
intended using them on the negroes If
they attended the jencampment. Fear-
ing trouble, the Twenty-fifth infantry
was not 7‘sent to the maneuvers and
the negroes swore that they would geat
even with Texas at the first oppor-
tunity.

All the troops have been removed
from Fort Niobrara and the Twenty-
fifth were sent to the Rio Grande
river post. Last night was the first op-
portunity they have had of getting
even and they raided Brownsville,
shooting up the town and killing and
wounding several citizens.

Exposition Fund

Stockmen from the west and those
who have talked with them say It is
the desire of the stockmen out of
the line of the Texas & Pacific, up

the Denver and out over the Rio
Grande to Brownwood and thence on
to San Angelo, to have a share in mak-
Ing permanent the fat stock show by
subscribing to the stock and that if
these men are approached they will
gladly subscribe. They do not, it is
sald, wish the Fort Worth people to
get all of the shares of the stock.

The work here has been hindered
this week by the interest in the Dem-
ocratic convention at DPallas, which
took so many of the citizens of Fort
Worth interested in Judge Bell's candi-
dacy for governor, or in the workings
of the convention Iitself, to Dallas.
Some of the best of the workers in
matters of this kind, getting subscrip-
tions, have gone to the convention as
delegates or workers or as spectators.
Only two full working days for the
Fort Worth part of the subscriptions,
remain for If the work outside i1s to
be done it must be done during the
coming week, that a report may be
forwarded to Chicago before the end
of the month that the guarantee fund
is made good.

Demand for Poultry.

Last fall and during the winter there
was a steady demand for turkeys and
chickens at well paying prices. The

This farmer's wife industry, so to
say, 18 one of the things to which the
fat stock show people expect to and
do give special attention and it Is
made an essential part of all of the
fat stock shows, conducted on the lines
of the International at Chicago and
the Kansas City, Mo., show, which will
be used as models for the Fort Worth
show,

A too common Impression is that the
fat stock show is merely a cattle show.

It is much more than that, impor-
tant as the cattle industry of the coun-
try. More largely than anything else
is the fat stock show for an exhibi-
tion of the food-giving live stock, for
everything that can be so classed has
its meed of attention and Its relative
importance is acknowledged by the
management of all such shows, by the
proper allotment of space and proper
provisicn for thg care of the exhibits,

The American hen as an egg manu-

facturer and as a source of food sup-
ply is one of the most important of the
live things which contribute to the
food of the world’s people and her in-
terests are not overlooked at the fat
stock shows. This is made the sub-
Ject of this reference to again call at-
tention to the wide-spreading nature of
the value of the fat stock show on the
scale that will be adopted for the Fort
Worth show, when the guarantee is
made that will justify the stock yard
stocknolders in the expenditure of the
large sum they have agreed to devote
to this purpose.
- From experience the cattle breeder
knows what the show is to him, and
that is just as true of the sheep hus-
bandman and the hog raiser. And then
the horse and mule Interests are not
overlooked. But the little things, like
the raising of chickens, turkeys, ducks,
geese and so on through the poultry
list have been lost sight of by some in
the larger animal industries,

The fat stock show is one of. those
things which is for the general good
and that fact cannot be too strongly
impressed on the minds of the people,

Benefits Widespread

If the location 1s made at the place
desigued it is out of the question for
the city proper to fail to reap a large
benefit, and therefore no selfish theught
as a few have had, that it is ‘more
for the benefit of North Fort Worta
than for the welfare of the city should
be permitted to intrude, for it is not
the fact. The Fort Worth Fat Stock
show and exposition wilcarry its ben-
efits to al] parts of the state and the
southwest where any kind of live stock
is raijsed.

For good stock there must be good
breeding. Shows on the scale the Fort
Worth fat stock shows have been give
the breeder the chance to see the best

of the kind of stock he fancies and |

helps aim to the opportunity, at the
least possible expense, to learn how
he can improve his breeds. To see
such an exhibit as a show of this char-
acter can get togetner would take much
time "and about as much money as
many of the breeders could afford to
spend for the improved strains, if they
had to go to a number of places to see
the exhibits, Concentrated in a big
building, like the Fort Worth show
building will be, the Interested per-
son can see in a few hours with the
minimum of expense all that it is nec-
essary to see, to know what to do in
the way of buying improved strains

| of blood.

Good progress has been made, but
there remains work to be done and the
Board of Trade committee of twenty-
one will have to use their best endeav-
ors to get through with their allotted
task by the end of the week.
