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SOUTHWESTERN RAILWAY ACTIVITY

The friction developing between the southwestern
rallway magnates has not yet reached the acute stage,
but every additional mile of railway constructed in
this section threatens to bring about conditions that
will result in more extensive building operations. The
entrance of GoulM’'s Western Pacific into San Fran-
. ¢isco will be a decidedly hostile movement right in the
. camp of the Harriman interests. It is believed this
" will compel the Harriman interests to spend practi-

cally $20,000,000 in the reconstruction of the Central

c.

Along the gulf the Harriman tenure is threatened
in one division by the Rock Island alone, and in an-
other by a consolidation line being built by the Colorado
and Southern and the Rock Island. The first line
parallels the Sou;hern Pacific between Houston and
New Orleans. The second parallels the Houston and
Texas Central from Fort Worth to the gulf. This last
will probably léad to the early construction of a new
Harriman line from the Union Pacific to a connection
with the Houston and Texas Central in Fort Worth.

This great rivalry among the railway magnates

<% has so far been carried on without any hard names
being called or by any outburst of ungovernable fury
on either side. The matters are of considerable local
importance, but have not made themselves felt in the
general policies of the Southern Pacific or the Rock
. Island. These two great systems in the southwest
seem eminently adapted to fight, but so far have avoid-
ed anything that savors of a bitter business rupture.
Common sence seems to still be ruling the roost, and
will probably continue in the ascendency.

The Colorado and Southern entrance into gulf ter-
ritory is a very important epoch in the history of that
system, and will make a big difference In the through
business heretofore handled by tne Houston and Texas
Central and the Santa Fe. The new line is now within

.

thirty-tWwo miles of Houston and will be running trains .

@ into that city by the first of October.

The Santa Fe is doing important work, both on its
Abo Pass lilne and on the preliminary work looking
toward the crossing of the state of Texas from north-
west to southeast—In other words, the new ljne from
Albuquerque to Houston, and this line may at some
time in the future prove a very important proposition.
Il is interesting at any rate to note that it makes tae
Santa Fe a duplicate of the Southern Pacific, as Hunt-
ington, Hopkins, Crocker and Stanford concelved it,
with the exception that it stops at Houston instead
of New Orleans. For nearly forty years there has
been but one full system through from San Franelsco
to the gulf. When the Santa Fe Is finished there will
be two, and when the Western Pacific and Colorado
and Southerm are finished there may be taree.

The extension of the Weatherford, Mineral Wells
~ and Northwestern far into New Mexico by the Gould
~ Inlérests also means something. The rallway magnates

The business interests of the country just sim-
ply will not stand for such extreme yadicalism as is
embodied in the idea of government ownership of the
railroads of the country. Government regulation is
right and proper, but when it comes to absolute gov-
ernment ownership, that is a different matter.

It 1is
claimed that it is already manifest that the law s
going to be an agent for the promotion of the welfare
of the big packers to the detriment of the
hutchers, as it wlill eliminate competition and make
the last condition of the consumer worse tnan the first.

It Is said that without a larger allowance for the
payment of the salaries of the inspectors, Secretary
VWilson cannot detail men for the small plants that
have business in more than one state, The allow-
ance made at the time of the passage of the bill was
$3,000,000, but present indications are that it will re-
quire a sum just about four times as great to properly
enforce the provisions of the inspection law.

When it begins to cost about $1,000,000 a month to
enforce the new law, and the government is compelled
to pay that sum regularly, it is feared the old sugges-
tion of making the packers pay for the inspection will
again be brought up, and when it is and if the plan
should be adopted the leading cattlemen of the coun-
try still believe that In the end the expense would be
brought up out of the pocket of the producer.

“lI came down from home to meet
my partner here with three loads of
calves, and he has turned up all right.
We have had too much rain in our
section,” he sald, "and the cotton is
not doing as well as it was hoped. 1t
is growing rapidly, but into stalks, and
is not fruiting well. Unless it can get
some very warm weather now at once
we fear that an early frost with us
will end the matter and the crop will be
an almost total fallure. The ground
under the cotton never has had a
chance to dry out and the constant
moisture is very detrimental to cot-
ton. I llve In Shamrock, Wheeler
county, and we have been having suc-
cessful crops of cotton every year un-
til this. Should cold come earl$ It
will be good-by King Cotton with us,
and at any rate it is too late now to
expect to raise over half a crop.”

2 MONTHS SALARY
CAUSES DISPUTE

Question Arises Over Professor
Burnett’s Resignation

R. L. PASCHAL PROMOTED

Fifth Ward Principal Named to Head
Righ School—Cullen Grimes Goes
/
to Third Ward

An unusual situation in Fort Worth
schools has grown out of the resig-
nation of A. E. Burnett as thé princi-
pal of the Fort Worth high school, ten-
dered Wednesday aftarnoon.

The school board met in special ses-
slon at the city hall Wednesday noon
with all of the members, the superin-
tendent and the secretary present.

The resignation of Professor Burnett
as principal of the high school was
laid before the board and a motion
made and carried that it be accepted.
This was followed by the reading of a
communication from Mr. Burnott
making a tender of the sum of $62.50
In lleu of the fifteen days notice called

for, in his contract with the city, of an
intention to abrogate the contract.

Explanations were called for and the
secretary stated that Mr. Burnett had
received two months’ salary. Secre-
tary Montgomery stated that when
this year's contract was sent to Pro-
fessor Burnett in common with all of
the others of the teachers, his was
dated so that the obligation of the
city began Sept. 1, as is the case with
the others of the contracts. Professor
Burnett returned, it, said Mr. Mont-
gomery, to the secretary, signed but
dated so the obligation of the city
began July 1. The contracts each real
that they are to run for a year from
the date named,

At the end of the month of July,
it was stated at the meeting of the
board, Mr. Burnett came in with a
prompt demand for the month's sal-
ary. After consultation with several
of the board of trustees the warrant
was made out by the secretary and
the salary paid. This also was done
at the end of the month of August, it
was stated.

The reason for the possibility of the
difference in the payment of that sal-
ary and those of the other teachers Is
that the school board at one its meet-
ings, when the scheme of salaries was
adopted, agreed that the school super-
intendent and the principal of the
high school should be paid monthly
and that the others should be paild
a4 Yyear's salary, but the payments
gshould be divided into nine parts, be-
ginning at the first of September, the
schools to open Sept. 3, as was the
date then fixed, but the teachers be-
ing under obligation to attend the
geachers’ Institute, Wwhich was held
Sept. 1, were entitled to full pay.

There s no question, said one or
more of the members of the board,
that as-the matter stood Mr. Burnett
was entirely within his legal rights
in drawing the salary even though
school had not opened, but he had no
right to alter the contract sent to him,
they declared. The majority were of
the opinion that he had not earned
the salary, and he was under moral
obligation to return the money to the
school board.

From that Mr. Willlams dissented,
to an extent., He thought that Mr,
Burnett might have Incurred some ex-
tra expense in fitting himself for the
position to which he was elected and
the return of a part of the money
might be a satisfactory way of set-
tling the case. Mr, Capps and Major
Van Zandt strongly dissented from
that view. Mr. McElwee thought a
compromise by which the city would
get back half should be satisfactory.

At last the matter was settled, so
far as the board could settle it,
Wednesday afternoon, by accepting
the resignation and then unanimously
expressing the view that it was the
sense of the board that Mr. Burnett
was morally bound to refund to the
city of Fort Worth all of the money
paid to him as salary for prineipal of
the high school during the two months.
Mr. Williams sald there was still a
question in the matter, but that his
objections to the motion were not of
a character that would prompt him to
vote agalnst it.

Replying to Mr. Williams, Mr, New-
by stated that there was another view
of the case and that was that the
board had the right to think that Mr.
Burnett was. when elected, already
fitted to teach as principal of the
high school without any special prepa-
ration, and that was an offset to any
claim he might make on the plea of
expense of special preparation.

R. L. Paschal Selected

R. L. Paschal, the principal of the
Fifth ward school, was elected princi-
pal of the high school.

Cullen Grimes of the Third ward
school was elected to fill the vacancy
made by Mr. Paschal’'s promotion. N.
C. Randol, who formerly taught in the
city schools, was elected to the princi-
palship of the Third ward school

Tha resignation of Miss Pearl T.
Wood as a substitute was accepted.

The money for the old buildings on
the Eighth ward school grounds, $500,
was paid in to the board and the re-
ceipt acknowledged.

The application of G. R. Hammond
for the first vacant principalship was
received and filed.

The board then adjourned,

NEW COMMISSION
COMPANY OPENED

Co-Operative Concern Begins
Operations at Kansas City

The following article in the Kansas
City Post tells of the opening of the
new Independent commission firm's
offices at the Kansas City market.
It has been currently reported that as
soon as the office at Kansas City has
been placed on a working basis, an of-
fice will be opened at the Fort Worth
market,

“The Co-operdtive Live Stock Com-
mission company, a corporation coms-

posed of farmers, feeders and shippers
of live stock, began business at the
stock yards today with about 20 loads
of cattle in its pens, all western stock.
Late trains were expected to bring in
gseveral more cars, but it was not
known whether these included hogs
and sheep. No sales had been made
up to noon.

“The commission firms that handle
the co-operative company's business
are Blanchard, Ehrke & Wertz and the
Burnside - Jarden Co. They were
pleased with the prospects. Their
salesmen assert that there will be no
difficulty in disposing of all the stuff
the co-operative concern can ship. The
company has commission firms in
other markets, but all of these will not
be ready for business until next Mon-
day.

“A. L. Ames, Buckingham, JIowa,
president of the concern, and Murdo
MacKenzie, member of the board of
directors, are In Kansas City to help
give the venture a good start. These
gentlemen say it is not the purpose of
the new company to engage in a fight
with the live stock exchange. It has
to desire to run any ofr the so-called
regular firms out of business, and all
it asks in turn is to be let alone,

“"We were driven to organize an In«
dependent company,” said Mr, Mac-
Kenzie, ‘by the concerted action of the
Hve stock exchanges of the country
in raising the commission rates to what
we believe to be an unjust figure. We
charge the old rate, and after paying
& per cent on the capital »St'wk. the
balance will be paid to its saippers on
the basis of the number of cars ship-
ped. We have at present about 2,000
maembers and more are coming in every
day.’

“A comparison of the rates charged
by the co-operative concern and the
exchange snows an advantage to the
shipper of at least $2 a car all around.
The former's charges for gelling hogs
and gheep are $6 for a single deck car
and $10 for double deckers. The ex-
change's rates are $8 and $12 respect-
ively. On cattle tne new company
charges 060 cents a head up to $10,
which is the maximum rate., The ex-
change rates are $8 for less than a car
Joad and $12 for a full car. The of-
ficers of the co-operative company be-
lieve that this saving should attract
hundreds of live stock producers from
all parts of the country.

“The capitalization of the concern is
$100,900, in shares of $10 each. The
stock is non-assessable. No person is
allowed to own more than fifty shares.
This was done so as to prevent a few
from gaining control of the business.
The incorporators tried to arrange
matters so that the control would all
ways remain with the shippers.

LIKES FLOCK OF SHEEP

Erath County Man Has Praise for
Woolies

Pen Burke shipped stuff
from Stephenviile to market Tuesday.
IHe said:

“We are engaged in stock farming
and have some 600 acres, 200 of which
are in cultivation. We have cattle,
corn, cotton and otaer truck, besides
hogs and a herd of some 200 sheep,
that we have been picking up here
and there as we could get them. I
tnat all farmers should raise
somcthing of everything and not de-
pend upon any one crop or animal to
carry them over. I believe that sheep
wiil pay a man better now than any
other animal, cost calculated. Sheep
eat lots of things that other animals
will not touch, and will eat all the
“keerless” weed that you can turn
them into. In dry times when the
earth cracks, sheep by the stamping
and close herding will keep the cracks
closed with dust and thus prevent the
mcisture in the ground from evapo-
rating as speedily as it otherwise
would. The droppings from the herd
will fertilize tae soil of any land they
feed on they never hurt a meadow.
When we first put a small flock on
a plece of land that had only sage
grass on it they soon eat it up and
tnen the mesquite canfy and took its
place and has remained the permanent
grass.

“Bermuda grass would be fine for
both sheep and hogs and they could
feed on it together, and as Bermuda
will grow most anywhere many unat-
tractive and non-suitable places
around the farm may be made to pro-
duce a living for these animals. The
short grazing s just wnat a sheep
would like and he will fertilize and
make it better the ronger he remains
on it. We have good hogs and be-
fore we got the sheep we had paid
out $250 for our stock hogs, the best
we could get. I have been out In
Knox county and the crops there were
looking fine, but the boll worm was
in the cotton and the havoc will be im-
mense unless it turns warm very
quickly. The damage seems to be all
over that section of the state, and is
caused solely by the wet season, The
cotton is as high as a man’s shoulder,
but is too rank and has never dried
out wbétween rains. All other crops
out there are in excellent shape and
the feed crops are something enormous
and would astonish a stranger who
Lad never visited the country if he
should come upon a farm as it is now.™

Chance to Buy Cheap Lands in Texas Proves Too Strong to

/

Be Resisted By Residents of Blue Grass State

“Kentucky will furnish a large num-
ber of new citizens for Texas during
the fall and winter season of 1906- Ao
said George Breedlove of the former
state to a Telegram reporter Wednes-

day.

“There are a large number of peo-
ple—heads of familles In the old state
—who are coming to Texas, not that
they love Texas more than they do
Kentucky but because there is an op-
portunity to buy good lands here
cheap. Kentucky farmers with five or
six children, at the price farm lands
are now held in that state, unless they
are very wealthy, cannot give to their
children the start out iIn life in that
state they would llke to give them,
but they can come to Texas and buy

1ands enough to give each one of his
children a good farm to begin with.
This is what is going to bring quite a
number of Kentucky farmers to Texas,

“Kentucky has already furnished a
big percentage of the population of
Texas, and the drain that is being
made on the former state Is not rel-
ished by the Kentucky state officlals
who discourage emigration to other
states. First class farm lands in Ken-
tucky are so high priced that it takes
a pretty good little fortune to buy a
farm of 200 acres; while in Texas 200
acres of just as good land can be
bought for less than one-fourth of
what it would bring in Kentucky. This
fact has brought a number of our
best people to Texas, and Kentuckians
don't lilke to see their good citizens
leave.”

TELEGRAM STORY
IS CONFIRMED

Surveyors Are Working from
Mineral Wells to New Mexico

P. E. Brock, vice president and gen-
eral manager of the Mineral Wells
road, has at last acknowledged that
the story of the work of the surveyors
for that road is correct, as stated in

The Telegram exclusively about six
weeks ago.

Two parties are In the field, as was
then stated, and they are working from
New Mexico toward Mineral Wells and
from Mineral Wells toward a junction
with the other surveying party.

The latest heard from the New Mex-
ico party is that it is in the vicinity
of Lubbock; that 1s, about half of
the line to the southeastward has been
run.

It was then stated that the Goulds,
who own the Weatherford, Mineral
Wells and Northwestern railway, or,
more conveniently, the Mineral Wells
road, wanted a connection with their
New Mexico and with the Colorado
properties, through the New Mexico
'lines, and hence the surveys were being
made, The Mineral Wells road is a
Gould property, though not a Texas and
Pacific property. It is, unless the
status has been recently altered, a pri-
vate or family affair of the Goulds,
they holding practically all of the stock,
bonds and all

The line would open up a part of
Texas to railway benefits now barren
of that advantage, as well as connect
the Gould holdings in the southwest
through the Mineral Wells and the
Texas and Pacific.

The survéys are not yet complete by
any means.

Walker passed through on
his return from the Indian Territory
on his way to San Saba county.

“My brother and I have sold out our
holdings in the Territory and will re-
turn to old San Saba and remain. I
went to that county thirty years ago
and think, now that I have tried other
parts of Unce Samuel’'s homestead,
that there is no place llke the old
home. When I left home a month ago
everything was in fine shape and I
have since learned that the conditions
have remained as good as ever. We
had some three weeks of dry weather
along In May and June which hurt
the corn crop, which was just at tha
stage when it needed rain and did
not get it. It has been accordingly
cut short. Cotton is doing well and if
it will only quit raining will make an
average crop or more, Our wheat
crop was good, averaging about from
15 to 18 bushels to the acre, and was
weighed In at from 60 to 61 pounds
to the bushel Oats was a fineé crop
and yielded well. All forage crops are
good and all together there will be
plenty of feed In the country this
winter. The pecan crop is g good one,
although the last year's one was also.
Pecans bring high figures now and a
man with a pecan orchard has a
bonanza. I know one man who soll
from one young tree $27 worth of
nuts

“There have been several trials to
get a railroad to San Saba town an:
up the valley, but although .the citi-
zens have put up a bonus, something
always intarfered to burst the project.
One time a contract was let, but the
contractor came back after awhile and
said he could not raise the money to
carry out the contract. Some of our
people thought that the trouble was
that he had ralsed what money he
wanted from some railroad with an
agreement not to ralse any more to
carry out his contract. However, that
might be, the fact was apparent that
no road was built. Our people are
now about determined to go to work
and do the work themselves. The
route that they have had their eyes on
is one that will begin at Crothers on
the Frisco, run down probably as low
as Rochelle and then on down the
valley to San Saba and on down the
river to the Colorado to a point near
the mouth of the 8San Saba river
where it emptles into the Colorado.
Where it will ultimately wind up has
not been determined as yet., A road
would pay well through our territory
and the people should not be allowed
to, be held at the mercy of some rail-
road which gets a charter to build a
road and then, like a dog in the man-
ger, refuse to build itself or let any
one else do so. When a charter ls
granted it should state specifically
where the line is to run and a time
such as would give any set of real
working men time to build it and if it
was not built to the designated point
and in the time specified the charter
should lapse absolutely and any ac-
tion tauken to revive it should be ab-

CRIMINAL COURT
NEED APPARENT

Nearly 500 Civil Suits Alone
Filed in Two District Courts

When Judge Mike E, Smith of the
Seventeenth district court begins his
September term Monday his docket
will have on it 227 new civil cases filed
since the last day for service for the
former term of this court. Besides
these 227 new cases there will be on
his civil docket a large number of old
cases brought over from the last term
of court, and on the criminal docket
there will be quite a number of cases
cont:nued from last term and a large
number of new cases for which indict-
ments have already been returned by

former grand juries, to say nothing of
new bills to be found by the coming
grand jury.

In Judge Irby Dunklin's court, the
Forty-eighth district, 212 new clivil
cases have already been entered on the
docket and as this court does not
convene until October it is certaln
that the new fllings for it will be
greater than In the Beventeenth dis-
trict court. What Is true with refer-
ence to criminal cases In tha Seven-
teenth district court is equally true
a3 to the Forty-elghth, and it is this
notable increase ip litigation, both
civil and ecriminal, In the district
courts that emphasizes the demand for
the separation of the criminal from
the civil busin2ss by creating a crimi-
nal court for Tarrant county, the crim-
inal business, it being claimed, to be
sufficient to justify the creation of
such a court. A bill will be presented
to the next legisiature creating a
criminal court in this county and there
appears to be no fear that it will not
be created.
