Started Fire in Jail

A general fire alarm was turned in
and crowds rushed to the burning lock
up. Impelled by the screams of the
negro frantic attempts were made to
rescue him.

A heavy battering ram was pro-
cured, but the iron doors withstood
the shock. Axes and sledge hammers
had no more effect, and the crowd was
forced to look on and watch the negro
burn to death.

The town is without adequate fire
service and though the small hose was
played on the flames, the fire got be-
yond control. The negro was crying
out in his agony. After the last at-
tempt at rescue, one of the walls of
the ail fell in and he was buried be-
neath the debris.

Records Tell Story

The record kept by Kowalski, it was
alleged, indicates apparently that in
less than a year, Henry W. Hering, the
imprisoned cashier, personally ob-
tained $110,800 of the money of deposi-
tors by the same means adopted by
Stenslands, in his systematic looting of
the vaults. In four months by the use
of *“cash tickets,” which he placed in
the drawer, he obtained $6,000 more,
according to Kowalski’'s schedule and
in another month $5,000.

Cupboard Held Secret

The discovery of Kowalski's tell-tale
figures was a result of the cpening
vesterday of a wooden cupboard in one
of the bank vaults that had remained
unnoticed since Bank Examiner Jones
took charge of the institution Aug. 4.

When it was forced open in the
presence of Attorneys Koch, Weissen-
bach and Jacob W. Loeb, representing
Receiver Fetzer, a large bundle of
forged notes, the existence of which
had not been suspected and which will
increase materially, it is believed, the
total amount stolen from the bank,
was found.

In addition, there was a memoran-
Jum in the handwriting of Henry W.
Hering, which tallied closely with the
memorandum of Paul O. Stensland’'s
forgeries, which he left behind when
he fled from Chicago. One of the new
forged notes was for $25,000.

CRAP GAME IN
COUNTY JAIL

Testimony at Kaiser Hearing
Borders on Sensational

—_—

ATTORNEYS WARM

Charges Officials Have Been
Approached on Behalf of
Persons Under Indictment

The case of State of Texas vs. John
Kalser, charged with theft of $380 from
the safe of Sheriff John T. Honea, was
called for examining trial ip Justice
Charles T. Rowland's court Monday
at 10 a. m. The court room was crowd-
ba with people eager to hear the evi-
dence., The examining trial was full
of interest, not only because of the fact
that the defendant is one of the best
known young men in the county, who
has filled various official positions and
has been a prominent candidate for
office, but on account of developments
of matters not involved In the hearing,
as side issues.

It was testified in the course of the

. examination that a crap game had been

running at the county jail, the banker
of the same being a deputy sheriff and
the players all deputy sheriffs,

It was also testified at this examina-
tion by a deputy sheriff that he had
been approached by counsel for parties
under indictment, who requested said
deputy to use his influence to secure
acquittal of the party or parties in-
dicted. The latter testimony was de-
nied by the attorney involved who s
counsel for Kaiser in thislcase but
there was no denial of the crap game
at the county jail

In regard to the statement that of-
ficers had been approached in behalf
of defendants, County Attorney Jeff D.
McLean, while excitement was rather
high In the trial, made the statement
that counsel for defendant in this case
had come to him in their interest.

The case against John Kaiser,
charged with theft, was called for ex-
amining trial by Justice Rowland at
10:30 a. m, Monday and both state and
defense announced ready. The state
was represented by Jeff D, McLean,
cqunty attorney, and Will H, Slay, as-
sistant county attorney; the defen-
dant was represented by W, P. Mc-
Lean Jr. and W. D. House. Only
three witnesses were introduced, two
by the state and one by the defense.

The witnesses for the state were
John L. Hubbard, office deputy sehiff
for John T. Honea, from whom it was
alleged the money was stolen, and 'T.
W. Wrenin, another deputy sheriff.

The defendant, John Kaiser, was
placed on the stand in his own de-
fense. The first wi 88 introduced
wag John L. Hubbard, “Who testified in
substance as follows:

“I am office Jdeputy sheriff under
John T. Honea and have custody of
all moneys paid into the sheriff's of-
fice. John Kaiser preceded me as
office deputy and both he and I had
the combination of the safe where the
money paid into the sheriff's office is
kept. Kaiser quit the sheriff's office
about thirty days after I was ap-
pointed to succeed him. Early in of-
fice I collected $5658 in $50 bills from
the comptroller a{ Avstin, that amount
being due Sheriff Hon¢a as costs, and
afterward turned it over to him. Later
he gave it back to me and I deposited
it in the safe along w{th what other
money there was there. 1 paid out
$130 of this money to the county at-
torney and $74 to the district clerk’s
office, and there was afterward $335
in bills and silver change in the safe.

“Thursday afterward I took the cash
drawer out of the safe and paid a bill
to the Record and put the drawer
back in the safe. The $380 was in
the drawer at that time. I locked the
safe and that was the last I saw of
the money until it was found the next
day secreted in the office behind the
radiator. John Kaiser was in the of-
fice and saw me take the cash drawer
out to pay the Record bill.” Witness
later left the office and left Kaiser
and another deputy sheriff there,

When witness next opened the draw-
er Kaiser was in the' office. Witness
pulled open drawer and saw that the
money was gone, all but some change,
$380 was missing. This was on Fri-
day.

“I told Kaiser then that the money
had been stolen,” said Hubbard, *“and
he said:

““That looks bad."™

When other deputies came in wit-
ness told them that the safe had been
robbed. Kaiser was present. Witness
and Deputy Ollie Buck went out and
notified banks to look out for $50 bills
and when they came back Kaiser was
not at the office.

Continuing, Hubbard said the next
time he saw Kaiser, the day following,
Kaiser said his father was a clair-
voyant and had told him the money
was hid in the sheriff’s office and sug-
gested a search.

“We made a search and found a
bundle of money behind the radiator,
all wadded up under a book. There
was $320 in the wad—$60 short of what
had been taken from the safe” said
the witness.

“I told Kaiser it was $60 short,” said
Hubbard, “and he said:

“‘l guess not."™

Hubbard sald he had a talk with
Kaiser later and that Kaiser denled
that he had taken the money, but
rather than have a scandal he would
make good the $60 if nothing more
would be said about the matter.
“Kaiser,” sald the whtness, “afterward
again denied taking the money to Dep-

Everything but the ice

uty Sheriff Wrenn, who told him that
was too thin,

“Saturday morning Kaiser came to
the office and said to me:

“‘John, I didn't sleep well last night;
I was thinking about this matter and
I have concluded to make a clean
breast of {t. 1 put the money behind
the radiator.,”

Witness asked where the other $60
was, and Kaiser said he didn't get it.
Witness told him he did, and Kaliser
said rather than have a fuss he would
pay the $60 and let the whole matter
drop. During the day the witness was
called out into the hall and there, he
sald, Kalser paid him the other $60.
Witness sald he never gave Kaiser au-
thority to take the money.

On cross-examination by counsel for
defense, Hubbard said he might have
laid cash drawer on top of safe when
he paid the Record bill, but didn't be-
lieve he did. -

“Kaiser may have asked me what
Honea was doing with his money out of
the bank, and I may have told him ‘to
keep people from jumping on it,’ I am
not positive, though.

“Kaiser always did deny getting the
$60. He claimed that Honea and some
of the deputlies owed him, and he
wanted to credit what they owed with
the $60. He never told me why he
put the money behind the raditor.”

On redirect examination the witness
reasserted his direct statements.

Kaiser on the Stand

The defendant, Kaiser, was next
pleeed on the stand, and testified as
follows:

“I was in the sheriff's officé Thurs-
day, Aug. 9, when Hubbard paid the
Record bill from the safe. He pulled
out the money drawer and set it on the
top of the safe, and while he was pay-
ing the record man I took the money
out and put it behind the radiator just
for fun. Hubl ard put the drawer back
without missing the money. 1 asked
Hubbard why Sheriff Honea had his
money out of the bank, and he said
he guessed it was to keep creditors
from jumping it.

“Honea owed me $250 salary, $30
borrowed money and I was on his note
for $800. $Vhen Hubbard spoke about
creditors jumping on money in bank
it occurred to me that I could take
this money and apply it to what Ho-
nea owed me and to make sure I had a
right to do so I tried to see Will Hang-
er, O. 8. Lattimore and other lawyers
and get their advice. 1 saw no one,
however, but Walter Scott.

“l thought over the matter that night
and decided not to use the money, but
the reason I did not tell where it was
sooner was that I was on a jury in the
county court room and walted until I
could see Hubbard. In the meantime
the money was missed. I was in the
office when the money was missed and
didn’'t tell about taken it then because
I didn't want to make any trouble. I
afterwards told about iy father be-
ing a clarivoyant and telling me the
money was hid In the office, but it
was not the truth; he didn't tell me
any such thing. I never got the $60,
but said I would make it good and
proposed to have it credited on what
was owing me. I afterwards paid the
$60 to Hubbard.”

Crap Game Story

On cross-examination witness was
asked if he had not told Tom Wrenn
that he had seen John L. Hubbard
loose $100 at craps Iin a game at the
county jail. Witness answered toat he
might have said something about
Craps.

“Didn’t you say to Wrenn that you
saw John Hubbard lose $100 at craps?”

This question led to a story by wit-
ness of a crap game at the county
jail, in which one deputy sheriff was
alleged to be the banker, and all the
players were deputy sheriffs. Witness
sald he had played in the game and
had lost $1 and didn't play any more.
That other games were played and he
was invited to go over, but didn’'t,

He sald the games were not for fun,
but for money; the chips represenling
25 and 50 cents. “Tom Wrenn was not
in the game I played In,” the witness
said,

Tom Wrenn, deputy sheriff, was put
on the stand and testified that he knew
Hubbard, Kaiser and Ralph Purvis;
He first heard of loss of the money
from sheriff’s office at 2 p. m, Friday
Aug. 10.

“Deputy Sheriff AMeacham and
Kaiser were at the office wnen I went
in. Purvis came {n later.

I said: “The only men who knew the
combination of the safe were Akers,
Hubbard, Brock and Kaiser,” and
Kaiser said:

“That looks bad for me,” and said
he had seen Hubbard drinking and had
seen him lose $100 at craps.

Wrenn said he went to the county
attorney's office and told Will Slay of
the loss of the money.

“Kaiser told the clairvoyant story
aterwards, and I went to old man
Kaiser and asked him if he had told
John that the money was n!d in the
office. I tnen went to John Kalser
and told him he had taken the money
and that he had better give 1t up.”

On cross-e-fumination witness said
he did not “have it in for Kailser,” but
did say he had got him (Wrenn) fired
at one time. Didn't tell defendant’'s
counsel that Kaiser was a d——d "
but did say he was a —.

“You told me yourself (to counsel)
that you knew he stole the money.”

At this W. P. McLean jumped to
nis feet and emphatically denied he
had made any such statement.

“Did I say that 1 knew he had
stolen the money?”

“I so understood it."”

“Didn't I say I knew he took fit,
not steal it?”

“Well, may be you did: won't say
that was not what you said.”

At this stage the proceedings be-
ceone lively. There were wordy spats
between Jeff D. and W. P. McLean Jr.,
and between the latter and Witness
Wrenn. The court was appealed to to
cut out certain evidence and to over-
rule certain quesfjpns and In the
squabble the witness said he had been
approached by defgpdant's counsel and
asked to help protect defendant's cli-
ents, who were under indictment. This
was Indignantly denied by defendant’s
counsel, when Jeff D. McLean said:

“You have come to me in this case™

The testimony of Wrenn closed the
evidence and court adjourned to 2 p.
m. At 2:30 o'clock the hearing was still
in progress.

ALLEGED CURE FOR CANCER

There is no question but tanat medi-
cal science has made great progress
during the past few years, but some
diseases have apparently baffled all ef-

* .forts in the direction of finding a pan-
acea, Consumption and cancer are two
of these, and people wno are afflicted
with these maladies are reduced to the
extremity of sitting down and patient-
ly awaiting the summons that is to
free them from their sufferings, not-
withstanding the general belief that
no disease has been inflicted upon the
human family for whaich there is not a
remedy In existence. The open air
treatment for consumption has given
much encouragement, and it is claimed
that in many cases a cure has been
effected, But cancer once in the blood
has seemed to be an almost hopeless
proposition.

Beiief that a remedy for cancer has
been found is expressed by Dr. C. W.
‘Suleeby, F. R. S,. the well known sci-
entist and author of London. He de-
scribes the results of the researches
Into the cure of cancer made by Dr.
John Beard of Edinburgh, who has de-
voted over twenty years to the study
of tumors, malignant and benign., Dr.
Saleeby does not assert that absolute
certainty has been attained, but he
does say:

“The giving of the widest and most
immediate publicity to these facts
seems to be a proceeding from which
it would be cruel and cowardly to re-
frain, even though absolutely dogmatic
and final statements cannot yet be
g;de, and even though one may be ac-

ed of rushing in where wiser people
fear to tread. If the cases I have seen
be not miraculous in the common sense
of the term—that is to say, due to
divine interference with natural law—
one has no choice but to speak.”

Dr. Beard's thepry of the metaod by
which cancer appears in the human
body Is given In the article. Dr. Beard
holds that the cells, of which it is
formed, have always been in the body,
and only under exceptional conditions
awake to malignant activity. They may
be destroyed or, as he puts it “di-
gested,” by means of trypsin,

To establish this Dr. Beard inocu-
lated several mice with cancer and
then treated two wita trypsin. One of
these was accidentally killed after
‘four injections in ten days.

“The microscopical examination,”
says. Dr. Saleeby, "demonstrated that
every single cell of the tumor was in
degeneration, fully half of them being

* represented by shapeless masses of
particles, probably remains of nuclei,
and all the rest were mere skeletons
of cells. Even these seemed in very
many cases to be crumbling and falling
rapidly away, as though in a hurry
to quit the scene.

“The treatment of the second mouse
lasted for twenty-one days, when {t
was Kkilled, since on that day one of
the untreated mice died of its tumor.
In the case of that mouse the tumor
was as large as the last segment of a
man’s thumb, while in the treated
mouse it was only as big as a lentil
Microscopically this latter apology for
a tumor was in advanced degeneration,

- shrinking away to nothingness and
quite harmless. “‘Even without further
treatment the tumor would have in
all probability, been absorbed shortly

its remains cast out.™

"Dr. Saleeby goes on to deseribe two
cases of the administration of trypsin
to man and the excellent results ob-

ve personally watched ™ he

trict of London. The surgeons had
pronounced the case inoperable and
the patient was evidently sinking.
Writing two days less than four weeks
after tentative and partial commence-
ment of treatment by trypsin, I am
able to report that, so far as all the
ifndications go—and they are abundant
—the tumor has already been killed
outright. The patient is on the 2igh
road to recovery, though some diffi-
culty has yet to be apprenended by
reason of the poisonous action of the
disintegration products of the growth.
8o far as my small experience g'ws'.
this is certainly the most amazing
thing I have ever seen.” :

Of the methods of application of
trypsin too little experience has been
had to permit of dogmatism, and Dr.
Saleeby suggests that it may be ad-
ministered by the mouth, under tne
skin, and, where possible, by local ap-
plication, Its application to healthy
persons, judging by the experiments
made upon mice, seems entirely in-
nocuous, It has, moreover, the \ﬁrtun
of being readily obtainable anywnere.
Experience alone will show whether
the long desired remedy for the aw ful
scourge of man has been discovered,
but so certain Is Dr. Saleeby of the
value of this new method that he
writes:

“The facts which I am about to re-
count may be due to a series of mirac-
ulous interventions with the course of
nature. Or they may be no facts, but
dependent upon the simultaneous liss
of reason by the various persons who
nave observed them. There are now too
many of them, and they are too con-
sistent for any one to believe that they
are to be explained by a series of un-
precedented colncidences. The other
hypothesis being Incredible, I, for one,
have no choice but to belleve that I
am now privileged to describe a num-
ber of facts, our knowledge of whaich
not merely marks an epoch in embry-
ology, but promises to put an end for-
ever to what is perhaps the most op-
palling of all the ills that flesh is neir
to.”

BRYAN'S STRAIGHT TALK
TO NEWSPAPER EDITORS

left New York for the west he was
banqueted by several hundred of th
e leading newspaper men of the me-
tropolis. At the banquet Bryan ma
de a great speech—one of the greatest
he has ever made. It was reported q
uite fully by the New York Times, to
which this newspaper is Indebted fo
r the following extracts:

“I have two thoughts tonight that
I want to give the newspaper men
here,” said Mr. Bryan. “The news-
paper man ought to be glad he lives
in the United States, which is the
areatest country for him as it is for
a man in any other walk of life. The
American newspaper has a greater op-
portunity than is given to it in any
other country. England has free
speech, but it has also caste, and it Is
hard here to appreciate this differ-
ence, here, where the newspaper man
can defend a man, no matter who his
father was.

“If the newspaper man has a great
opportunity here, he has also a great
responsibility. His opportunity Iis
measured in exact relation to his re-
sponsibility. We are all {idealists,
though e may scoff at ldeals, and
yvet I venture the prediction that there
{s not one person here who would sell
his ideals for all the money in the
world. The danger is, however, that
we may sacrifice them without know-
ing that we are selling them.

“The problem before us is to stop
in tke editorial rooms the selling of
consciences for a salary. No news-
paper can be run without brains, and
brains there must be in the eglitorial
rooms. Men in this country who have
grown rich by predatory means can-
not write editorials. There is one way
to stop all unlawful accumulations of
wealth and that Is to refuse to wrile
one word that we can't put our con-
sciences into,

“If a corporation starts to rob a city
or a state it must have its attorney in
the shape of a newspaper. It can’t ac-
complish its ends through the stock-
holders, for they have not usually the
sense to write editorials. 3

“It is because there is not the moral
sense behind the editorial that you'll
often find the man winning whom
every newspaper is fighting. If he goes
before the people and convinces them
of his honesty he can't be beaten by
hired editorials, and he'll be elected

time in this country for an appeal to
the ideals there are in men? We are
showing in this country a great moral
awakening, and the newspapers must
have their share in it.

“Recently we had in this country au
great investigation into a business, ani
the result of that is still fresh in our
minds and we remember it with mucn,
sorrow in our hearts. Yet I venture to
assert that most of the editors in this
room knew as much about all this cor-
ruption five years ago as they do today.
Yet you did not speak out. Why?”

“Fortune has smiled on me." said Mr.,
Bryan earnestly, lifting his head and
talking with some emotion. *“I can
make my living easily. There is not
a millionaire in this country who has a
surer foundation for his income. I can
travel around the world with my family
and come back to my home with more
money than I had when I left it——"

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CHURCH WORKERS
TO TAKE CENSUS

Expect to Begin Religious Can-
vass of City September 25

At the meeting of the city Sunday
school superintendents, held at the
First Baptist church at 2:30 o’'clock
Sunday afternoon, the question of a
proposed religious census of the city
was considered in further detail and
plans for the work advanced well
toward the concrete stage. Jere Reeves

was appointed the head of the commit-
tee to redistrict the city, with the au-
thority to appoint his own fellow com-
mitteemen, That committee will make
a report to the meeting of the superin-
tendents and others, who are especial-
ly interested in the work at a meeting
to be held at the First Baptist church
Sunday afternoon next, Sept. 16. The
census is to be taken Tuesday, Sept. 25,
or begun on that day. For the work
Mr. Daniel of the First Baptist church
has promised the aid of one hundred
members of his congregation as enu-
merators. The Broadway Baptist has
promised fifty enumerators, the Taylor
Street Presbyterian church twenty-
ty-five, and so on, others promising
varying numbers, but all promising
some, so that the enumeration may be
accurately and quickly made. The
especial work of the Jere Reeves com-
mittee will be to redistrict the city.
About ten years ago a similar work
was done, but as to results it fell rather
abortive, for the reason that it was
not followed up. It is the intent of
those who are now at the head of the
movement to get, {f possible, a perfect
list of those in the city who have any
church affiliation and also those who
have not. The movement is entirely
non-sectarian. The statement is made
by some of those most interested in
the census that there are fully 40,000
people in the city, including the sub-
urbs, within car line distances, who are
not allied with any church. They think
that is a condition to be changed.

When the census is completed there
is the intent to send to each pastor a
copy of the non-church members in his
territory, with the wish that by some
church agency, his own efforts or by
the work of committees aiding him, all
of those so reported shall be visited and
induced, if possible, to give some al-
tention to church going.

The meeting, like that of Sunday,
Sept. 9, is not to be of the mass meet-
ing type, though in addition to the
Sunday school superintendents and
their assistants, all of those who may
feel an Interest in the work the census
committee has mapped out for it will
be most cordially welcomed.

“In a few days,” says H. B. Cerveny,

to the public through the press, which

LONGEST TUNNEL
IN U. S. PLANNED

Will Be Bored Through Sierra
Nevada Mountains in Arizona

A tunnel over 36,000 feet long and
to cost $10,000,000 is now projected by
the Central Pacific Railway Company.
It is to be bored through the Slerra
Nevada mountains at a point a short
distance west of Truckee, Ariz. This
will be one of the longest tunnels In
the world, and the longest on this con-
tinent.

Such an enormous expenditure for a
tunnel seems almost a waste of money
at first thought, but when it is known
that an annual saving of $100,000 wil}
be made the advisability of the ex-
pense is much more apparent. By this
tunnel the Central Pacific grade over
the Sierra Nevadas will be reduced
fully 3,000 feet, and by the elimination
of the curves now necessary the dis-
tance will be greatly shortened.

The longest tunnel now in existence
in America is on the Great Northern
road through the Cascade range in
Washingt8n. It is only 16,000 feet in
length, so it will be a mere baby com-
pared to the one now contemplated.

It is expected that work will begin
quite soon on this difficult engineering
feat, for the exigencies of competition
demand the advantages the tunnel is
expected to give over a rival road.

In addition to working from each
end, as has been done on other great
tunnels, a system has been devised for
the Truckee tunnel, whereby operations
can be conducted also in the middle.
This will be made possible by shafts
sunk at Intervals to the tunnel level.
Present estimates are that the work
will be finished within three years after
it is started.

NEED CARS FOR COTTON

Rush From Southwest Texas to Mar-
kets Now Oa

The cotton movement out of the
southern part of Texas is In full swing
and the railroads are pressed for cars
to handle the cotton business tendered.

The movement this year is the heavi-
est ever know. In order to handle the
movement with dispatch the Sunset
and the Aransas Pass have been called
upon for every available car they could
supply, and extra crews have had to
be put on. There is no visible de-
crease in the amount of cotton pour-
ing into the gins, and even if none
of the top crop matures this section
will produce a record crop. Farmers
are generally selling as rapidly as the
crop’is picked.

The St. Louls, Brownsville and Tex-
as Railway Company has about com-
pleted its arrangements for the run-
ning of through trains into Galves-
ton, from the present terminus of its
own line, at Algoa, twenty-five miles
from Galveston, over the Gulf, Colora-
do and Santa Fe.

COURT TO DECIDE
FATE OF PARTY

Reorganized Republicans’ Case |

Set for September 20

Special to The Telegram,
AUSTIN, Texas Sept. 10.—In the

supreme court today the petition of tha
“reorganized” republican party against
Secretary of State O. K. Shannon for
a writ of mandamus to compel the sec-
retary to certify to county clerks over
the state claims of the candidates for
state offices, so that their names can
be placed on the official ballot at the
coming state election next November,
was flled, and set for hearing Sept. 20.

The petition was first presented to
Assoclate Justice T. J. Brown at Paris
last Friday and he ordered it filed with
the clerk of the supreme court. The
petition reached here this morning. and
the order of Judge Brown was sup-
plemented by Associate Justice F. A,
Williams, who is here.

How Petition Reads

In the petition for a mandamus,
which is styled A. W. Acheson of Gray-
son county and others, against O. K.
Shannon, secretary of states, it is al-
leged by the petitioners that they con-
stitute the state executive committee
of the reorganized republican party,
and that A. W. Acheson is chairman
thereof and the other thirty-one plain-
tiffs are members of the committee,
each representing the senatorial dis-
trict in which he resides. Continuing
the petitioners allege:

Claim 50,000 Membership

“That the said reorganized republic-
an party is a new, distinct and separate
political party organized in this state
gince the last state election and has a
membership of legally qualified elec-
tors in this state numbering fully 50,-
000, united as a political body with dis-
tinct aims and purposes in opposition
to and independent of all other political
parties in this state.”

Head Split Open With an Ax.
Two Arrested

assassination occurred in a suburban

PAST MASTERS TO MEET

Initial Steps for State Organization to
Be Taken Here

At Masonic Temple, Monday evening
at 8 o'clock, a meeting is to be held
for the purpose of taking the initia-
tory steps for the formation of a
Masonic Pastmasters’ Association, to
membership in which all pastmasters
of the order in good standing in any
regular lodge in Tarrant county are
eligible, The association is to be a

Texas has none of these and the
movement here is to begin the process
of organization of the pastmasters on
the lines indicated, wita the desire to
ultimately form a state organization
such as are already in existence in
other grand jurisdictions.

MORE MEN NEEDED

Wichita Valley Can Use 200 Additional
Laborers

Colonel Morgan Jones of the Wichita
Valley railway is in the city and says
the progress of the Wichita Valley ex-

Jews Held in City
By Associzted Press.

SIEDLCE, Sept. 10.—S8ix buildings
in the big bazar city are now in flames,
adding another terror to the killing
and plundering which have been going
on here for the last thirty-six hours.

Frequent shots and an occasional
volley of firing are still heard in dif-
ferent parts of town, but because of
the general panic it is difficult to
learn accurately just what is transpir-
ing.

So far as it is possible to learn there
have been up to the present time about
sixty persons killed and 200 wounded.
Hundreds of Jews assembled today at
the railroad station awaiting a means
of getting out of town. But Siedlce
Is surrounded by troops, who do not
permit exit or entrance.,

Terrorists to Blame

no doubt that the terrorists are re-
sponsible for provoking the massacre
by fusillades from roofs and windows
on Saturday against soldiers and po-
licemen who were patrolling streets,

Rioting Continues
By Associated Press.

WARSAW, Sept. 10.—A telegram re-
ceived here from Siedlce this morning
says rioting and shooting there con-
tinues. The revolutionists are firing
at the soldiery from windows and the
troops are replying with volleys. A
Libau infantry regiment took the prin-
cipal part in the massacre. Some pas-
sengers on a through train were hit
by stray shots on Sunday. The lot
offered for sale by soldiers consists
principally of jewelry and clothing.
