BAILEY DENIES 
ALL CHARGES

Senator Explaina Connections 
W ith Waters-Picrce Co.

REFERS TO RECORD

Replies to Questions Asked by 
Ethridge— Is Entitled to 

H alf His Time

Bptrial to Tkt Ttlegram.
GREB.NVILLE, Texas. Oct. 2 —Sen­

ator J. W. Bailey spoke here last night 
tn answer to charges made against him 
of Improper connections with Waters- 
Plerce Oil Company. A large audience 
was present to hear the senator. He 
spoke In part as follows;

“Now, my countrymen, what are 
their attacks upon me? They do not 
charge that I voted wrong. They do 
not charge that I have spoken foolish­
ly. They admit that I have been un­
swerving In my fidelity when tested by 
my vote. They admit that I have 
spoken with frequency and with effect. 
But they say that, while Bailey vote.s 
right and while Bailey speaks right, 
somehow Bailey l.s not all right, and 
that’s the sum of all they say.

“Now, how do they attempt to sus­
tain these charges? They say that six 
years ago I assisted the Standard Oil 
Company to resume business In the 
state of Texas. They say that as a 
matter of fact, of course. I assisted the 
Waters-Pierce Oil Company to resume 
business in fact, but that in assisting 
the Waters-Pierce Oil Company I 
really assisted the Standard Oil Com­
pany. They go further and say that 
I knew when I advised the attorney 
general that this business Institution 
was free from the taint of trusts and 
It obligated itself to obey the law that 
such was not the fact. They say fur­
ther that I received an enormous fee 
for the service which I rendered them. 
My countrymen, to each and every one 
of these charges I can oppose the Ir­
refragable proof.”

Here Senator Bailey discussed the 
affair with the Waters-Pierce Oil com­
pany.

As to Fees
“Fellow-cltlz‘'j38, when I had told Mr. 

Pierce that I would speak to f»ie at­
torney general he said: T will be very
glad *to pay you for your services.' I 
said: ’Mr. Pierce, you can’ t pay me for 
that kind of a service.’ He says: ’Are 
you not a lawyer?* I said, ‘Yes, but I 
practice law, not Influence.’ (Ap- 
plau.se.) And no reputable lawyer 
would have taken a fee for advising 
the attorn«*.' general what he thought 
was to the best interests of the state. 
Now, these men who are assailing me 
are excusable for thinking I took a 
fee, because every devil of them would 
have taken one as quick as they could 
have gotten It (applause). T.iere are 
two men In this world whom I do not 
blame doubting the honesty of other 
men. One is the man who knows that 
if he was In* the place he would itfake 
every dollar he could, honestly or dis­
honestly. And then the other Is a man 
who Is such a fool as not tc under­
stand that men can prosper In the 
world without being rascals (ap­
plause). You know there are men so 
conscious of their own limitations that 
they are bound to believe that no other 
man ever gets anything except by 
cheating for It. I have no contempt 
for that kind of a man—God knows I 
pity him from the depths of my heart. 
Those men who are now traversing 
this state repeating this stale slander 
would have accepted a fee If they had 
been In my place. Now. my country­
men, every word, almost, that I have 
stated to you about this transaction 
this afternoon I stated under oath six 
years ago before the legislature at 
Austin, and after I had stated It that 
legislature chose me as your senator. 
But these people think it has been for­
gotten.

Watsrs-Pisree Not a Trust
“Now, I do not wonder at the aver­

age citizen because he does not go to 
the official public records to ascertain 
the truth, but what do you think of 
these politicians who dare slander the 
good name of men or suppress that 
sworn testimony? Not only, my fel­
low-citizens, did they tell a falsehood, 
and I would use a harsher word except 
for the presence o f ladles; not only do 
they tell a malicious falsehood when 
they say that I brought the company 
back but suppose I did? 1 would have 
done It If Tom Smith had been per­
mitted under that judgment and had 
taken my opinion; I would have let 
them come back. I would have advised 
a readmlsslon. and the only reason, 
perhaps, that It was not done was be­
cause there was no power under the 
law to do It, because 1 believiwd that 
the Waters-Pierce OU Company was 
not a trust.

AUSTIN, Texas, Oct. 2.—The answer 

of the Waters-Pierce Oil Company In 
the state anti-trust suit was filed to­
day in the district court by Clark & 
Bollnger, Cochran & Penn and J. D. 
Johnson and H. I. Priest, attorneys 
for the defendant. The answer seeks 
to point out all the weak points in the 
petition. The defendant answers the 
allegations contained in the petition 
are Irrelevant to any is.sue in this case 
and is impertinent and scandalous in 
its nature and calculated to prejudice 
the jury trying this case.

The defendant also excepts to the 
conclusion In the petition that fIvW 
nominal and fraudulent reorganizations 
having been accomplished, H. C. Pierce 
came into the state of Texas with a 
Igrge sum of money and accomplished 
the settlement of the cases pending In 
the state against the Waters-Pierce 
on  Company at that time. The de­
fendant also excepts to the allegation 
that the Standard Oil Company exer­
cised control over the defendant at all 
times except when Providential or po­
litical reasons rendered It advisable 
for Pierce and other stockholders to 
control it.

The defendant also contends that the 
penalties cannot be called, as the act 
of 1899 was repeale«! by the act of 
1903: also that the holding of stock 
by the Standard Oil Company In the 
Waters-Pierce Oil Company Is not a 
violation of law for the reason that by 
the law of Its domicile had no control 
over Us stock or right to prevent any­
one from holding or possessing It; also 
that the state of Miseourl, the home 
of the defendant, has jurisdiction over 
the stock ownership In this corporation 
and not the state of Texas.

Some anxiety was felt on ac­
count of Mr. Rolls, It being feared he 
had attempted to cross the North sea. 
Delay In reporting his descent is not 
yet explained. Lieut. Lapham’s friends 
are enthusiastic over his victory. With 
the exception of Señor Salamoos, the 
Spanish aeronaut, Lapham was the 
youngest competitor.

Already Famous
Since his assignment to the cavalry 

school at Sauniur. Lapham has devoted 
much attention to aerostatics and his 
rapid advance as an aerial pilot has 
already attracted considerable atten­
tion. He made a dozen ascensions dur­
ing the summer, the longest of which 
being from St. Louis to S t Briecas. 
The lieutenant took the place of his 
father In the race, the latter, who is 
the best known American aeronaut in 
Paris, being called home on Satur­
day. Manner Hersey's trip as Lieut. 
Lapham's assistant, was quite acci­
dental.

A Frenchman, Levee, had been se­
cured as his assistant, but the Aero 
Club of France protested, and Major 
Hersey, who has just arrived here from 
Norway with Walter Wellman, leader 
of the Wellman-Chlcago Record-Her­
ald expedition, eagerly seized on the 
chance. Lieut. Lapham, who expected 
to arrive In Paris today, covered 415 
miles against 370 miles covered by 
Von Wilier, his nearest competitor.

CITY FEARS 
MORE RUIN

Predicted Storm Causes Panic 
in Pensacola

RACE WON BY 
AN AMERICAN

United States Officer First in 
Balloon Contest

ITALIAN SECOND

POOR GIVEN AID

Work of Rescue Still Goes On. 
Number of Hurricane Vic­

tims Still Unknown

PENSACOLA. Fla., Oct. 2.—After .-v 

restless night Pensacolans awoke this 
morning to renew the work of rescue 
and rebuilding, and the latter Is be­
ing pushed vigorously with assurance 
from all of the large firms in the city 
that their plants will be restored and 
on a more extensive scale.

Realizing the condition of the city, 
Governor Napoleon B. Broward of 
Florida today wired the mayor of 
Pensacola, Charles H. Bliss, extending 
thru him the sympathy of the people 
of the state to those In Pensacola, over 
the devastation and wreck wrought by 
the hurricane, and in his telegram the 
governor stated that If the citizens de­
sired that he would immediately issue 
a proclamation calling upon the f>eopie 
of the state and outside world for as­
sistance.

Caring for Poor
The offer has not been accepted, the 

city believing It ca«i pull thru with­
out assistance from the outside.

The Chamber of Commerce and the 
city officials have jointly formed a 
relief committee and have raised thou­
sands of dollars for the care of the 
worthy. In addition citizens have do­
nated food and clothing and the poor 
of the city are being well cared for 
under the circumstances.

Another Storm Scare
Probably at no time since the hur- 

rlc.ane have the people been given such 
a fright as this morning, when the o f­
ficial news came from Washington of 
the appearance of another disturbance 
off Cuba and near the point where the 
one which wrought death and destruc­
tion to Pensacola was first located. 
Special weather bulletins were posted, 
advising vessels not to venture outHn 
the gulf, but In this port there were 
none to leave except a few steamers 
In the middle of the harbor, which are 
loading.

The list of dead has not grown any 
this morning; no bodies being discov­
ered: but there is a horrible stench 
arising from a mile or more of debris 
along the water front just west of the 
city.

Caught Like Rats in Trap
Along that route the water front 

was most thickly populated, and fish­
ermen’s cottages were within a short 
distance of the water. Houses were 
cleared away as If by one stroke, and 
it Is believed that in the piles of de­
bris will be found many more bodies of 
unfortunates who were caught like rats 
In a trap and drowned.

A full list of thi’ dead will not ba 
known until thousands of pieces of 
timber and wrecks of vessels along the 
beach are removed, and then there will 
be many to go down to their watery 
grave unnumbered as many vessels 
have been wrecked up<m the beach and 
sunk In the harbor and men drowned 
whose names will never be known.

Rear Admiral Capps, chief of the bu­

“If there is anything wrong now, it 
Is up to the government,” said one 
packer with apoarent relief.

That is the position of all the pack­
ers. From stateraents made by Secre­
tary James Wilson of the agricultural 
department, the government is willing 
to assume the responsibility.

FARMERS WEAR TIN LEGGINS 
TO GUARD AGAINST RAniERS

WATERVILLE. Wash., Oct. 2.—Not 

for years have rattlesnakes been so 
numerous along the upper Columbia as 
thla season. In the harvest fields near 
the river they are a menace to the 
men. Harvesters are often found wear­
ing tin leggins to protect themselves 
from being bitten. On the Emerlch 
farm, lying In the brakes of the Co­
lumbia about five miles from this city. 
It is said that more than fifty rattle­
snakes have been killed this season.

In the mountains near the head of a 
lake, exhibited a bunch of tblrty-two 
rattlers, ranging in size from nine to 
fifteen rattles each. He says that 
“snaking” has become a popular form 
of entertainment with some of the 
campers and that nearly everyone saar

Refuses to Consider Franchise 

Tax Amendment'

TAX LEVY FIXED

Rate Is Made $1.75 Limit Un­
der Law—Report Submit­

ted (m Waterworks

Ftort Worth’s city council had a gr^at 
thtUest Slonday nlcht at the rejular 
SMdon of that body, and the meeting 
w** prolonged from 7:86 to 11:03 p. m.

The eMpecial subjects of talk were 
the mayor’s veto o f the proposition to 
collect the water rents by collectors 
from the patrons of the water works 
department, and the recommendation 
of the mayor that there should be some 
provision made for the levying o f a 
franchise tax on the street railway 
franchises recently granted. Incident­
ally the referendum plan, as it has 
f^aulted in i*V>rt Worth, came In for a 
few hard knocks and the unchalleng^ 
assertion was made by several of the 
aldermen that had the grant of the 
franchises made by the people’s vote 
to the Northern Texas Traction Com­
pany been left to the city council the 
d ty  would now be getting a revenue 
from them instead of there being a 
free grant as was the case under the 
referendum.

The lax levy was fixed on the basis 
stated in The Telegram of Monday a ft­
ernoon. 81.75, the limit under the chap­
ter.

The Dow coal contract for coal for 
the water works was ratified.

The total o f the taxable values of the 
cfty assessable property is 827.314,164.

A first report was made on the use 
of the device of Mr. Butler, who is 
under contract with the city to in­
crease the water supply from the wells 
with a decreased air pressure. The re­
port shows a part success and was 
referred to the water works commit­
tee.

A report was made on the amount of 
water used by the city in suppljiiig 
water consumers, and the statement 
was made that at the present rate of 
Increase in con8u»^.>tion there would 
soon be a need for an enhanced sup­
ply. The sinking of four additional 
wreHs was recommended and the rec­
ommendation approved.

Before the real business of the ses­
sion began a  motion was made that 
Cfty Attorney Orrlck be excused for 
the reason that there had been a recent 
death in the family, and a committee, 
consisting of Aldermen Maddox. Zurn 
and Armstrong, was appointed to o f­
fer resolutions of sympathy'.

A new market house proposition was 
offer etl.

A report was made In the matter of 
the repairs of the Seventh street 
bridge over the Clear Fork. The re­
pairs are to be made at once. In view 
of the fact that there are to be race« 
at the fair grounds, and to get to tho 
grounds It will necessary to use the 
bridge.

At 7:36 o’clock the council was caUe<l 
to-order, the roll called with all of the 
aldermen present except Alderman De- 
hane. who came in before any bu.sincsa 
was transacted.

Tax l!avy at Limit
The tax lev'y ordinance was passerl. 

under a suspension of the rules, by the 
unanimous vote o f the .council. The 
make-up of -4iie rate lb as follows. 
Twenty-five ceivta Cor schools. 2» 
cents for streets and an improved wa­
ter supply. 47 cents for the interest anl 
ataking fund, 78 cents for the general 
purposes.

A poll tax o f 81 for each voter Is 
levied, on all liable for the tax.

A special diseount of 2^  per cent is 
allowed on pasrroents made prior to 
Oct. 15; a discount'of 2 per cent on 
all payments prior to Nov*. 1; a dis­
count of IH per cent on all payments 
made prior to Nov. 15; and a discount 
of % per cent on all payments made 
prior to Dec. 1. Discounts then cease 
and after Feb. 1 a penalty of 1 per 
cent a month is added.

Mayor's Veto Starts Debate
The reading of the mayor’s veto o f 

the water rent collection proposition 
precipitated a debate that was tong 
and at times warm. After the read­
ing of the veto a motion was promptly 
made that the resolution providing for 
the collection of the water rents by 
collectors Instead of having the water 
consumers pay at the water works o f­
fice be approved, the mayor’s veto to 
the contrary notwithstanding.

Mayor Harris made a lung explana- 
tary talk on the v̂ eto and clearly de­
fined his position. He held thiit the 
principle was wrong; that collections 
^  wrater rents should be made from 
•ome o f the people and not from oth- 
•ra; that there was an obligation to 
treat all cltiaens aMke. and there was 
■o reason why the humblest aegro in 
Bell’s Half Acre should not have the 
name rights in n nsatter of that kind
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as did the nabob, in more favered lo 
calitlea of the city. *

The mayor insisted, until the results 
of the red card notices were nullified 
by the action o f the city council, the 
collections were made at a more sat­
isfactory rate than ever before, a 
statement that was met by the asser­
tion that there bad never been any 
loss to the city, under the old plan 
and therefore there was no reason for 
a change.

The ordinance provided for the 
payments of the water rents at tho 
city hail and yet, said the mayor, 
there are those who have not for years 
gone to the city hall to make those 
payments, and they now say that 
there is a contract existing between 
them and the city by reason of such 
practice, that relieves them of the 
need to go and pay at the office. Some 
of those people have-^ot paid, at' the 
city hall, fur years and some have 
oven said that thev would not go to 
the city hall and pay.

Some of the water consumers. In in­
stances. had not paid for several 
month.s, for various reasons, and the 
water supply was not cut off. That was 
held to be a discrimination as agaifvst 
others, who had failed for a single 
month to make prompt payments, and 
yet there was a prompt shut-off of the 
water.

Lehan« Interjects
This was denounced by Aldermen 

Lehane and Waggoman as the manu­
facture of campaign literature by the 
mayor, and was not germane to the 
question, fur the reason, said the 
Fourth ward alderman, that the may­
or is ch;tllenged to show where there 
had been a single dollar lost to the 
city by following the old method of 
collecting from some of the people. 
Alderman Lehane wanted to go on 
record as being as much opposed to 
any kind o f discrimination as any 
other member of the city council 
could be. It had been the practice, 
that advocated by a majority of the 
council, for six years, and all had gone 
on very welt until the mayor had 
com« in here and. following out the 
utterances of his campaign speeches.
had tried to raise ------. He contended
that it was cheaper to send out the 
collector* and get the water rents that 
way than to send out the cut-off men. 
cut off the water and then have to 
go out again and turn It on. as the 
iccord.s of the department for the last 
month will show.

Secretary t’alhoun replied to several 
questions asked by various members 
of the council and then the veto was 

‘ over-ridden, by a vote of seven ayes 
to two iioes—Alderman Cook and Mad- 

, uox.
Hereafter the cut-off man will have 

the authority to collect the water rent 
If the tender of payment Is made when 
he goes to cut off the water for nbn- 
paynieiU.

Several tax relief propositions were 
passed and the general principle was 
declared that If there was a mistake 
made in the assessment there should 
be a correction made by the council.

.Alderman Lehane condemned the de­
lays that too often marked the filing 
of reports. He luid been at the city 
hall to look over reports on Monday 
morning, none were filed and yet sev­
eral were submitted to the council 
that evening, which he should have 
had a chance to examine, but which 
he had never seen. He wanted a dif­
ferent practice followed.

Claims to the amount of 817.820.81 
were allowed.

The fine of Mary Harrigan. imposed 
for a misdemeanor, was remitted. The 
child is now attending school and the 
city marshal who recoaantended the 
remittitur, stated that to collect the 
fine she would have to lay the fine 
ouf In the calaboose.

The petition for the Improvement of 
Lake street was held up until the city 
is better off financially.

If the citizens comply. In full, with 
the terms of the petition presented 
to the city council Monday evening, 
Main street, betx’een Myrtle and Mag­
nolia, is to be graded and graveled, 
the understanding being tlvit the city’s 
part of the expense is not to exceed 
820 or 825.

Viaduct Repairs Referrad
The matter of repairing the viaduct, 

which carries Jennings avenue over 
the west yard tracks of the Texas A 
Pacific, was referred to the street and 
alley and the finance committeea

The sidewalk anti-obstruction ordi­
nance was laid over.

Complaint was made of the way tlie 
traction company was working on 
Jennings avenue, in the matter of lay­
ing the new tracks, but it was ex­
plained that they were simply doi.ag 
some of the work temporarily now-, 
until the filling and ballasting settles, 
and then the street would be restored 
to a condition at least as good as it 
was before any tearing up was done.

Complaint was made that the Rosen 
Heights Street Car Company had n-it 
complied with its agreement to pave 
Throckmorton street where the street 
was paved, and that alleged dereliction 
of duty was made the subject of a 
petition from the Ellison f-'orniture 
Company.

Complaint was made of the condi­
tion the Arlington Heights Company 
bad left Throckmorton street in. from 
Tenth street southward, and the rem­
edy was ordered applied, the city at­
torney to give formal notice, if that 
becomes necessary. The mayor called 
attention to the fact that the traction 
company's tracks on Main street were 
not in th# perfect condition that the 
city had a right to expect.

The matter of fire protection for the 
Third ward school and inclJentally for 
the property In that part of the city 
was brought up. It was contended by 
some that the Denver, which contract­
ed to move the school building and 
agreed to put it up on the new lot In 
as good a condition as it was on the 
old. was really respiinslble ftrr the lay­
ing of the water mains for the fire 
protection. It was explained that the 
corai>any had agreed to place in the 
plumbing for the closets, the water 
supply for the school, make sewer 
connections and all that, but this was 
a matter outside of the agreement and 
it denied liability. Referred.

Water Supply Report
This report of the water supply of 

the city was referred to the water­
works committee and its report was 
approved.

b'brt Worth. Oct. 1.—Hon. Mayor 
and City Council—Gentlemen: I deem 
It my duty to call jrsur attention to 
tho aater supply of the city.

During the past week I have made a 
test of the entire supply. Including the 
Mead system, and the supply from 
the six wells In the air plant system, 
and have obtained the following re­
sults:

The Mead system will furnish the 
city with 2.824,352 gallons of artesian 
water per day.

The ait wells now connected at the 
air plant will furnish the city with 
1.057,588 gallons o f artesian water per 
day.

The four additional wells now un­
der coarse of construction. If they fur- 
iilsb as muoh water on an arsrage as 
the six that are now completed, will 
give ue an ad41tional 708.000 gallons 
1«  t*VMUi:'tovr .«iU gm kt

a total visible eupply o f 1,781,000 gal- 
lone in twenty-four noure.

f^ r  eeveral daye during the present 
summer we have pumped Into the city 
mains, not Including the water passing 
through the primers, more than 3,000,-
000 gallons of water i>er day.
. Take into consideration the fact that 

we are and have been for the 
past six months adding new consumers 
(o the city mains at the rate of 100 
per month, and also take Into consid­
eration the fact that this has been 
one o f the rainiest summers we have 
had for several years, as the follow­
ing rain report will show:

Rains—May 2, 3. 4. 6. 7, 15, 16. 24. 25. 
June 1, 2. 8. 21, 28. July 12. 23, 29. Aug. 
7. 11, 12. 14. 21. 22. 26. Sept. 4, 5. 6. 11, 
21. 25, 27.

It seems that during the present 
summer it has rained about as often 
as the ground a-ould get dry enough 
for the lawns and gardens to need 
sprinkling, and 1 presume that there 
has been ims water used during this 
summer for lawns and irrigation than 
for many years.

Taking into consideration these ta-o 
facts, and also the further fact that 
there have been laid In the Fifth, 
Seventh and Eighth wards more than 
thirty-nine miles of sewers In the 
past few months, which will have to be 
flushed In addition to the water that 
will be used by the citizens for baths, 
and closet connections. It seems to me 
that we are more nea/ly up to our 
visible water supply than It 1s safe 
to be. X

From the above rain record and the 
showing made by the Mead system, 
it seems we have been providentially 
favored this summer in the protection 
of our a-ater supply. We may not be 
so well taken care of next summer and
1 urge a contlnuence of the increase 
of the artesian system, unless It Is 
your Intention to use part river water, 
which I think would be a calamity 
second to none that coiifi befall the 
city.

'The last of the wells now being 
drilled will be completed during the 
present week and I recommend that 
two wells, a deep and a shallow one, 
be drilled mjir No. 3 dam on the land 
oaned by life city, and that two a-ells, 
one deep and one shallow, be drilled 
at the north end of the coal switch on 
the ntrip of land where the air plant 
stands.

With these four additional wells we 
will have a visible supply of about 
4,500,000 gallons of water per day, and 
I feel confident that it will take this 
amount at least to run us over next 
summer.

Trusting that you will give this 
matter your immediate attention, I am 
your obedient servant.

Coal Contract Ratified
The contract with the Dow Coiil 

Company for the supply of coal for 
the waterworks and the city electrical 
plant was read and opposed by Alder­
man Waggoman.

Alderman Maddox, the chairman of 
the purchasing committee, explained 
the bid and the circumstances of it.

Alderman Waggoman contended that 
there had been no advertising for bids; 
that the letter Inviting offers on the 
coal supply had been differently word­
ed to different companies and the 
Dow Coal Comi>any had been favored.

Alderman Maddox offered to with­
draw the bid, as he was authorized 
to do, but Alderman Lehane asserted 
that while Alderman Maddox might 
have done wrong In making the con­
tract without a reference to the coun­
cil for confirmation. It was the best 
contract the city h a i ever had in such 
a coal contract and it should be ap­
proved.

This was done. The city gets Its 
coal at 81.15, saving about 84 per car 
over the propositions made by the local 
dealers.

The report on the Butif' device for 
Improving the water supply was a 
long and at times technical document, 
and It was referred to the waterworks 
commttee. The saving claimed b.v Mr. 
Butler In the air pressure is 44.45 per 
cent and the Increase In the supply 
15.55 per cent, which l.s less than the 
claim made, tho the saving in the air 
pressure is more than claimed.

A couple of health ordinances went 
over until the next meeting.

Oct. 10 was made a general holiday 
On account of the races.

Complaint was made that the hack 
drivers of the city were violating the 
ordinance regulating charges, but the 
city marshal said there was no onli- 
nance on the subject. Secretary Mont­
gomery explained that the codifler.s of 
the ordinances had simply omitted that 
ordinance and the matter was re­
ferred to tlie city attorney for a re­
port.

A resolution of congratulation to 
City Marshal J. H. Maddox was 
adopted by a rising vote, all of the 
ablermen voting “ aye” to the good 
wishes.

Market House Proposition
The following proposition wr.h made 

by the Fort VVorth Market Company, 
which was referred to the building 
committee:

Oct. 1, 1906.—To the Honorable
Mayor and Board of Aldermen of Fort 
Worth—Gentlemen; The Fort Worth 
Market Company, a corporation, begs 
to state that it is ready and willing to 
carry Into effw't the original proposi­
tion made by it and accepted by the 
city, as shown by the records of the 
city secretary; or. If the council feels 
that It Is not ready and willing at this 
time to carry out Its part o f the agree­
ment as heretofore made, then the 
Market House Company, through Its 
officers and board of directors, makes 
this additional and supplemental offer:

If the city of P'Ort Worth will 
First—Purchase sufficient ground, 

approximately 125x250 feet, adjoining 
the property now owned by the Mar­
ket House Company on the corner of 
Belknap and Houston streets In Fort 
Worth, and make it a free public 
square.

Second—Pass suitable ordinances 
prohibiting the peddling o f vegetables, 
fruits and other products on the streets 
of Fort Worth until 12 m. each day.

Third—Pass an ordinance requiring 
the payment from persons and ve­
hicles utilizing space around the mar­
ket house for the purpose of selling 
pm<1ucts from- wagons or otherwise, 
all of said payments to go to the city 
of Fort Worth.

Fourth—Appoint a competent In­
spector of said market house, to be 
paid by the city.

Fifth—Pave the streets on the north, 
south and east of the property now 
owned by the Market Hou.se Company; 
and

Sixth—Exempt from taxes for a pe­
riod of five years the property of the 
Market House Company and the mar­
ket hou.se. if any, hereafter constructed 
upon it by said company, then and in 
that event, the Market House Company 
agree (a) at its own expense to build 
a commodious market houae, 100x152 
feet, of brick, concrete or atone, walls 
twenty-two inches thick, on the prop- ’ 
erty now owned by said company and 
(b) to give the city ,of Fort Worth 
an option for fire yeara from the date 
of the acceptance of this agreement In 
which to purchase from the Market 
House Company tke property and
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building or buildings then owned by It. 
at such value aa the city, thru Its 
council, and the Market House Com-« 
pany, thru Its board of directors, may 
agree on; or. In case of failure to 
agree, at such an amount aa may be 
fixed by the board of equalization of 
Fort Worth, or as may be determined 
up<m In any other manner hereafter 
between the parties; provided always 
that the deed from the Market House 
Comptiny to the city of F\>rt Worth 
shall contain the following provisions: 
Flr.Ht, that the land and improvements 
thereon to be conveyed to the city by 
the Market House Company shall be 
used forever as a public square and 
market house; and, second, that any 
organiUuUon or Individual or individ­
uals who so desire shall have the right 
to c«)nstruct, erect and maintain an 
auditorium over said market house at 
any time, without any ground rent or 
expense, other than an obligation to 
maintain and keep In repair said audi­
torium.

Mayor Is Outvoted
The message of the mayor on the 

subject of submitting an amendment 
to the Northern Texa.« Traction Com­
pany's franchises, to be voted on at th'i 
next general election, w.as read and 
caused a long debate.

After the reaillng there was , a few 
minutes of alwolute silence and then 
Alderman Maddox moved the prepara­
tion of the needful amendment by tho 
Judiciary committee, to whom he 
moved the question be referred. A l­
derman Maddox contended that there 
was no adequate tax paid by the Trac­
tion Compeny for, on all of Its property 
In the city, worth a million or more 1: 
paid but 84,727.19. and therefore should 
pay a franchise tax.

The mayor called attention at .some 
length to the provisions of the charter 
bearing on that subjei't, one of the 
reasons l>elng. apart from It being his 
duty to do so, that some of the alder­
men had said that they were not aware 
that they had the power to submit 
such an amendment.

Alderrmui Cook stated that about 
one-fifth of the voters had voted on the 
proposiUotis, and a Large majority of 
those had favored the franchises. He 
could si>eak of tho great convenience 
It was to the people of the Third ward 
to have the street car lines and  ̂sup­
posed It was so In other parts of the 
city and he, for one, was not dlspo.sed 
to go back o f what the people had done 
by their votes. He said that the refer­
endum a.s ppKcticed in Fort Worth is a 
howling failure.

Ablermen Waggoman, lehane and 
Zurn opj>oeed the Idea of a franchise 
tax and the matter finally came down 
to a question whether or not the entire 
action of the mayor was not a bit of 
campaign document making, as Aider- 
men Lehane and Wkggoman asserted, 
and after ringing the changes on that 
for a while, the vote was taken and 
the franchise tax Idea negatived by a 
vote of 8 to l, the one being Alderman 
Maddox.

During the debate complaint was 
made that the mayor had at times 
.-nought publicity through the nresa In­
stead of first giving the topic thus dis­
cussed to the city council. The debato 
was long and somewhat desultory to­
wards the end. but resulted as was 
inillrated at the beginning of the de­
bate.

After that matter was settled the 
couik:!! adjourned.

Bailey then at length explained the 

Gibbs land deal, and continued:
"They say that they have learned 

something new, and what do they say 
they have learned? They have told It 
twenty different ways and have never 
told It truthfully a single time. TheV 
■ay that Mr. Pierce testified that he 
turned over to me for the Standard Oil 
Company flS.000,000 worth of securi­
ties. That was the first story they got 
out. A young gentleman who was a 
candidate for the legislature out here 
In Partner county—and I understand a 
very respectable young man, truthful,

But 
fellow-citizens, go ask the men who 
employed me whether I carried that 
transaction to their satisfaction or not. 
Could only a senator have done that? 
They had no Interest at Washington; 
they had no interest In the legislation 
of Tennessee; their whole Interest was 
to keep out of the bankrupt court, and 
It took a tolerably fair lawyer, who was 
something of a financier, to save them 
from an absolute and total financial 
wreck. If I did It—and I did—It looks 
to me like they exercised very fair 
Judgment In selecting their lawyer. 
They employed ma because I am a 
senator! 51 y countO’men, I do not say 
it in the way of boast, but twice within 
the last three years I have refu.-ed a 
salary of $50.000 ta go out of the 
senate and practice my profession. It 
1s not that a n»an’s a senator that he 
commands iniport.ant employment: It 
Is that he is a lawyer. I am receiv­
ing $3.000 a year from the people and 
I prize the office, which comes as a 
mark of their confidence, more than 
$500,000 a year.

Entitled to Half His Time 
“ But, my countrymen, when I work 

over half of time for you at 85,000 a 
year, don’t you tiink I ought to be per­
mitted to work the other half of my 
time for Mrs. Bailey and the boys? 
(Applause and cries of yes). Do j ’ou 
thnk a man’s fit to be your senator 
woo, in order to occupy that high place 
In his middle age, will take his wife’s 
feeble hand and with tottering steps 
lead her to the poor Ivnise when they 
are old? Ah. my countrymen, that 
doctrine, when analyzed, means this, 
that a poor man .shall indulge in no 
dreams of ambition except that they 
realize that they will liave an old age 
of penury and want. Are you willing 
to tell your pure and manly boys that 
If they aspire to win fame In their 
country born to an Inheritance of pov­
erty that .after having served this state 
and the reiiublic with honor and fidel­
ity they must be burled at the public 
expense in a potter’s field? Ah, my 
countrymen, instead of having the man 
who represents you in the senate trav­
eling to Europe or resting at home 
when congress Is not In session, I 
would prefer that he would be engaged 
In an honest way to provide a com­
petence for himself and his family In 
their old age. Would not you? Every 
one of you would. Follow the doctrine 
out to Its conclusion and who can hold 
an office? Nobody but a rich man or 
a rascal. If you will not allow your 
senators to work when congress Is not 
In session then men who want to be 
Independent In their old age can never 
engage in the public service—only the 
man who Is already rich or the rascal 
who gets rich by artifices and tricks 
without following an honorable em­
ployment. I don’t love money. I don’t 
think I deserve any credit for being 
honest because I never loved money 
well enough to cheat one of my neigh­
bors for It.

The only use I have for It Is for the 
Independence that It bring.*. Those 
beautiful lines from Burns—as I recall 
them now they run like this;

"Then gather gepr by every wile 
That's justified by honor.
Not by cheating In a shop.
Nor for a grand attendant.
But for the glorious privilege of being 

independent.”

“I Intend to be In a position, my 
countrymen, that when you call me to 
the bar of your Impartial Judgment 
and tell me that I have served you as 
long as my age and strength permits, 
or that I have served you as loBg as 
Is consistent with your will. I want to 
be able to bow my head, and, conscious 
In my heart that I have been a faith­
ful servant, con-sclous. too, that yonder 
at my home no penury *nd misery 
await me. I want to be able to lift 
my eyes and look Into your faces and 
say to you as the prohet of old said 
to his Lord, 'Now, Ik>rd, let thy servant 
depart In peace.’ That’s my doctrine.

Refers to the Record 
".Ah. but they say to work for these 

rich client^ will influence a man’s 
Judgment It will influence some 
men's Judgment, but that kind o f a 
man never goes to the senate of the 
United States from the state of Texas 
and never will. (Laughter.) Tne ques­
tion Is not, will It Influence some man, 
but has it Influenced me? They pay 
me a higher compUment. even, than nay 
best friends dare to’ speak; they say it 
will influence everybody else, and yet 
when they are challenged to say that 
It has Influenced me, they are silent as 
slanderers always are when confronted 
with the truth. Dare them point to 
one Instance when any employment I 
nave ever had has ever influenced me.

"Now, liaten: Take this last con­
gress. Take Ita work. Who has been 
most conspicuous in an effort to bridle 
incorporated greed? Again I am com­
pelled to appear to boaat, but, my 
countrymBi^ 1 do net doom U UnmodOBt i.

r A'J .

tor me to say that In the statutes en­
acted in the session of congress that 
has Just closed there is more of my 
work curbing corporate greed than 
there Is the work of any other man In 
congress. (Applause.) You know the 
story o f the long and bitter struggle 
on the rate bill, but you do not know 
perhaps all of you that I put the Pull­
man Palace Sleeping Car Company 
under Tne provisions of that bill. I put 
the express companies under the provi­
sions of that bill. I did as much—I 
will not say Í did more—I did as much 
to restore the penalty of Imprisonment 
AS a punishment for violations of that 
law as any other'senator In the body.

With my own hand I wrote—though 
for the reason that I had offered so 
many amendments another senator was 
to offer it—with my own hand. I 
drew the provision that divorces trans­
portation from production and manu­
facture in this country.

Important Clause in Rate Bill
Perhaps the most Important pro­

vision In the rate bill outside of that 
which gave the government power to 
make a rate was the amendment 
adopted by the senate which denies the 
corporations engaged In interstate 
commerce thé right to transport from 
state to state any article which they 
manufacture, mine or produce.

The railroads of the country were 
fast accumulating all the timber lands 
of the country, until soon, my fellow- 
citizens, the transportation lines, would 
have controlled the two greatest sup­
plies—the supply of fuel for domestic 
and manufacturing purposes and the 
supply of timber for all purposes.

Senator Elkins of West Virginia had 
an amendment which provided that no 
railroad engaged in transportation 
should own any of these things. That 
wouldn’t have been worth the paper on 
which it was written. Congress cannot 
determine what a railroad or a cor­
poration can own within a state, but 
congress can say that a railroad that 
owns coal mines and other manufac­
turing enterprises shall not engaged In 
Interstate commerce, and so I called 
the attention of Senator Elkins to the 
defect in his amendment—and I will 
say to you that In the early steps on 
this the amendments were divided out 
—senators of different poiltical parties 
were to offer them. In the hope of se­
curing their adoption. I called his at­
tention to the mistake In bis amend­
ment.

He Is not a lawyer, and while he is a 
better lawyer than some of those in 
Texas who are attacking me, he 
studied law, although he didn't prac­
tice. They practice law without ever 
having studied It. I called his atten­
tion to the mistake and every lawyer 
in the body perceived that the point 
was well taken. They then asked me 
to draw It, and I did It with my own 
hand.

Now, I want to Illustrate to you 
how these things control me. When I 
drew that amendment I prevented a 
railroad from owning a coal mine, a 
sawmill or any other factory. Now, 
mark you, they say that I was the at­
torney for the Tennessee Central rail­
road. and the Tennessee Central rail­
road owned a coal mine. That’s true, 
but my client, after you had the right 
to influence my action as a senator, 
and in the very amendment which I 
drew, I compelled the Tennessee Cen­
tral railroad to sell those coal lands. 
Do you reckon one of them would have 
ever done such a thing as that. If 
one of those corporations would pay 
them 825.000 It would own them soul 
and body until the crack o f doom.

Protects Lumber
I was attorney for the Kirby Lumber 

Company. That’s true. And yet I put 
In there that a r&llroad that had bought 
an interest In the company for the 
purpose of controlBng»lts tonnage, I 
wrote it In there ihat that railroad 
couldn't haul the lumber.

My countrymen, you have but little 
Idea as to the rapidly diminishing sup­
ply of lumber in the United States. 
They have already denuded the great 
forests of the rmrthwest, and they 
have begun on ours. The supply Is so 
rapidly disappearing that timber lands 
In Texas. Mississippi and Alabama 
have multiplied In value In the last 
five years. Lands In Beuitem Texas 
that could have been bought for 84 
an acre six years ago now sell readily 
for 825 an acre. And perceiving that 
our supply of this commodity was 
diminishing I resolved that if I could 
help it the railroads should not mo­
nopolize It.

MTth my own hand I wrote It In that 
amendment that Jhey should not own 
timber lands and sawmills any more 
than they could own mines and col­
lieries. It Is true the republicans cut 
It out, but we sent It back twice be­
fore they succeeded In defeating me.

I helped to draw the amendment that 
made the pipe lines of the Standard 
Oil Company a common carrier, and I 
Included the pipe lines of the Standard 
Oil Company In that amendment which 
forbid the same men to be engaged In 
production and distribution. You know 
the great advantage which the Stand­
ard Oil Company has over all other 
competitors today Is that it does every-' 
thing that can be done with oil. It 
pumps It out of the ground, transports 
It In Its own pipe lines to Its own 
refineries and It Is burned In lamps 
and with wicks that are o f Standard 
Oil manufacture. It Is a fact that It 
has a great control over everything 
that relates to oil. That gives It the 
power, and I said on the floor of con­
gress If we could deprive the Stand­
ard Oil Company of the advantage 
which It gave Itself In transportation 
we could put other competitors In on 
something like an equality with It.

Denatured Alcohol Bill 
One morning I was In the commit­

tee on privileges and elections, where 
we were trying Senator Smoot of 
Utah. A newspaper man who had 
taken great Interest In the denatured 
alcohol bill sent for me and said, "If 
you don’t go to the committee on 
finance they are going to postpone 
the denatùred alcohol bill until the 
next session.”

I went down there. I asked them If 
they had disposed of that bill, and I 
did It without a threat, because it 
does not become a senator. I said, 
“ Mr. Chairman, this Is a matter of 
great Importance and the senate Is 
entitled to vote on It, and unless the 
committee reports on It one way or 
the other, so as to give the senate a 
chance to act upon it, I shall move 
in the senate to discharge the com­
mittee from the further consideration 
of It and thus bring It before the 
body.” It wasn’t necessary. The very 
next meeting they reported that bill 
and It passed the senate. Now, I do 
not know whether the Standard Oil 
Company was so much interested in 
It or not. but I do say that I helped 
to take an enormous tax o ff o f denat­
ured alcohol, which is a competitor
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against the product of the Standard 
on  Company, so that the Standard 
Oil Company is now buying up dis­
tilleries so that it can control the sup­
ply. They will have a sorry time 6uV- 
ing up all the potatoes and Johnson 
grass. Potatoes will be worth 81.50 
a bushel in this country before the 
Standard Oil Company controls it In 
the southern states.

I will instance one other. The bill 
to prevent national banks from «■  
trtbuting to elections. It wws refers 
to the committee 6n ’ privileges atkei 
elections, and Senators FV>raker and 
Knok and myself Were made B Bub» 
committee to report on It, They 8oA- 
sfdered It and brought It to me a f l f  
said that they were ready to report 
but I said, “ You are not going to re­
port It in that shape, are you?*’ "Y es" 
they said. '

This bill simply- prohibits naUoNal 
banks from contributlnt to an elec­
tion. I insist that we make It a crime 
for any federal corporation to con­
tribute to an eleotlon, and we will 
likewise make It a crime for any Cor­
poration to contribute to a federal 
•lection. They said they wouldn’t agree 
to It. "All right," I said. "I will offer 
my amendments on the floor of l»«.* 
senate,” and after taking it under f ir -  
ther consideration they agreed to  my 
suggestion, and they passed a biU' thru 
the senate of the United States making 
It a crime for a corporation to con­
tribute a dolior to corrupt the in­
tegrity of the American people.

Doss that look like 1 am under cor­
porate Influence? Let me tell you what 
this proceeds on. It proceeds upon 
maxim of Walpole, the most corr«*,, 
English politician In the most cor-“ 
rupt era o f English history—"Every, 
man has his price." I do not believe It* 

My countrymen, a man’s busineee is 
separate from his duly. Business is a 
matter of profit, sometimes between a  
man and hig banker, but duty is ^  
matter o f conscience between a mat. 
and hla God, and no man who has ever 
yet been a senator from Texas has 
preferred his Interest above his duty.
It is the glory of our commonwealth 
that In all its long and glorioue history 
not one o f them has ever sacrificed 
hlg country to his selfishness, and 1 
am imlned that I am almost the first 
one ever accused of doing so; and 
yet I can lay my hand upon my heart 
and in the presence of my God I can 
look my countrjTnen In the face and 
say that not one o f all my Illustrious 
predecessors was less subject to that 
charge than I have been.

Why do they hate me so that they 
seek to destroy me? It is because I am 
In their way. This comes not alto­
gether from within; this coraef mosth 
from without the state of Texas. M ll^  
ionalres, whose ambition so far outruns 
their patriotism and their Intelligence 
that to sacrifice the good is their only 
hope of success. They have inspired 
this movement."

Senator Bailey referred to meetings 
held at LaPorte and other places, and 
then he gave attention to some ques  ̂
tions which had been propounded to 
him In an open letter by F, M. Ether-;; 
idge of Dallas. Mr. Bailey said:

“Here are some questions that were; 
propounded to me by F. M. Etheridge^ 
who, I understand, is a lawyer at Dal­
las. He was a democrat, but he re­
nounced the democratic party five or 
six yeara ago. 1 don’t know nffcal his 
polities are now. I don’t deeBar it SBi'j  
material, however, whether he is a re­
publican or a  democrat. He asks this 
question in the Times-Herald—by the 
way, I want to pause. You know tho 
Times-Herald Is owned by two radl<aUs 
—the Kiest brothers—both radicals, 
but they are running a democratic pa­
per. 1 don’t wonder that they oppose 
m e."

Mr. Bailey paused long enough to. 
pay his compliments to the proprietor 
of the 'Fort Worth Telegram. Con­
tinuing he said:

This man Etheridge says: "Are you 
now or have you at any time since 
May 31, 1900, been a stockholder in 
the Waters-Plerce Oil Company? I am’ 
prompted to ask you this question be­
cause I am informed froth a source I 
deem credible that a check drawn by 
the Whters-Pierce Oil Company to 
your order for the sum of 812,500, bear­
ing the notation that it was for the. 
semi-annual dividends on certain num-i' 
bered shares of stock in that company, 
passed through a Texas bank in pro­
cess of collection."

Owns No Waters-Pieros Btook 
I want to answer that, first, I never 

owned a share o f Waters-Plerce Oil 
Company stock In all my life, elthe 
before May 81. 1900, or since then. Ini 
order to make It still more speciflo, I* 
want to say that I never saw a share 
of Waters-Plerce Oil Company stock 
in my life. In order to make it still 
more specific, I want to say that s  
man’s a^iar who says any draft paassil 
through any bank for dividends to me 
on any stock in any kind of a corpora­
tion. Fellow-citizens, no man who 
ever lived has been more careful to 
keep his business separated from his 
politics than I havs been. I do not OWB 
a share of National bemk stock today, 
altho it is one o f the best investments 
in the country, simply because con­
gress has the exclusive power to legis­
late concerning National banks. I bs- 
lieve that I could own stock and would 
do my duty even against my interests, 
but I abstained from It. For twenty- 
one years I have lived wMhtn seven 
miles o f Indian Territory. For fifteen 
years I.have witnessed the mai*v*loas 
development o f that country. At! of 
that fifteen years I have been In con­
gress I have seen the laud In Umss 
prosperous and growing sections Bd- 
vancs from $L60 nn nsre to IL58 n 
foot, and yet I never bought ons sir 
Inch of land In Indian Territory tn 
my life. I have seen its wonderful re­
sources developed; I havs seen cor­
porations organized and devsiot) ttsi 
coal mines, its asphalt beds. Its Oil 
fields and Its granite billa have 
tunneled. Twenty times I have been' 
solicited to take stock in thoss corpom- 
tlsns and never In all my life have I 
{asssted 8 cents In the development of 
that country, simply and only because 
congress had the exclusive power to 
legislate upon It._____

stuff to continue to bite grains, gather tallow and wait 
for the buyers to conse out to the ranches and make 
their purchases. He •*ays prices would be better and 
there would be neither loss or annoyance from ship­
ments. Other leading cattlemen expre.ss the same view 
of the situation, and It Is surprising the rule has not 
already been adopted.

Resides stimulating the production o f,a  still belter 
grade o f cattle In the range country. It Is believed this 
big sale of 12.000 head of range bred calves and year­
lings will also have a tendency to encourage this new 
Idea of marketing. Cattlemen are Imitative, and when 
one of them makes a success of a new undertaking 
it Is not long until others are In line In an effort to 
do the very same thing. This has been amply evi­
denced In the process of grading up the herds that has 
been going on now for ylars In the range country. 
No sucijessful cattleman can bear to think hls neigh­
bor Is producing a better grade of stuff and getting 
a better price for hls product than himself. He wants 
hi.s herd to be the market topper for hls section of 
country, and It Is this feeling that has done much to 
bring the big range herds of the west up to their pres­
ent state of perfection.

It Is a situation that promises a great deal for the 
live stock liulustry In the future, and serves to demon­
strate the fact that the men at the he;id of that great 
Industry possess both the Intelligence and means to 
work out the different problems meeting them Just as 
fast as they arise. There need be no apprehension as 
to the future of the Industry so long as the men now 
at its head are In control.

CATTLEMEN EQUAL TO EMERGENCY
The Improvement that is continually taking place 

In Texas live stock circles Is one of the most grat­
ifying signs of the times, and It Is that Improvement 
that Is responsible for the demand that has sprung 
iip even In the older breeding states for young Texas 
range bred stuff to go into the eastern feed lots. It 
Is reported that during the past week 12.000 head of 
Texas range bred calves and yearlings have been con­
tracted out In the western portion of the state, and 

— “ at prices that were quite remunerative to the produc­
ers. This bunch of young stuff will be shipped east, 
and from a common center, sold in small bunches to 
meet the demand of each Individual feeder. They will 
be sold at auction, the man willing to pay the most 
getting the cream of the lot. and this plan has worked 
out very satisfoctorfly in the past.

Dan W. Black, the noted Ohio feeder, declares that 
he can find cattle nowhere else that measure so nearly 
up to the requirements of the situation as those Texas 
range bred youngsters, and In every Instance they have 
given a magnificent account of themselves. It Is prob­
able the sale of this big bunch of Texas calves and 
yearlings means the distribution of from IlSO.ObO to 
3200,000 out in the range country, and this sum will 
come In qnite handy among the ranchmen who have 
been favored. *

The moral effect o f this sale will doubtless be to 
still further stimulate the grading up process that has 
already become so universal out in that section. One 
o f the most attractive features of the situation Is that 
Ike stuff was sold right on the ranches wher» It was 

'  produced, the buyer appearing upon the scene In per­
son, examining the stuff upon Its native ranges and 
buying it right where it stood. The sellers will simply 
have to gather and deliver at the nearest shipping 
point, and that is bringing the cattle business down 
to something like tbe proper basis.

When all the producers of Texas can get to the 
point wherp' they can pursue this policy, letting the 
purchaser have all the expense and loss Incident to 
shipment, then they will have solved a very large prob­
lem that has heretofore confronted the producer. Texas 
needs a new system of marketing live stock. There Is 
no more reason why the producer of live stock should 
deliver hls product In Chicago, than the producer of 
cotton should deliver Ms fleecy staple in Liverpool 
Buyers will quickly appear upon the stock farms and 
ranches in search of desirable stuff Just as soon as 
the producer learns that he Is playing directly Into 
the buyers* bands by shipping all hls product to mar­
ket. where It must come In contact with the demor- 
ailxation always incident to either a crowded or glutted
market. ‘

A. B. Robertson o f Colorado City, one of the best 
posted cattlemen in the state. Is an ardent advocate 

^^Tf the new Idea of letting the purchaser seek the cat- 
•tli*. He says the cattlemen of the country could soon 
virtually control the cattle markets If they would gen­
erally adopt this policy. He thinks that glutted and

TEXAS LIVE STOCK INDUSTRY
There is an idea prevalent to a considerable extent 

th.Tt the production of live .stock Is a decadent indua- 
tr>* in the state of Texa.s, but this Is wholly and une­
quivocally erroneou.s. It is true that great changes 
have taken place In the range cattle business of Texa.s 
during the pa.st few years and many of the range cat­
tlemen have materially reduced the size of their herds, 
but It Is not believed by those who have kept In close 
touch with the situation that there has been any real 
decadence of the live stock Industry as a whole. In 
fact, growth of the live stock and packing lndu.stry of 
Texas Is evidenced by an Increase of more than 111,- 
OOO.OUO In the value of products Is sh<»wn by a recent 
government census bulletin.

” ^ lock  raising has long constituted one of the.mosl 
Important factors In the growth of Texas, but up to 
t!i« census of 19(5 the slaughtering and meat packing 
Industry was relatively unimportant. In 1905, how­
ever, It w.as one of the leading-»»anuiacturlng Indus­
tries and Its Incro.'ise was more marked than that of 
any twelve of the principal industries of the state. It 
ranked sixth In 1900 and fourth tn T8A(. While the 
number of establishments reporting In 190S was smaller 
by three, there were increases b f 15,142.476, or more 
than four fold In capital, and of |ll,71(.440, or about 
three fold In the value of products. The average num­
ber of wage earners increased 1.605. and the wages 
3686,993, or nearly four fold In each Instance.

The cost o f beeves slaughtered caused them to be 
file most important In 1905. the number for that year 
being an Increase of 260,920. or more than ten fold 
over the number reported at the census of 1900. Hogs 
fWs.t In Importance in 1900, but second In 1905, In­
creased 138,770, or 66.6 per cent In the number slaugh­
tered. The number of sheep slaughtered Increased 
over six fold, and the number of calves eleven fold.

Tue total value of the products Increased from 
33,904,491 In 1900, to 315.620,932 In 1903. There was a 
remarkable increa.se In both the quantity and quality 
of beef and also In Its value. The quantity increa.sed 
over eight fold and the value more than seven fold. 
Every class of pork product Increased between 1900 
and 1905; lard, the most Important of. these products 
in 1905, Increased 32,432.371 In value, or more than 
eight fold.

It Is needless to add that the two great packing 
hou.^es located In Fort Worth have been largely re­
sponsible for these Improved conditions, and tbe lo- 
(ation of these plants here It Is believed will continue 
to prevent the live stock Industry of Texas from be­
coming a decadent industry. The .stockmen of Texas 
are reaping direct benefit from their great home 
market.

NEW PISTOL LAW SUGGESTED
The alarming number of homicides continually oc­

curring in Texas causes the Texas papers to make 
many suggc*sti»ns with regard to an effective pistol 
law, and the C'orpus Chrlstl Caller comes to the front 
with the following suggestion:

Here Is the germ of a law to put a stop to titat 
which causes half the homicides In Texas: Require a
license to carry a pistol: make the cost 150 a year, with 
a minimum fine of 1100, half to go to the officer mak­
ing the arrest, with thirty days’ imprisonment for evad­
ing lU Issue the license in the form of a metal shield, 
which can be plainly recognised, to be worn on the 
lapel whenever the proud possessor of a man-killer has 
hls property on board. Tbs Caller will guarantee a 
law embodying all these features will prohibit and 
that It would be enforced. There is no copyright on 
the Idea—any legislator is welcome to It, and the glory 
that will come to the man who enacts It into law and 
rids Texas of the greatest Incubus on her prosperity, 
the pistol toter.

There Is one feature of the propo.sed law that is 
admirable, and that la It would enable us to recognize 
tlw bad man at a glance. We would know as soon as 
our optics rested on hls manly form that he was car­
rying a small mountain howitzer beneath the tall of 
his coat and we would all soon learn to keep off tbe 
grass in hla near vicinity. •

There is no question but that hundreds of lives in 
this state could be saved If some plan could be devle 1 
for divesting men of their artillery. While the present 
law Is a pretty drastic measure and is being strictly 
enforced In many localities, yet men will take chances 
on carrying arms, for they do not expect officers to 
go around and make minute investigations. If a plan 
could ba devised whereby every owner o f a pistol in 
a county could be required to render his shooting iron 
for taxation and take out a permit to carry It, which 
permit had to be conspicuously displayed upon the 
person of the Individual, it ought to seriously affect the 
pistol carrying habit

Let the emblem of the pistol carrier be a skull r.nd 
cro.xsboues, bearing the Inscription “Bad Man from 
the Headquarters of Bitter Creek,“ and not many men 
In Texas cou..l be induced to thus tag himself. He 
would give up the gun before he would travel aroun 1 
tlie bearer of such an appropriate ornament.

One of the idols of the democratic party of this 

nation Is William J. Bryan of Nebraska, and Colonel 
Bryan la not only the leader of the party, but he Is tbe 
editor of the Commoner, a weekly newspaper whieh 
fu m i^ es thousands of democrats with their party in­
spiration.

“ I have been out to Colorado City, where a force is 
already at work examining the pastures of Hurt section. 
This work will be under the Immediate supervision of 
Dan Cunningham, the well known inspector, who wats 
in charge of the bureau work in that section for a 
number of years and until about two years ago. He 
has an efficient corps of assistants in Dr. John D. 
Thrower. Dr. R. S. Beattie, Dr. C. C. Conley and R. 
\V. Eldridge. The force that will operate from Quanah 
are W. D. Jordan. In charge; Dr. V. A. Dennis, Givens 
Lane, Charley Glb.son and Ernest Hunt. The present 
work of these two squads will be to locate the tlcky 
pastures In the counties now under special quarantine, 
after which the measures which have been decided 
upon for the eradication of the tick will be put Into 
effect.

“ While In that section I visited some of the coun­
try wiiere the work Is being Inaugurated and found, 
the cattlemen a unit as to the benefits of eradication, 
and they will fall Into line readily, provided means and 
rruasures can be adopted to compel those. If any there 
be, who are inclined to hang back to clean up their 
pasture.«. The state live stock sanitary board Is co­
operating most heartily In the movement and we can 
only hope that nothing will come up to retard the 
work. Texa.s needs a law making clean pastures lin- 
I«>rative, but It Is to be hoped that the work can be 
accomplished without It.”

If the cattlemen In the counties now under .special 
q’iarantlne lend the movement the assistance it should 
leeeivo the work done will be productive of far reaching 
rosuU There Is no reason why the llck.s cannot be 
very effectu. !’ v stamped out if the work is gone about 
In the proper manner.

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B. J. Carrico, one of the best-known 

millwrights In Texas and a resident of 
this city, is in receipt o f a letter from 
H. A. Cooke, who Is now in China, 
representing one of the larger mill ma­
chinery manufacturing plants in the 
I nited States. The letter is most in­
teresting In that it tells of the condi­
tions now prevailing in China and 
Japan and of what shrewd Americans 
are doing there.

 ̂Mr. Crooke states that salaries In 
China for ?luropean ability range from 
$200 to $300 in gold per month and 
that -every American in that country 
is making money hand over fist. He 
declares that notwithstanding the boy­
cott. which Is yet on to some extent, 
American goods are being shipped into 
China In large quantities. The Ger­
man empire, he declares, is making 
strides to get the China business, but 
thus far has failed. However, the peo­
ple of the Fatherland sell much stuff 
to the Chinese.

Regarding flour mills in China, the 
writer says that the greatest activity 
prevails and that mills are being con­
structed in all sections of the country. 
It is here that the American manu­
facturer wins, for the Chinese know 
the American-made machinery to be 
the best and of latest pattern.

In telling of finishing a mill for the 
Chinese, Mr. Crooke writes:

‘‘After the mill had been completed 
and the Chinese learned how to run 
the outfit they were so well pleased 
that they made me a present of $109 
In gold, lots o f silks and many bottles 
of native wine. They think there is 
nothiiig like American flour mill ma- 
eWnery and American millwrights.”

BRITISH OFFICERS 
PENETRATE THIBET

Brave Death in 3,600 MUe Trip 
in Orient

Speeiat to Tho Tettpram.
h o n g  KONG. Oct. 2.—I>etails of an 

extraordinary Journey accomplished by 
Colonel C. D. Bruce of the Chinese 
f*klnicnt at Wel-Hal-Wel and Captain 
Layard of the Fort Hamptonshlre regi­
ment are published in the North China 
Herald.

The two men started from Fimlar In 
August of last year and made their 
way to Splnagar. the capital of Kash­
mir. From there they went east to 
Leh, the last outpost of the British 
role. Thence they penetrated to Tibet, 
oyer three mountain passes—Changela, 
17,600 feet; Marselmlkla. 18.420 feet, 
and Lanakla. 18.100 feet. On Marselm­
lkla. Sept. 8, 1905. they met a British 
officer on a shooting expedition.

That was the last European they 
saw for six months. For six weeks the 
men wandered In desulute regions 
south of the Kuen Leuen mountains 
without seeing a human being or sign 
Of human habitation. The thirty-five 
miles over this range of mountains 
took them five days to accomplish. 
North of the range they saw abundant 
traces of gold and found the people 
mostly Mohammedans and friendly. 
After a Journey o f 3.500 miles the 
adventurous officers ultimately arrived 
at Pekin In safety.

WELLMAN DELAYS 
JOURNEY TO POLE

Explorer Expects to Make 
Start Next Summer

Special to The Telegram.
PARIS, Oct 2.—Welter Wellman, 

chief of the expedition for the dis­
covery of the North Pole by airship 
route, accompanied by Major Hersey 
of the meteorological department at 
Washington, has returned to Paris 
from northern regions and wlJI_remain 
here several weeks: then go to Amer­
ica, returning here In January to com­
plete preparations for proceeding again 
to Spitzbergen to continue the work 
now w'ell under ivay. In order to cor­
rect any possible misapprehension of 
his plans, Mr. Wellman said:

"My return to Paris Is only a halt 
in the proceeding. My original plans 
covered a period of two years or more 
If necessary, and we are simply going 
ahead with the work resolutely and 
methodically without any time limit.

“I am confident of ultimate success. 
We found certain drawbacks and de­
fects In the mechanical features of the 
airship. These we can remedy; then 
We will be ready for the start. Noth­
ing radically impossible stands in the 
way.

“ Next summer I am quite sure will 
be one of realizations.”

Mr. Wellman explained the details 
of the immense amount of work that 
has been devoted to establishing a base 
of operations In Spitzbergen.

“A 
few messages were sent from Splt'z- 
bergen to Norway under the most fa­
vorable conditions, but when the 
weather was not at the best all was 
off. The engineers said there ■was not 
enough power. At any rate, next year 
we shall have twice or three times as 
much power as we have used this 
year.

“In conclusion, let me say that noth­
ing has shaken my confidence, no pos­
itive obstacle has presented itself, and 
next summer will see me actually on 
the way to the pole.’’

BEING EDUCATED

50,000 Destitute Indians to Be 
Helped by Mexico

SNriel le Tk€ Tniegr̂ m.
CITY OF MEXICO. O ct 1 —Enrique 

C. Creel, governor o f Chihuahua, Is 
here to secure L000.000 acre# of land 
from the government upon which he 
expects to establish the members of 
the Tarahumare Indians, many of 
whom are becoming civilised. The 
management of this land and the In­
dians wtU be under a commlaelon to be 
named by Oovemor CrecL He was In­
duced to take this step on behalf of 
the Indians on account of the interest 
they took in free schools he estab­
lished among them.

This Indian tribe numbers more 
than SO,000. There was a time when 
the war-llke tendencies of these sav­
ages gave the government all kinds 
of trouble, but for the last few yeai-s 
they have retired to .the mountains 
and there manage to eke out a mis­
erable living. They live in huts and 
caves, are abiiolutely Illiterate, and 
know almost nothing of agriculture. 
When nature fails to provide fruit and 
game In abundance there Is always 
an Immense amount of suffering 
among them.

Agriculture Urged
Governor Creel conceived the Idea 

of rescuing them from their degraded 
state. A year ago he established 
schools among them and on a million 
acres of land the government will 
grant him he will give each family a 
fartn, provided they will till and im­
prove the land. Within a few years 
he hopes to change the entire tribe 
into good. law abiding and industrious 
citisens of the republic.

STABBED 200 TIM ES
Woman Uses Scissors and Hacks At­

tendant to Death

TAX DUE UNDER !• 
KENNEDY LAW

Brijî s $175,000 a Year to the 
State Treaaory

AUSTIN. OcL 2.—The new quartet . 

for the payment of taxes under ths > 
Ksanedy gross receipts law passed by 
the last legislature begins today, and 
all corporations subject to this tax wUl 
have thirty days in which to settle 
with tha atata before penalties begin to 
accrue. This tax Is paid through the 
comptroller's departmenL and It Is 
learned that on account of the reason­
ableness of the tax. the corporations 
subjeot to it, pay up without demur­
ring.

There are only a very few of the 
corporations that have not paid the tax 
for the past quarter, and those that 
have failed have very likely a valid ex­
cuse, If not a reason for failure to pay 
what they owe the state. This may be 
said to be the only one of the three tax 
or revenue laws passed by the last 
legislature which has not been assailed 
by those subjects to Its provisions.

This law has brought to the state 
about $175,000 a year since It became 
effective, each quarter netting some­
thing In the neighborhood of 346,000. 
This sum has been of material benefit 
to the general revenue fund of the 
state Just at this time when the 
finances of the state have been ex­
tremely low.

AUSTIN PAVING

Capital City Likes Results from Vit­
rified Briek

Bporiol to The Tekprom.
AUSTIN. Texas, Oct. 2.—Austin 

citizens are greatly pleased with the 
use of vitrified brick, which Is being 
used In paving the principal business 
streets of the city. Congress avenue 
work hoe been flnisbed and In East 
Sixth street the work Is rapidly near­
ing completion.

After East Sixth streeL In order of 
•’•‘^'■lug the new pavement, will come 
YVIest Sixth, both together forming 
Austin’s most Important business 
thorofare after Congress avenue. In 
the completion of this work almost as 
decided an improvement will liave been 
worked in the appearance of the city 
as was effected In paving Congress 
avenue last year. This forms one of 
the most important public works which 
have taken place in Austin in years. 
It marks the beginning of a complete 
revolution In the appearance, cleanli­
ness and sanitary perfection of Texas’ 
capital city. Otlier paved streets will 
quickly come In the wake of these and 
finally all of the cross streets leading 
to the avenue will be paved with Im­
permeable waterproof vitrified brick, 
giving the city advantages In appear­
ance and otherwise not known here 
before.

8o far the vitrified brick has proven 
an Immense success. Congress avenue 
has not yet begun to show any sign of 
wear In Us pavement. For all effect 
m’hlch the heavy traffic to which It has 
been subjected has yet had on It, It 
might be adjudged everlasting. It 
possesses the additional advantage tliat 
horses' feet do not slip. Only In. rare 
Instance# are horses known to fall on 
Congress avenue as compared with 
asphalt and similar pavements, making 
the brick pavement far more humane 
and less dangerous.

EL PASO SUBURBAN

It Will Be BulH from Gate City to 
Ysleta

Spoeial to The Telepram.
EL PASO, Texas. Oct. 2.—Tho fran­

chise for a suburban railway to Ysleta 
and the contract for tha trackage 
rights over existing lines from Wash­
ington Park to the union depot, re­
cently secured by Frank Tobin, will be 
the basis for a co-operative enterprise, 
a railway to be owned by the people 
of El Paso and the valley who are 
most to be benefited.

“After considering the matter in 
many of its phases,” said Mr. Tobin 
today, “we have decided to undertake 
to raise the entire amount of money 
required to build the suburban line, 
beginning with the present project to 
or near Ysleta.

“ The amount of money Is not large; 
*250,000 will be ample to build and 
equip a first-claas line for ail freight 
and passenger business; *50,000 has al­
ready been subscribed by the original 
parties locally, and it Is desired to 
make the El Paso Suburban railway 
a local institution rather than to go 
east and bond any part of It.

"Of courae, the most Interested peo­
ple will be the owners of land along 
the valley line, and we don’t expect 
that they will refuse to contribute *50,- 
000 more, and the balance we will raise 
by popular subscription among the 
business men In the city of El Paso. 
This can be done very easily under the 
plan we have arranged, and a trans­
portation plant will be started that will 
be worth many times Its cost to every­
body living In the city and valley.

“ It will be an asset to the city and 
valley now Incalculabl#

“ The comiaany ashe not a cent of 
donation, but will give ground floor 
stokk for every dollar subscribed, just 
as we get for our money. There will 
be no preference to anybody. Not a 
dollar of preferred stock will be issued. 
The total issue Is *250,900. and a share 
is wortli the same to everybody. It 
must be sold at par.

HAULING LUMBER ON NECHES
Beaumont Exportsrs Are Interested in 

Project
Spo'ial to The Telegram.

BFIAUMONT, Texas, Oct. 2.—Beau­
mont lumber Interests exporting lum­
ber thru Sabine Pass and Port Ar­
thur are preparing to practically trans­
port all their cargoes by way of the 
Neches river. The timbers destined 
for vessels at either Port Arthur or 
Sabine Pass will be slipped into the 
water from the cars along the bank 
of the Neches river and will be rafted 
together and towetWlown the river and, 
for the presenL through Sabine lake, 
but with the completion of the canal 
between the river and Port Arthur, 
they will use this canal to a very gerat 
advantage.

There are several reasons for using 
the river In preference to the railroad# 
One Is that the rate 1s a great deal 
cheaper and the other 1» the ruling of 
the Kansas City Southern railway not 
to accept lumber shlpnaenta from other 
railroads for vessels for export unless 
the vessel Is then In port. The work 
of asftembllng a cargo of lumber, with 
the mills so busy as now. is not alto­
gether an easy matter unless there Is a 
storage place, and'' naturally the ex­
porters cannot afford to unload and re­
load the stuff several timaa. By the 
new plan It Is proposed to assemble 
the cargo In the Neches river here and 
take It down by tug boats. The large 
steam vessels prefer to load from the 
water anyway, and dock charges and 
labor hire are much cheaper.

Some of the large exporters are al­
ready looking about for a place on tho 
river front for placing skids and booms 
within which to hold the timber after 
It strikes the water.

SAN ANTOIjIKJ FAIR
Biggest Attendoitoe in Exhibition’s 

History Is Expeeted

NOW MORE RIGID

Beginning Monday, Oct. 1, the In- 
s|>ectlon o f meats and meat products 
intended for human food by the I’nlted 
States government, always rigid, is 
even more carefully made than here­
tofore.

New and ample regulations have 
been issued, under the laws passed at 
the last session of congress, and under 
those the inspectors are now working.

One of the Important places in the 
United States for the inspection of 
meats and meat products intended for 
human food is at Fort Worth, and the 
list of “ vets," lnspect(>rs and assistant 
Inspectors and “taggers’’ Is a long 
one. Several o f those who have been 
working at North Fort Worth as vet­
erinarians have been transferred to 
other localities. Here they were as­
sistant inspectors and where they have 
gone they are inspectors, in charge of 
the Inspection work at the points 
where they are now at work.

Those transferred are: Dr. Stephen
L. Blount, to Hotkston; Dr. E. Myers, 
to New oiieans: Dr. W. C. Bowers, to 
Dubuque. Iowa; Dr. Henry Singleton, 
to Big Springs.

A number of men have been here 
for some time and other new man have 
come in in the last few days to add 
to the force at work at Fort Worth. 
The veterinarians transferred ha\% 
worked at F*ort Worth an average of 
about three years, and thus have 
gained practical experience to add to 
the knowledge they had before 
acquired by study.

'The men are none or with only one 
or two exceptions classed a.s veterin­
arians now, but are lns;>ectors and 
taggers.

Labels Must Be Honest
The duties of the Inspectors Is to 

pass on the aealthfulncss of the meats 
which JO Into the makeup of ail meat 
product» which are to be used for food 
for man.

The “ taggers” label all of the meat* 
pa.ssed by t.ie inspectors. There I.h one 
thing about the new lahols which is 
different from the old l.ibels, and that 
is the labels must contain a statement 
of the exact contents of the package 
to which they are attached.

For example: Pure lard is the fat of 
the hog without any kind of a mixture. 
Any adulterant, whatever its charac­
ter. must be stated in the label and 
affixed to the package.

Westphalia ham, unless it is Im­
ported from Germany, must be marked 
Westphalia style ham.

CallfoTnla ham. which Is really 
shoulders, must be marked California 
style ham.

Potted chicken must be potted chick­
en and not potted veal

Devilled ham must be made out of 
ham meat, and not from the shoul­
ders, etc. That is. the label must hon­
estly show what there Is in the pack­
age, and any deviation from the exact 
facts mill be punished.

Veterinarians niu.st, under the pro­
visions of the old law. be graduates of 
r<>gfuiarly recognised veterinarj' schools 
and colleges. Taggers must have 
passed the third class civil ser­
vice examination. Inspectors of meat 
products must have passed a civil ser­
vice examination and be qualified by a 
year or more service in packing houses 
and abattoirs to perform competent 
service under the new law.

The inspectors of meat productsehave 
been designed to duty in the canning, 
dry salt, smoked, sweet pickle, sausage, 
lard and oleo. butterlne and all cutting 
and meat preparing rooms of both 
packing houses.

The new labels for products In the 
packing hioises are now In use. Thej 
specify exactly the composition of the 
goods within the packages to which 
they are attached.

Some of the men are new men here, 
but all are experienced men. Wherever 
postofflces are given the men are gen­
erally newcomers, the others are old 
men at the work here, that is. older In 
term oi service.

Buck Sansom Reports Range Good and 
Cotton Thriving

Buck Sansi*tn. son of Cornel Marlon 
Sansom. came in friwn tne West and 
was looking healthy and cheerful.

"Of cour.se everybody knows that 
we have sold out the ranch’ where I 
have been living, but before it goes 
nny farther I would like to have two 
mistakes corrected In the various pa­
per reports of the transaction. 'The 
ranch l.s not In I’ pshur county, but 
In l'i)ton. Another thing the gentle­
man wlio- had a hand in the trade, 
lives in Ennis. Ellis county, and not In 
Ennis county, for there Is no such 
county.

"Everytliing is O. K. out with the 
c^Uemen in the section where the 
ranch Ls situated. Grass is seeding, 
some and much of it has stopped 
growing and will be all right when 
the cold weather comes. Cattle are i.n 
fine shape and the stock interests are 
all good.

“ I do not think that the grease wood 
weed Is the rubber weed that so much 
talk Is being made about, for two rea­
sons. The grease wood has a very 
dark green foliage and the description 
of the rubber weed that I have had 
ironi men who have seen it gives It a 
whlti.sli leaf. The rubber weed does 
not grow very much over three feet 
high, while the greasel wood often 
grows to the height of a man's shoul­
der."

FEEDING IN TERRITORY

Corn Abundant and Many Will Winter 
Stock

Bill Corn Jr. arrived at the Ex­
change Thursday from the Territory 
where he has cattle Interests in the 
shape of feeders.

"Our feeders are doing well at pres­
ent. It has rained too much and the 
rrop.s have been damaged more or less 
by the moisture. There will be a good 
lot of feedirtg this year and by people 
who find corn cheap as thn' suppose, 
think there will be a lot or money In 
the business. Some of these have 
their own com and others expect to 
purchase at a low price. Corn has 
been damaged by the ntin and aome 
people tell me that It is rotting In the 
field. It is Ilslde to sprout In the ear 
K the com hardens sufficiently while 
these rains continue.

"However, It is not likely to rain 
much longer as the equinox is passed 
and the time for coolne.ss in the at­
mosphere has come. Cotton Is doing 
very well considering everything and 
I have heard no complaints of boll 
weevil up there."

.IN RUNNELL8  COUNTY

Sterling F. Clark Receives Goo<3 Re­
ports From Ranch •

Sterling P. Clark has received thru 
his foreman, word that all his eattle 
Interest.* are In fine shape down in 
Runnells county, and that grass could 
not be better. He Is preparing to dtp 
hi.* horses and apraj’ hfs mules for 
ticks. Crops are doing well with the 
exception of cotton, which is troubled 
to some extent by boll worms and 
weevil. However, there is sdlTicient 
cotton on the stalks now to insure 
a pretty good yield. Files and ticks 
have annoyed the stock more than 
usual, caused by the unusual moisture.

From his Panhandle ranch Captain 
Clark has received the most favorable 
leports both as to grass and cattle. 
His place near Miami Is enjoying the 
same degree of good things that the 
rest of the Panhandle la enjoying and 
there 1.* no re.ason why this should not 
continue. Lands are still climbing 
and have reached such a point that it 
looks as If should something get In 
the wa)'. that the Umb might break 
and somebody get a hard fall. The 
home ranch o f Captain Clark In Tar­
rant county Is Just as good as the 
others a* to conditions and his fine 
herd of white face* are In good fix 
to meet the cold weather blasts of the 
coming winter with ease and without 
discomfort.

Cattle, o f which there are quite a 
cumber up our way, are doing well and 
ere not losing any fat worrying, ac­
cept over the fUca that plague them 
to eome eztenL There are eeveral 
quite large paaturee left above McAl- 
eeter and the farma are not ao exten- 
•Ive as they are In other parte of the 
Territory. Xhe land haa not been 
put up Into 180-acre tracts as yet, but 
the time wlU come no doubt when the 
farmer will be the winner there as be 
haa always been everywhere else. Com 
Is good and aill the other crops also 
have turned out well. The Territory, 
that la the part that Is around us, is 
in good shape for winter.”

J. S. Franks of Era, Texas, who Is a 
constant shipper to this niarket and 
whose shipping point U Valley View, 
was on the yatrds Thursday.

"Well, things are not much changed 
up with us since I was here last. Of 
course the rains have fallen upon the 
just and unjust alike this year and I 
suppose that we hare had our share. 
Cotton is the crop that Is worrying 
people the most now as it generally 
does and It Is a question with many as 
to whether the crop is seriously in­
jured by the moisture and the worms 
Or not. Of course there are people 
who Judge by the amount of cotton 
that is now open that there is a big 
crop, but other experienced men say 
that It may be possible that that 
a hlch is open may be all there is and 
that this is all that the worms and 
unfavorable conditions have left 
Should It prove that the worms have 
not troubled the unopened cotton to 
any extent, then there will be a big 
yield, but should the thing go the 
other way there won’t be much of a 
crop to worry over in the gathering. 
The earth has surely had a soaking 
and the season In the ground will 
make it fine for the small gritire-that 
will be planted. Much depend.*, how­
ever. as to whether It stops raining 
long enough for plowing and sowing 
to be done in time."

BLOWFLIES PLENTIFUL

Pest Reported by Addington, I. T,, 
Cattlensen

L. Jackson is an ex-Texan who now’ 
resides In the Indian Territory, part of 
the future state of Oklahoma, but who 
still holds favorable views of his old 
home and comes here with stock to 
help out the receipts at this market 
and incidentally to get better prices 
than elsewhere. “ I live on Mud creek, 
twenty-five miles from a railroad, and 
my postoffice is Cornish. I. T. 1 am 
located about half way between the 
Santa Fe and Rock Island roads and 
am delighted with the section, for it is 
productive and healthy. Our shipping 
point is Addington and from this place 
many cattle are shipped, and hogs, too. 
Right In our immediate section there 
are stM much pasture lands, the Wash­
ington* ow ning as much as 75,000 acres 
in their several pastures. Cattle are 
doing fine and the ticks are not so 
bad a.s one would suppose, having such 
a wet season. Blowflies are plentiful, 
and this, of course, makes wormy cat­
tle and more work for the stockman. 
Thei> are lots of farmers in our section 
and nearly everj’body has more or less 
land in cultivation. Crops are good 
and the corn crop makes a feeder of 
cattle water at the mouth thinking 
how cheap com  may be. Cotton is 
troubled with worms, but there will be 
a lot made anyway, despite this. Al­
together our part of the future state 
will hold its head up with the l>est 
when it comes to show-down. Nearly 
all the people up iu our section came 
originally from Texas.

J. N. Rice is from Addington. I. T., 
and Is a native Texan, having been 
born In Johnson county, near the line 
of Tarrant, on Village creek, near 
where the town of Burleson now 
stands. "I work for myself, and In 
addition also serve at times Cat>taia 
Washington. Addington Is our ship­
ping point and Cornish my postoffice.

. Cattle are In good shape aU over our 
country, and with the exception of 
flies and ticks, there is nothing to 
worry any faUoff of them. The Wash­
ingtons have large holdings of pa.sture 
lands and also farms, and as their in­
terests cover a large territory, what I 
say relative to good condition of mat­
ters will apply to all sections in that 
part of (Indian Territory. Grass is 
good and has been all the year, and 
in consequence the stock are all in fine 
shape for the winter and the markeL 
too. The corn crop is good as can be 
and so is all el.se, even cotton, which, 
tho ;>estered to some extent by worms, 
will make h big crop, about as much 
as we can w'ell handle. There are a 
lot of stfH’kmen In our section and they 
are all feeling good over conditions.
