Chicago Promoter Brings Rus-
sians to Texas

A Russian colony for Archer county
is the project of Dr. C. C. Young of Cal-
cago, who is now in Fort Worta. He
is on his way to Archer county, where
he and his associates are establish-
ing a Russian colony. His associates
are J. F. Hendricks, president of.the
bank of Melburn, Iowa, and F. W,
Smith, a member of the board of trus-
tees of the Baptist college at Colum-
bia, Mo.

Dr. Young, who s taking active
management of the colonization,
states that his firm has just closed a
deal for the Club House ranch, con-
sisting of forty thousand acres, site
uated in Archer county. This Is al-
most contiguous to the Brigman ranch,
which is now owned by his company,
and which was purcahased about five
months ago. This is also a large body
of land, and is now partly settled by
The entire colony, Dr.
Young states, will be of Russians ex-
clusively, and many of them have al-
ready purchased small tracts,

He will leave Monday for Wichita
Falls, where he will meet a party of
emigrants, and conduct them to their
rew homes. Others are expected to
arrive within a few weeks, and In a
short time it is expected that the great-
e¢r portion of that vast body of ‘and
will be cut up into small trac‘s of from
forty to one hundred acres and put in
cultivation by Russian farmers,

Dr. Young is himself of Russian
birth, He has lived in the -United
States for several years, and is the
originator of the idea of establishing an
exclusive Russian colony In Texas.

FARMINGTON, Mo., Oct, 13.—Gov-
ernor Folk today outlined a plan of
government supervision of railways as
a substitute for the policy of govern-
ment ownership as advocated by Wm.

J. Bryan. A great crowd listened at-
tentively to the governor and cheered
him to the echo.

Governor Folk believes that the gov-
ernment should exercise a control over
the railroads of the country, the same
as it does the national banks, but the
state nor nation
should- not attempt to own the roads.
To supervise the conduct of the roads,
he advises a comptroller of corpores-
tions, whose duty shall be similar to
those of the comptroller of the cur-
rency. ;

On this point, the governor said:

“A city or a town is a business cor-
poration and all the municipalities of
the state should have the power
purchase, own, operate any public
utility, wherever they see fit to do so.

“Whether municipal ownership 1is
wise or not, depends upon the condi-
tions in each particular case. In some
instances, it is manifestly the proper
thing. In others, owing to different
circumstances, it might be unwise.”

Suggests Remedy

“The need of more strict laws in the
state and nation for control of public
service corporations is manifest. If
there were a comptroller of railroads
appointed by the president, subject to
removal at pleasure with absolute
power to suspend directors or officials
of interstate railroads violating the
law, then appoint receivers to take
charge of the road until its operators
could furnish sufficient guarantee of
more responsible management the re-
sult should be a remedy for the evils
now existing in railroad affairs.

“In other words, give the comptrol-
ler of railroads the power over rail-
roads that the federal government ex-
ercises, thru the_ comptroller of the
currency over national banks. The
federal government can require a li-
cense from interstate gailroads sub-
ject to revocation by the comptroller.”

Cotton Blockade Is Now On at
Many Points

Millions of dollars worlh of cotton
in Texas cannot be moved to the coms
p-ess on account of the prevailing car

shortage of the different railroads,
which are unable to furnish enough
equipment to handle the great crop.

Raliroad freight men here say that
by next month the greatest cotton
blockade that has ever prevailed not
only in Texas, but the entire sonth,
will be on and no remedy at hand by
the railroads to relieve the congested
condition. Especially in Texas will the
condition be extraordinary.

In Fort Worth there is 'already a
good-sized blockade and one cotton
buying firm reports it has about one
hundred and fifty cars of cotton
blocked and is unable to move it. Com=
press platforms are filling up with the
staple at every railroad pvint in the
state and will probably remajn filled
up for some time to come, -

Discussing the situation, a leading
raillroad man Saturday said that he
logked for still greater congestion in
November, when the bulk of cotton
begins to move or is ready for the
market, “The fact is,” he =aid, “there
never was such commercial prosperity
thruout the country as now prevalils,
and in consequence railroads are un-
able to handle expeditiously the busi-
ness turned over te them. Railroads
are utterly unable to get car equipage,
despite the fact that orders for cars
have been placed with factories many

months and in many cases orders have 4

been in mere than a year,"”

8 TO 6 THE SCORE

Two More Games Now Remain
to Be Played—23,000
"Attend Event

CHICAGO, I, Oct. 13.—Despite the
handicap of a bad case of the heaves,
which afflicted Isbell, Davis and Rohe
today in the. west sidé ball lot, the
White Sox trimmed the fur off the
Cubs in the fifth game of the great
geries for the world’s champlonship
and left them naked and whinrpering
on the sward., The score was 8 to 6,
but that does not begin to tell the tale
of the direful doings that ended only
when the shades of night were falling
so fast that a fly ball looked like a
homing sparrow in the sky,

Twenty-Three Thousand Spectators

There were 23,257 fellow-citizens of
the athletes present. They saw the
White Sox in two hours and fifty
miinutes of freaky ball playing trans-
form themselves from the “hitless
wonders” ito the south side sluggers

by driving the peerless Reulbach from-

the dirt pile in the middle of the lot
in the third inning, chasing Pflester,
the phenomenon, after him with a

storm of hits ringing dround his un-

protected head in the next inning and
garnering two doubles’ and two singles
from Mr. Overall, who was second ald
to the injured, and mahaged to last
thru the game,

Twelve hits were slammed out by
the south side bats and seven of them
were scattered among the 23,257 on-
lookers. Of these useful doubles, the
bald and promising Isbell made no less
than four and the others were divided
between Davis Donohue and Rohe, By
this strange perversity of baseball fate,
three of the White Sox who thus fig-
ured so prominently were responsible
for six black marks in the error column
of the Sox, most of which helped the
batting Cubs to corral their six runs.

An Appreciation of the Faith-
ful Canine—Few Good Ones
in Fort Worth

“See how the well taught bird dog
leads the way;

The scent grows warm; he stops; he
springs the prey;

The fluttering birds from the stubble
rise,

And on swift wlnx divide the sounding
skies;

The scattering lead pursues the cer-
tain sight

And death in thunder overtakes their
flight.”

If, as Bill Shakespeare said “all the
world loves a lover,” certain it is that
likewise all the world loves a good bird
dog. If there is one thing about which
a man will- fight, excepting his family
and his religion, it is assuredly his
dog. Some of them will retaliate ds
quickly for an injury inflicted upon
their dog as when personal harm Iis

threatened. Without doubt the most
highly prized and most valuable of all
dogs is the bird dosg. he animal's af-
fectionate disposition endears him fo
humanity the world over and In ad-
dition his peculiar quality, that of fipd-
ing game birds by their scent alone
“pointing” or “standing”
them, makes the bird dog of the great-
est Interest and value to man. It
makes him an animal in which man
finds unusual pleasure and profit.

What picture can be prettier than an
elegant setter and a trim, keen-bulilt
pointer “standing” a covey of birds in a
sedge or stubble fleld? Thrilling with
suppressed excitement, quivering like
an aspen leaf, each lithe frame reflects
the eagerness the sensation felt by the
animal in holding the quarry he has
found for man, the master, to klll.

but he knows they are running and
you find it out. Up the hill, through
a patch of orchard grass ahead of you
they make thelr course.

Some hunters havé been fortunate
enough to witness a dog standing a
live bird with a dead one in his mouth
that he was retrieving.

Difference Between Them.

Most everybody who ever saw any
kind of a dog can readily distinguish
between the setter and the pointer, the
former with his long curl hair and
the latter with his short and silky coat.
There are four great branches of the
setter family, a fact not general'y
known to the average hunter. The or-
iginal English setter, whose prevailing
color was white; the Llewellyn, ob-
tained by crossing the English setter
with another English variety known as
the Laverack; the Gordon, or Scotch,
setter, generally black or black and
tan, and the Irish setter, generally a
rich red. The Irish and Gordons are
easily recognized and their pedigree
easily obtalned, but it is a harder mat-
ter to state just what is a Llewellyn,
It has been stated by some that this
type of setter was obtained by crossing
the English white setter with every
other kind of setter. The colors in
which the dog might be found might
give rise to such supposition, for the
Llewellyn is lemon and white, white
and tan and white, black and tan. The
setter was developed from the water
spaniel.

The pointer has been developed from
the hound, and in the past few years
has grown to be wonderfully popular
with the hunter. In fact, those hunt-
ing Irn this section generally prefer a
pointer, as the climate i{s not vigorous
enough to punish him. And then, too,
he has no long curly coat to catch all
the cockle burrs in the field and the
hot weather does not wear him our,
and he is generelly bigger and stronger
than the setter of the north country.
However, the setter is more universal-
ly in use, and many sportsmen prefer
the setter to the pointer out of the
belief- that he will have less fear of
the briar patch. Most pointers can be
traced back to the “Rip-Rap” and
“Jingo” strains, and there is also a
native strain hard to account for,
known as “pape.” In the “Jingo”
strain the dog is lemon and white, liver
and white and even white and black,
The “Rip-Raps” are frequently white
and black, and the “Papes” are black
mostly or “blue” dogs.

Some Fine Dogs Here.

The pointer as stated above, has de-
veloped rapidly in the past few years
and some experts are claiming that the
day of the setter is passing away.
However, just now they are in use by
the thousands, and many Fort Worth
folk own setters that they-prize as
highly as they do almost any one of
their possessions. There is also some
very fine pointers in this section, but it
is back im Tennessee and Kentucky that
the very cream of the bird dog family
is found. And from that section many
are being shipped to local-sportsmen
who are preparing for the opening of
the hunting season November 1.

Notwithstanding the fact that Fort
Worth can boast of just as many
sportsmen as any other city of similar
size .In the United States, the scarcity
of fine bird dogs in the city is rather
hard to understand. But those owned
by Fort Worth sportsmen are of the
very finest breed and have accoms-
plished some very clever field stunts.

It is a fact that many fine bird dogs
from various parts of the country are
being shipped in this city every day
and from indications the local colony
of bird dogs will be large and worth
while.

It is estimated by those who know
that fully 200 bird dogs will be in Fort
Worth when the quail hunting season
opens and for some of these big prices
will be paid.

Among the blooded bird dogs of Fort
Worth may be mentioned those of Dr.
Irion, C. T. Hodge, Henry Beaumont,
J. W. Draughon, A, W. Wharton, Jack
Shields, Sam Cantty and R. T\ Holt.

Dr. Irion paid a princely sum—$250
for one of his dogs, and C. T, Hodge
was offered $50 each for pups out of
his dog “Mamie.”
