the state. As bare-faced a fraud as
was ever perpetrated on any people, for
the pretended reorganization was a
sham and the reorganized company was
nothing more than a perpetuation of
the ownership of the BStandard OIL
Senator Joe Baliley, who recommended
that the reorganized company be al-
lowed to re-enter the state, has lately
come out and sald that he was im-
posed upon by the misrepresentations
of Mr. Plerce, and the senator offers
to be a witness In the present suit
which the state of Texas l¢ bringing to
expel the company from its borders.

Murder Case

e

The preliminary hearing of Willilam
Mason Burt, the Alabamian chprged
with the killing of Charles “Pete” New-

man last Saturday night, was closed
Wednesday morning and the defend-
ant allowed bail in the sum of $1,000.

Justice John Terrell stated that Qe
weighed well the evidence fn the case
and that he thought the $1.000 bond
would be sufficient. However, Assist-
#nt Attorney Roy piead that the court
make the bond big enough to Insure toe
defendant being on hand should the
grand jury find an Indictment.

Some new evidence developed In the
hearing Tuesday afternoon and

Wednesday morning. TChief of Police
Maddox is still inclined to accept the’
statements of “Clgarette Bl Elimore
and “Dutch” Murdock allas Radford
that they saw Burt do the murder.

In the testimony it was proved that
Elmore and Murdock were very close
to Newman when he received his deatn
wound. They swore that Burt stabbed
with his Jeft hand and Colonel B. D.
Saropshire, counsel for the defendant,
introduced evidence to prove that Burt
was right-handed. Ed Galloway, pro-
prietor of the saloon where the killing
took place, told a conflicting story.

Police Officer Turner testified that
when Officer Eddings cought "“Cigar-
ette Bill”" Elmore running up Rusk
street and returned with him to the
scene of the murder, that he took the
man in charge. He happened to turn
Dis back for a moment and turned
around to find that Elmore had taken
to his heels,

A sensational ripple swept over the
crowd hearing the trial Tuesday aft-
ernoon when Colonel Saropshire asked
“Dutch” Murdock alias Radford if it
was not a fact that he had done time
in the Joliet penitentiary for stabbing
a man. Murdock was also asked if he
did not know Chief of Detectives Des-
mond of St. Louis pretty well. Mur-
dock stated that ne did not know Des-
mond and that he had never been In
the Joliet penitentiary.

Paul Potts testified that two men
passed him in Main street Saturday
night a few minutes after the murder
and that both were running. He falled
to identify Burt as one of the men.
The night barkeeper at Al Goss' place
in lower Main street testified that he
could not recognize Burt as the man
whom Murdock claimed stabbed at him,

Yardmaster Woodard of tae Fort
Worth and Denver road in this eity,
testified that he had known Burt for
about two vears, and had always
known him to be a hard working,
peaceful man. He know nim back in
Alabama, where he bore an excellent
reputation.

On the Saturday afternoon of the
killing of Newman the man Burt had
a $40 check cashed In Oscar Leng-
let's saloon in Main street He says
that after getting ais money he went
into the lower district and stopped nt‘
the Cave saloon. Here he bought five or
six rounds of drinks for men in there.
He had taken only a few glasses of
beer when nis memory falled him. He
says he knew nothing until 10 o'clock
Saturday night, when he found, himself
tn & chili house In upper Main. Im-
mediately after recovering nis senses
he went to his room to find that his
$40 and watch were gone.

The police believe that Burt was rob-
bed while paralyzed from alconol or
wag given knock-out drops. However,
they are as far from solving the mys-
tery of the killing of Newman as they
were the night it occurred.

Smith _S_u;tain. Injunction

Against the Railway

In the injunction sult of Grant Deck-
er et al vs, Missour!, Kansas and Tex-
as Rallway Company and the city of
Dallas, pending in the Seventeenth dis-
trict court, Judge Mike E. Smith
Wednesday morning sustained the plea
of privilege of the city -of Dallas to
be sued in the county of its residence
and dismissed the case as to Dallas,
but held that the ordinances of the
city of Dallas against ticket brokers
doing business in the city of Dallas, as
well as the snecial charter of the city
of Dallas conferring powers upon the
city council to license and regulat:
ticket brokers and dealers in rallway
tickets, etc., was absolutely void.

That under the constitution of the
state the legislature could not dele-
gate such power toe a municipal cor-
poration,

The court also enjoined the Missou-
ri, Kansas and Texas Rallway Com-
pany of Texas, its officers, agents,
employes and attorneys from causiny
and assisting in any manner in the
prosecution of any of plaintiffs or the
agents or servants for a vielation of
such ordinance, or from in any manner
harassing or interfering with plain-
tiffs from engaging in the ticket brok-
er business in Dallas or elsewhere.

Being Crowded Further South, They
Say

“The Indian is being crowded out of
his country,” said White Bread, calef
of tne Caddos, Wednesday, “and many
of the different tribes will go to Mex-
ico, where there is more room.”

White Bread talked to a Telegram
reporter thru R. W. Dunlap, a half
breed Caddo, who acted as interpreter
for a small party of Indians who were
in Fort Worth on their way to Mexico.
In the party were White Bread, chief
of the Caddos; Spy Buck, chief of the
Delawares; Earl Purdy, a Caddo; Joe
Wheeler, Caddo, and R. W. Dunlap,
Caddo, and interpreter,

“The Mexican government,” said
Dunlap, who speaks good Englisa, “of-
fers cheap lands to the Indians, and
the surroundings there will be more
pleasant to my people than in the
United States, The Indian can see his
end in the territory and will get out
as soon as possibles We are going to
Mexico to look after lands for our peo-
ple, and if the lands are such as are
wanted there will be a general move-
ment of members of the Clvilized
Tribes from the Indian Territory. The
Indian is being hemmed in and crowd-
ed out by the white man in the Indian
Territory and is simply seeking a new
home where he will have more room.”

Joe Wheeler of the party of Indians
that was here Wednesday, is not un-
known In Fort Worth. Heé is three-
quarter Indian and one-quarter white
blood and severaleears ago played ball
in Fort Worth with the Anadarko ball
team.

Originaily the law contained a section which permitted
reductions on- tariff duties as a consideration for fa-
vorable trade arrangements with foreign countries, but
somebody got a limitation.in point of time put in that
section. Now, by lapse of time it is no Jonger the
law. Who did that? Not you: Your representatives
probably @id not do it purposely, but they were asleep
while it was being done. Now you want to demand
such an amendment in the law as to do business and
protect you in the avenues of trade for your product,
you should not be sacrificed to pile up fortunes for
the manufacturers as is the case today. Congress must
amend the law. If it is amended, the people will have
to instruct congress to do it, and you are the people,
at least you represent a very large proportion of them,
But it is certain that if the farmers who are directly
interested In this matter throufhout the country will
demand it, congress will so amend this law that it
will enabie the President of the United States to offer
as a chnsideration to foreign countries such a reduc-
tion in the tariff as will enable him to secure similar
concessions to this country to; open the avenues of
trade Iin your products, while yet affording ample pro-
tection to every manufacturing industry in this country.

But someone says;: "0, you are striking at a general
tarff revision and that cannot. be obtained.” My answer
is that we are not striking at a general tariff re-
vision. We are not saying whether it ought or ought
not to be done. But we are striking at exactly ‘what
we want, and that is such modifications of the law
that this government 3 offer to those foreign coune-
tries favorable trade tiogs with us a consideration
in the form of a reductlon in such of the tariff
schedules as is necessary to open their markets to us,
and yet not deal unfairly with any. of the interests in
this country. We can at least go that far. We can
plan our demands upon that proposition of it, for it
was a part of the very tariff law under which we
trade today, but has expired by limitation. That ought
noJimore to lay us open to the charge of advocating
a general tariff revision than it would against those
who framed and passed the Dingley act.

But it may be sald that there is danger of this re-
sulting in taking off the tariff on live stock and the
products thereof and on hides as well. That is not
involved In the proposition. There I8 no party advo-
cating free trade; there is no party advocating any-
thing approaching free trade, and it would be the death-
knell of any party in_this country to undertake to de-
stroy that meager an& small protective tariff of 15 per
cent on hides and 20 per cent on wool and about the
equivalent of 15 per cent on live stock, when manu-
factured articles enjoy a protection much higher—
often three or four times that amount; so there is
no danger of any political party in this country taking
that position. The fact is that the necessities of gov-
ernment in the way of needed revenue make a tariff
a necessity, and while it is going around it may be
laid down as a proposition that cannot be contro-
verted that farmers and stock raisers of this country
are going to demand at leazt some small consideration,
and that is as much as they have got on the tariff
already existing on any of their products.

What_we shall demand is equitable, fair treatment,
and that means that we be given access to the markets
of those countries which most need our products, if
iercan be obtained by such reasonable reduction in ex-
isting schedules of tariffs on manufactured articles
that they sell as will enable the establishment of trade
relations between this country and those whereby our
live stock and products of live stock will have the
fieest and most extensive trade possible.

To this suggestion that if prices of cattie or other
animals are advanced the consumer will have to pay it,
the first answer is that if we had a market for that
ciass of product known as the poor cuts of beef and
the cheaper products, so as to cqualize the profit on
the whole, a better price for cattle doesn't mean neces-
sarily a higher price for beef. As it s, the principal
profit must be made by both wholesaler and retailer
on the more desirable portions, whereats the trade with
the densely populated areas of Europe would furnish
an dutlet for the cheaper products. The second answer
is that the stock raiser and farmer are entitled to
share in the prosperity of the country and to make
a fair profit out of his capital anad his labor, and
should not be subject to the disadvantage of having
the avenues of trade closed to his products in order
that highly protected industries may make all the
profit. Today the stock raiser and farmer are working
harder and make less out of it than any other class
fo equa), labor, skill and capital.

BAILEY SPEAKS IN
BOSQUE COUNTY

Small Gathering of Meridian
" Citizens Hear Senator

MERIDIAN, 'Texas, Oct. 17.—The au-
dience which assembled in the Bosque
county court house last night was the
smallest In numbers that Senator Bal-
ley has addressed in many years out-
side the senate chamber on occasions.
Nevertheless the two hundred and fifty

Senator Bailey during the course of
his speech sald it was the first time
he had ever heard of democrats advis-
ing democrats to remain away from a
democratic meeting, However, he said,
there was enough present to make it
worth his while to come. In this con-
nection he referred pleasantly to his
former visits to Bosque county, upon
which occasions he spoke at Walnut
Springs and Mangum.

Joint Debate Proposition

“Fellow Citizens: Before proceeding
with what I have to say, it is proper
for me to allude to a_local circumstance
which seems to have been misunder-
stood by some of your citizens. Last
Saturday I received a telegram from a
gentleman who signed himself as the
chairman of the Thomas committee, in-
quiring if I would agree to a joint de-
bate on this occasion. I made no re-
ply to that telegram, and I understand
that my refusal to do so has been made
the subject of some criticism by those
who have not given sufficient attention
to the matter. It is difficult for me to
understand how any man or any com-
mittee could expect me to reply to such
a communication. I cannot comprehend
how an honorable and self-respecting
man could permit himself for a moment
to make an answer to people engaged
in an organized assault upon his char-
acter and reputation. Burely the gen-
tlemen who complain because I did not
reply to that telegram do not fully ap-
preciate the gravity of charging a pub-
lic seryant with a betrayal of his trust,
or else they would not have sent the
communication to me in the first place,
and they would not have expected me
to answer it. If it were a challenge for
some man to debate political issues, or
if it were a demand upon me to defend
some vote I had given or some speech
I had made, I would have made a
cheerful and prompt reply to a message
of that kind; but so long as my mind
is clear and I preserve my self-respect
I will never reply to any committee
organized for the purpose of convine-
ing my constituents that I am not an

honest man or a faithful public serv-
ant,

Reasons for Declining

“But even if it shall be claimed that

the purpose of the joint debate which
these men sought to have was to dis-
cuss a question of propriety rather
than a question of integrity it would
still have been impossible to have held
any joint debate with the person whom
they invited me to meet. Mr. Thomas
and myself have not spoken for more
than six years, and that fact alone
would preclude a joint discussion be-
tween us. That fact, however, is not
the only one which would have ren-
dered a debate between us impossible,
For more than a week I have been de-
nouncing statements made by Mr.
Thomas in an open letter as deliberate,
malicious and infamous lies, and surely
no man who understands the meaning
of these worlds would expect me to de-
bate any question with any man to
whom I had deliberately applied them.
I make this statement in order that
those among my friends who joined in
the suggestion of a joint debate may
understand that I meant no discourtesy
to them.”

It seems that the
news has gone abroad that this town
is the Mecca for those in need. It is
& known fact that many prosperous
cities In Texas have put their poor on
trains bound for Fort Worth with in-
structions to call upon the Fort Worth
police department, where help would
be In walting.

Chiet of Police Maddox says he does
not know what to do with the poor
when they come here. The city is not
able to keep them, and there is no re-
lief home for them to be sent to.

CONVICTED OF THEFT

Roughness to Jailor's Wife Caused
Long Sentence

Capt. Wm. Lightfoot, formerly the
night chief of police in Fort Worth,
but for geveral years an officer at
Thurber, was in Fort Worth Tuesday
en route home after attending court-at
Granbury where he and those with
him were witnesses
stealing cases.

Another of the party was V. G. Ha-
gart, a deputy sheriff of Palo Pinto
county.

High winds accompanied this
rainstorm on the southeastern coast,
the maximum wind velocity at Galves-
ton being forty-eight miles an hour at
12:06 a. m, Oct. 14,

The temperature averaged from 1 to
6 degrees below the normal, except in
the extreme western counties, where it
was normal, and in the Panhandle,
where it was above the normal. A
sharp fall In temperature occurred on
the 9th and 10th under the influence of
an area of high pressure that was ad-
vancing southeastward over the state,
and light frosts occurred in a few scat-
tered localities, the minimum tempera-
ture falling to 40 degrees and below
at a number of stations. Cool nights
continued ‘during the geek, but toward
the close of the week the night tem-
peratures become higher, while the
day temperatures decreased on account
of the overcast sky. The highest tem-
peratureg reported ranged from 78 de-
grees at Palestine to 92 degrees at Bal-
linger, and the lowest from 35 degrees
at Paris to 62 degrees at Corpus
Christi. At the close of the week the
rain had ended in Texas, but consid-
erable cloudiness continued over the
Panhandle and over eastern counties
Elsewhere it was generally falr.

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 17.

The market opened from 4 to 10
points down today, but made advances
on unfavorable cables. Spot sales were
small at the sensational decline of 20
points. The weather map indicated a
drizzling rain over a large portion of
the cotton belt. The present heavy
movement of the staple is attribated
to the fact that cotton already in the
farmer's hands is being sold heavily
since the prices have advanced to the
11c mark and up. The Immediate fu-
ture of cotton will in all probability be
influenced to a very large extent by
the weather and spot situation, the
speculator to the contrary netwith-
standing. Most people seem to ‘be of
the opinion that the advance in values
has been too rapid, but few have yet
been able to figure out any approxi-
mate safety in short operations, prin-
cipally because cloudy weather and
unfavorable cotton conditions are fore-
cast almost for the entire cotton
belt. Sharp reaction would surprise
no one under a heavy hammering by
the bear influénces, but contract prices
cannot safely decline further as long
as spot cotton values are maintained
by. the interior. However, the filling
of October commitments will logically
bring some lessening of the tension in
the actual cotton market.

About 1,000 bales of spot cotton were
sold here by noon. The demand was
moderate, f.0.b, bringing 35 to 38 on
December for Liverpool, good mid-
dling for October delivery. About 500
f.o.b, were sold.
