ATLANTIC CITY, Oct, 29.—By the
wrecking of a three-coach electric train
on the West Jersey & Seashore Rall-
road Sunday afternoon at least fifty
passengers perished and the list may
reach the tasal of seventy-Iive before
all is known.

“Thorofare,” which separates Atlantic
City from the mainland, the train left
the track and plunged into the .water.

Texas, made up of people fresh from
the fatherlands, seeking homes i this
country.

In one corner of the stattion there
WAS a Sscore or more Italians, men,
women and children, In another corner
were a dozen sons and daughters of
sunny France, and collected in a group
in the center of the lobby were a lot
of Slavs. At one gide of the lobby,
gazing awe-struck on all they saw, was
a party of Roumanians, while on the
midway sitting on their grip-sacks
Wwere a score or more Norwegians.

None of these people could speak
a word of English and as they jab-
bered away in the language of their
different countries, there was such a
babel of voices as is rarely heard In
a Texas city.

When the International & Great
Northern train came Iin from Galves-
ton there was a big addition to this
crowd of Europeans emptied into the
big passenger station. One hundred
Germans, young and old, men and
women, made up this foreign delega-
tion, and every one of them from the
toddling youngster of four years up to
the oldest, wore boots, Even the wom-
en wore them.

As soon as this bunch of new citi-
zens leff the train they were taken . in
charge by General Passenger Agent
Phil Auer of the Rock Island, who
hustled them to a waiting Rock Island
train, on which they pulled out to go
to work on the sections of that sys-
tem. They were a short, squatty, husky
Jlooking lot of immigrants, and all of
them carried their baggage In bags.
These people came over on the North

MAN MAY DIE FROM
BLACK ASP’S STING

Deadly Insect Is Rarely Found
in Texas

While trimming a front yard tree of
its branches Herbert Jones, 812 Valley
street, was stung Sunday afternoon by
a black asp and now lies at his home
in a critical condition. The sting was
recelved on the right side of the neck,
just below the ear. Within ten min-
utes after the occurrence the man was
suffering torture, his whole right side
swelling rapidly.

The black asp is one of the most
poisonous insects known and is rarely
ever found outside the arid regions of
Arizona and Mexico. It looks some-
what like a caterpiller, but is much

longer, having “hundreds of small legs,
and is ink black. Its sting will pro-
duce death in a short time unless the
proper remedies are applied, and It
causes almost unbearable pain. The
black asp is far more poisonous than
the ordinary white asp, and unlike the
latter, will sting instantly,

The physicians called to attend Mr.
Jones assert that they never before
saw such suffering from the sting of
any insect or reptile. The flesh im-
mediately around where the insect
stung turned purple in a little whtle
and Monday morning showed signs of
sloughing away from the bone,

Many Whites Are Tempted by
- Good Priees Paid

As the cotton picking =eason nears
its end the demand for cotton pickers
increases, and premiums are being
paid for hands, The fielde are white
with the staple and in many sections

it is dropping from the open bolls to
the ground, where it goes to waste.

Every train leaving Fort Worth car-
ries bunches of cotton pickers and
labor agents have runners out all over
thﬁ(-ity, hunting for hands to go to the
co®™on fields. These runners are paid
80 much per head for every
picker they secure and are
money out of the business.

It 1s not only riegroes who are being
shipped out, but large numbers of
white men influenced by the prices
pald are going to the cotton filelds to
pick cotton. There was a bunch of a
dozen white men at the Texas and Pa-
cific passenger station Monday morn-
ing, en route to Ninneka, Okla., where
there is a heavy demand for them, and

roads cotton pickers are in hot demand.
Nothing less than $1-'per 100 pounds is
now offered hands, and as it a mighty
poor cotton picker who eannot pull off
300 pounds a day, the pay is enticing.

HOW TO VOTE THE TICKET

One week from next Tuesday the
congressional, state and county elec-
tion is to be held under the provisions
of the Terrell election law, and for
the benefit of those who are unae-
quainted with the provisions of this
law and the method of voting now in
vogue In Texas, the following explana-
tion is given:

The official ballot this year will be
sixteen inches wide by twenty-two
inches long; it contains seven tickets
and will be designated as the “blanket
ballot;” that is, the candidates of all
political parties will be upon the same
ballot, but in different columns, and
in addition to the names of the sev-
eral political parties and the nominees
thereof, there will be a blank column
in which parties may write the name
of any person whom they desiresto
vote for office. if the person is not
already on the ballot as the nominee
of some political party. For instance,
if a voter desires to vote for all the
nominees of the Democratic party ex-
cept those for governor, member of
congress, county attorney and county
judge, and desires to vote for the nom-
inee .of the Republican party for gov-
ernor, and for the nominee of the pro-
hibition party for congress and for the
independent candidate for county at-
torney, and desires to vote against all
the nominees of the ple’s party, and
for some person for‘county judge whose
name is not on the ballot, he will pro-
ceed to vote as follows:

He will run a line entirely thru the
ticket of the peuple’'s party.

On the ticket of the Democratic
party he will run a line thru the nom-
inees for govermor, congress, county
attorney and county judge.

He will run a dine thru the name of

each of the nominees of the Repub-
lican party, except that for governor.

He will run a line thru the name of
each of the nominees of the prohibi-
tion party except that for congress.

He will run a line thru the name of
each of the independent candidates ex-
cept that for county attorney.

He will write the name of the party
for whom he desires to vote for county
judge in the blank column under the
title of that office.

In no event must a.voter write upon
the ticket of any political party the
name of any person for whom he de-
sires to vote, If the name does not ap-
pear upon the official ballot, write it
in the blank column under the title of
the office to which you desire him ‘o
be elected.

If the yoter desires to vote the
straight ticket of any political party
run a line thru all other tickets.

ed Hberal scale. But notwithstanding
the heavy movement to market, the
scarcity of cars on all lines of rail-
roads was a hinder to shipment to
the various ports. But today the part
receipts began to increase, and are
expected to be unusually heavy be-
fore the end of this week.

There is not quite so much talk of
storm damage now. The recent storms
seemed to have done more damage to
Quality than to quantity. Frost in-
Jured the top crop in some localities,
but today’'s consolidated reports In-
dicate that a larger yield is expected
than that of last year. Some rotting
and sprouting of bolls is reported, and
labor scarce. But the crop is being
marketed rapidly as picked.

Strong Undertone in Grain Market on
News of Deterioration—Millers Ex-

porting Flour—Provisions Dull
8pecial to The Telegram.

CHICAGO, Oect, 29.—The grain mar-
ket opened today with a strong under-
tone, but trading was quiet. There
were many selling orders for December
and buying orders for May wheat.
Wheat opened at about Saturday’s
highest point, but trade was not strong
enough to hold the forecasted advance.
The cash business in Chiecago wheat In
mixed lots was about 12,500 bushels, In
corn about 105,000 bushels, and in
oats about 195000 bushels. Seaboard
exporters sold 88,000 bushels of wheat,
16,000 busheis® of corm and 150,000
bushels of oats. Of the 511,000 bushels
of wheat cleared from all ports Satur-
day, only 12,000 bushels went to Liver-
pool. Cars were chartered for 110,000
bushels of corn at % c to Buffalo. Re-
turns from 200 points in Tlinols,
Western Inidana and Iowa show disap-
pointing yield, and corn husking in Il-
linols and Western Indiana being from
eight to ten bushels per acre less than
last year, and from two to three bushels
rotten to every acre. This is offset,
however, by reports from Iowa showing
yields from ten to twelve bushels more
than last year, with the quality ex-
ceptionally good. -

The world's shipment of wheat was
12,028,000 bushels, against 12,736,000
last week and 12,128,000 last year.
Corn this date, 4,080,000, last week 4.«
095000 and last year 2,775,000 bushels,

Western advices Indicate that all the
prominent miills both in the northwest
and southwest, are selling more or less
flour from export. St. Louls reports a
large number of recent sales, one con-
cern having placed 35,000 barrels of
hard winter wheat flour, in addition to
other smaller quantities, nearly all of
which is bound for the United King-
dom.

The price of wheat in Minneapolis
has been advancing for the past sev-
eral days, according to advices received
today, regardless of bullish or bearish
opinions, and that six mills are clos-
ing down on account of the high prem-
fum for cash wheat, and the dull flour
business,

Oats were strong and higher with
light offerings. Bickley was a good
seller of May oats, at 35c. Trading In
corn was light, wita a firm market.

This decline was®in sympathy with
the slump In New York, Left to it-
self the local market would undoubt-
edly have advanced, for it looked over-
sold and reports were that shorts were
nervous over the weather. Heavy and
killing frosts were reported over a
great portion of the cotton country.
The detalled reports gave 35 degrees as
the average minimum temperature for
the entire belt. The average minimum
for the Atlantic district was 30 de-
grees and for the Augusta and Mem-
phis districts were 33 degrees, Such
weather of course puts an end to
growing cotton if previous cold snoys
have not already accomplished it. Such
weather caused the very short crop of
three years ago and if it shortened
that crop there is every reason to be-
lieve this ¢rop has been shortened also.
There is one difference, howevr, be-
tween this season and that of three
years ago, which seems not to enter
into the calculations of most opera-
tors and that is that the first cold
snap came much earlier this season.
Unfavorable weather has thus far this
week falled to influence the market
and it remains to be seen what will
influence it.

Ignorance Was Not Bliss
8pecinl to The Telegram.

BROWNSVILLE, Texas, Oct. 2)—
Catching revolutionistg thru the use
of wrapping paper is a new procedure,
but it has just been successfully ac-
complished here.

The paper was used until one of the
clerks diseovered its nature, and it was
then discontinued, but not until a
large amount of it was in circulation.
The Mexican consul immediately filed
complaint and the men were bound
over to await the action of the federal
grand jury, which convenes in Decem-
ber.

Starved in a Box Car

Laginon is from Houston and is a
cripple, having only one foot. The
condition of the car in which he was
found was nauseating, It had evi-
dently been used as a lodging place for
hoboes for a long time. The recovery
of the man is extremely doubtful.
