A NEW MARK

American Gets  Within 203
Miles of North Pole

NOW COMING HOME

Ship Caught in Drifting Ice
and Return Is Forced After
Severe Privations -

By Assoclated Press.

NEW . YORK, Nov. 3.—Altho Com-~
mander Robert E. Peary, who was
heard from last night, after his long
sojourn in the frozen north, failed to
reach the North Pole, Secretary Her-
bert L. Bridgeman of the Peary Arc-
tic Club, believes that. his feat in
reaching further north ought to be a
subject for national rejoicing. Mr.
Bridgeman, who received the message
from Commander Peary announcing
the latter's return to civilization, tele-
phoned the news of Peary's safety 10
Mrs. Peary, who happened to be
the city.

“Thank God, he-is safe,” was her
first comment, and then she plied Mr.
Bridgeman with questions regarding
the details of the news he had re-
ceived from her husband.

Mr. Bridgeman told her that her
husband, while he had failed to reach
the pole because of drifting ice, had
now the distinction of having gone fur-
thest north, having reached 87 de-
grees, 6 minutes, a point 32 minutes
nearer to the north pole than that
reached by the Duke of Abruzzi expe-
dition in 1900.

“I am very glad my husband is com-
ing home so soon and that he has been
s0 successful,” Mrs. Peary then said.

In discussing Peary’s dash late last
night, after he had had time to study
the commander’'s message more close-
ly, Mr. Bridgeman said:

“Commander Peary's achievenment
ought to be a subject for national re-
joicing, for T am sure it has been the
ambition of every true American to
see the Stars and Stripes first at the
Arctic pole. And that it should be an
American to- reach the furthest
north is but little less gratifying.

“Peary started out with the determi-
nation to reach the pole at all hazards,
and it is certain that only the im-
possible prevented that.

“It is evident Peary has had the
same experience of getting on drift-
ing ice and being carried away from
his goal that other explorers have had.
Probably no other man living would
have got off so well as Peary has. He
found himself on ice that had been
broken up by a storm and was taking
him in a contrary direction. It is like-
ly that he and his party went to the
Jimit of human endurance before they
gave up, as for instance the eating of
the dogs. Without doubt the explorer
is now on his way home, and when he
reaches we will hear a wonderful story.

“wWill Peary ever make the attempti
again?”

“l do not know. Altho it was sald
by the newspapers when he sailed that
if he failed this time he would never
try again, he never told me that, and
I was close to him. The commander
will undoubtedly bring back with him
a wealth of scientific and geographical
matter. I consider that one of the
wonderful features of this expedition
ijs the fact that the Roosevelt is com-
ing home with the entire party, despite
the hardships they have egperienced.

“Peary probably reached within 203
miles of the North Pole. He surpassed
the D’Abruzzl party by about thirty
miles.”

This was Peary’s fifth attempt to
reach the pole The other sledge jour-
neys were made in the years 1892, 1895,
1900 and 1902,

Text of Peary’s Message

HOPEDALE, Labrado, via Twillin-
gate, N. F., Nov. 2.—Herbert L. Bridge-
man: The Roosevelt wintered on the
north coast of Grant Land, somewhat
north of the Alert’'s winter quarters.
We went north with sledges in Febru-
ary, via Heckla and Combia.

We were delayed by open water be-
tween 40 and 45 degrees and beyond
86 six days. The gale disrupted the
ice, destroyed the caches, communica-
tion with supporting bodies was cut
off and we drifted due east. Reach-
ed 87 degrees 6 minutes north lati-
tude over the ice, drifting steadily east-
ward. Returning with eight dogs we
drifted eastward and were delayed by
open water, reaching the north coast
of Greenland in straightened condition.
We then killed muskoxen and returned
along the Greenland coast to the ship.

Our two supporting parties were
driven onto the north coast of Green-
lJand. One was rescued by me in a
starving condition. After one week of
recuperation I left the Roosevelt and
sledged west, completing the mnorth
coast of Grant Land and reached the
other land near the 100th meridian.
The homeward voyage was one inces-
gant battle with the ice, storms and

MAKES GOOD SHOWING

Rev. S, H. Werlein Complimented by
Conference

Spectal to The Telegram.
SAN ANGELO, Texas, Nov, 3.—An

interesting feature of the West Texas
Methodist conference, now in session
here, was the report of Rev., B. I
Werlein of Austin, formerly pastor of
the First M. E. church, South, of Fortl

Worth,

His church raised nearly $8,000 for
all purposes, and during the year 203
members have been added to the rolls.
The total membership now numbers
943. At the last quarterly conference
resolutions were passed highly com-
plimentary to Rev. Werlein. His mem-
bers forwarded a petition to the bishop
that Mr. Werlein be returned to them.

Wednesday evening there was a
meeting held in the inteerst of the
board of church extension. Dr. Harris
read the scripture lesson and made the
prayer. Rev. H. G. Horton, secretary
of the church extension committec,
who occupied a seat on the platform,
introduced Dr. W. F. McMurray of
Louisville, corresponding secretary of
the board of church extension, who
made the address of the evening. He
said that the old church was still much
alive, and during the year had added
536 new churches to the list. That he
has been going up and down the coun-
try to study conditions. That no con-
ference has appealed to him more
strongly than the West Texas, and
that he never grows weary in looking
at and admiring the magnificent coun-
try which it embraces within its boun-
daries. That during the last year to-
ta] societies are 18,506, an increase over
the previous year of 409. That there
are 15,735 houses of worship, the in-
crease over the year previous being
5386.

That there were 2,770 organized con-
gregations without houses, worshiping
in borrowed houses,

That the crying need in the large
cities is more church buildings
equipped for doing good work. He
referred to localities in Dallas, San
Antonio and Austin where church
houses were sadly needed. That the
Methodists are not only up against the
proposition of new buildings, but that
many of the old which have been
stariding for years need to be replaced
with larger and better ones that will
respond to the necessities of the pres-
ent day.

He said that during the last twenty-
four years the West Texas conference
had contributed $19,182.50 to the regu-
lar fund of church extension, and had
drawn out or borrowed $48,300.

Hearst started out tonight to fulfill
the program mapped out for him by his
campaign manager, The schedule called
for thirteen addresses before as many
audiences in Brooklyn and in Queens
county, At his first appearance, how=
ever, it was evident that the candidate
had already overtaxed his vocal or-
gans and later he was reluctantly com-

pelled to abandon his purpose of ad-
dressing all the thousands who had
waited patiently to hear him.

Wherever the candidate did go, how-
ever, he met enthusiastic receptions.
Crowds cheered his appearance at
many places and other crowds that
hoped to see him and did not cheered
for him just the same.

At the opening meetﬁg in Brook-
lyn, Mr. Hearst found voice enough to
pay his respects to Richard Croker,
whose cablegram to Senator McCarren
was construed as a condemnation of
Tammany Hall's indorsement of Mr.
Hearst's candidacy. /’

Secretary Elthu Root, who last night
attacked Mr. Hearst at Utica, also
came in for a severe arraignment. Mr.
Croker and Secretary Root, the speak-

Production of Play Causes
Blacks to Organize

#pecial to The Telegram.

MEMPHIS, Tenn., Nov. 3.—A Brook-
haven, Miss., dispatch says:

As a result of the production of “The
Clansman” in Brookhaven last week,
and threats circulated by whites that

a Ku Klux Klan was being organized
here to drive negroes from the com-
munity, the terrified blacks are said to
have formed themselves into bands of
whitecaps and already to have started
on a series of depredations on the
whites.

News has reached here from Bear
Creek, in Lincoln county, that Bud
Godbold, a young white farmer, was
fired upon by negro whitecaps while
riding thru a lonely stretch of woods
Sunday night. His horse was killed
but the rider was uninjured, and God-
bold, regaining his feet, dashed into the
thicket and escaped. According to God-
bold’s story, a white man unknown to
him was rmng a hundred yards behind
him, and was simultaneously attacked
by negro whitecaps. He believes the
man was killed, Officers have left here
for the scene of the alleged ambuscade
to make a rigid investigation.

The story circulated that the whites
would form Ku Klux Klans was done
as a joke, it is asserted, but the ne-
groes took the jokers at their word,
and are reported to be organizing all
over the country' to defend themselves
against the reign of terror they believe
to be impending,

No other reports of trouble have been
received here other than the affair
near Bear Creek, and a majority of
citizens are inclined to scoff at God-
bold’'s story.

JUDGE IS MANDAMUSED

SUPREME COURT AND SIMPLI-
FIED SPELLING

The Roosevelt method of simplified
spelling has gone up against the su-
preme court of the United States, and
simplified spelling seems to have been
knocked out in the very first round.
But the supreme court of the United
States always ddes these things in such
a nice and delicate way that it very
often takes the victim several days to
realize . just how completely he has
been laid out.

It happened while the case of Dal-
cour against the United States was
under consideration. Solicitor General
Hoyt was presenting the government’s
side and he was reading from a brief
which was fairly studded with such
words as “dropt” and “fantasy” and
“kist.” Chief Justice Fuller, with a
copy of the brief in hand, followed the
reading gravely. He read “thry” and
“thruout” and “fantom” and “fixt” and
not a single expression flitted across
‘his face.

Presently the brief arrived at a long
quotation from a decision rendered
some years ago by Justice Bradley.
The simplified word that Mr. Hoyt met
in his reading from this was “thru.”
Hardly was the word out of ais mouth
before the chief justice stopped him.

“Is this,” said the chief justice, in
the tone of gentle, suave inquiry, whica
puts experienced counsel on guard,
“supposed to be a quotation from Jus-
tice Bradley’s official opinion?”

Mr, Hoyt looked up, startled. The
chief justice seemed so extraordinarily
gentle and mildly curious that to a
practitioner of Mr. Hoyt's experience
nothing more was needed to assure
him that something really and truly
was about to happen. He hurriedly
scanned the quotation to see what was
wrong, and his eye lighted on the word
he had just read. He flushed ang fid-
geted.

“Yes, sir; in all except the spelling,”
e blushingly replied.

“Ah-h-h-h-h!"” replied the chief jus-
tice, with a long rolling inflection, in-
serting five “h's” in a word that is
supposed to have only one.

The rest of the justices grinned, and
so did everybody else in the courtroom.
Mr. Hoyt discerned the danger signal
and hurriedly jumped off the track.

“Hereafter,” he sald, “I will see to
it that nothing of this kind occurs.
While we follow the President’s order
in preparing original briefs, I do not
feel that we are justified In changing
the orthography of judicial opinlons,
and I will see that it does not happen
again.”

So ended the first round, and the
memory of Justice Bradley was pro-
tected. The next round is awaited with
interest. The supreme court is the
most independent organization in these
United States. Some years ago a rash
controller of the treasury sougat to
direct the clerk to turn in to hini an
account of his receipts and expendi-
tures. The chief justice promptly step-
ped in with his usual serene suavity
and the controller of the treasury and
all his successors, heirs and assigns
have been apologizing ever since,

MILAN, Nov. 3.—A new windmill
motor boat has been invented by an

Kentucky Fowls Have a Strange Apne-
tite, Very
Special to The Telegram,
HOPKNISVILLE, Ky., Nov. 3.—Cu-

cumber seed are in demand in Hop-
kinsville just now, for K. 8. Green, a
prominent merchant, has a flock of six
healthy bantam chickens which posi-
tively refuse to eat anything exéept
cucumber seed.

This unusual appetite of the chick=-
ens is only another instance of pre-
natal influence. Last summer a ban-
tam hen belonging to Mr. Green was
missed at regular feeding times, and
upon Iinvestigation she was found set-
ting on a nest of twelve eggs which
she had depositdd in the shell of an
enormous cucumber, from which she
had pecked the meat and seeds. In
due time she hatched nine chicks. Six
of these have grown to maturlﬁy with-
out exhibiting any unusual trait, far-
ther than steadfastly refusing to ‘eat
any food save the seed from cucuni-
bers. As long as the crop of cucum-
bers was plentiful, Mr. Green had no
trouble in furnishing the chickens with
the seed, but now that the crop has
been exhausted and the visible supply
dally growing less, he is greatly wor-
ried as to the future welfare of his
pets.. He has bought all the cucumber
seed which he could find in thiy city
and surrounding section, but this will
prove far short of the required amoaunt
during the approaching winter, ;

COMPRESSES
 UP WITH WORK

Local Compress Has Handled
22,000 Bales

J

It is understood that the cotton com-
presses at Waxanachie, Greenville and
Galnesville are practically up with
their work.

The complaint of the contrary con-
dition has been so general thruout the
state that the state railroad commis-
sion has been compelled to temporarily
annul one of its concentration orders
and allow the roads to haul cotton by
the compress nearest to any point
where the compressing of cotton might
be most expeditiously done.

Nearly all of the compresses of the
state are hampered by the difficulty
of getting labor. While it is not skilled
labor which has to be used in work at

the compresses, there has to be a cer-
tain acquired skill. The compresses
pay more for the labor of their hands
than any other kind of unskilled labor
can command in the state. But the
temptation of the cotton patch with
the extraordinary high prices for cot-
ton picking {s irresistible now and
the compresses lack the labor to run
double shifts as they would willingly
doyif the hands were available. That
lack of labor complaint which has been
80 general in Texas for several months
past, first emphasized by the railways,
reiterated by the cotton plants and
continued by the compress men and
others who are large employers of la-
bor, bears with especial hardship on
the compress men for the reason that
the cotton season is not a long one and
the work has to be done quickly. How-
ever, there is no help for it and the
compresses can simply do the best they
can and let the cotton snipments await
their turn.

The eotton compress at Fort Worth
to this time has handled over 22,000
bales and yet has never been able to
get hands to run night shifts.

PARIS, Nov. 3—~Count Bonl de

Castellane, it is believed today, will
be forced to fight a series of duels
as the result of the amazing exposures
in the =suit brought by the countess,
formerly Miss Anna Gould.

The letters read to M. Henri Ditte,
president of the tribunal of first in-
stance of the Sein¢, by Maitre Cruppi,
counsel for the countess, and which
she had found, leave no doubt, it -is

‘declared, that the count will be chal-

lenged by the husbands of the women
who wrote the burning love missives
to him.

The names of the women were not
mentioned and they wére designated
in the reading as Madame A, Madame
B, etc., but their names are well known
in all the fashionable salons. Nearly
all are society women and several are
women of title.

It is also regarded certain today that
as a result of the shameful disclosures,
including the revelation that the count
had beaten his wife, Count Boni will
be forced to resign from all his clubs.

The radical members of the cham-
ber of deputies also will make it so
disagreeable for the count that he
probably will be forced to give up his
seat.

It was revealed in
count’'s brutality began four months
after they -were married. To force
the countess to sign documents giv-
ing him control of her income he fre-
quently beat her, even in the presence
of servants and he pinched her and
humiliated her in many ways.

After getting control of her income
in this way, it is stated, he squan-
dered $8,000,000, most of it on the
thirteen women named as co-respond-
ents, while he allowed his wife 380 a
month pin money.

One of the letters from a soclety
woman designated as Madame A ,read:

“] am ill with anxiety. Have had
no news of you recently. Come,
to our little nest. Say when you can
meet me there. I'll arrange all. I
swoon with fear at the thought that
you are ill. I kiss you, my darling.”

Found Letters in Desk

In relating the details of Count
Boni’s transgressions, Maitre Cruppl
said that the countess had discovered
the first evidence in the shape of let-
ters which her husband had left in
his desk.

The Madame A already referred to,
who is a noted society woman and
married, it was said, was always re-
ported not at home when the countess
called on her, whereas the fact was
that -on many occasions when Coun-
tess Castellane called her husband was
locked in with her false friend, while
servants were posted at the doors and
windows to give warning of the ap-
proach of the ceountess or Madame
A’'s husband. On several occasions it
was related Count Boni escaped from
the house down asback stairway.

The count succeeded in concealing
the affair from the countess for some
time but one day the latter opened a
jewel drawer in the Chateau de Marals
and was amazed to find the drawer
filled with ardent love letters from
Madame A. The countess immediately
summeoned a lawyer, to whom she in-
trusted the letters.

On another night in the mansion on
the Avenue Malakoff, awakened by a
noise, the countess entered her hus-
band's - room, where, apparently, he
