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Colquitt Gives Out Interview
at Austin

Special to The Telegram.

AUSTIN, Texas, Nov. 6.—Before
leaving for Terrell yesterday afternoon
in order to vote in the general election
today, O. B. Colquitt announced that
he was opposed to the constitutional
amendment which proposes to fix the
per diem of the members of the legis-
lature at $1,000 per annum, and would
accordingly cast his vote against the
amendment,

“There is no good reason,” sald Mr.
Colquitt, “for thus increasing the
burden on the state by raising the
salaries of the members of the legisla-
ture. It will not give the state bet-
ter men for making the laws, which it
will materially increase the cost of
running the government.” )

Mr. Colquitt figures out that it will
cost the state $62,000 mpre than at
present. He calculated that at $5 per

‘day for 1560 members of the legislature

for sixty days dand at $2 per day for
the same period of time, aggregates
$63,000, and under the proposed
amendment it would cost $225,000.

corporations ought to stop. No city
nor country can achieve any prosper-
ity or advancement without that mod-
ern vehicle of business, the corpora-
tion. It is a creature of the law and
should be regulated by the law.

“Some politiclans think that this sort
of abuse of the corporations is neces-
sary to gain the voteg of the farmers,
but that is not true., The farmer don't
want hypocracy; he wants the truth,
He don’'t expect any legislative favors.
He knows that no statute can be
passed that will make two stalks of
corn crow where only one grew before,
or two rows of cotton where there is
room for but one. What he wants is
a market for what he does grow. He
wants more men and richer men to buy
his products; more factories and rich-
er factories to take his raw material;
more rallroads and better railroads to
carry his stuff to the market while it
is in season., He knows the govern-
ment is not going to bestow any spe-
cial favors on him, and he don’t want
any. What he wants is an equal op-
portunity for himself and his sons teo
get the pgoducts of his labor to the best
market there Is in the quickest way.
He wants corporations regulated and
wants it done honestly and fairly, but
he does not share in the fear of the
biennial politiclan that corporations
will rule the people, for he knows they
can't.”

Mr. Kirby closed with an impas-
sioned plea for a greater Texas and in-
vited all present to join the Five Mil-
lion Club, of which he is the organizer.

Mayor W. D. Davis

Mayor Davis of North Fort Worth,
in spite of the fact that the toast-
Mmaster had warned the hearers of his
proclivity to statistics, read a few very
interesting figures on “The Cattle In-
dustry,” which was the subject of his
address, In 1903 there were 283,000
cattle sold in Fort Worth; in 1904 the
sales reached 416,000, and in 19035,
541,000, The sales to Nov. 1, 19086,
amounted to 479,000. More calves are
slaughtered in Fort Worth than at any
other market in the United States
Forty thousand were slaughtered here
in October alone, and traln loads of
calves are shipped every month to
New York, Buffalo, Boston, Philadel-
phia and other eastern points,

Referring to the sales of the big
pastures to settlers, Mr. Davis said this
would mean a shortage in the cattle
supply for several years, but as soon
as the farmers get in shape there will
be more and better cattle raised and
the hog industry, which is already
growing remarkably, will have a stiil
more remarkable growth, He called at-
tention to the fact that hogs bring a
better price here than at any other
market.

Captain Paddock, the last speaker on
the program, was réminiscent and re-
called some of his prophecies humor-
ously, resenting the remark made by
a previous speaker that he had been
visionary in his hopes for the city. He
spoke of a number of prophecies he
had made In regard to Fort Worth, all
of which had come true, and called on
those present to witness the fulfillment
of a new prophecy which is that Fort
Worth would be the metropolis of the
southwast, the greatest commercial
center west of the Mississipp! and south
of St. Louls. The city has gained what
it has thru the pluck and energy of its
citizenship. _He recalled the time It
was possible to secure the maln line
of the Santa Fe by a subscription of
$75,000 and a guarantee of the right of
way through Tarrant county. The of-
fer was recelved here at 3 o'clock In
the afternoon and before the éommittee
slept that night the fund had been
raised and the bond for the right of
way signed.

He lamented the present inertia of
the business men and said that altho
they are liberal with their money they
do not want to give any of their time
to public improvements. He urged them
to do as the “Old Guard,” which was
responsible for so many of the present
improvements,

Again looking Into the future, he
sald that with the completion of the
Panama canal traffic conditions of the
United States will change and Texas
will be what New York is now, and
Galveston will be the largest port, as
it is now the third.

" TO ESCAPE TRUST

Texas Man Writes Startling
Letter

8pecial to The Telegram.

AUSTIN, Texas, Nov. 6.—A copy of
a letter written by Harry Rickert, at
one time a representative of Standard
Oil Company, whose home was at
Beaumont, and who is now in the

Roumanian oil fields, in which he tells
of how he had to make his escape
from this country in order to avoid
being a witness in the anti-trust case
of the Waters-Pierce Oil Company, He
writas from Ploesti, Roumania. Speak- 1
ing of the oil fields there he says:

“The Bustinari oil field, which is
located about twenty-filve mileg from
Plgesti, is right in the midst of the
Carpathian mountains, and is today
about the most important oil field
on the European continent, I some-
times thought that there would never
be anything like Spindle Top for close
drilling, but upon my arrival in Rou-
mania I discovered that the drilling In
Europe was equally as bad as any-
thing in America,

The Bustinari oil flelds are located
right up the mountains and are 7,600
feet above sea level, and we can see
many miles from the top of these
mountains, The fleld is today pro-
ducing fully ten thousand barrels of
light crude oil, ranging from 26 to 43
gravity, Baume, and is.an asphalt base,
There are a large number of drilling
outfits in this cquntry of various kinds,
but as yet there are not rotaries used
in this country, and from what I have
already seen it is a purely rotary prop-
osition. Wellsg are drilled here within
six feet of each other, and in many
instances are dug by hand to depths
of from 800 to 1,000 feet, which are
called “puts,” and are about six feet
square,

“In the digging of these wells men
are usually employed in this excava-
tion, and are assisted by air, which is
usually pumped from the sdrface With
large bellows., In every, oll field of
Roumania you can see rnative women
hard at work in the field, some firing
boilers, some digging ditches, some
laying pipe lines, and there are many
of them who are brick masons, and
some work from 5 a. m: to 8 and 9 p.
m. They are far superior to the lazy
Roumanian men. Labor here usually
commands about 2 lei 50 bani for ten
hours, which is about 50 cents in Amer-
ican money, and is considered big
wages here in Roumania.”

Traction Company Says Tickets Will

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THE STATE LEGISLATURE

When the Thirtieth state legislature convenes in
Rhe city of Austin next January there will be some
exciting times at the state capital. Recent develop-
ments Indicate a big fight over the election of a United
States senator, for it is morally certain that Senator
Balley is going to have opposition, The extent of that
Ooppogition is not yet manifest, but events seem to be
so shaping themselves that it is going to be a very
serious proposition.

The legislation that is to come up for consideration
is also going to be a very interesting proceeding. Prob-
ably the most important matter of the session will
be that of revenue and taxation. The new governor is
%Id to be a man who belleve very strongly in the
principle of paying as you go and he is unalterably
opposed to the custom of hawking the promises of the
state to pay around among the money sharks, as has
been the custom now for several years. He will insist
apon sufficlent revenue to run the state upon the
proper basis, and the legislature will be compelled
to obtaln this revenue from the taxable values of the

state,

It is rumored that another attempt will be made
early in the session to greatly increase liquor licenses,
in conformity with the recomme'ndn‘ons of the State
Liquor Dealers’ Association, the object sought by such
proceeding being to summarily wipe out the lower kind
of dives. And it is Iptimated that the laws governing

the sale of liquor generally may beg revised and a stat-

ute proposing 2 uniform license will be among the first
introduced..

There is some quiet talk already being indulged in
‘by members of the next legislature concerning the ap-
pointment of an Investigating committee with power
to enforce its laws, to discover the names of those
on the pay rolls of Texas corporations, and to learn

' what funds they have paid out to secure the election

. of certain candidates. .

Vearly all of the larger cities of the state, including
Worth, are flirting with the commission form of
and will probably seek amendments to
gharters providing for that form of gpvernment,
‘success of Galveston and Houston in this respect

FLEECING THE ACTUAL SETTLERS

There are land agents out in west Texas who are
making big money by clalming to have inside infor-
mation relative to the location of school lands that
are on the market, and who are selling this informa-
tion to the homeseekers in that seétion at a uniform
orice of $50 per section. While the men who are en-
gaged In this procedure are Practicing a bunco game,
the scheme has worked admirably from the fact there
is such demand for the land that many are, found
who are willing to put up the required fee in order to
get the drop on the location. There is no necessity
for any purchaser of school land to pay this fee, for
the required information can be readily obtained with-
out any cost. J. J. Terrell, commissioner of the general
land office, says:

“This office has had in the past and is still having
endless trouble with men who are fleecing the people
by claiming that they have a ‘pull’ with the land of-
fice. The claim is preposterous. There has never
been a man, and so long as I am the commissioner,
there never will be a man who can furnish any infor-
mation from the land office that is not already fur-
nished in my published lists, and by,  the records of
the county clerk of the county in which the lands
are located, and any man who claims to be in posses-
sion of information that is not already in the hands
of the public is perpetrating a fraud on people who
are not acquainted with the facts. My chief clerk
has been out for nearly a month, and I have other
agents out in the different parts of the state trying
to locate fraudulent practices on the part of people
who have filed on school lands and who are not living
up to the requirements of the law, as well as to look
after grafters who are advertising to locate people
on school lands through some special connection with
the genéral land office.

“lI have found many instances where fraud has
been practiced by designing people in order that they
might get control of more school land than the law
allowed them, and in every instance I have promptly
canceled their certificates. I refuse to lease lands
where there 1s a probability of selling them to actual
settlers. I do everything in my power to help actual
settlers in finding a home, and at the same time I
am putting forth my best efforts to see that no one
but actual settlers as defined by the statutes, are al-
lowed to get possession of the public lands. The actual
settier is a developer, and soon becomes a taxpayer,
while the ‘grafter’ and ‘land shark’ are obstacles to
the development of any country so unfortunate as to
be cursed with their presence, for the simple reason
that the money given them by the innocent home-
builder could be applied on the improvement of the
home and would go that far toward the development
of the community. ’

“For the protection of prospective purchasers of
school lands, I wish it were possible to reach every
one of them. with the information that it is not neces-
sary to get the assistance of anyone, but to simply
examine the records of the county clerk, or communi-
cate direct with the land office.”

STATE RAILROAD COMMISSION

The Telegram understands timt a bill has already
been drafted and will be presented to the next state
lepislature rendering a member of the state railroad
commission Ineligible as a candidate for governor until
two years have elapsed from the time his service as
commissloner ended. And The Telegram desires to go
on record again with the assertion that this is a proper
and badly needed law.

Friends of Commissioner Colquitt will resent the in-
troduction of this bill as a stab at Colquitt, but that
should not deter the members of the state legislature
from doing their plain duty in the premises. It makes
no difference whose hide may be peeled by the passage
of such a law, it should be passed and strictly’ en-
forced. And it should be also made to apply to the
higher judiciary of this state as well as the railroad
commission.

The railroad commission has become such a hot-
bed of politics that the railways and people are both
beginning to Mook upon almost its every officlal act as
2mbodying some political scheme. Reduced tariff rates
are regarded as an appeal to the people for political
support, and every order that emanates from that hon-
orable tribunal is more or less attained with a greater
or less degree of suspicion,

During the state campaign that was conducted the
greater part of the year when a member of the rail-
ro.d commissicn was seeking the nomination for govV-
ernor, it was freely charged that officlal duties were
sadly neglectel in the fight that was made for politi-
cal preferment, and it stands to reason that no man
charged with the discharge of an official duty can
properly discharge the functions of his office when
he is out upon the hustings appealing to the people.

The Telegram does not say these things now be-
cause it was opposed to Colquitt In the recent cam-
paign. It simply insists that when the people of Texas
honor a man with an official position it his duty to
discharge the functions of that office to the end of his
term without any semblance of neglect and honestly
endeavor to earn his salary. The principle that no
man can successfully serve two masters Is just as ap-
plicable here as elsewhere. No man can properly serve
as rallroad commissioner who spends the greater part
of one year on the. stump asking for a higher office,
and if men will persist In disregarding their plain duty
in the premises the matter should be brought home
to them in such manner as will absolutely compel them
to properly discharge their sworn duties.

That proposed law is one that should be among the
first of the new measures placed upon the statute
books of this state. "

" _ SHORT IN NORTH

St. Louis Will Be Short About
4,000 Cars

—_————

A general shortage In the supply of
cattle and hogs 1s revorted at the
northern markets. The cattle shortage
is being felt in the supply of stuff
usually marketed from the west and

southwest, where the bulk consists of
grassers.

The hog supply will fall short this
year also.

H. W. Prickett, traffic manager of
the Kansas City stockyards, is herg to-
day on an inspection tour looking int>
the conditions thruout this section of
the country. In speaking of conditions
thruout the west and southwest Mr.
Prickett said: g

“We are finding a general shortage
in the number of cattle that is being
marketed this year from the mngxr-
districts in comparison with former
years, the cause of which is twofold.
During the past year or so the cow-
man rushed any number of calves to
market, as calves were bringing pro-
portionately greater prices than ma-
Ltured cattle, and then again she stuff
was marketed heavily. This, coupled
with the good grass conditions thruout
the range and quarantine districts this
year has caused a general deficiency
in the supply that has been received.
The cattle man has made plenty of feed
and was in position to hold his cattle,
having sold a good part of his ranch
to settlers and unless prices were right
he held back. The shortage in fed cat-
tle will hardly be as great as was at
first thought on account of the feed
made by cattlemen. From what I can
learn a great many cattle men are go-
ing to feed thru the winter.

“The marketing so far has been
steady and 1 do not think that grasg
ecattle will be rushed to market in a
month or 80 as heretofore, Prices will
be good and steady thruout the year,
and I do not expect to see any great
increase, but they will be stiff.

“l would judge that St. Louis will
fall short about 4,000 cars of quaran-
tine cattle this year and our yards
about 400 cars in comparison with
last year. Our shortage i{s not as great
on acount of the good market condi-
tions at Kansas City,

AND HERING

Are Now Doing Time at the
Joliet Penitentiary

Special to The Telegram.,
CHICAGO, Nov. 6.—Paul O. Stens-

land, formerly president of the Mil-
waukee Avenue State bank, who was
arrested in Tangler, and Henry W.
Hering ashier of the same institution,
were today sentenced by Judge Pinck-
ney in the criminal court to interdeter-
minate terms in the penitentiary for
embezzlement and forgery. These sen-
tences may run anywhere from one to
ten years., The new sentence given
Stensland today will not lengthen his

term of imprisonment as the new sen-
tence is concurrent with the old.

Stensland had been brought from
the penitentiary to Chicago to give evi-
dence against Hering. He said that
the irregularities of the bank began
about ten years ago, when he com-
menced to invest the funds of the bank
in real estate. During the last eight
years he declared he had lost $400,000
in real estate transactions. He also
lost $218,000 in running a co-operative
store. SBtensland declared that he kept
investing the money of the bank in
real estate deals and to use it for the
payment of his debts, at the suggestion
of Hering. He asserted that he had
never forged, despite the fact that he
had pleaded guilty to forgery when he
was brought back to this country.

“Hering knew all about all trans-
actions,” said Stensland, “and they
were all credited to my account”

At the conclusion of Stensland’s tes-
timony, Hering wag called to the bar
of the court, and withdrawing his plea
of not guilty, entered a plea of guilty,
and both men were then sentenced to
the penitentiary by the judge.

NEW YORK, Nov. 6—There were
217,341 miles of completed railroads In
the United States at the end of 1905,
according to the figures compiled by
Poor’s manuel for 1906, of which the
advance pages have just been issued.
This i{s a net increase of railroad mile-
age in 1905 of 4,716 miles.

The capital stock represented
amounted to $36,741,956,825, according
to the same authority, and the bonded
debt to $57,425,261,901. The total lia-
bilities of the lines aggregate $16,292 -
880,823, against $15 495,604,651 in 1904.

The cost of the roads and their
equipment is figured at $12,143,997,551,
against $11,664,191,134 in the previous
year.

The total traffic revenue was $2,112,-
197,770, with operating expenses of
$1,368,549,574. The passengers num-
bered 746,446,641, and they were car-
ried 23,906,420,668 miles,

GUTHRIE, Okla., Nov. 6.—The first
combined election of the Oklahoma and
Indian Territories being held today is
unique in American politics.. Embrac-
ing almost every phase of political be-
lief known to the American voter, at
the same time no two districts offer-
Ing identically the same party plat-
form, the clection stands without pre-
cedent in the history of popular con-
test.

White men, Indians' and negroes are
all candidates for places in the con-
vention which will make the constitu-
tion for the new state of Oklahoma.
The enabling act defines that this con-
vention shall assemble in Guthrie on
the second Tuesday following the elec-
tion, or Nov. 20. No other purposes
save that of drafting a constitution
and arranging for the initial state elec-
tion are mentioned in the enabling act.
As far as® the congressional“authority
goes, there are no axes to grind, yet, in
shaping a new suit of clothe#, there
will be many important subjects con-
sidered, and for this. if no other rea-
son, much interest enters into the se-
lection of the men to do the work™

Signs of the Feur

The election {itself is ‘imple enough.
The voter who has nou ..ad experience
in political contests, or who 1s ig-
norant of the exacting regularity of
the ballot, may experience some diffi-
culty in arranging his ticket so it will
be counted.

If the voter be unable to read, he is
to go by sign. The eagle represents the
republican ticket, the rooster the demo-
cratic ticket:; the hand, the socialist
ticket; the sheaf and scythe, ghe labor
ticket. For the independents, d there
are a host of them, other sigpg locally
selected are employed.
party indication for tickets is what is
intended thruout both territories.

In making up his ballot the voter is
provided with a hand stamp which |is
to be used in a circle about the can-
didate’s name or a square beside the
name. Either place will make the bal-
lot good. Any other mark than the
stamp in the places indicated, or any
erasure, or any other mark, renders the
ballot void and not to be counted. No
provision is made for procuring a new
sheet in case of an error.

Mixture Considered Likely

The political complexion of the con-
stitutional convention has ample op-
portunity to be mixed From the re-
vised list of the candidates one finds
these parties represented: Democratic,
republican, independents, soclalists,
independent Afro-American, non-parti-
san, straight democratic, labor, farm-
ers’ union, Indian Creek republican,
peoples’, union labor and Jefferson
democratic. The independent candi-
date is of many phases. He is pre-
sumed to have in his platform some-
thing from the platforms of all parties,
and filled uot from local conditions.

It might properly be said the candi-
date on the republican, democratic or
socialist tickets has nod platform in line
with his party nationally. They, too,
are fattened by local conditions and
drawn irrespective of government own-
ership of railroads or the protective
tariff scedule.

The presence of the prohibition can-
didate is largely due to the refusal of
any of the regular parties recognizing
prohibition as an issue. The out-and-
out prohibition candidates are few, but
the idea has not gone a begging for
places in the independent’'s list of
pledges.

Choice of Delegates

Of the 300 candidates in the field,
only 112 are to be elected. Oklahoma
and Indian Territory each furnish
fifty-five and the Osage Nation, lo-
cated on the morthern boundary, fur-
nishes twon. A majority will be fifty-
seven members.

Out of the 300 candidates twenty are
listed as “Indians,” all being from In-
dian Territory, and only one is listed
as a negro. The official sheet shows
Washington Swimmer, a full-blood,
running as a republican from Kansas,
L T. Creek Nation, in the Sixty-sixth
district. His opponent s J. T. Ed-
mundson of Mayesville, Ark., demo-
crat. Mr. Edmundson resides near the
Arkansas line in Indian Territory, but
gets his mail at an Arkansas post-
ofiice, )

No district has more than five can-
didates. Only two will go unopposed
—the Forty-eighth and the Forty-
ninth, both in Oklaboma, the only can-
didates there being democrats,

IN TEXAS ARE DOING

New Electric Line

Special to The Telegram.

STRAWN, Texas, Nov. 6.—The op-
portunity now, and the most important
since the coming of the Texas and
Pacific road, is the proposed electric
car line which northern capitalists
propose to start at Strawn and build
to Thurber by way of Lyra and
Mingus. And we have an idea that it
will not stop at Thurber, but that this
is to be réally the beginning of a line
that will in the very near future touch
at Mineral Wells, and later be built
into Fort Worth, there to connect with
the Fort Worth and Dallas Interurban.
This is the possibility of the very near
future, and certainly it would give
Strawn such a boost as no other town
in Texas has had from such a source
in many years, if*ever. Electric lines
now honeycomb sections of the north
and east. They have only begun to
come south. There are not half a
dozen interurban lines in Texas. The
first one was an eight-mile line be-
tween Sherman and Denison. Then
the Fort Worth and Dallas line, thir-
ty-two miles long, was built. Then the
people at Belton and Temple
talking of a line fifteen miles long con-
necting these two towns, In each case
lots of people said, “Oh, this won't
pay.” But the lines eventually bullt
have paid handsomely. There are
a few who say the same thing about
the Strawn-Thurber line—that it will
not pay. But it will be found to pay
more handsomely 4han the others men-
tioned. Let no one worry about that.
The thing for Strawn to do is to get
in Hne. It will certainly pay the town
as well as other parts of the country
touched by the road.

of Fort Worth, one of the incorporators
of the Oklahoma, Texas and Gulf Rail-
way Company, accompanied by J. K.

lington and it was soon’heralded ‘about
that these gentlemen were here for the
sole purpose of conferring with the peo-
ple and securing an expression of pub-
lic opinion relative to the building of
a rallroad thru this section, and to

Citizens of San Francisco Object to
Jap “School Boys”
Bpecial to The Telegram,

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal, Nov. 6.—A
reason for Japanese exclusion from the
San Francisco public schools, which
has come near causing an international
stir, is given by City School Superin-
tendent Alfred Ronconveri, who de-
clares the coming of Secretary Metcall
was unnecessary, as the exclusion of
Japanese from schools provided for
white children i{s prohibited by law.

“Many of the so-called Japanese
school children,” said Mr. Ronconveri,
“are men of from 20 to 25 years of
age. They have no right to attend
schools established for our little boys
and girls, and we would not allow
white men of the same age to go to
these schools.

“These pupils are
Japanese servant class, working for
their board and lodging. They are
to be commended for so working, but
they are not entitled to go to school
like little boys and girls. We do not
deny the Japanese any educational
right, but there are separate schoola
for them, and those they must attend.
Before the fire there were between four
and five hundred Japanese students in
the public schools, A new count {3
now being made. Of course, . if the
United States declares our state law
in conflict with a treaty, that’s another
matter. But at present we are gulded
solely by California law.”

Board Orders Use of Slack
Coal in Buildings

At the session of the school board
Monday aftermoon action taken
which is intended to insure that the
school children of Fort Worth shall be
taught to read better, for as It goes
now their reading is poor.

The poor reading 1is attributed
the method of teaching the children
which has been in vogue for some time
past, and that in part consists of hav-
ing the child look at a word and guecs
how it is pronounced without any at-
tempt at spelling that word. One of
the results, as stated by the super-
intendent, is that many of the children
in the fifth grade even cannot spell
words of three svllables correctly.

The remedy is in a return to the old
but efficient method of spelling and

pronouncing the syllables as they are |

spelled. One of the most prominent
of the trustees said that he was a
thoro believer in grounding the chil-
dren in the “Three Rs,” and also that
the ability to spell was an essential
to correct reading.

The corrective power is vested in
Superintendent Williams, who is fully
alive to the requirement of the case,
and the Fort Worth school chjldren’'s
reading, it is the confident belief, will
soon show a decided improvement.

There has been some misapprehen-
sion about the supernumerary teachers
allowed in each school, and it is the
practice for some of the principals
to give all of their time to the super-
vision of the rooms of the other teach-
ers and do no teaching themselves,
This is not the intent of the board in
providing the supernumerary teacher at
the school, and the superintendent is
to see that the proper use of the as-
sistance of the supernumerary is here-
after made.

The block
facing Main street, between Fifth and
running back 100 feet,
is the property to make the record, the
purchase price as paid by C. A. O'Keefe
being $165,000,

The property purchased had been
owned by the Fort Worth Improved
Realty Company of Brattleboro, Vt., for
the last fourteen years and consists of
a three story brick building 100x100
feet on the corner of Sixth and Main
streets, and a two-story brick build-
ing adjoining and running to Fifth and
Main streets. The entire property Is
in zood condition.

The sale of the property was made
late Monday afternoon and the deed
was filed immediately for record The
Fort Worth Improved Realty Company
was organized in 1902 to take over thils
piece of property and is composed en-
tirely of out-of-town business men. By
this sale more Fort Worth real estate
passed into the hands of Fort Worth
owners, as has been the tendency of
the last vyear.

The block was purchased Nov. 25,
1892, by the company from Sallie Huff-
man for $100,000, Henry D. Holton
is president of the company and George
C. Averill secretary, both of Battle-
boro,

The sale of this property also shows
the passing of the entire block bound-
ed by Main and Rusk, Sixth and
Fifth streets into new hands within
the last year and a half. The first
quarter of the block on the corner of
Fifth and Rusk streets was purchased
by the Elks about a vear and a half
ago for $12,500. Almost a year later
Wood & Whod purchased the second
quarter on Fifth and Rusk streets for
the same price, and now comes the
third and last sale, making a total
price of $180,000 for a solid block of
real estate, one-half of which s im-
proved and the other half entirely un-
improved.

Night in Hour and a Half

HEMPHILL ST. PAVING

Contract is Approved—Finance Com-
mittee Authorized to Buy Land for

Market House Square

Until it amounted to a joke Mon-
day night, matters were referred to a
special meeting of the city council, to
be hereafter called at a date to be se-
lected by the mayor. No explanation
of the reason for the necessity for the
special meeting was given, but it
seemed to be an agreed matter which
all of the members of the council un-
derstood and acquieseed in and there-

fore the meeting was devoted largely
Lo routine matters, except two ques-
tions of importance were disposed of
without a word of debate,

They were the ratification of the
contract for the paving of Hemphill
street and the grant of authority to the
finance committee of the city council
to buy the land for the market housec
square.

All of the aldermen and officers were
present at roll call, but Alderman Le-
hane was excused towards the end of
the session that he might meet an in-
coming train. The reading of the min-
utes was deferred to the next meet-
ing.

The pay roll for the last month was
<allowed, carrying an appropriation of
$26,050.50.

No More Overdrafts

A letter was received from the State
National Bank, the depository of the
city funds, reciting that in view of the
grave probability of a radical change
in the form of the city government,
from the present system, by charter
amendment, it was deemed but proper
that after the present overdraft is paid
up and fully discharged, that there
should be no more overdrafts until the
form and powers of the eity govern-
ment were settled by law.

The insurance on the water works
property was made the subject of a
message from the mayor, and he rec-
ommends that the risk is so slight that
no insurance be carried. This was re-
ferred to the water committee with an
eapression from the city council that
if it is deemed expedient to carry in-
surance on the plant that the prefer-
ence in placing the insurance be given
to tax paying cltizens of Fort Wprth.

The petition for the grading and
graveling of Lake street, in part, was
granted,

The petition for the improvement of
West [Nifth street which, in various
ways, has been before the city council
about a half dozen times, is again re-
ferred to the streets and alleys com-
mittee.

Paving Contract Approved

The contract with the Texas Bitu-
lithic Company for the paving of
Hemphill street, was read, approved
and the proper officials authorized to
execute the contract. The necessary
ordinance appropriating the funds to
pay for the city's part of the cost #as
passed,

The special committee reported on
the Harrold report for the improve-
ment of the water works management
in puinping, and in other respects, and
the whole question, on the motion of
Alderman Lehane, went over to the
special meeting which is to be called.

The deed to Lloyd Pollock convey-
ing a parcel of city property was or-
dered executed,

The garbage covering ordinance went
over to the special meeting.

Fire Chief Bideker recommended that
the old aerial truck be remodeled and
that a new one be bought. Laid over
for the special meeting.

The money for the purchase of the
dumping ground at North Fort Worth
was ordered paid, and the cancellation
of the existing contract with R. N.
Graham for the use of the old dump-
ing ground was also ordered.

Petition for Election

A petition asking that an eleetion be
ordered for the purpose of voting on
a franchise granting to the Northern
Texas Traction Company the privi-
lege of laying a single track from
Seventh and Rusk streets, north to
Sixth, and east on S8ixth to Jones,
was granted. Similar action was taken
regarding a petition asking that the
Rock Island Rallrvad Company be
granted a franchise 1o lay tracks on
East Seventh street to Rusk.

J. M. Hall of the Arlington Heights
Traction Company filed a petition
asking that a fine assessed against
him in the city court for working
men on Sunday be remitted. He said
that the company only had until No-
vember 1 to complete its line, and
that great deal or difficulty had
been experienced in obtaining mate-
rial. He said that he had also been
unable to employ a full force owing
to the fact that many laborers had
gRone to the cotton field, and that for
over a week he had been working a
day and a night force. All voted in
