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SHOOTS TO DEATH 
HIS ASSOCIATE

Sensational Killing Occurs at 
Baton Rouge

BATON ROUGE. La„ Nov. 8—The 

cause of one of the most dramatic 
shootings in Louisiana’s recent his­
tory, when Judge George K. Favrot 
last night killed his life long asso­
ciate, Dr. ,H. H. Aldrich, is still un­
known early today.

The fact that Judge Favrot was the 
leading figure among the Louisiana 
democratic congressional nominees 
and was on Tuesday elected by a ma­
jority demonstrating an unusual pop­
ularity. and that both men are mar­
ried and occupying some of the most 
respected positions at the state capi­
tal, and the circumstances that the 
street near which the shooting oc­
curred was at the time filled with 
leading officials of the city, accom­
panied In some cases by their wives, 
made an unusual setting for the 
tragedy.

At one edge of this animated scene 
Judge Favrot was seen to enter an 
office building, raise one akm and 
fire rapidly three times. He came 
out immediately and surrendered 
himself. Dr. Aldrich, the victim of th.e 
»hots, had Just left his office In this 
building. He was foujid lying in the 
corridor with his revolver sticking 
nose down In his watch pocket, and 
the butt hidden under his vest.

Friends offereAwio expIaViatlon for 
the death, and l^dge Favrot, after 
spending the night In Jell, said noth­
ing except the supplement explana­
tion made immediately after the 
shooting, to the effect that he had 
"sufficient cause.’“ It Is reported that 
Dr. Aldrich had been warned by Judge 
Favrot to shoot on sight.

Leading Temperance Order Adopts 

Rssolutions
tpoetal to The Totoeram. _

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8.—Tho reso­
lution favoring the restoration of the 
army canteen for the sale of beer and 
light wines to soldiers under proper 
restrictions, unanimously adppted by 
Advance tent. Independent Order of 
Reohabltes, o f this city, perhaps the 
oldest tempéranos organisation in the 
world, have aroused great Interest In 
tempéranos circles.

Many members of thisfbrder are men 
who have served In the army, know all 
about the evU effeota of excessive 
drinking from personal experience and 
they realize that the abolition of the 
canteen is responsible for the increase 
of drunkenness among soldiers.

Under present condKions. tho sol­
dier drinks at low resorts on the out­
skirts of army poets, without any re­
strictions whatever. With the canteen 
as advocated by the Rechabites, he will 
drink under government supervision 
and restrictions, under which overln- 
dulgence Is Impossible.

In addition, the Rechabites propose 
that the government. In framing the 
canteen law, should discriminate 
strongly In favor of beer which has a 
very small percentage of aloobol, and 
light wines. It is believed that the sol­
dier will be satisfied with these bev- 
eragos obtained under favorable eon- 
dlUnns, and that he will be less likely 
to indulge In vUe and ardent liquors 
than at present.

This action of ths Rechabites has the 
support of army offlosrs and military 
organlsaUons. The Spanish War Vet- 

at thsir rscent convsntlon here, 
dnanlmonsly directed its Isglslatlvs 
osmmittss to press congress for ths 
rsstoratlon of tbs canteen.

AUSTIN. Texas. Nov, 8.—The su­

preme court Wednesday decided that 
the Love bill taxing railroads 1 per 
cent of their gross earnings was valid 
and that the state was entitled to the 
pro rata 'part of the tax from the data 
the act became effective to the end of 
w  year, rendering Judgment therefor. 
The opinion was written by Associate 
Justice Brown and reverses the appel­
late court and sustains the trial court, 
waa was Judge Victor L. Brooks. The 

'̂**‘ther affirmed the trial court, 
holding that penalties were excessive 
and discriminatory, giving Judgment 
for « per cent interest Instead. The 
opinion is quite lengthy, covering 
tu'enty typewritten pages. It is un­
derstood that after the customary mo­
tions for rehearing are disposed of the 
railroads will appeal the case to the 
supreme court of the United States.

In the very outset the court says 
there is no discrimination in classifying 
the railroads for taxation; that they 
are classed * together and the tax ig 
equal and uniform and not In violation 
of the federal constitution, and is not 

•violative of the fourteenth amendment 
of the constitution, as the tax Is col­
lected thru due process of law. Com­
ing to the real Issues of the case, that 
the law is unconstitutional on several 
grounds because It regulates Inter­
state commerce, etc.. Judge Brown 
holds that the Maine case, Maine vs. 
Grand Trunk railway. 142 U. S.. 217. 
is the prevailing view of the United 
States supreme court on the question, 
and he declines to attempt to reconcile 
seeming conflicts In the decisions on 
the subject. Following this he applies 
that case to Texas, stating that in 
Maine it was called an excise tax, while 
the Texas law gave It no name, and 
that such omission matters not, and 
that It is an excise tax in Texas. Quot­
ing from the Texas law. Judge Brown 
says:

“The language quoted is not appro­
priate for the Ivy o'f a tax on the gross 
receipts of the railroads, but Is apt 
when used to levy a franchise or oc­
cupation tax. It is such as was In 
common use by previous legislatures 
of this state for like purposes. The 
view most favorable to the railroads 
is that the law is susceptible of the 
construction that the tax is levied upon 
the gross earnings of the corporations, 
but that Interpretation would render 
the law void. and. a.; we have said, the 
courts will not apply that construction 
which would destrViy the law when a 
constitutional purpose can fairly be 
derived from its terms.”

Law Partly Retroactive "
In a very few words the court holds 

that the law was retroactive as to 
taxes prior to the date it became ef­
fective, July 17, and Is void to that 
extent, but awards the taxes from that 
date to the end of the year.

As to the railroad’s contention that 
because the legislature could not im­
pose the tax for the expired portion of 
the year it could not do it for any part 
of the year 1905, the court says It is 
wrong and does not void the law as 
a whole. “But the court will give ef­
fect to It for that portion of the time 
which expired after It became effec­
tive; that is. the court will sustain the 
tax as far as the legislature had au­
thority to impose it.” San Antonio vs. 
Berry. 92 Tex., 325, Is cited as con­
firming. ____

Parhan, a cotton buyer of Carey, com­
mitted agicide here yesterday In a hor­
rible manner. He stood on the rail­
road track and let a fust passenger 
train crush out his life, 'fhe man was 
evidently crazed, as he made a frantic 
effort to hold his two little boys on the 
track with him in order that they, too, 
might die under the wheels of the train. 
They struggled for their freedom.

haa caused something of a stumbling block to appear 
In the path of the promoters, but the power of the 
almighty dollar Is omnipotent when measured side by 
side with Texas ranch lands. There may be a tem­
porary hitch In the proceedings, but In the end these 
great ranches are going to come under the civilizing 
influence of the plow. ^

The Long ranch, located In Fisher county. Is among 
ths large number of smaller ranches that have re­
cently succumbed to the man with the hoe. This ranch, 
is now the property of C. C. Magenhelmer of Chicago, 
who punfiiased u for a cash consideration of $271,140. 
Already a new town has been laid out on this former 
ranch and dignified with the name of the son-in-law 
of tbe President of the United States. It Is expected 
that Longworlh will in time become a great western 
metropolis. The ran^b lands around It have been di­
vided up Into farms of convenient slse and the farm­
ers are flocking to the scene in great numbers.

Tbs big O’Keefe ranch adjoining the thriving town 
of Colorado City was placed* on the market only a few 
mouths ago in small tracts for sale to farmers, and the 
bulk of ft has passed Into their hands at prices rang­
ing from $13.50 to $18 per acre. And the surprising 
tart Qf the situation is that these lands now selling 
fur such good prices are the same lands the cowmen 
have been Insisting for years would never be worth 
toore than $2 par acre. These are the lands that were

4only fit for railing bell and cattle on and some of them 
the purchaser has this year made enough cotton to 
pay his entire purchase price and bis land Is now- 
paid for.

There is a reason for this, and It Is found in the 
thin white line of an advancing civilisation that is 
reflected in the cotton patches this year growing well 
up against the eastern border of New Mexico. . The 
building of numbers of cotton gins sway out In the 
heart o f the range country, some of them 100 miles 
from any railway, and the wonderful development that 
has been attained in the artesian belt of southw-est 
Texas. The i>eopIe want these vacant lands for homes. 
They see they are capable of high .agricultural devel­
opment. and the prosperity there Is In the country 
lies provided the means for purchasing these lands. 
The purchasers have the money. They have given up 
the old fights they formerly made against the cow­
man, gRd are now trying the Influence of the almighty 
dollar. The cowman appreciates the ring of the true 
metaL end he is giving place to the man with the 
hoe with a pleasant smile and wishing him all man­
ner of success In his occupancy of the, country. But 
it means tho doom of the range cattle Industry and 
the advent of stock farming purs and simple from one 
end of Texas to the other. There has been a gradual 
tendency in this direction now for several years and 
many of the leading ranchmen have been preparing 
for Ita coming. Tha dismemberment of these big 
ran<Aes now crnstantly in progress seems to Indicate 
tbe end of the range cattle industry In this state much 
so< ner than has been generally expected.

BROWNSVILLE RIOTERS DISHONORABLY DIS­
CHARGED

President Rooseevlt has summarily ordered tbe dis­
honorable discharge of all the negro troops Involvud 
in the Brownsville riot and, murders, together with 
thtlr associates who refused to give the names of the 
men actually Implicated. 'This action on the i>art of 
the President calls for the unqualified approval of 
the people generally, and It will doubtless be a lesson 
to lawess sodllsry in the future. The executive order 
Is as follows:

White House, TFashlngton, Nov. 4.—^ le  secretary 
of war: I have read thru General Oarllngton’s report, 
dated OcL 22. submitted to me by you. I direct that 
tbe recemmendatlon of General Oarllngton be com­
piled with and that at tbe same time the oonoluding 
portion of his report be publMied. with our sanction, 
as gl-vlng the reesons for the action.

‘THEODORE ROOSEVELT. 
Following Is tbe concluding portion of Oeneral Oar- 

Ifngton’s report, which beaFs the recommendations 
by direction of the President will be carried out at 
once:

"I recommend that order* be Issued as soon as 
practical discharging without honor every man in 
oorapanies B. C and D of the Twenty-fifth Infantry, 
serving at Fort Brown, Texas, on the night of Aog: II, 
ItOf. and forever debarring them from re-enllatinent 
In the army op navy of the United States, as w dJas 
firora emplojrmsnt In any civil capacity under the gov- 
emment In making this reoonimwdatloa *X -r—gntst

> At $hs. fliUsens of BrownssUls while tbe inhsbltants 
thereof were pursuing their peaceful vocations or 
sleeping, and by which one cltlsaa was killed and the 
ehlef of police so seriously wounded that he lost an 
ana, was <tone by enllstsd aten'o f the Twmity-flfth In- 
tentry. belonging to the battalion stationed at Fort 
Brown. After due opportunity.and notice, the enlisted 
men of the Twenty-fifth have failed to tell all that It 
Is rensoaable to believ« they know concerning the 
shooting.

"If they nad done so; If they had been willing to 
rrinte nil the circamstancas, instances preliminary to 
the trouble. It Is extremely probable that'a clew suf­
ficiently definite to lead to results would have been 
disclosed. They appear to stand together In a deter- 
(nlnatlon gojtosist tba detection of the guilty, therefore 
they should stand together w'nen the penalty falls.

“A forceful lesson should be gi\’en to the army at 
large, and especially to the non-commissioned officers, 
that tbetr duty d<>es not cease upon the drill ground, 
at the calling of company rolls, making check inspec­
tions and other duties of formal character, but that 
their responsbttitles of office accom;i#ny them every­
where and at all times; that it is their duty to become 
thoroly acquainted with the Individual members of 
their respective units to know their characteristic*, to 
be able at all times to gauge their temper in order to 
discover the beginning of the discontent of mutinous 
intentions an I to anticipate any organised act of dis­
honor; that they must notify their officers at once of 
any such condition* Moreover, the people of the 
TTnited States, wherever they live, must feel assured 
that the men wearing the uniform of the army are 
taeir protectors and not midnight assassins or riot­
ous disturbers of the peace of the community in ahic^i 
they may be stationed.’*

Now, let the army poet at Fort Brown be re-estab- 
li.shed on a larger and grander scale then ever before, 
and the people of Texas will no longer say and think 
unutterable things concerning the President.

Takg^ an average of four pounds to 
the square foot, an acre will produce 
183,000’ - pounds, and at an average 
worth cif tlO per ton will produce an 
aveidd* of $840 per acre. A test was 
made< of the saccharine qualities ot 
the beets gathered tn September and 
it proved satisfactory to the refinery 
people. Hoa-ever, they asked for an­
other shlpfnent of beets in November, 
at which time they say that sugaf- 
produclng qualities of the beets are at 
their bast.

to Be Taken Bade

PARIS, Nov. 8.—The court room In 

the Palace of Justice occupied by the 
Tribunal of First Instance of the 
Seine. Judge Dltte presiding. was 
■gain crowded to the doors Wednes­
day when the hearing of the divorce 
•ult brought by the Countess de Cas- 
tellane (formerly Anna Oould) against 
her husband. Count Bonl. was re- :sumed.

. Maître Cruppl, of counsel for the 
countess. In resuming ths presenta­
tion of her case, briefly reviewed the 
^ ints he had covered last week, re­
ferring to the reckless fashion In 

;which the count had spent millions 
of the countess’ money, while allow­
ing only, a niggardly few . hundred 

, francp monthly for pin money, on one 
occasion actually refusing to Increase 

'her allowance to 1200 a month. Coun­
sel declared that the proof of the 
count’s Infidelity and cruelty con­
tained in the thirteenth allegation 
made last week was sufficient to Jus­
tify a divorce without summoning wit­
nesses.

As an evidence of the countess’ 
generosity, counsel cited the agree­
ment of 1808. by which the count's 
father and mother were guaranteed a 
life Income of 84.600 and $1,000 re­
spectively, and again laid special 
Stress on the countess’ intention not 
to abandon the country of her adop­
tion, but to rear her boys as French­
men.

Pleads to Bs Taken Back
Maître Cruppl then plunged directly 

Into the count’s maneuvers, since the 
divorce proceedings mere instituted, 
to regain his wife’s afteotlons. Ha 
said that after the failure of the at­
tempt at arranging a reconciliation. 
Feb. 1, when the countess was grant­
ed the temporary custody of her chil­
dren. Count Bonl began a systematic 
campaign by writing the countess let­
ters filled with avowals of sincere re­
pentance. supplications for pardon, 
passionate words and professions of 
undying love. The count’s letters 
were said to have described his life 
as being wrecked and said he was 
unable to live without her.

"Tou have my life," he declared In 
one of his letters; "your absence will 
he my death. Take me back once 
more. I wlU live only for you. Let 
me embrace you once more and feel 
you In my arms," and so on.

On Feb. 25 the countess sent a cold 
rejoinder. Informing the count that 
she had sufferäd too much and had 
lost all affection for him and confi­
dence in his honor and voracity, con­
cluding with th e statement that she 
found him "disgusting.”

The count’s tone changed. The next 
day he sent to the countess a letter 
In which he upbraided her for being 
"a mad woman, actuated by hate and 
vengefulness." and saying that their 
children would some day reproach her 
for her "spitefulness.”

Turns on Friends
But the count soon resumed writing 

love letters to the countess, said the 
lawyer, begging to be allowed to see 
her and predicting that he would soon 
die. The letters continued until the 
middle of September, when the count 
wrote that he would not long survive, 
pleading to see the countess and ask­
ing her to at least grant him a su­
preme favor, saying:

"If I am In danger, come. Do not 
let me die alone, like an abandoned 
dog.”

It was then, said Maitre Cruppl, 
that the countess, worn out with her 
husband’s insincerity, w'rote him three 
postal cards, one of which read:

“ My response is the refusal of a re­
spectable woman to see such a liber­
tine.”

The wording of the other postal 
cards was equally emphatic, one read­
ing:

"Do not think I am so stupid as 
Madame X Imagines.”

The last postal card was signed, 
"With my profound scorn.”

Her counsel declared that the 
count’s paternal rights would be amp­
ly protected. He said that the chil­
dren would remain In France and 
their father would have opportunity to 
see them and take part In the direc­
tion of their education.

The Countess’ Offer
Counsel described the countess’ of­

fer to settle $3,004 a year on the count 
for life, which the latter rejected be­
cause It did not include a full settle­
ment of his outstanding debts.

He WAS offered 830,040 and $200.000 
to pay his personal debt» but wanted 
854.000 and the settlement of all his 
debts. In making the offer, Maître

Cruppl s.-ild the coun'ess way
to an Impulse to as.sure a flttlns ex- 
Istent'e for the father of h* r children, 
but she now stood on her rlghta.

There was a flutter of excitement 
just before counsel closed his sum­
ming up when he referred to a forg­
ery In the possession of the o»her side 
designed “ to blacken the character" 
of a prominent attorney and a man 
conspicuous in public life. Hut, Mal- 
tre Cruppl said, he would not pur.iue 
the matter unless compelled t»> do so 
and concluded with the claim that his 
case has been made out and a glow­
ing appeal against calling witnesse.s, 
which he said would only bring dis­
aster and ruin on others.

Maitre Cruppl made no concealment 
of the fact that the countess aided 
her husband In his electoral cam­
paign last May.

After the court had taken a recess. 
Maitre Bonnett of counsel for Count 
Bonl began hi* reply by describing 
the dream* of luxury of a young 
American heiress when she married 
a French nobleman, resulting In mak­
ing the life of extravagance on which 
she entered quite natural to her.

Brother Refuses Coin
Counsel then read affectionate let­

ters written by the countess to the 
count, excusing her Inability to fur­
nish funds because her . brother, 
George, would not supply them. To 
show that the count made sacrifice. ,̂ 
as well as his wife. Bonnett said that 
he sold his share of the ancestral for­
est of Bueny In order to make the 
first payment. $80,000, on the Mala- 
koff avfOiue propi|rty. The divorce 
proceedings, counsel said, were due to 
the evil counsel of mischief makers, 
especially to the machinations of Ed­
mond Kelly, the American lawyer, 
whose object was to obtain a big fee. 
Without adverse influences, counsel 
was sure, the countess would return 
to her husband.

As for the tales of servants and 
chauffeurs, Maitre Bonnett said he 
classed such evidence, mere declara­
tions not made under oath, as a 
comedy, and consequentli» he Insisted 
on the examination of witnesses, 
which would permit the tribunal to 
judge of their credibility.

Maitre Bonnett protested Indig­
nantly against the bitterness shown 
against his client in picturing him as 
the brutal jailer of his wife. Counsel 
said;

"The count has not been the brute 
he has been described to have been. 
He always has been a gallant gentle­
man. who has respectful affection for 
his wife. There has been nothin.g to 
shake or to destroy it. The count’* 
only thought ha* been to give hi* 
wife the luxurious, queenly existence 
of which she dreamed. If he exceeded 
his aim. It is to hi* honor only. As a 
result of his laudable efforts he has 
been saddled with the task of paying 
$24.000 annually." _______

MARKET HOUSE 
PLAN IS VETOED

BIa.yor Harris Says the Ordi­
nance Is Unlawful

Mayor W. D. Harris has filed a veto 
of the market house ordinance as 
passed by the city council at the meet­
ing held last Monday. This holds the 
market house project io abeyance un­
til the next regular meeting of the 
city council, which Is to be held on 
Nov. 19.

The reason given by the mayor for 
the veto Is:

Unsuitability of the land ordered to 
be bought because to make It availa­
ble because It will be necessary to 
build a retaining wall and make an 
extensive fill before It could be used.

No restrictions as to the cost of 
the land proposed to be bought.

Discrimination In the matter of the 
delivery of produce, meats, fish, etc., 
as aanxinst the butchers and grocers 
of the city.

While a "free market place” is one 
of the avowed purposes of the ordi­
nance which make possible the mar­
ket house propositton, fees are to be 
charged all who use the square.

It has no provision for the Interest­
ed property holders paying any part 
of the coat of atrset paving, as is 
required in every other part of the 
city. The agreement provides that the 
city shall, at its own obarge, pave the 
aurroondlng streets.

Tax exemption» ae la propoaed. ia 
a dlacrlmlnatlon against other prop­
erty holders and tax payers and Is 
illegal for the reason that under the 
charter the oounoll bee no power to 
exempt private property from taxa­
tion.

The city’s financial condition, win 
not Jnstlfrr the expense.

CoBclndlng his meseege. Mayor 
Harris says:

*T fsel quite sure that if the conn- 
cllmen srlli take the tlsae and pains to 
look Into our finances In such man­
ner ae a baslnees man would If deal­
ing with his own aflnirs that the 
viesrs of some of yon at least on this 
qneetlon would be chnnced. If yon 
Will look I think yoa will.see dlftlcalty 

of yon wkloh If yon loVe onr

city and Its best Interests you will 
not further heedlessly rush Into. While 
the majority of you may be willing to 
Ignore the laws governing this ques­
tion yet 1 do not think some of you 
will be proud, when the day of re­
view comes to face the record you are 
low making In this matter. If my 
appeal to you to respect the law In 
making your contracts and act In a 
business way in the city's buslne.ss 
shall not prevail then It la for the 
citizens to Invoke the referendum or 
the power of the courts If they choose.

’i t  Is an extraordinary condition 
when citizesns will present and re­
present and press and repress—upon 
their city officials the acceptance of a 
proposition when .said citizens know 
that some feature of the obligation 
whtirh they ask the officials to enter 
Into are Illegal; and It is more ex­
traordinary when the officials will 
willingly assent to accept a proposi­
tion knowing that there are features 
In It which are unlawful.”

GARFIELD FOR CABINET
There is to be Change in Roosevelt’s 

Official Family 
Bpteial to The TeUffrawt.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8.—Preeldent 
Roosevelt announced Wednesday two 
\'ery Important changes in the per­
sonnel of hi* official family. Secre­
tary of the Interior Hitchcock is to 
resign on March 4, and James R  Gar­
field of Ohio, now commissioner of 
corporations in the department of 
commerce and labor, has been decided 
upon for the secretaryship. The 
President ha* selected Attorney Gen­
eral Moody to succeed Justice Brown 
in the supreme court of the United 
States. In announcing Mr. Hitchcock’s 
resignation, the President sajrs-lt was 
the secretary's desire to leave the cab­
inet a year ago. He was persuaded 
to remain and after he decided for 
the second time to resign, Mr. Roose­
velt offered him the post of Unltod 
States ambassador to Prance. Mr. 
Hitchcock declined tbie on the ground 
that he had seen eight years of con­
tinued labor In the interest of ths 
government and needed a rest, and It. 
was with regret that the President 
agreed to his departure from the cab­
inet. Mr. Garfield will be succeeded 
by the present assistant commissioner, 
Herbert Knox Smith.

The presidential announcement in­
cluded a statement that Commis­
sioner William A. Richards of the 
land office would resign at the same 
time Secretary Hitchcock rettra» 
March 4 next ^ ______

Dallas has a fund of 8100,000 an­
nually 'which la being used to adver­
tise it thru tbe north and east. Some 
of the southern cities farther east 
are far ahead of Texas in this respect 
Louisville. Birmingham and Atlanta 
are spending large sums in the maga­
zines for costly displays.

Members of the Board of Trade 
committee will not attempt for the 
present to relse a fund large enough 
for such expenditures, but they be­
lieve the $20,000 needed for the char­
acter of work outlined will be readily 
forthcoming.

Every city church is reaping each 

week the benefits of the recent relig­
ious census In the way of additions to 
tha church menU>er8hip. Elach pastor 
and many other workers of the 
churches are diligently following up tha 
work of the census taker» and by so 
doing they are reaching many who 
would not voluntarily apply for mem­
bership.

NEWS OF THE TEXAS RANGE
Mohair Headquarters 

•psrtsl to The reltprsaa
SAN ANTONIO, Texas. Nov. 8.—Ar­

rangements have been made and com­
pleted by the American Mohair Grow­
ers' Association, who met In San An­
tonio Saturday, to make San Antonio 
headquarters tor the trade of all the 
producers of mohair in 'Texas, New 
Mexico and Arlxona. A committee con­
sisting of Henry Fink, of Leon Springs, 
and O. A. Hoerle of Comfort, wag •ap­
pointed to rent a large warehouse in 
San Antonio, In which the mohs«| will 
be stored. They will also acoMne 
the members of the aasociatlou^wtb 
the arrangements that have been ma«e 
for getting a better price* for mohair 
thru the association. According to 
present plans the moha» produced In 
this part of the country, and particu­
larly In Texas, New Mexico and Arl­
xona, will be shipped to Saa Antonio 
and placed In the warehouse, to be 
owned by'the aasoclatlon. Ptofeselonai 
mohair sorters will there classify it 
according to quality. The expense for 
this work and tor the use of the ware­
house will be charged to the members 
without any margin of profit. When 
the mohair Is sorted the better quality 
will be held and sold on demand to the 
buyers from the north and east, who 
visit San Antonio and this part of the 
country every season. The cheaper 
qualities will be shipped to New York 
to a commission merchant employed 
by the association. He .will sell the 
inohhir there to the best advantage. 
The plan of the association Is to pay 
him a salary Instead of working on tho 
present system of allowing him to buy 
from the producers and sell when he 
can make a profit on account o f the 
fluctuations of the market. Th# o f­
ficers of the association say they ex­
pect In a short time to control 2,000,- 
000 pounds of clippings annually, ani 
count as members all the mohair pro­
ducers of this part of the United 
States.

“Thé price will be kept about Ic low­
er than the importer can afford to sell 
at,” said O. A.,Hoerly of Comfort, sec­
retary and treasurer of"the associa­
tion, last evening. "In this manner 
the profit that has been made by the 
speculator and middleman will go to 
the producer. We expect to experi­
ence no difficulty In getting members 
when we will offer an opportpnity to 
procure from 3c to 4c a pound moro 
for mohair.”

At the meeting of members of the 
association Saturday In the office of 
the Secretary of the Fair Aasoclatlor.. 
at the fair grounds, the following di­
rectors were elected: J. E. McCarty,
Dublin; Henry Fink, Leon Springs; G. 
A  Hoerle, Comfort; S. O. Baker, Sllvrt* 
City. N. M-: J. J. Ford. Sonora; F. O. 
Landrum, Laguna; J. W. Oanrett, Se­
govia. The officers who were elected 
on that day were J. B. McCarty, prest-, 
dent: Henry Fink, vice president; G. 
A. Hoerle, secretary and treasurer. 
About twenty of the most prominent 
members of the aasoclatlon attended 
the meeting at which this action took 
place. ‘ They were much pleased with 
the work accomplished. A number of 
the members declared when the meet­
ing adjourned that the hope the)» had 
cherlsed since they first became own­
ers of ranches and goats had been 
realized. No delay will be allowed In 
the work. The committee will begin 
this morning to look for â suitable 
warehouse.

ment over the Polled Hereford. An 
Aberdeen Angus Association was or­
ganised hy Texas breeders last spring, 
and as an evidence that they are not 
idle three breeders exhibiting "dadies" 
at the fair this year instead of only 
one as heretofore. It is but natural 
that Jersey breeders should be optim­
istic on the outlook for trade with 
Mexico. The owners of the largest 
Jersey herd In tbe United States, J. O. 
Terrell A Son, live in San Antonio, and 
it Is thru their efforts largely that the 
prejudice of the Texas cattleman 
against tbe breed has been wiped out. 
The Jersey as a milk and butter pro­
ducer has made her a commercial suc­
cess. and quite a number of cattle­
men who raise beef breeds for profit 
also run a small herd of Jerseys for 
th« dairy trade.

COTTON GALORE AT PARIS
The Fleeoe Is Congesting Rapidly in 

That City

PARIS. Texas. Nov. 8.—Twenty 
thousand bales of unpressed cotton are 
piled high on the platforms around the 
Transcontinental compress. So crowded 
has become the available floor space 
that two vacant lots In the vicinity of 
the compress have been rented and put 
Into service. The railroads are unable 
to furnish cars fast enough to trans­
port the cotton away to the seaports 
as rapidly as the press turns It out. 
A blockade, going and coming, has re­
sulted.

AUSTIN, Texas, Nov.1 8.—Carl Luet- 

cke, of the real estate firm ot Luteka 
A Sneed of this city, has Just re­
turned from an extended trip to Ger­
many, where he has been In the in­
terest of a great colonization scheme 
for Texas. Mr. Lueteke, when seen 
yesterday, expressed himself as being 
delighted with the result of his trip. 
He left here on July 3, 190$, and salle l̂ 
on the Castle of the North German 
Lloyd line and made the trip in seven­
teen days.

Lueteke, "I became restless and longed 
to again be back In dear old Texas.

PR. COOPER THE 
NEW PRESIDENT

Plan List ot Property Avail­
able for Sites

Dr. J. L. Cooper will lead the Board 
of Trade for the coming year us presi­
dent of the orvanlsation. A meeting 
of tho new board of directors held In 
the board rooms on Wednesday after­
noon and officers elected for the com­
ing year. Dr. Cooper was placed In 
nomination by the retiring president. 
W'iniam Moniiig, and was elected 
unanimously.

Other officers elected Wednesday 
were, first vice president, J. B. Bum- 
sides; second vice president, P. M. 
Rogers; secretary. B. B. Paddock; 
treasurer, W. B. Harrison. AH were 
chosen unanimously, the last two be­
ing re-elected.

Upon taking the chair. Dr. Cooper 
briefly outlined his ideas for the work 
of the association, and said; “ If we 
could work In a concentrated, united 
effort, with 1,000 of our citizens In a 
solid phalanx, somehow I believe our 
ideals would be brought to a termina­
tion In a much shorter time. It Is not 
only a privilege to work for Fort 
Worth, but H should also be a pleas­
ure. I intend to do all that I can for 
the city and I must have the aid, coun­
sel, help, advice and friendship of every 
member of the Board of Trade and 
also the citizens of the city.’’

Dr. Cooper also made a proposition 
to the board of directors that met with 
the instant approval of all members, 
when he stated that he considered that 
it would be a good idea for the secre­
tary to prepare a list of owners of 
sites which would be satisfactory to 
incoming houses, and then secure a 
statement from the owners as to the 
conditions under which they would 
erect buildings for new concerns or 
others, so that when a proposition was 
made to the secretary he could sit 
down at his desk and pull out a slip, 
show It to the representative of the 
new company and state that the con­
tract for the property oould be closed 
Immediately. Dr. Cooper emphasized 
the fact that there are few places in 
Fort Worth at present and said that 
should a representative of a wholesale 
house come to this city and offer to 
start a business and ask for a lo­
cation, Captain Paddock would only be 
able to get as far as the door and then 
would not know which way to go. 
Upon motion Captain Paddock was in­
structed to secure such aJist of prep­
ositions from property owNers.

F. M. Rogers reported for the com­
mittee In charge of raising the 920,000 
fund for securing new business In­
terests in the city and said that the 
committee was not going to shirk work 
at all In the matter. He also said 
that the press of the city had offered 
valuable assistance, and made a motion 
that a vote of thanks be extended to 
the newspapers for their aid. and at 
the same time Secretary Paddock was 
Instructed to send a copy of the resolu­
tions to each of the paper.s.

Communications were read from the 
secretaries of the Southwestern Im­
migration and Quarantine convention, 
which will be held at Nashville, and of 
the Trans-Mississippi Congress, which 
will be held at Kansas City, Nov. 20 
to 33. The secretary and treasurer 
were Instructed to secure the services 
of delegates to represent this city at 
these meetings. At the Nashville meet­
ing there will be addresses by gover­
nors of a number of the southern 
states. The meeting there is called 
for the purpose of securing a share of 
the Immigration into the United States 
to the south. The meeting will be at­
tended largely by the immigration 
agents of the railroads, and it is ex­
pected that one or more of these men 
from Port Worth will act as delegates.

This city Is entitled to six delegates 
at the Kansas City meeting, and it is 
probable that a number will be se­
cured from Fort Worth.

’The directors present at the meeting 
Wednesday were William Monnig, Dr. 
J. L. Cooper. J. B. Burnside. F. M. Rog­
ers, B. B. Paddock, Ed Want, P. W. 
Axtell, George C. Mountcastle, L. P. 
Robertson. W. G. Burton and J. E. 
Weeden.

W. C. Stripling and John King were 
the only directors absent.

COOLER WEATHER CAME
Excessive Rain Fell in Oregon Thurs­

day Morning
Cooler weather as predicted by the 

weather bureau for Wednesday night, 
arrived, the thermometer going down 
to 61 degrees after starting out on 
Wednesday morning with a minimum 
of 60 degrees and going upward for a 
few ?iours, as tho it were trying to 
beat the November record for maxi­
mum. The high area of barometer, 
however, arrived In time to prevent 
excessive -heat and the thermometer 
then dropped slowly off so that the 
highest for the day was only 76 de­
grees instead of being over 86, as It 
seemed to threaten.

The cotton belt is partly cloudy to 
clear,' according to the weather map 
issued Thursday morning, with unim­
portant rainfalls and temperatures 
somewhat above the normal in some 
parts.

Rain was reported in some parts of 
the country, l^ing excessive In Ore­
gon, where 2.46 inches had fallen at 
Portland by 7 o’clock Thursday morn­
ing and rain still falling. Rainfall from 
other parts of the country was re­
ported as follows: Havre,, Montana,
.46 of an inch; Corpus Christ!, .38 of 
an Inch; Corpus Chrlstl, .38 of an inch; 
Palestine, Texas, .62 of an Inch; Spo­
kane, .50 of an inch.

Texas temperatures are given with 
the following range; Abilene, 68 to 46 
degrees; Amarillo, 64 to 36 degree.s; 
Corpus Chrlstl. 76 to 66 degrees; El

The sale price in the latter 
transaction Is to be a million of dol­
lars and if the Yoakum syndicate ac­
quires control, as It undoubtedly will, 
the logging lines are to be develops 
Into an Important railroad system, that 
will run directly Into the heart of the 
great long leaf pine regions of eastern 
Texas and westsm Louisiana.
