Taken at Conference

PARIS, Jan. 8.—Willjam T. Stead of
L.ondon, who arrived here yesterday,
says in an interview that he is on tae
way around the world in the interest
of peace. He further declares that he
is authorized by Sir Henry Bannermaa
to say that Great Britain, if no other

Stead says, will be done In the forwu
of two propositions as follows:

First—That each country participat-

Second—That each country partici-
pating in the conference render obliga-
tory observanve of Article VIII of the
act of the peace conference of 1899,
permitting a third power to tender
mediation without giving offesne be-
tween two disputing powers and also
that participating powers extend the
scope of Article VIIT so as to bind the
signatories in case of a declaration of
war not to begin hostilities for a fort-
nignt in which frinedly powers will
have the right to intervene in an at-
tempt to adjust the quarrel,

FOUGHT IN HOTEL

Negro Bell Boys Quarreled and One
Is in Jail

John Andrews, a negro bell boy em-
ployed at the Worth hotel, was dan-
gerously wounded by a number of
knife stabs Sunday afternoon, and Joe
Davis, another negro bell boy em-
ployed at the same hotel, is in the
county jail with a charge of assault
to murder entered against him.

The trouble between the two ne-
groes grew out of a dispute over who
should carry a pitcher of ice water to
a guest who had called for it. The
dispute and cutting took place In a
narrow hallway leading to the coat
room of the hotel, at 2:30 Sunday
afternon.

Representative F. Charles
Hume Jr. of Houston placed in nomi-
nation H. B. Terrell of MclLennan
county. He appealed to Texans to sup-
port him on the grounds of state pride.

Peeler of Travis, without reference to
Terrell’'s candidacy. Representative H.
F. McGregor of Houston seconded the
nomination of Mr. Love.

of 12,000 truined British troops who
had taken part in the battle of Wa-
te:loo, commanded by Sir Edward
Pakenham, and an army of 6,000
Americans under General Andrew
(“Stonewall”) Jackson. The latter oc-
cupled a strongly intrenched position
invulnerable to the assaults of the
British. The battle lasted less than
half an hour, when the English army
fled incontinently. leaving behind it
over:- 2,500 dead and wounded.

“Tuberculosis is so familiar to everyone that many
people regard it as ineévitable. It is not inevitable, it is
the result of ignorance, or of neglect, or of both.
“Tuberculosis 1s an Infectious disease, being caused
by a specific infection, a Mving micro-organism, a germ
or plant known as the bacillus of tuberculosis. It is
not eontagibus in the sense of being contracted merely

with smallpox or scarlet fever. It can only be com-
municated from the sick to the well by allowing the
sputum to dry and become ground up as invisible as
dust. The germs are then inhaled into the lungs wita
the small particles of dust suspended in the alr

“If the sputum is destroyed by heat and not allowed
to dry, or if it is mixed with & reliable disinfectant in
sufficient cuantity to destroy the germs, there is no
danger in being about patients suffering from the Jdis~
ease.”

CHICAGO, Jan. 8.—The opening of
the wheat market showed some im-
provement, and a firm tone developed
early, due to steadier cables and a
smaller movement than was expected,
The feeling was also aided by the re-
port of the unprotected econdition of
winter wheat, heavy floods thru the
Ohio valley and portions of the wheat
belt. A reliable elevator concern in
the Northwest estimates that not oger
20 to 25 per cent of the spring wheat
remains in the farmers’ hands, and
the movement shows some decrease
compared with last year Liverpool
wheat was firm with an upward ten-
dency. Commission houses did a fair
business and local shorts seemed dis-
posed to cover, and the market held
up fairly well on comparatively small
trading operations. Prices were slight-
ly lower before the.opening, but the
sentiment remains bullish.

Corn was firm with a good demand
tho trading was light There wan
some scattered selling with light of-
ferings The conditions seem ripe for
some improvement in the corn mar-
ket. There was improved conditions
in the foreign markets.

There was very little trading in oats,
tho the opening was a little higher.
The principal part of the early business
was done by commission houses, fol-
lowed by sgattered buying, but with
wheat assuming a more bullish po-
sition, the small trading in oats was
sufficient tq create some improvement.

The provjsion market was the dullest
for several days. Provision hogs were
over estimated. The markgp in the
hog pariors was some lower, and the
shipment was somewhat under last
year. Buying was by no means im-
pressive, and it was not noticeable
that many local eperators have sold
out. Advances may be created, and the
sentiment is bullish.

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City Charter Committee Sub-
mits Report

At the city council meeting Monday
night the city council charter com-
mittee submitted its report and a
resolution providing for the submis-
sion of the whole charter question to
a vote of the people Jan. 23. The
council charter provides for some im-
portant amendments to the present cily
charter and that and the other char-
ter are to be submitted 40 a vote,

Alderman Ben Waggoman stated, in-
cidentally, that he was now holding his
last political position; that he was out
of politics after his term of office
expired, and. that in his appeal for
the right of the yoters of the city to
pass on the question of the radical
change in the city government involved
in the proposed commission form of
government which is embodied in the
charter gotten up by the self-con-
stituted citizens’' committee, “he was
playing politics for the last time.”

«The Houston street pavement, to
quote the aldermen, came up for con-
sideration and the city council and
everybody connected with the city
government was eager to go on gecord
in ¢ondemnation of the asphalt pav-
ing  as done in Houston street. The
proper authorities are to have the
street placed in proper repair.

Mayor Harris reported that he had
the chance to buy ten bonds of $1,000
each fog the sinking fund, the chance
Had been seized, for the bonds ‘were
offered at 2% per cent discount, and
approval of the action was asked and
readily granted.

The claims committee submitted a
report favoring the allowance of the
pay roll and approved bills amounting
1o $28,904.82; adopted.

The finance committee submitted a
statement that the known claims and
incidental expenses make it certain
that there would be a deficit before
Octole?, 1907, and that an arrange-
ment had been made 'whereby the State
National Bank would honor overdrafts
to the amount of $100,000. It is pro-
vided that the contract with the State
National Bank is not to prejudice in
eny way the election of the city treas-
urer, which is based on, the best bid
of any banking concern In the city.

To take up the school fund over-
draft, evidenced by a note of the city
for the sum of $70,000, twee new notes
are to be issued, one for $20,000, due
Dec. 7 of this year, and the other for
$50,000, due Jan. 7, 1908,

The name of Fifth avenue in the
Eigkhth ward is extended so as to ap-
ply also to the part of the same gtreet
now called Meade avenue.

It appearing that a part of the dis-
puted assessment on the property of
Winfield Scott was $60,000 stock in
the East St. Louis oil mill, whicn Is
taxed in Illinois, etc,, a report of the
finance cominittee recommended that
it Mr. Scott will at once setttle up
with the city as to other taxes now
in dispute or the subject of suits pend..
ing, will pay all costs, etc., the city
will release him from the payment of
taxes ou the $60,000 in question, other-
wise the city attorney is directed to
press the matter of the collection of
the taxes now due by Mr. Scott,

Among the provisions embodied in
the report of the city council charter
committee were the following:

An amendment to the charter giving
the city the power 10 compel
* paving of streets and the laying
sidewalks,

To build school houves and sssist in
paving, the' city to be allowed to is-
sue bonds to the amount of 6 per cent
of the total assessed valuation,

An amendment to the referendum
law providing that no franchise shall
be submitted to a vote of the people
until it has been passed on by the city
council, no franchise to be granted
without a provision that the city re-
serve 3 per cent of the gross receipts
from it, The report of the committee
is signed by R: U. Ariastrong, M. M.
Lydon and Jake F. Zurn.

Some debate following the reading of
the report, participated in by Aldermen
Waggomgn, Zurn, Cook and Maddox,
the latter opposing the report and the
others favoring the council report, and
more emphatically the proposition for
the submission of the two charters to
the vote of the people who are most
interested and not to the decision of
a committee. A resolution was adopted
requesting the representatives in the
legislature not to act in the mattér of
a charter for the city of Iort Worth
until after an expression of the will
of the people might be had, as is con-
templated by the election ordered by
the council to be held Jan. 23.

A referendum election was set for
March 15, when a proposition for an
extension of the Tranchise of the Fort
Worth Light and Power Company will
be voted on.

WAS FINED $100

Plead Guilty to One of Twenty-six
Cases Against Him

= Jim Moore was fined $200 hy County
Judge John L. Terrell Monday after-
noon on a charge of keeping a udis-
orderly house. This is the first of
twenty-s8ix cases for the same offense
pending against Moore in {pe county
court, fifteen of which were returned
by the present grand jury Saturday,
the other eleven having been returned
by a former grand jury, many months
ago, but never tried.

The indictment against Moore con-
tain five counts and Moore by his at-
torney asked to be permitted to enter
a plea of guilty to the first count in
the la&t indictment on the supposition
that such a plea to that particular
count in that particular indictment
would act as a bar to prosecution of
all otner cases. The fine s stationary
---3200—and the defendant’s attorney
claimexd that when a plea of guilty. is
offered the judge can do nothing less
than accept it, and as in this case he
offered to pay $200, the highest, and
also the lowest fine, no ev!dence could
be introduced by the state oun the plea
of guilty.

The state asked to be allowed to in-
troduce evidence as to the one count,
so that the plea of dar eannot be
raised. The court accepted the plea of
gullty, after hearing the avidence of-
fered by the state as to tho one
count.
