several hundred persons were killed in
Kingston. The message follows: “Mer-
cantile section of Kingston, including
cur office, completely destroyed by
earthquake and fire.

Cablegram from the Governor
By Associated Press.

LONDON, Jan. 16.—The destruction
wrought by tne earthquake at Kings-
ton, Jamalea, and the subsequent con-
flagration, according to an official
telegram received this morning at the
colonial office is by no means so wide-

as indicated ia the first re-

Altho the total killed and
wounded had not yet been ascertained,
apparently it is not very large, and
only a small portion of the ecity, incluld-
ing the wharves and warehouses, suf-
fered from the fire that followed the
earthquake. A telegram whaich was
sent by Governor Swettennam was un-
dated, but it is presumed to have been
sent on Monday. The text is as fol-
lows:

“Severe earthquake shock occurred
this afternoon between 3 and 4 o'cleck,
causing considerable damage to houses
at Kingston. It was followed by a
fire, which contianues tho confined to
about the one-sixteenth part of the
town_ containing the wharves and
warenouses, The camp hospital was
destroyed and thirty men killed. There
were no officers among them. Major
Headyman was seriously injured. The
town hospital is crowded with some
300 injured persons. The fire is now
decreasing. Myrtle Band hotel has
been destroyed anl also the cable of-
fice. The conference delegates and
the members of Sir Alfred Jones' ‘ex-
pedition are believed to be uninjured
and to be now at Port Langston. In the
harbor numbers were killed or wound-
ed, but the figures have not yet been
ascertained. Lighter shocks continue.”

Belated Messages

A steamship and cable company here
has received belated messages dated
Monday via Holland Bay.

“Kingston is a wreck and most of
the wharves and warehouses are
burned, but our main wharf, coal and
cargd are safe.

McGregor Spoke in Support of
the Duncan Resolution

Bpecial to The Telegram,
AUSTIN, Texas, Jan, 16.—Tha house
of representatives was called to order
at 10:30 o'clock and a number of rou-

tine matters were attended to before
members of the house began to stale
their objectiong to reports that have
been published in Texas newspapers.

Repregentative Terrell of McLen-
nan rose to a question of personal priv-
ilege and took exception to an article
published in a Waco afternoon paper,
saying he had not attempted to fili-
buster. Ho sald that he wanted to
keep his record stralght and that In
six years not a vote of his had ever
been questioned in his home county.
He disclaimed any desire to Jdelay mat-
ters in the house. Referring to the
Bailey resolutions, Mr, Terrell sald
that he preferred the Duncan reso-
lution to that of Kennedy, |

Kennedy here raised the point that
the speaker was out of order. A

Continuing Terrell sald he wishe
the article ia question and also tne
editorial in the Waco Times-Herald
of recent date printed in the-journal.

Kennedy then rose to a question of
personal privilege and sajd that the
reports printed in various papers that
friends of Bailley were trying to
smother the investigation were delib-
erate falsehoods,

Heslip rose to a question of personal
privilege and objected to newspaper re-
ports regarding his part of the alleged
delay of proceedings in the house. He
sald he had been grossly misrepresent-
ed and that he did not propose to be
put in tne attitude of an obstruction-
tst. He sald he was in favor of a fair,
full and complete investigation of Mr,
Balley,

Representative Terrell of Cherokee
rose to a question of personal prive
flege and said that the members of the
house had no right to make a motion
after the previous question had been
called for and objected to the pre-
vious action of the house.

The Duncan resolution, providing for
an investigation of Senator Balley was
called up at 11:26. and MeGregor spoke
in its support. Referring to the sub-
stitute Kennedy resolution e said that
it conferred on the investigating com-
mittee no power to issue subpenas and
that the committee coull only inves-
tigate such witnesses as presented
themselves voluntarily to the commit-
tee.

Referring to the previous action of
the members in criticising the news-
papers, he sald he did not know why
the members did this and that they
should know the old adage, “By their
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works ye shall know them.)”

Referring again to the Kennedy res-
olution he sald it reminded nim of the
old jingle:

“Mother may I go out to swim?”

“Yes my darling daughter;

Hang your clothes on a hickory limb,

But don't go near the water”

He denied that the Duncan resolu-
tion was a trial of Bailey, but declared
it was an investigation. “It is a grand
jury hearing, with the grand jury
stripped of its secret,” he sald. Con-
tinuing, he sald that the charges
against the attorney general were that
he was “the receiver of stolen papers,
that he had in his possession forged
documents.” He is entitled to a de-
fense before this body and the people
of Texas. He denied that the shadow
of the international investigation still
hung over Hogg. (Cheers.) He said
that™there were no locked doors, and
no dark rooms in the private life of
Governor Hogg. The cheering in the
galleries was ordered stopped by the
chalir,

McGregor sald that Hogg stood ever
in the calcium light of public opinion,
and paid a tribute to Campbell.

Hamilton of Hunt asked if the courts
of Texas permitted a grand jury to go
over the state and country to get evi-
dence.

McGregor replied that the funda-
mental principle of law is that a com-
mittee with designated power could
not go beyond that power and he fa-
vored a resolution that would give
ful power to sift the Balley and Da-
vidsofi matter to the bottom.

Froqluntly Interrupted

McGregor was frequently interrupted
and objected, saying tanat the opposi-
tion was mincing and wanted to delay
matters.

Love of Willlamson was denied the
question of personal privilege, while
McGregor was talking,

Continuing McGregor asserted that
if the truth were buried now it would
surely be wunearthed again in a few
months or in a few years, He sald it
the Dpposition got behind the federal
constitution regarding election of a
senator he would call attention to the
oath of office when the legislators
swore to support the constitution. He
sald that he would not get behind the
alleged issue that he was trying to de-
feat a democratic nominee,

He sald the legislators could not go

! back to their constituents without an

investigation.

“It is not legally and morally wrong,”
he sald, “but wrong in fact when a
man countsg the cost when honor is at
stake.” He sald the Duncan resolu-
tion as adopted would exonerate the
legislature of trying to whitewash any
one.

“Somebody is wrong in this matter,”
he said. “The attorney general makes
tor makes
another in conflict. It is for you to
decide which is right”

Wolfe of Grayson had the floor when
the house took a recess for ten fa-
utes shortly after noon.

House Adjourned

At 12:30 o’clock the house adjourned
until, 2:30 o'clock. Duncan. announced
that the attorney general required a
half hour to prepare his papers,

Immediately after . the opening of
the house this morning a bill was in-
troduced providing for the teaching of
agriculture in the public schools. Mark
Logan, of Hamilton, was sworn in as
reading clerk. The petition of 1,800
voters of Milan couhty against the re-
election of Bailey was read at the re-
quest of Representative Camp.

An invitation of the Daughters ‘of
Confederacy of Austin to participate
in the celebration of the anniversary
of the birth of General Robert E. Lee
Was read and accepted.

During the morning session of the
house a bill was introduced by Wilson
prohibiting the rallroads from black-
listing employes. In both the house
and the senate a bill was introduced
making attempted criminal assa
capital punishment. - ﬁ*"

session concerning the Bailey matter
was adopted after being amended so
as to exclude ‘ﬁbe provision in the reso-
lution to exhibit papers and docu-
ments to the press.

Senator Senter on a question of per-
sonal privilege denied the report in
certain papers that he was under the
Influenceé of liquor when he made the
speech in the senate last Monday after-
noon,

Senator Looney made a-strong speech
on the repeated attacks being made o8
Balley. He also declared that in the
proposed investigation he did not pro-
pose to whitewash the matter, He de-
clared that God in heaven has decreed
that Balley will be re-elected.

Meeting of Committee

Immoﬁnoly after the senate ad-
journed the senate investigation com-
mitttee on the Bailey-Davidson matter
met, Senator Stanner sald that he
wanted the investigation to be as ef-
fectual as can be under the limited
scope of the resolution. He said he did
not want any injustice done to Balley,
Ag an unnecessary reflection upon him
would result in an irreparable injury.
He declared a course of procedure
should be adopted that should be satis-
factory to both sides. He said: “I am
not prepared to believe any charge can
be established against Senator Balley.”

After some discussion it was decided
that the committee should hold an
executive session for.the purpose of
procedure in the Investigation, and
when that is done the press will be
admitted to the investigation.

BY A DETECTIVE

Al Ray of Fort Worth Is His
Protector

Joseph W. Balley, junior United

The proceedings of the tax assessors
Wednesday morning began with an ad-
dress on assessments by Mr. Francis of
Austin, It was largely a plea for in-
Cividuality in assessments, one plea

being™ “Do your full duty, for you are
not going to be turned down for doing
what is right.”

Mr. Tillery told of the assessment
plans of Tarrant county, giving full de-
tails of the manner of working the city
property, and then took up the matler
of assessments in the separate school
tax district, following something of the
plan as to the city, so all of the props-
erty.in the special district will be prop-
erly allotted, ’

President White thought if the home
was assessed at 40 per cent, for ine-
stance, it was a fair proportion of the
burden of taxation, even if other prop-
erty was valued at two-thirds value,
He favored the assessment of national
b;:lnks at $1 for every dollar, capital and
all,

Mr. De Wise of Lamar asked: “If
We agree on a rate of assessment won't
we be subject to criticism?”

They are political an-
tipodes—standing as far apart as the
east is from the west; one that the
people should be ruled by a favored
class, the other that the people them-
selves are capable of self-government.

In amplification of the latter idea, ‘let
us borrow two phrases from the Dec-
laration of Independence, “All men are
born free and equal,” and again, “Gov-
ernments derive their just powers from
the consent of the governed, These are
the political maxims that I learned to
love in early childhood. and, by the
eternals, I love them yet. In order to
change one paragraph or one sentence
of our state constitution, the wveoting
population of the entire state must
express themselves at the polls, 7

Who Are Represented?

The charter is the fundamental law
of a municipality and whenever it is
radically changed all the voters of the
city from the vainglorious and seif-
conceited demagogue to the hommny-
handed son of toil should have the-
unquestioned right to participate in
making that change and the public
official of high or low éstate, who at-
tempts to impede or prevent the full
and complete exercise of that sacred
prerogative, is blindly rushing in
where angels dare not tread. A situa-
tion confronts us today of no littls
moment. Our city charter is being re-
constructed. How? By a number of
self-constituted committees with self-
delegated powers. From whom did
these committees receive their com-
mission? From the people? No, a thou-
sands times no, but from the clubs,
associations;, boards, etc., that saw fit
to assume “these dictatorial powers.
Do these organizations represent the
majority of the trades and vortations
of our city? No. Where are your
bankers? Not represented. Where are
your railroads? Not represented.
Where are your real estate men? Not
represented. Where are your commer-
cial travelers? Not represented. Where
are your big taxpayers? Not represent-
ed. Where are your -  architects and
contractors? Not represented, Where
are your carpenters, moulders, plaster-
ers, stone masons, brick masons, elec-
tricians, electrical engineers, brewery
workers, street car employes? Not rep-
resented. Where are those holy men
of God who live a life of privation
and sacrifice for the good of human-
ity, the ministers?

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MAY HAVE STILL

Denatured Alcohol Can Be Pro-
duced on Any Homestead

8pecial to The Telegram,

“ASH!NGTON, D, C, Jan. 16.—The
d?natured alcohol bill is now in force.
Under its provisions every farmer on
the land can start his own still and
convert the waste products of his farm
inte alcohol without Incurring the hos-
tilities of the United Statea‘ tlnete’;ﬂal
revenue officers, Great things are ex-
pected of the new law. The percentage
of so-called farm waste is large and
therefore considered a dead loss to the
farmer. The new order of things will
make it possible for the Texas farmer,
for instance, to install his own small
still and of the refuse make denatured
alcohol, the fuel qualities of which are
not to be underestimated.

A bulletin {ssued by the department
of agriculture on the subject |s in part
as follows:

“It is evident that so far as agri-
culture is concerned the chief and
perhaps only direct interest in the act
I8 In respect of the materials which
are to be used in the manufacture of
industrial alcohol.

“Pineapple parings, tomato peelings,
pea hulls, banana skins, sugar corn
cobs cornstalks, waste fruits and veg-
etables—in short, any farm or orchard
products containing sugar, starch, gum
and celluse can be used for the pro-
duction of industrial alcohol. The sub-
stances used for denaturalizing alcohol
are numerous and include gum shellac,
copal resin, Manila gum, camphor, tur-
pentine, acetic acid, wood alcohol,
analine glue, napthaline and many
others.”

When the bill was under considera-
tion a western senator sald that he
was opposed to the measure unless any
farmer could have a still and he was
assured that any farmer could. It be-
came apparent, however, that the bill
was not favorable to the operation of
stills by farmers, partly because (it
would be ungrofitable to produce less
than ten proof gallons a day and partly
because of the difficulty of meeting
the regulations of the internal revenue
service. . :

To overcome theslatter objection was
the object of the bill recently intro-
duced by Senator Hansbrough of North
Dakota, He believes that any farmer
or number of farmers can distill thelr
waste products into alcohol and so
supply themselveg with light. fuel and
power at a low price and sell the sur-
plus.

The use of denatured alcohol has
reached large proportions in European
countries and in Greece, aceording to
a recent bulletin issued by the govern-
ment, the revenues of that government
are falling from the sale of petroleum
to such an extent because of the use
of alcohol that it i{s possible that a
tax may be imposed on alcohol to pro-
vide revenue to meet the war debt,

The “Holy Roller” Tragedy

The supreme court of the state of
Washington has handed down a de-
cision in the famous “Holy Roller”
murder case, completing the final
chapter in that grim tragedy of fanat-
icism, assassination and suicide. The
point at issue was the mental condition
of Esther Mitcnell, slayer of her broth-
er George, and the finding of the com-
mission holding the girl insane was
upheld by the court. The law under
which the Oregon officials hoped to se-
cure her deportation to that state for
trial was declared nugatory and void.
The court further held that the future
restoration of Miss Mitchell's reason
may be followed by her trial for mur-
der. The girl has been removed from
the Seattle jail to an insape. asylum,
where she wil be kept in close con-
finement untid she recovers her san-
ity or is relieved by death. - dne

The tragedy, involving the deata of
three persons and the incarceration of
Esther Mitchell in a madhouse hag its
beginning when the girl became enam-
ored of Franz Creffield, an {itinerant
preacher of the “Holy Roller” sect, who
posed as a prophet. Creffield is al-
leged to have enticed the girl from her
home and for this George Mitchell, a
brother of the wronged girl, shot and
killed him. The coroner's jury which
tried the slayer of the “prophet”
brought in a verdict of acquittal al-
leging taat Mitchell had but obeyed
the “unwritten law” in killing the be-
trayer of his sister. A few days after
the verdict Esther Mitchell shot and
killel her brother in the railroad sta-
tion at Seattle. Together with Mrs.
Maude Creffield, wife of the “prophet,”
who was declared to have incited tae
girl to the crime, Estner Mitchell was
held to answer to a charge of murder.
On Nov. 16 last Mrs. Creffield died
suddenly in jall, the coroner's verdict
declaring that she came to her death
by suiclde from sirychnine poisoning.

Mitchell to be mentally unbalanced,
and this verdict has been sustained by
the supreme court.

Meeting Was Held Tuesday
Evening

MAYOR MADE A SPEECH

o~

Alderman Cook Spoke and the Council

Adopted Resolution Asking
Mayor to Intervene

—~

A dissection by Mayor Harris of the
resolution introduced by Alderman
Armstrong, an earnest speech by Al-

derman Cook for the recognition of
the rights of the people to pass on
the proposition to change the funda-
mental law of the city; the adoption
of the amended Armstrong resolution,
which seeks to secure joint action be-
tween the two charter committees, were
some of the acts of the city council
at the called meeting held Tuesday
evening.

Aldermen Lehane and*Maddox were
absent.

A resolution presented by Alderman
Armstrong was read and Alderman
Waggoner at once moved its adoption.
The text of the resolution is:

“Be it resolved by the city council
of Fort Worth, That whereas, the
mayor in his communication calling
the meeting of the council at 7:30 p.
m., Jan. 15, 1907, has indicated that
it would be agreeable to him to have
the question as to the charter proposed
.by the city council and the charter
“proposed by the citizens’ committee
submitted to the people upon such
terms as may be agreed to between
the two committees; and

“Whereas, The charter committee of
the city councfl, and the city council
itself, is very desirous of submitting
the said question in such manner and
in such manner only that no conflict
may arise between the city council
and the mayor or any committee there-
of, and

“Whereas, . The suggestion of th2
mayor is anfl would have been at all
times agreeable to the city council;
therefore, be it o

“Resolved, That the mayor be re-
quested at once thru the city secretary
to communicate with the citizens’ com-
mittee and undertake, if possible, to
agree with the citizens’ committee on a
day when the matter involved, to wit:
the submission of the two charters,
and the manner thereof, may be fully,
fairly and freely discussed and agreed
on between the said citizens’ commit-
tee and the charter committee of the
city council, and on ndtification to
the city council charter commijttee all
details ®e taken up and disposed of,
and that upon the conclusion reached
by the said two committees, the mayor
be now requested to call a special
meeting of the city council, if no reg-
ular meeting is close at hand, to un-
dertake to effect such agreements an-l
resolutions as may by the two com-
mitteeg be passed upon,

“And in this connection the saild
council of the city of Fort Worth de-
sires to say that to it the manner of
submission is a matter of immaterial-
ity so long as the question is fairly
submitted and that their only desire
now and always has been that the
said matter be submitted only in such
a fair manner as will get a fair ex-
pression upon the question of the
charters propounded by the two com-
mittees,

Speech by Mayor

Before the motion was put the mayor
asked that the resolution be handed
to him. That was done andshe care-
fully studied for a time and then
addressed the city council with the
resolution as a text.

He said that the resolution was a
surprise to him, in that he had never
even heard of it before it was read
at the council meeting, and he reviewed
the several phases of the resolution as
they presented. themselves to him until
he made a complete analysis of the
paper from his point of view.

Mayor Harris stated the purpose of
the call, which authorized the meeting
Tuesday evening, was to consider the
vetoes of the report of the council
charter committee and of the accom-
panying resolutions. The consideration
of the vetoes was the first thing to be
disposed of and the Armstrong reso-
lution was pertinent perhaps but clear-
ly not in order at this time. The
council had the power to proceed along
the line Indicated as it had the power
to do some other things. That veto
question should be considered.

This led to the part of the reso-

“Why can’'t your committee go to the
citizens committee and agree without
the intervention of the' mayor?

“You want to walt out in the open
until the mayor and city secretary
smooth out all difficulties and come
with the agreement. You would ac-
cept, no doubt, and receive your mes-
sengers magnanimously.”

Dissected Resolution

He dissected the resolution and
agked questions of the construction,
or intended construction, and com-
mented on ambiguities, as they seemed
to him, and then harked back to the
proposition. Why not act thru a com-
mittee of the city council instead of
trying to force the mayor and city
secretary., He pointed out the ambig-
uous position In which it was sought
to place him, he being not only the
mayor, but against his will, also the
chairman of the citizens committee.

Acts Were Not Legal

On the question of legality he said:
“No one who had a legal idea within
forty miles of his head would hold
that your action of last Friday was
legal.” He referred to several attorneys
of the city, who held that the action
referred to was illegal, He insisted
the council could have obtained the
same legal advice he had, but “instead
of doing that you undertake to hand
me a job.”

If you want to confer with the
citizens committee, in the light of tfuth
and in a proper, fair, open manner,
with the view of effecting an agree-
ment with the citizens committee, let
your charter comumittee say, “that if
you will agree with us, we will en-~
deavor to engineer thru the city coun-
cil something the mayor does not ap-
prove of and questions our legal right
to do. :

“Don’'t try to make a catspaw out of
the mayor.

“I would like to know who wrote the
resolution. Tell it right out. I know
who signed it, but who wrote it?”

He concluded with much sarcastic
comment on the seeming effort to try
to use the mayor to have something
done, it can do just as well if it can do
at all, by a committee of its own.

Asked for Vetoes

After the mayor had closed, Alder-
man Waggoman asked if the wvetoes
were in the room.

The secretary got them and Alder-
man Ward moved that they be read.

On motion of Alderman Ward the
vetoes were sustained by a vote of
7 to 1,

Alderman Waggoman moved that the
Armstrong resolution be adopted
first, amending #t so that the name
of the mayor be stricken out where
it appears, as being requested to con-
duct the negotiations, and the name
of city council charter committee be
substituted therefor.

After Alderman Cook had ended his
remarks Alderman Waggoman briefly
addressed the body on the same lines,
stating there was no desire to act
other than for the good of the city,
having regard for the rights of the
people of Fort Worth and disclaimed
any personal interest in the matter,
for the reason that he was out of poli-
tics after his term of office expired.

The resolution was then adopted.

Another resolution offered by Alder-
man Armstrong was then adopted, re-
questing that no action be taken by
the representatives in the Ilegislature
from Tarrant county, the senator from
this district nor by the representative
from the flotorial district, which in-
cludes Tarrant county in itg limits.

MAN WAS HANGED
BUT STILL LIVES

Georgia Parson Had a Queer
Experience in War Time

Bpecial to The Telegram.

FITZGERALD, Ga., Jan, 16.—In the
person of the Rev, J. T. Mann, retired
clergyman and the author of several
religioug books, Fitzgerald has a cit-

izen who was once hanged and who
still lives to tell the tale. Aeccused
of being a Confederate spy, he was
strung up to a tree by union soldiers
during the war, and was cut down by
a union officer barely in time to save
his life. In those few minutes he suf-
fered all the terrible agonies of
strangling and was rescued only after
he had become unconscious,

Mr, Mann enlisted in the southern
army at New Orleans and was sent
to Barrancas, Fla., after volunteering
to make a hazardous attempt to blow
up the union fort located there. To
better accomplish his purpose he en-
listed in the federal forces at Bar-
rancas and formed a close friendship
with one of the officers. Patiently he
awalted an opportunity to put his
plans into execution and at last it
came. He had spent the evening in
the tent of the friendly afficer and,
unknown to the latter, had turned the
hands of his watch forward an hour
and a half, with the intention of hav-
ing an alibi handy in case he should
be discovired. Thus he really left the
officer at 11 o'clock, while the latter
supposed it was 12:30. Immediately he
made an ineffectual attempt to blow
up the magazine and shortly after-

ward was captured by a band of sol-
diers, who strung him up to the
nearest tree without ceremony. His
struggles and cries, before he lapsed
into unconsciousness, attracted the at-
tention of an officer, who cut Hhim
down and in a few hours he recov-
ered. At a hearing on the following
day the soldiers testified that the at-
tempt to blow up the arsenal was
mmade shortly after 11 o'clock, while
Mr. Mann's official friend stated that
he had not left the tent until after
12. The ruse in running up the offi-
cer's watch had saved Mann's life, but
he was afterward an object of sus-
picion. Denfed all opportunity Jf
again attempting to perforf! his mis-
sion, he soon deserted and rejoined the
Confederate ranks.

MEETS TEDDY

Storm} Times Predicted for
White Ht_mse Occupant

VISIT TO CAPITOL

Feminine Cyclone From West-
ern Prairies Wants Talk
With High Officials

&pecial to The Telegram.

\VASHL\'GTON, Jan, 15.—When an
irresistible form, represented by Mrs.
Carrie Nation of Kansas and Okla-
homa, meets an immovable body, such
as Theodore Roosevelt of Oyster Bay
and Bloody Gulich, there are likely to
be ructions in that immediate vicin-
ity. This statement, put in terms of
unnatural philosophy, represents a
condition that today obtains in Wash-
ington. The famous smasher s now
in the capital city and has announced
an intention of camping here indefi-

nitely. Furthermore, she says that
when she has completed her ftnvesti-
gations into the wickedness of thid
city, she intends to call on the Presi-
dent and give him a few explicit point-
ers on the conduct of the city govern-
ment, Mr. Roosevelt says he'll be d——
that is, he won't see her. Carrie re-
sponds that he'll have to, so there. An
enterprising fiquid joy dispenser has
opened a book on the result, and the
Washington gentlemen of sporting
prog¢livities are putting up their money
on the irrvesistible force or the immova-
ble body, with odds of 2 to 1 on the
former.

This isn’'t the first time that Carrie
has been in Washington. About two
years ago she hit town and during her
stay kept no less than twenty-three
secret service men exceeflingly busy
in preventing her fromr invading the
white house for an interview with the
President. After numerous vain at-
tempts the Kansas smasher gave up
her mission in disgust and until re-
cently contented herself with writing
a monthly letter to Mr. Roosevelt,
telling him in words more forcible
than polite that he as President is a
lamentable and ignominious failure.

A Message for Cortelyou

Another gentleman who 1is busily
engaged in dodging the lady from
Kansas is Mr. Cortelyou, who as post-
master general excluded from the mails
an issue of Mrs. Nation's paper, the
Hatchet, on the grounds of obscenity.
Carrie is anxious to tell Mr, Cortelyou
her honest opinion of him, but he is
not desirous of recelving the informa-
tion and has ordered his subordinates
to refuse admittance to Mrs. Nation.

Mrs. Nation has delivered many lec-
tures since coming here and always
to crowded halls. Her utterances have
been cheered to the echo and her ve-
hement and at times almost incendiary
castigations of the administration have
passed unchallenged. She has spent
much of her time in the slums and
declares without hesitation that Wash-
jington is the vilest and most wicked
city in the country, not even excepting
Denver,

That there is a great deal of truth
in Mrs. Nation’s strictures no one fa-
millar with- conditions here, denies.
Not long ago these dispatches told of
the white slave traffic that is carried
on by employment agencies, whereby
innocent girls were actually kidnaped
and sold to the owners of infamous
houses. The exposure of this traffic
by an investigating committeé of lead-
ing women has brought about the revo-
cation of the licenses of the offending
employment agents, altho none of them
were punished for their crimes. That
Washington has more foul dens of in-
iquity than almost any other city of
its size in the country is known 1o
every newspaper corresponlient. Some
of themn have spread their knowledge
broadcast and as a result have had
many avenues of official information
closed to them, and, their sphere of
usefulness as correspondents is at an
end. It is unfortunate that any stric-
tures upon the city government are
looked upon as attacks upon the ad-
ministration. This state of affairs has
prevailed for many years and during
many administrations, and few corre-
spondentg are so rash as to imperil
their positions for the sake of a fleet-
ing sensation.

Knocks Cigars From Men’s Mouths

Following her usual tactics, Mrs.
Nation has made it a point to em-
phasize her arguments against smoking
by seizing cigars in the mouths of
passersby on the street. She Is espe-
cially opposed to the smoking of cigar-
ettes and many Washington men and
boys have been treated to forcibly-ex-
pressed lectures on this score,

Mrs. Nation has made no attempts
to “smash” any of the saloons of the
capital and declares that the smashing
episodes are a thing of the past.

“The hatchet was all right as a wea-
pon against the rum devils in Kan-
sas” she said, “but here at the very
heart of the most iniquitous and in-
famous government that ever existed,
it would be useless. Absolute prohibi-
tion is the only remedy and I am go-
ing to keep after it until I get I.”

Asked as to her opinion of the latest
attempt of Governor Hoch of Kansas
to enforce the prohibitory law in that
state, Mrs. Nation shrugged her shoul-
ders and sald:

“Maybe he will, but he'll have to
show me, Governor Hoch is a good
man, but—"

That last word left the impression
that Carrie hasn't much faith in the
Kansas executive. But perhaps he will
survive the shock.

In
1898 he moved to Denver and waa
nominated for governor by the silver
republicans, but declined the nomina-
tion. Since that time it has been the
greatest ambition of his life to be
elected senator, and his political foes
declare that he spent over $1,000,000
during the last campaign to accom-
plish this purpose.

Guggenheim declares that he will go
to the senate, not to represent the
smeiter trust or any other special in-
terest, but to represent the people of
Colorado, “An honorable ambition is
permitted to every man, even the
wealthiest,” he says, “and it is my am-
bition to serve my country.”

Many republicans have opposed Gug-
genheim’s candidacy, owing to his
wealth and great private interests and
President Roosevelt has refrained from
giving him executive indorsement.

THE LIVE STOCK PROBLEM

“The chief problem of the live stock sanitary com-
mission of Téxas, at the present time is the eradication
of the fever tick of cattle,” says Dr. Joseph W. Parker
in chtrie of the federal work at San Antonfo. “Near-
ly half or tae southern cattle In the United States are
found 1a Texas. The infected area in Texas comprises
over half of the state, much of which is specially fitted
by nature to growing calves to an age when they are
suitable for northern pastures and feed lots. With the
decreasing demand for cattle fattened on grass alone,
and the war that is being waged on tlcks. in other
states Texas must look for market for these soutaern
cattle in the area that is free from ticks. Southera
cattle can reach these markets at present only thru
the bath of crude Beaumont oil. This and other eco-
nomic considerations connected with the tick prob-
lem render the eradication of the tick and consequent
disappearance of splenetic fever and release from
quarantine the most serious live stock sanitary prob-
lem confronting the stock owners of Texas and the
south.

“All the problems connectel with tick eradication
have been soived. Ticks have been eradicated on some
of the large ranches, on farms, on open range, at a
cost to the state and federal government surprisiagly
small when compared with the benefits arising from
the “accomplishment, The cost to the ranchman or
tarmer is less than his loss from the presence of the
tick for one year. The methods of tick eradication
used on ranches are those that have been repeatedly
demonstrated efficient by ranchmen and quarantine
workers. Fr2a the cattle from ticks by dipping: place
them on tick-free pastures for five or six months,
during which time the ticks on infected pastures will
have died out. Or the cattle may be repeatedly dipped
at intervals near enough together that no tick can
mature on them, for five or six months, the cattie run-
ning meanwhile on their regular range. Smaller lots
of cattle are freed of ticks periodically by hand ap-
plications of RBeaumont oll, or are placed on tick-free
premises when first being freed of ticks. The most
serious problem after all ls to secure the intelligent
co-operation of all cattle owners in the vicinity where
ticks are being eradicated, but the enforcement of the
regulations against movaoment against infected animals
has generally proven sufficient for the purpose. Good
progress fnas already been made in the work of tick
eradication In the partly Infected counties west of the
quarantine lina by the United States bureau of animal
industry and the state authorities as a result of which
the Jeath rate from splenetic fever will be materially
decreased for the ensuing year and it Is expected that
at least three counties will be released from quar-
antine,

“Tuberculosis, the scourge of the dairy and breeding
herds of the United States, especially among the herds
of the older states, has found but little foothold in
Texas. OClanders, anthrax and intestinal verminoisis
of young animals are occaslonally found, and the Jiag-
nosis and control of these constitutes the larger part of
the work of the state veterinarians. Sheep scab ex-
ists in the southwestern part of the state, but owing
to the great reduction in the number of sheep as com-
pared wih ten years ago, and the enforcement of Urited
States regulations against interstate shipment of scab-
by sheep, the percentags of sheep affected with tals
disease has been matérially reduced.

“Hog cholera and swine plague scourges of the
older states are rare; the outbreaks that have oc-
curred have practically all been traced to hogs ship-
ped in from other states, or that passed thru public
stock yards, pronibiting hogs that had entered them
from leaving except for immediate slaughter, and to
prohibit the bringing of stock hogs into the state
except under conditions that guarantee their freedom
from disease and from exposure thereto,

“Owing to the enforcemept of the regulations of
the state and the United States bureau of animal in-

affected with scables, cattle scab has been materially
reduced. Only a part of the Panhandle and one or two
counties in the south part of the state are now infected
with this disease, and the ranchmen are familiar with
the necessary treatment and have facilities in most
of the infecte! localities for dipping, 1t seldom is al-
lowed to reach an advanced stage”

These conditions as a whole are very encouraging
to the live stock interests of the state, and with the
appropriations that are expected from the present ses-
sion of the state legislature, it is expected that condl-
tions will show a still more gratifying status for an-
other year,

Then the boll weevil, chills
and fever, wet weather, crab grass and
other things in the east began tO
drive the people to this portion of the
state, where cotton can be produced
at a minimum cost. Now these syn-
dicates desire to sell their land, which
will bring them more than it will be
worth to them to keep it, and run
cattle on it. So the beef trust has
bursted the trust to keep small farm-
ers from this section, and now they
have an elephant on their hands In
the shape of a cattle quarantine law.

the one person, great or.small, from
whom he had the most to fear.

But I was no enemy to his gentle
daughter and the relief I felt at find-
ing myself thus cut off by my own
promise from even the remotest com-
munication with her on this forbidden
subject was genuine and sincere.

But the father! What was I to
think of the father? Alas! I could
have but one thought, admirable as
he appeared in all lights save the
one in which his too evident connec-
tion with this crime had placed him.
1 spent the hours of the afternoon in
alternately watching the sleeping face
of my patient, too sweetly calm in its
repose, or so it seemed, for the mind
beneath to harbor such doubts as
were shown in the warning 1 had

This friendship in
the minds of some affected operators,
is considered tantamount to a direct
discrimination agalnst the sellers of
contracts, but a careful and non-con-
servative analysis would seem to show
conclusively that the real trouble is
caused by the tendency of New Or-
leans to follow the fortunes of spot
cotton, whereas New York futures
have been depressed many points be-
low the actual value of middling. Many
have learned thru sad experiences that
selling contracts at New Orleans when
option values are unwarrantably lower
than spots is entirely too dangerous for
comfort.

The Stricken City

Kingston is the capital of Jamaica
and the principal seaport and commer-
cial city on that island, It is situated
on the south coast and on the north
side of a fine harbor. The latter is
a land-locked basin available for the
largest ships and I8 enclosed on the
south by a long tongue of land at the
extremity of which is Port Royal. The
population of Kingston is about 50,-
000.

The only volcanic formation in the
island is that of Lowlayton and Re-
treat estates in the parish of Portland,
a mile from the sea in the county of
Surrey in which Kingston is situated.
There is, however, no difined crater
and the volcanic materials are the only
evidences remaining. The coast for-
mation of Surrey county is of white
and yellow limestone and the greater
part of the country is very mountain-
ous.

In August, 1903, Jamalica was swept
by a hurricane which almost totally
destroyed Port Antonio and jnflicted
damage in various parts of the island,
amounting to about $10,000,000,

THE BREEDING OF
BETTER BABIES

How Cupid Once Won a Vic-
: tory Over Science

Bpecial to The Telegram.

NEW YORK, Jan. 18.—The discus-
sion of methods of improving the hu-
man race by the delegates to the con-
vention of the American Breeders’ As-
soclation, now in session at Columbus,

Ohio, recalls that a successful at-
tempt was once made in this state to
apply to a community of men and
women the scientific rules which gov-
ern the selection of lower animals for
b_reedmg purposes. John Humphrey
Noyes, a Congregational minister, was
the originator of this novel scheme,
and was expelled from the church for
advocating what was termed “a
scientifically regulated promiscuity in
marriage.” He established his little
colony under his guidance. For years
Noyes' devoted followers withstood
persecution from without, only to fall
victims of the wiles of Cupid, who
paid no heed to “sclentific regulation.”
In 1879, some twenty years after the
establishment of the colony, complex
marriage was renounced and monog-
amy or celibacy substituted., The at-
tempt at scientific man-breeding was
at an end. The members of the col-
ony separated into couples, regardless
of the rules of selection laid down by
Noyes. Cupid had won a victory over
science,

Physicians who have kept track of
the children born during the experi-
ment declare that it was a pronounced
success in producing physical and
mental giants, During the last decade
of the colony's existence under the
Noyes regime sixty children were
born, a majority of whom are still
living. These children were cared for
exclusively by their mothers until 9
months of age. From that time until
they were 18 months old they received
the care of their mothers only at night.
At the latter age the infants were
plgced under trained nurses at the
colony’s nursery, and the maternal
care entirely, Under this
treatment all but five of the sixty

‘ children lived to attain their major-

fity, and the death rate among them is
sald to have been less than one:thlrd
of that in the country at large. Nearly
all of the men are over six feet in
height, broad-shouldered and strong-
Junged, and the woman are beautl«
ful and well-proportioned. No case of
consumption, cancer or other disease
of degeneration has ever been known
among them. * Among the men are
many physicians, lawyers, musicians
and college professors, and without
exception all are of a high grade of
intellect and morals. Only one of the
men § a common laborer.

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WORK OF THE BUREAU

OF ANIMAL INDUSTRY

BY A. D. MELVIN, D. V. S.
Chief of the Bureau of Animal Indus-
try, Washington, D. C,

The year 1%06 has been a busy one
for the bureau of animal industry, The
meat inspection has been greatly en-

larged and improved, the task of eradi-
cat the southern cattle tick has
been taken up, good progress has been
made in Mamping out sheep scab and
cqttle mange, the scientific Investiga-
tions have yielded important results
with hog cholera and tuberculosis, and
the work in dairying and animal breed-
ing and feeding bas been extended.
The inspection of export animals for
the promotiofof export trade, and the
inspection n?d quearantine of imported
animals for “safeguarding of our ani-
mals against imported contagion, have
been continued.

Some idea of the rapld growth and
the present magnitude of the bureau
and its work may be gained from the
size of the appropriations made by
coengress for its support and from the
number of its employes. For the fiscal
year ended June 30, 1908, the appropri-
ation wag $1,603,000. For 197 it is
$4,029,480. On July 1, 1906, there were
1,456 employes in the service. At the
5'&‘;00‘ the year there are more than

The Meat Inspection

Of course most of this increase is
due to the extension of the meat in-
spection under the new law of June 30,
1906, During the fiscal year ended on
that date the inspection was conducted
at 163 establishments in fifty-eight
cities. Now it covers more than six
hundred establishments in 150 cities,
and additions are being made to the
list nearly every day.

Much has been published about
unsanitary conditions in the packing
houses, but in the discussion of this
subject the limitation of the laws un-
der which the inspection was formerly
carried on have not always been ap-
preciated. The inspection under the
old law was necessarily confined to
the -inspection of animals before
slaughter and the inspection of the car-
cass immediately after slaughter, There
was no authority for folling up meats
after they had once been in-
spected and passed immediately after
slaughter, even tho they might after-
ward have become unwholesome or
unclean; nor was there any authority
to control the sanitation of establish-
ments or the processes of preparing,
curing, canning, etc., or to prevent
adulterations, false labeling or the
of chemicals and preservatives.,
funds appropriated were never
ficient for applying the inspection of
all the establishments which should
have had it under the law, or even to
all those who desired it, In spite of
these difficulties the bureau endeav-
ored  to make the inspection efficient
ag far as it went, and it went as far
as the law and the limited appropria-
tions allowed. It will be recalled that
in all the criticism of the packing
fthouses the wholesomeness of the in-
spected fresh meat was not seriously
questioned. The disclosures of unsat-
isfactory conditions related almost en-
tirely to the canned and prépared
meats, the use of preservatives and the
insanitary - condition and methods of
the packing establishments—matters
over which the bureaw had no legal
control. .

Immediately upon the appearance of
published criticisms upon the Chicago
packing houses Secretary Wilson and
I took steps to have these matters in-
vestigated by the department commit-
tee. Prompt measures were taken to
remedy the conditions disclosed by the
report of this committee and that of
the special committee later sent by
the President, but it was found that
little could be done unger the law then
existing.

THe new law promises te correct the
defects of previous laws. It gives great-
er powers and makes a permanent an-
nual appropriation of $3,000,000 to pay
the cost of the inspection, tho it is al-
ready becoming apparent that an even
larger sum must be provided to give
inspection to all establishments em-
braced within the law. The service is
being rapidly extended with the ob-
ject of covering as far as possible all
the establishments engaged In inter-

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state or foreign trade which come
within the law. The inspection is now
applied not only to the animals before
slaughter and to the carcasses at the
time of slaughter, but afterward to
the meat and meat food products in
all stages and processes of prepara-
tion, curing and canning. Sanitary
equipment, conditions and methods are
required, the use of harmful chemicals
and preservatives and of mis-leading
labels Is not allowed, and the inter-
slate and forelgn traffic in meats s
closely supervised. With this enlarged
and improved inspection system the
government stamp is more than ever a
mark of wholesomeness.

If the public is to be thoroly pro-
tected against unwholesome meats,
however, the Federal inspection must
be supplemented by the states and
municipalities. While the bureau in-
sists on inspecting the entire output
of each establishment at which its in-
spection is maintained, the Federal in-
spection is limited to establishments
doing an interstate or foreign business,
and it does not and cannot reach con-
cerns doing business entirely within a
state. Where there is no efficient lo-
cal inspection the consumer’s only safe-
ty lies in seeing that the meat bears
the government label. One effect of
a rigid inspection is to divert to houses
having no inspection a large number
of diseased and unfit animals which
the pwners know or fear would not
pass inspection,

Tick Eradication

A new line of work undertaken dur-
ing the year is the effort to eradicate
the southern cattle tick. On June,

1906, congress appropriated $82,500 for
a beginning in this work in co-opera-
tion with state authorities. The sea-
son was far advanced and the time
was short for effective work, yet the
results so far accomplished are very
gratifying and encouraging. They in-
dicate that the eradication of the tick
ig entirely possible, tho it is recog-
nized as a large and difficult undertak-
ing, one that will require hearty co-
operation between Federal and state
authoritiés and the people, and several
years of energetitc work. In some
states the laws have been found in-
adequate, and in some there are no
funds available for such work. It is
hoped that these conditions will soon
be remedied by the state lexislatures.

The plans and methods of work have
been varied in different states ac-
cording to local conditions, In some
states meetings were held and local in-
terest was aroused and information
disseminated by public discussion of
the subject of tick eradication. In the
range country inspectors were em-
ployed who could live in the saddle
and wield the lasso. like a .cowboy.
These men worked in groups of about
a dozen, each group having a cook
and camping outfit.t They coveéred
their territory systematically, roping
and examining cattle wherever found,
and informing the owners of igfested

animalsg of the most practical method’

of getting rid of ticks., In the south-
eastern states a car load of crude pe-
troleum, in barrels, was distributed
and used under the supervision of the
inspectors in the treatment of ticky
cattle,. By the end of the season 30,-
000 herds containing 525,000 cattle had
been inspected. The work was direct-
ed mainly in the territory bordering on
the quarantine line, with the object of
freeing this area from ticks and push-
ing the line further south from year
to year. As a result of this year's
work it is expected that forty whole
counties and parts of eleven other
counties, with an area larger than the
state of Virginia, can be safely re-
leased from quarantine next season.

For many years the cattle tick and
the infection of Texas fever which it
transmits have been an incubus to the
live stock Industry of the south. The
lifting of this burden will be of in-
calculable advantage to that section
and of benefit to the entire country.
This can and will be done if congress
and the state legislatures will provide
the necessary funds, and if legislatures
will enaet adequate laws where these
are lacking. Money expended in this
work will prove a splendid investment
for the state and the nation.

Eradication of Contagious Diseases

The work Of eradicating sheep scab
and cattle mange In the west has been
continued vigorously during the year,

with the co-operation of state and ter-
ritorial authorities. The proportion of
infected sheep was only 5% per cent
of those imported while in the previous
year it was 7% per cent, In Arizona
the conditions are decidedly improved,
and the same is true of Idaho, Utah
and Wyoming. The ratio of diseased
sheep found in 1906 in the states
named was but 1 in 43, as against 1 in
14 during 1905. From a survey of
the entire field there is cause for the
belief that sheep scab is being grad-
ually brought under control. During
the fiscal year 1906 the total number
dipped was 12,396,976, of which 1,661,-
020 were redippings.

More rapid progress has been made
in stamping out cattle mange, Wash-
ington and Oregon and large portions
of Kansas, Colorado, Wyoming, Texas,
New Mexico and Oklahoma have been
released from quarantine. The dis-
ease is being successfully controlled
and eradicated in extensive areas in
North Dakota, South Dakota, Wyoming
and Texas, and the early release of
these areas from quarantine may be
expected, The total number of. in-
spections of cattle for scabies during
the fiscal year 1906 was 14,983,260, and
the total number of dippings was 243,-
826, of which 24,688 were redippings.

The free distribution of blackleg
vaccine of stock owners has been con-
tinued with the usual good results,
During the fiscal year 1,350.915 doses
were prepared and sent out. The
losses among vaccinated calves was
extremely small, and the prevalence
of the disease is being gradually re-
duced.

MANY FREAK LAWS
FOR TENNESSEE

All Sorts of Legislation Pro.
posed at Nashville

Special to The Telegram,

NASHVILLE, Tena., Jan. 1§ —~Mem-
bers of the Teunessee legisiature have
come to Nashville primed with all

sorts of legislative tdeas, ranging from
a law taxing female Jogs to a measure
to prevent tipping hotel waiters. Sen-
ator Graham of Hickman county is the
father of the former .bill, which he
brazenly admits has for its object tae
inauguration of an era of race suicide
among Tennessee canines. Senator
Graham's plan has already been suc-
cessfully tried “on the dog” in Sum-
ner county and ig said to have result-
ed in a great and desirable diminution
in the canine crop. Most of the mem-
bers are afraid of dog laws, however,
and are willing that all the barking
tribe should pursue life, liberty anid
happiness without | ve interfer-
ence. Possibly this fear is due to tae
remembrance of a famous session of
the legislature several years ago, wnen
a general dog law wag passed. In the
election following the rights and priv-
ileges of days were the chief issues,
and only two of the members of the
legislature wno voted for the iniqui-
tous measure were-returned by their
constituents. At the next session the
dog law was repealed in all haste, and
to this day even yellow curs of the
street are treated with marked respact
by Tennessee legislators.

Senator Fred Mansfield is back of
the proposed law to prevent the tip-
ping of hotei waiters, the bill being
modeled along the lines of the Virginia
statute, which prevents tipping except
with the consent of the proprietor.
Most of the hotel managers where tip-
ping is in vogue affect ignorance of the
practice, and it is believed that the
passage of the proposed bill would re-
sult in its discontSnuance.

Other bills which will be introduced
include a measure providing for an in-
crease in the saries of state judges-
and preventing ‘them from accepting
railroad passes; amendments fo the
fish and game laws, rendering them
more stringent; a law providing for
the abolition of the road working sys-
tem and the substitution of a money
tax, and repeal of the law providing
salaries for attorney generals and a
restoration of the fee system.

Mr. Beveridge Likely to Lose Out in
Indiana

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind, Jan, 168-That
the session of the Imdiana legisiature
will be the most important in the his-
tory of the state now seems certain.
A 2-cent passenger fare law, an exten-
sion of the provisions of the temper-
ance law and reforms in the manage-
ment of life insurance companies are
being strenuously advocated by Gov-
ernor Hanly, with the result that the
raflroad interests, the liquor element
and the life insurance managers have
combined their strength for a bitter
warfare witn the administration forces.
A general primary election law is de-
manded by the friends of United
States Senator Beveridge, who fear
that he cannot be re<elected without
the aid of a primary law that will give
each voter an equal choice in the se-
lection of party leaders. It is declared
that a powerful political machine,
headed by Vice President Fairbanks,
has been formed to bring about the
nomination of Fairbanks for the Pres-
idency, Congressman Watson for gov-
ernor and Governor Hanly as Bever-
idge's success or in the senate. State
Chairman Goodrich is alleged to be
the originator of this combination, and
is to be rewarded with the French am-
bassadorship in case Fairbanks be-
comes President. Already this ma-
chine is said to be in absolute control
of the party machinery of the state,
and the supporters of Beveridge fear
that he is goomed to retirement unless
a primary election law is enacted Jur-
ing the present session.

Another big fight will be waged over
the insurance reforms proposed by the
governor, Among the measures sug-
gested are a minimum salary for in-

surance officers; the reduction of pre-

dimiums; that large surpluses shall
not be allowed to accumulate, but shall
be distributed among the poli hold-
ers; that boards of directors en-
larged, and that the giving of proxies
for more than one election be prohib-
ited.

INTO FT. WORTH

Pittsbugy Syndicate Is Now
Working on Plan

BUSY SECURING LEASES

Qil Land West and Northwest of the
City Is Now Being Pros-
pected by Agents

There is a probability of Fort Worth
getting a pipe line from the gas flelds
of Texas and it is said if plans now
on foot materialize it will mean cheap
gas for fuel and lighting purposes and
probably a big oil refinery.

There has been in Fort Worth for
some days a representative of a Pitts-
burg, Pa., syndicate sent to Texas
for the purpose of securing lease for

landes supposed to be oil and gas bear-
ing and for some time operations have
been carried on by this representative,
who is making Fort Worth the head-
quarters of the interests he represents.
There has been sent out from Fort
Worth a force of men into the sup-
posed oil and gas territory and al-
ready a large acreage in two or three
countles has been leased by this syndi-
cate,

Some monthg ago the Pennsylvania
syndicate prospected Palo Pinto and
Jack counties for oil, but kept what
was being done quiet—so guiet that no-
body knew anything of what was going
on. When results were secured that
Justified the belief that that, section
was oil and gas bearing the represen-
tative who is now here was sent to
Fort Worth and has for some time been
working out of this city, It is sald
he now has ten or a dozen men in
the field getting leases in Palo Pinto
and Jack counties, and when a suf-
ficient acreage has been leased to
Justity the work of drilling will begin
all over the leased territory.

Should gas and oil be found In the
leased territory in sufficient quantities,
and it is believed by these people that
it will be, the gas will be piped to
Fort Worth and placed on the market
for fuel and lighting purposes under a
contract to be made with the city, if
a contract can be made that will give
consumers the long-talked-of cheap
gas. If oil should be found in quan-
tities to Jjustify it, and these people
have faith that it will be found, the
oil also will be piped to Fort Worth,
the purpose of that being to erect here
a plant for refining the oil,

Some time ago there was published
a statement that certain parties were
securing land leases in Palo Pinto
county for the purposes of “wildcat-
ting” for oil and gas, but the parties
mentioned in that story have no con-
nection with the Pittsburg syndicate
that has its Texas representative lo-
cated in Fort Worth, It is believed
now that the work of the Pittsburg
people leaked out and other parties,
taking their cue from it, began secur-
ing leases for themselves or for some
opposing interest in an attempt to shut
out the Pittsburg syndicate, The Pitts-
burg people have gained a foothold,
however, and have already secured by
lease enough territory to justify devel-
opment work, which, it is said, will be
commenced in the near future,

Fairy
tales are improbable. What's the odds?

Probability is found in the life story
of everybody, and is the least attrac-
tive part of all these stories.

What's the use of art if it
make us dream?

What's the use of art if it
give wus Dbeautiful truth in
fancies?

Truth and beauty are more impor-
tant than probahbility in detail, and
this play radiates with the truth and
beauty which most appeal to the hu-
man in humanity.

Childhood is the symbol for all that
is winsome, innocent and appealing.

To give us the child, the innocent,
imaginative, loving child, in a maiden,
and a maiden of queenly dignity and
gentle grace, was not an easy task, but
Martha Morton has accomplished the
synthesis.

“The Illusion,” of royal descent,
treasured sacredly as part of her
thought of the mother she had never
seen, kept the child separate from the
associations which teach the world’'s
life all too soen, and left her still a
child even after the years had brought
her to womanhood.

It was a unique conception and gives
our well-beloved Denver girl just the
opportunity she can use to the best
advantage,

It required delicate handling to have
fantastic notions of royal dignity cul-
tivate instead of destroy the child
heart, But this is done by making the
faith in her princess heritage blend
into her devout love for the mother she
hungers for and tries to find in a
treasured picture,

When she finds a living love beam-
ing into her eyes in the flesh and blood
of the chivalrous hero all insistence on
the dream #ipped from her without a
regret,

Someone who belonged to her and to
whom she belonged was what the
child eraved, and when she found that
close at hand she no longer felt all
things must bend to proving her high
lineage.

Meanwhile the hungry desire to keep
herself worthy of her own people had
held her in a sweet dignity, aloof from
others in a lonely but beautiful world
of childish fancies,

In such fashion is it made plausible
that the audience can breathe the air
of exquisite childhood while seeing the
form of dalnty, graceful, queenly
malidenhood.

Romantic lore demands chivalry, and
the play gives it to us in the dearest
sort of a boy hero imaginable.

If the onlooker could not feel the
innocence and purity of the child
heroine, the gentle, reverent restraint
of the boy lover and husband would
make it apparent.
