“I t  la not poeaible to fum iah com­
plete figures showing the num ber of 
women employed in the service out­
side .of W ashington,” said Mr. De- 
graw , ”as In m any cases the sex Is 
not Indicated by the pai>erB of the 
appointee. A t the end of th e  flscai 
year there  were tn  firs t and second- 

. c lass poetofflces 124 assistan t post­
m asters who were women. In th* 
grades below th a t poaition there were 
27,200 women employed as clerks in 
postofflcea, w ith salarlee ranging from 
2400 to 2L700 per year. There are  
probably 700 women poatm astera of 
the fourth  class, bu t no figures a to  
available In th is Instance nor in those 
of mail m essengers or contractors, a l-  
tho  there a re  hundreds of women a c t­
ing In both branches.

* n ie re  a re  no women carriers tn the 
city  delivery service, bu t women a re  
employed aa carriera In the ru ra l serv ­
ice to a  lim ited extent. O ut o f a  total 
of 25322 regular ru ra l carriers 252 are  
women. Aa sub-carriers a ra  nom inated 
by the  regulars. It frequently  happens 
th a t  the wife, daughter or o ther wom­
an  m em ber of the carrier’s fam ily Is 
named. The num ber of women apply­
ing for these places la small.

“{t Is the experience of the depart­
m ent th a t  some of the best ru ra l c a r­
riera to the  service a re  wotnen.

Representative Sliibnan introduced a 
resolution In which he called a tte n ­
tion to* a n  article  In the Houston Poet 
and the F h it  W orth Record to  the e f­
fect tbd t the opposition ”dld not hoi>e 
to  defeat Bailey bu t to pu t a  s ta in  on 
his character.”

A resolution was Introduced provid­
ing th a t Speaker Love secure from  the 
repreaetitatlvee of these two papers the 
nam e of the nuin who said th a t and If 
no t th a t the speaker reprim and these 
new spaper men before the b a r of the 
house. The resolution w as passed by 
an  overwhelming vote, and  Speaker 
Love reserved h is rig h t to question 
the new spaper men until la te r in the 
day.

R epresentative Clements r 9«e a  
question of personal privilege and took 
exception to an  article  In the H ous­
ton Post criticising him for his mileage 
and per diem biU.

At 2:45 o’clock the D uncan reaolu- 
tlon w as called ap. K ing of N acog­
doches w as given the floor h u t su r­
rendered It to Duncan.

Speech by Duncan
Duncan m ade an  argum ent to  tho 

house to show th a t the election of d 
U nited S tates senator could be post­
poned. He called a tten tion  to  a  num ­
ber of caaes in support of hia con­
tention. Speaker Love sta ted  th a t he 
w anted to  know If It w as m andatory 
of him  when he w as called upon to 
m ake arrangem ents for the election 
of a  U n ited  S tates senator.

D uncan believed th a t the  federal 
s ta tu te  w as dtrsetory. and not m anda­
tory. He asked th a t  he be granted 
perm ission to spread ~ his sta tem ent 
upon the records. Speaker Love ruled 
th a t under the rules of the house tha 
m inority  report was ou t of ordeiVgnd 
th a t  a  change in the m ajority  report 
should he m ade b y  am endm ent on the 
floor. 8%e cha ir construed the federal 
s ta tu te  aa  being m andatory. H e said 
he had a  precedent which w as read to 
the  bouse.

’This was apctlon 22 of the congres­
sional record In which objection wan 
made to  the election of a  presidential 
slectoi* from the s ta te  of Vermont, 
Mr. Love said the  decision was given 
by Samuel J . Randell, speaker of the 
house, and ra id  It w as the only a u ­
thority  th a t haa been found. W hen 
L ore concluded the Bailey men a p ­
plauded.

Robertson of T rav is  sta ted  th a t he 
signed the m ajority  report w ith  the 
understanding th a t he could offer an 
am endm ent If be thought It advisable. 
He asked if It was in order. Love 
sta ted  th a t It was not m andatory to 
elect a  senato r In a  spsci^ed tim e hut 
to ballot. The m ajority  report p ro­
viding for the election of a  United 
S ta tes senator was then adopted.

Amendments Subm itted
Alderdlce and Pool subm itted 

am endm ents to  the Kennedy resolution 
to m ake the m easure m ore sweeping. 
Kennedy sta ted  th a t he desired to  ac ­
cept the amendm ent. Duncan sub­
m itted am endm ent which he had of­
fered laat Saturday  in hla speech. He 
said It provided th a t if necessary the 
house comm ittee could set alone.

King of Nhcogdoches. one of the 
youngeat members In the house, made 
an  addreaa In support of the Kennedy 
resolution. He referred to the sweep­
ing Investigation of the resolution as 
“Duncan m onstrosity.“ H s attseked  
Duncan on hla political record and 
criticised him  on the ground th a t he 
waa opposing the dem ocratic nominee. 
He read  the nomination apeech of T. 
B. Love, when Cslberson waa nom i­
nated two years ago. King Instated 
th a t specific charges be m ade/gg*Inst 
Bailey. He said he was authorized by 
Mr. Bailey to  say th a t Davidson had 
rendered Judgmenta In the  a n ti- tru s t 
cases under the ac ts  of 1822 which, he 
said, had  been repealed by the ac ts of 
1903. Duncan Interrjipted. saying th a t 
he would add th a t  specific charge to 
his resolution gladly if K ing so de­
sired. K ing w as not willing to put 
th a t In the  resolution. He criticised 
an assis tan t a tto rney  general for ap ­
plauding a  speech of a  pro-lnvestlga- 
to r from the gallery, claim ing th a t he 
had opposed the dem ocratic nominee 
In Dallas county and was secretary  of 
the Palm er and Buckner club. He re ­
ferred to W. H  H aw kins b u t did not 
mention hla name.

Robertson of 'Travis rose to  a  ques­
tion of personal privilege and good 
naturedly  called down the S tatesm an 
reporter.

Kennedy moved to  reconsider the a c ­
tion of the  house regarding the F ort 
W orth Record and the Houston Post.

P a tton  of Johnson made an  address 
In favor of the Kennedy resolution. He 
pleaded with the house to  Investigate 
thoroly b u t to give Bailey a  square 
deal.

Patton  refenyd  to  W illiam A. 
Cocke’s offer to the senate committee 
to  bring charges against Bailey which 
offer w as m ade yesterday bu t he re ­
quested th a t he have tw enty-four 
b o u ^  time. He said th a t charges de­
noted th a t  the  investigation eonid be 
brought nnder the  Kennedy reeolution. 
Patton  said ,tlu it If Bailey vraa not 
given a  square deal the  dem ocratic pp- 
lltlcal grave yard would have  to  be 
widened, broadened and deepened.

Duncan secured the  floor and spoke 
on the defense of hta resolution. He 
charged Insincerity on the  p a rt of 
some w ho opposed his resolution, 
claim ing th a t the final purpose would 
be to  elect Bailey w ithout an Investi­
gation bscause he w aa (he nominee. 
He said he bad  kept hta tem per when 
the  polsoaed shafts were shot a t  him. 
because the  effort of the opposition 
w as to  aroose Ma anger; he told of 
Jam es 8. Hogg and hla com m tttss 
coming to  him  from  the  dem ocratic 
convention and ask ing  him to run  fo r 
county Judge. He said th a t  th is was 
the only public offloe he bad held pra- 
riouo  to  th is time.
- Holding a lo ft th e  a tto rney  generaTs 
documenta, be said  th a t the evidence 
covers th e  union and required the
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provision allowing the com m ittee to 
go outside the s ta te . H e denied tha t 
th is com m ittee would not have power 
outside -the sta te . H s aald Bailey’s 
speech was th e  best argum ent In favor 
of appointing a  com m ittee with plenty 
of power, because he had made charges 
and reflections which could only be 
proven by going outatde the sta te . He* 
aald the suprem eiJ^itot o l  tru th  known 
to the  world Is A  cross-exam ination, 
and th a t uraa w hat he desired In the 
Investigation.

Duncan exhibited the 21,750 voucher, 
explained th a t upon It were w ritten 
the nam es' of the F>jurth National Bank 
and *the C hatham  N ational Bank of 
New York. He believed tha t two pieces 
of exchange were draw n for* the 
am ount. Duncan followed up the  c ir­

Duncan w as frequently  questioned 

In 
answ er to  a  question he said th a t  be 
had been informed th a t  Oruet had se­
cured .the papera on an  order from 
H enry Clay Pierce, and th a t they 
were not stolen.

"But.” aald Duncan. “Pierce did not 
know they would be used to prosecute 
him  for conducting .a  tru s t.”

D uncan said th a t  h s had  m ade these 
anew'ere upon t ^  inform ation - fa r -  
ntahed him, bu t i f  waa hla purpose to 
s ift a ll the m atte r to  the bottom  with 
a  full investigation. He claimed th a t 
the Iron will behind the effort to  stlfis  
the  investigation was Bailey, not the 
people. He asserted  th a t a  senator 
w as not the  people's lord, bu t the<r 
servant.

P u n c h y  told the opposition not to 
w orry about his democracy. He said 
he had a  bushel o t  le t te r s . from  the 
best Texans who indorsed him, and 
only two letters favored no investi­
gation which were from  “dear sw eet 
women, who knew nothing about the 
facta In the case.”

D uncan followed up the  evidence In

M ust M ark Package
A bill has been Introduced In the 

senate, which If passed, will come very 
near having the effect of the shipm ent 
of intoxicating liquors into local option 
precincts in  Texas. The proposed 
m easure requires th a t upon each such 
shipm ent shall be w ritten plainly, ' i n ­
toxicating liquors.” For a  violation of 
thia offense a  fine of from  226 to  2100 
is Imposed. The drastic  p a rt of bill 
Is th a t it  aeeka to Impose a  tag  of 
25,000 annually  on all express com­
panies In the s ta te  which transport 
the goods and h as  a  place where it is 
stored for the persons for whom it is 
shipped.

Change in Penal Cods 
R epresentative Nobley introduced a 

bill in the house yesterday, am ending 
the penal code regarding the crim e of 
burglary. He goes fu rth e r than  the 
p resent law by  providing th a t In order 
th a t the  crim e of bu rg lary  shall be 
complete, it  shall no t be necessary 
for the  offender to ge t Inside of a 
house or place of business, bu t if he 
only gets p a rt of his body inside, such 
as try ing  to  get In a  window o r door 
with felonolus intent, the offender shall 
be gu ilty  o f burglary. The discharge 
of fire arm s or o ther deadly weapona 
w ith the in ten t of com m itting burg­
lary, shall constitu te a  felony.

A fter Card Players 
R epresentative C. Sperry is going 

a fte r card players In earnest. He pre­
sented a  bill In the house yesterday 
providing th a t If any  person plays a t  a 
game of cards a t  any house which la 
considered a  public place, or a  saloon, 
o r even on the street, he shall be fined 
not less than  225 nor m ore than  2100. 
The drastic  feature  of the proposed bill 
is th a t In prosecuting such cases it 
shall not bs necessary for the s ta te  
to prove th a t any  money or anyth ing  
of value waa bet on such game. The 
offenae, under the proposed bill shall 
be complete w ithout such proof.

In o ther words if  two friends go 
into a  saloon and play a  gam e of pitch 
for the drinks and a re  caught by the 
police, they shall h« guilty  of violating 
the law.

. On W ith Election
The senate  has determ ined to  pro­

ceed w ith the election of a  United 
S ta tes senator next Tuesday, Jah . 22. 
A fter wrangling all day w ith the report 
of the com m ittee on privileges and 
elections, which provided th a t th #  elec­
tion be held then according to  law, 
to which report waa a ttached  a  m i­
nority  adverae report, the  senate 
adopted the m ajority  report by  a  vote 
of 12 to  4.

IS CELEBRATED

Old War Hero Himoiod Ibday 
M an Sduoator

tBeetot to The Teltgroot.
LEXINGTON. Va„ j i n .  I I .—The 

celebration of tbe centennial ann iver­
sary  of the b irth  of General Robert K  

began today a t  W ashington and 
university, tbe  institu tion  of which 

the  fam ous w arrior was president d u r­
ing the five years p rio r to his death. 
The m ain program  will be eSiried out 
tomorrow Lee’a birthday, and will 
consist of patriotic exercises and ad ­
dresses by some of the m ost fkmous 
inen of the north  and south. Hundreds 
of visitors are  arriv ing  here, and 
veterans of the blue and the gray 

.will clasp hands In the college chapel, 
where a  noble recum bent s tA ue  in 
flawless m arble guards tbe  last re s t­
ing place of one of the g rea test mlH- 
tupr leaders the world has ever known.

It Is not as a  w ar hero th a t the 
^ r t lc ip a n ts  In the present celebration 
henor Lee, b u t as  an educator. To th4 
alum ni of W ashington and Lee uni­
versity , scores of whom are  here to 
celebrate the anniversary, Lee was 
g rea ter In peace than  in w ar. To dos- 
ens of distinguished men, gathered In 
Lexington from all parts  of the coun­
try, Lee was guide, counsellor and 
friend. The tribu tes to  be paid to  his 
memory daring  tb# celebration will 
come from the hearts of those who 
knew him and loved him, not as an 
Intrepid leader upon the fields of b a t­
tle. but a s  an  Intellectual and m oral 
teacherr>.^whose victories are won tn 
molding the characters of men. The 
efforts made to secure the attendance 
of all the living alum ni of Lee's time 
have been as  successful as could be 
being entertained by the citisens of 
Lexington. An elaborate banquet has 
been arranged for their benefit. 
Charles F rancis Adams will be the 
principal speaker tomorrow.

It w as five m onths a fte r  he had su r­
rendered St Appom attox th a t Lee a s ­
sumed the presidency of W ashington 
college, the position which he held to 
the tim e of his death, five years later. 
The Confederacy had crumbled before 
tbe onslaughts of Grant, and Lee, like 
so m any o ther southerners, w as im- 
IMverlshed. He was offered m any posi­
tions of honor and emolument. Includ­
ing the presidency of a life Insurance 
company a t  a  salary  of H8.000 a  year, 
bu t refused them  all to  become head 
of the struggling little  Virginia in ­
stitu tion  a t a  salary  of $8,000. The 
school, while rich In historic associ­
ations. was poor In endowment and 
equipment. 'To it Lee gave all the 
streng th  of his influence and genius, 
w ith the result th a t It became the 
Mecca of students from all over the 
south. During the five years tha t Lee 
w as In charge of the destinies of the 
university nearly a  thousand students 
were enrolled and upon all he left the 
im press of his character, free from all 
vindictiveness or hatred. All of his 
efforts were for the restoration of 
peace and harm ony between the peo­
ple of the north  and south.

"It Is particularly  Incumbent upon 
those charged w ith the Instruction of 
the young to set thOro an example of 
submission to au thority ,” he wrote In 
his le tte r of acceptance. The bloody 
sectional s trife  In which he had been 
engaged w as forgotten. Vanquished, 
he became an example of chivalrous 
nobility, g rea ter than  he had ever been 
ar..a vlctar.

WEST TEXAS MAKING GOOD
The m an who perpetrated  the rem ark th a t  "W est 

Texas could promise m ore and do lees, and promise 
less and do more than  any  country on eartb.** struck  
so  closely to tbe tru th  th a t his assertion has become 
m ore o r less axiom atic. Those who have kept an  eye 

. on the g rea t w eetem  portion of th is s ta te  for the past 
tw enty-five years s re  aw are of the tru th  contained In 
th is  very tr ite  enunciation of facL No portion of Texas 
has prem ised more and done less a t  tim es th an  Woot 
Texas, and no portion of tbe sta te  has promised less 
and accomplished more; paradoxical tho It may seem.

Tw enty-five years ago W est Texas w as a  howling 
wilderness In comparison w ith conditions th a t prevail 
In th a t section now. Its first railw ay was then in 
process of construction, and aside from scattered c a t­
tle ranches It was u tterly  undeveloped. The cattlem en 
were tbe pioneers of tha t section, disputing ownership 
and control with the Redskins until the la tte r  were 
successfully driven from  the country, and when the 
cattlem en thought they were in complete control of the 
situation, the sheepmen began to d rif t in w ith their 
despised flocks, and then followed a  fight for suprem acy 
th a t lasted for y e a ra  The fight between the cattle 
and sheep Interests began to a ttrac t a tten tion  and men 
began to  push W est to see the character of the country 
th a t incited so much contention. I t  was a  fa ir and 
goodly appearing domain, and settlers began to go in 
to possess lu

The railway had In the m eantim e stretched Its way 
across all th a t country, and thriving little towns began 
to spring up all along the line. Cattlem en raised the 
contention th a t nothing could be raised In th a t sec­
tion but hell and cattle, and discouraged the coming 
of the man wlih the hoe a t every tu rn  In the road.- And 
for years Dame N ature seemed to be on the side of 
the pioneer cattlem en. There were years when tlie 
cloudless skies brought no rain, and for one period of 
tw enty-tw o months, back In the early ’80s there was 
nc rain. The seed comm itted to broad bosom of old 
njother earth  never germ inated, and It seemed that 
fam ine would soon sta lk  abroad in the land. There 
w as an appeal to the world for aid, and' soon assistance 
came rolling In. St. Louis was among the first to 
resp<'>nd, and quantities of food and supplies came from 
th a t source. Thousands of people left the west and 
came back on the east side of the  Brazoa. To all they 
told the 8an>e story of having starved out, and de­
clared there was nothing in W est Texas for a  poor 
man. And this was the tim e when W est Texas was 
promising much and  doing little.

There were business men In W est Texas towns, 
however, who did not lose confidence In the situation. 
Bales of cotton and other farm  products were d is­
played In bank windows, and the local papers teemed 
w ith the agricu ltural possibilities of the west. W’hen^ 
seasonable years came the country made surprising 
yields of all f.arm products, and It was not long until 
a n o th e r stream  of Imm igration was pouring Into that 
•ectlon. This last stream  was composed of men who 
had sised up the situation and decided tha t as a stric t 
farm ing proposition W est Texas would not pay. But 
they had worked It ou t In their own minds th a t by 
ccm binlng fann ing  and stock raising they would hit 
a  winning combination, and they did. The stock farm er 
is the m an who Is responsible for the rejuvenation of 
the west, for he is the elem ent who first gave any 
th ing like stability  to the settlem ent of th a t country. 
He is rapidly compelling the retirem ent of the big 
ranches, and, under his tutelage W est Texas has be­
come the most prosperous portion of the state .

And for three years now W est Texas has made bet­
ter crops of cotton and corn and all o ther products 
s tra igh t th ru  than  any other portion of the state. Two 
bales of cotton to the acre were m ade on m any acres 
of W est Texas soil last year, and  a  bale to the acre 
was common. T he people are  of the opinion tha t the 
seasons have changed and th a t W est Texas has come 
within the rain cycle. Many of them  believing the 
filling of the Saltón basin In California by the w aters 
of the  Colorado have brought th is about, and they are 
hopeful th a t th is great inland sea will be perm itted to 
stand  In splto of the efforts th a t are now dirocted 
against It. They point to the thousands of acres of 
ungathered cotton yet rem aining In th a t section and 
say If W est Texas is not now a  farm ing country they 
would like to know the reason why

New railw ays are being built th ruou t t'nat section, 
cities and towns are growing as if continually touched 
by a  magic wand, and never in the history of the sta te  
has there been witnessed such an  Influx of Immigration 
as Is now pouring in. Every freigiit tra in  going west 
carries Its complement If im m igrant cars, and the 
railw ays have been ocnrpelled to more than double all 
tra in  se r\ice  In order to handle the business of that 
section. I t Is now more than  m aking good.

FITTING TRIBUTE TO LYTLE
The press of the s ta te  has paid high tribu te  to  the 

memory of the late  Captain John T. Lytle, of th is city, 
secretary  and general m anager of the C attle Raisers’ 
Association of Texas, bu t one of the m ost fitting  
tribu tes to t h i  memory of th is tru ly  excellent gentle­
m an appeared in the columns of the San Antonio Stock- 
nMn and fanner. I t  Is as folloa-s:

C aptain John  T. Lytic Is dead. The annoubcem ent 
of his passing aw ay caused great sorrow and expres­
sion. of genuine regret in Texas and the Southwest, 
w h e n  he was so generally known. A pioneer In th s  Uva 
stock Industry he w'ss the best known m an in  live 
stock circles In the entire  W est and Sout'nwest. No 
better, b raver or kindlier m an ever lived. This Is the 
Judgment of all who knew him. John Lytle In his day 
helped more men to s ta r t  In life than  any m an of 
whom we have knowledge. All he w anted to know was 
the m an honesL R m attered not about security. Cap­
ta in  Lytle loved a  dollar as do others, b u t he worshipped 
men, not gold. He will not be rem embered because of 
the  money he did or did not accum ulste. bu t because of 
the in terest he took in hunum lty aud the  development 
of the g rea t live stock Industry of the Southwest. No 
m onum ent of bronze is necessary to perpetuate his 
memory. H is good deed* will l ire  longer than  a  pile 
of m etal o r stone. In  the earlier days of the cattle  
business In Texas C aptain Lytle was known a s  *T7attIa 
King.’* A t the tim e of hla death  he was associated in 
tbe eattle  busloeas w ith  T. J . Moore, John R. Blocker 
and W . K  Jennings^ th e se ' gentlemen .owning the  ' 
ranch and ca ttle  holdings o f the P ledra B lanca Catti# 
Company in tbe  s ta te  of CoahuUa, Mexico. A t h is 
death  he was secretary  of tba C attle R alsenf Associa- 
tkm  of Texas, the g rea test lire  stock organlsatloa la  
the  world.

There m ay be a  touch of 
in tu ition  In our m ethods, bu t there is 
a  lot of hard  work coupled w ith It. ’

The secret service departm ent costa 
each railroad system  thotuKinds of dol­
lars  a  year, bu t the  protection of the  
patron  and the com pany's property 
m akes It necessary. Local police a u ­
thorities cannot be expected to  keep 
In touch w ith  the m eandering In terests 
of a  big and In tricate  common carrier. 
I t  m ust have a  police of Us own to 
which to tell iU  troubles.

In  the Mexican 
iwar he w as promoted repeatedly for 
dlstlnguiabed aervicca a t  Carro Oordo, 
Ckmtrsras, Cfltarnbuaco and  Cbapnita- 
pae.

Oeneral Lee’s first thought w as fo r the  
com fort of bis men. H e rem arked to  
(General G rant th a t they  bad tieen liv­
ing fo r tlM las t few  days principally 
upon parched com  and w ere badly la 
need of ratlona. W hen G rant immedi­
ate ly  snggested th e  sending of 26,000 
rations to  th a  sorfanderad seldlers, 
Lae’s  couBtenaaca showed th a t  ha fe lt 
greatly  relieved.

General Lee possessed the  atotc de­
votion to  duty of a Bpartan mother. 
The charge of nepotism pever could 
be laid against him. H e had three 
sons in the arm y, tw o of them  generala 
and thh other a  captain. A t <me tim e 
President Jefferson D avis thought of 
sending General Lee to  command the 
w estern arm y. The leader’s son. Gen­
eral Cnstis Lee^ w as tb « i  on the per­
sonal staff of Prasidant Davis. The 
la tte r  held young Lee In such high re­
gard  as a soldier th a t be decided to  
appoint him to  succeed bis fa ther In 
command of the Army of Northern Vir­
ginia. H e instrncted another officer to  
visit G enersl Robert B  Lee and ask  
him to assign Oeneral Chistia Lee to  
th a t command. The old chiM taln re ­
plied:

“I am very much obliged to  Mr. D a­
vis for his high opinion of Costla Lee. 
bu t be 1« an  untried m an in file field, 
and I  cannot appoint him to th a t com­
mand. I cannot jiasa by my tried  offi­
cers and take fo r th a t position a  com­
paratively  new man, especially when 
th a t  m an Is my own son. Mr. Davis 
can m ake the assignm ent if be fiilnks 
proper. I certainly shall not do so.”

A Federal general w as confined In 
Libby prison. A t fiie sam e tim e Gen­
eral W. H. F . Lee, another son of tba  
comm ander, w as a  prisoner of w ar a t  
Fortrass Monroe, having bean captured 
by the Federala whlla lying a t  bis 
home severely wounded. The Federal 
general conceived the idea o f having 
bimaelf exchanged for the young Con­
federate, b a t  General Lee declined to  
ask any favor for bis own son th a t be 
conld not aok for file hum blest soldier 
in his arm y.

D uring the battle  o f G ettysburg Gen­
eral Lee turned  asidg a  m om ent from  
pressing dnties to  rebnke an  officer 
who w as  beating an  unruly horse. On 
a  tra in  near Richmond a  p rivate  Oon- 
federate  soldier w ith  a  wonndad a m  
in a  aling on a  cold day w aa try ing  
vainly to  put on hla overcoat, using hla 
teeth  to  a id  hla one good arm . An of- 
flear stepped fo rw ard  from  th e  e th e r 
end of the  c a r and  helped fit« wounded 
m an p o t on bis coat, than bn ttoaad  I t 
around him.

A  prellngna^y appropfeiaMon 
m ade by congress ta i tS r in te r  has been 
exhausted, b u t the  w ork a lready  done 
haa served to  give some idea of the  
g randeur and  ex ten t of th e  ruins, and  
h a s  furnished an  object lesson for Stu­
dents of Am ericaii archae<rfogy.

The C asa G rande ru ins a re  sU uated 
n ear the  village of Florence, abouS 
twelve m iles from  tb s  S an ta  Fe ra il­
w ay and  eighteen m iles from  the  
Southern Pacific line. They consist of 
th ree c lnsters of buildings, covered by 
m ounds of earth . One o f these build­
ings h as  been partially  excavated u n ­
der th e  direction of Dr. J . W alter 
Fewkes, of the  A m erican B ureau  of 
Bhhnology, who is In charge of the  
work. U  ts 360 by 430 feet in  extent. 
A nother of the  ancien t struc tu re .s  a c ­
cording to  Dr. FSwkea, Is over 300 feet 
wide and SOO feet long.

The story of her b rav ­
ery  In one of the wildest storm s tha t 
has visited the coast In months Is be­
ing told and retold forward and a f t  
on every cra ft sailing from  th is port.

Mrs. K ruger traveled 10,000 miles 
from Norway to m arry  Captain K ru­
ger, and she w as*on her f ir s t  trip  
out w ith him when the vessel s tran d ­
ed in a  terrific  storm.

T hirty -th ree  men, not w anting to 
en ter the lifeboats before the woman, 
stood irresolute on the  deck.

“Miss, there's not once chance In a  
theusand th a t this wreckage can float 
another five minutes,” begged one of 
the old sailors. “Corns ashore with 
us, ma’am. Your huMiand will go 'down 
with the vessel sure, for I know him. 
He'll never leave her this side of Davy 
Jones’ place."

“’th en  I v'on’t either,” smiled the 
young woman, as the men took to the 
lifeboats.

Two hours later the  young captain 
was overcome by his wife’s devotion.

“Come, girl.” he said slipply, as the 
lifeboat returned for the thiM  time, 
"we'd better go.”

As they shoved off there was a  te r­
rific crash, and the  wrecked ship d is­
appeared from view.

Mexico Improving Stock 
SAN An t o n i o . Texas, Jan . J4.— 

Mexico Is buying more well-inred breed­
ing cattle  than  any  a iv '^ te te s  In the 
union. This is a  claim made by breed­
ers of good beef stock.

From  the m ost m iserable specimens 
of range ca ttle  to  the finest grades on 
tee  continent is the record of the Dlax 
republic in the last ten years.

The oattle-ra islng  industry  in the re ­
public is now one of the principal 
sources of prosperity there. The large 
ranch  of Don Luts Terrasaa and his 
aoB-in-isw , Enrique C. Creel, the new 
sjBbaseador to  the United States, which 
covers m any thousands *of acres in 
Chihuahua. Is one of the beet-stocked 
cattle  ranches In the world.

This ranch has more than  a  thou­
sand Hereford bulls th a t a re  of blood 
royal. But there  are  m any other 
ranches in various piLrts of the repub­
lic where ca ttle  of the best quality  have 
replaced the scrubs of a  few years ago.

The dairy cattle  Industry is also be­
ing pushed to the front in the repub­
lic and all along the line the breed 
of live stock Is being bettered. This 
Is due in chief to the g rea t num ber of 
progressive Am erican cattlem en who 
have removed to the republic to  en ­
gage In cattle  raising. Their lead has 
proven profitable to the Mexican ranch^ 
owners.

A t the receat Ssn Antonio In te rn a ­
tional F a ir  a  Mexican ranch owmer 
placed an  order for 400 miles of wire 
for his tòeep pasture.

C aptsin  John T. Lytle, secretary  of 

tee  C attle R aisenf Association o t Tex­
as, and for half a  cen tury  one o t the 
best known cattlem en of the Lone S ta r  
state , died a t  hie home In San An­
tonio yesterday, according to  a  d is­
patch recetved from  there  today. Cap- 

_jain Lytle contracted tu b é rc u lo ^  l u t  
eununer while on a  «rip th ru  the P an ­
handle and in the  l u t  few weeks hls 
life had been despaired o f by hie fam ­
ily and doaest frlenda He w u  nearly 
70 years of age and had been a  rest- 
dent of San Antonio for fifty  years. 
He w u  for m any years a  committee­
m an of the C attle Raisers' Aasociation 
and la te r  second vice p residen t while 
on the  death  of form er Secretary  jr. 
C. Loving a  few years ago. Captain 
Lytle w u  named his successor ,and 
had served in th a t capacity  w ith '  
tlnctioa.

C aptain Lytle w u  among the 
widely known cattlem en In tee  United 
SteAes, and a  pioneer among the "dat- 
tie U aga" of Texas. He eBtabUshed a  
g rea t ranch w est of San Antonio in  the 
early  days and for m any years w u  
one of the largest growers o f cattle 
In the sta te  and each y e u  cam e over 
the old S an ta  F s  tra il w ite m any thou­
sands of hls cattle, bound for northern 
range*  He sold out hls T e x u  ranch a  
few years ago and invested heavily 
in ranch property In old Mexico, own­
ing an  extenaive ca ttle  ranch there 
a t  the tim e of h is death.

Captain w u  alsrays an  ardent work­
e r  w herever Uves took  men convened, 
and had been prondnent in  te e  affa irs  
of tee  National U v esto d t Association, 
the. AsMrtcan Stock Growers’ Asso­
ciation and later the A m ertcan-N a- 
Uonal Livestock Associatioa, wMle hls 
active Interest In the Cattle Rsiaere' 
Associatioa o f . T e x u  made him  one 
of tee  m ost consplcuetu cattle  men of 
tee  stato. A ptooeer In th e  T e x u  ca t­
tle  business, be w u  among the more 
progressive of the rangemen- and  had

Fort W orth A ttontoys Would Liko to  

Soo Oookot Cioamd Up
A petition signed by about 160 a t ­

torneys h as  been forwarded to Austin 
asking th a t a new crim inal court be 
established and located a t I \ n t  W orth, 
th a t la a n  exclusive crim inal court for 
'Tarrant county, be created. Support­
ing the petition are  sta tem ents show­
in g  the congested condition of the 
dockets of the two d istric t courts here 
and the absolute need for relief.

There a re  now j;>ending on the dock­
ets of the Seventeenth and F brty - 
eighth d istric t courts of T a rra n t coun­
ty  3,960 cases and of th a t num ber there 
are over ISO crim inal cases, a  large 
numlMr of the la tte r  being m urder or 
capitgl cases, the tria l of which can 
easily take several days for each.

W lien the new court house was de­
signed, an tic ipating  the need for a  spe­
cial crim inal court for the county, a  
room on the second floor w as planned 
for the T a rra n t county crim inal court 
and If it is established there will be 
no need for any additional w ork on 
the court house o ther than  the fu r­
nishing of the court room. I t  is on 
the north side of the building and in 
the middle of the second floor adjoin­
ing the county a ttorney’s office.

“There are  crim inal courts of the 
character desired here a t  San Antonio. 
Galveston, Houston and Dallas and the 
business which legitim ately comes be­
fore a  court of th is description as fully 
Justifies an  additional court in T a r­
ra n t county as it does In the other 
counties and cities,” said an  attorney  
today.

The petition was sen t to  A ustin, on 
T hursday w ith the requesL th a t action 
be taken tq  the end th a t Ih e  legisla­
tu re  m ay a c t w ith prom ptness in 
bringing the relief which it is claimed 
is urgently  needed.
