Neither Aveoj^er Nor Victim 
Above Beproofih

JEBOME TO HAVE CHABGE

Whether the nmwFKten Law*' or In­
sanity Will Be Urged by Defense 

Is Not Yet Known

Special to The Tetepram,
NEW  YORK. Jan . 19.—W ith th e  

date  set for tbe tria l of H arry  K. Thaw 
less than  two days d istan t, th is fa ­
m ous case has again  become tbe chief 
topic of conversation in the m etropo­
lis. Not since Edw ard S. Stokes killed 
Jim  Fisk, In 1571, has a  tragedy caused 
such universal com m ent in th is  city. 
The prominence of both assassin  and 
victim , the dram atic  m ethod e f the 
crim e and the v a n d a ls  with which ru ­
m or has connected both Thaw  and 
W hite have given an  elem ent of tragic 
In terest to the case sufficient to arouse 
the curiosity  of th e  m ost blase of New 
Yorkers.

The Fatal Shooting
Regarding the m ain facte of the k ill­

ing of S tanford W hite, the d istin ­
guished and w ealthy architect, there is 
no doubt, and it is likely th a t the pros­
ecution will spend little  tim e in pre­
senting its  case. Four or Ave w it­
nesses will tell the story  of the shoot­
ing  of W hite by Thaw a t  tbe M adi­
son Square roof garden on the evening 
of June 25 last. I t  was during the Arst 
perform ance of a  frothyl frivolous 
play, known as "Mile. Cham pagne." 
and while a  m an on the gaudy stage 
w as singing, “I Could Love a  Thousand 
Girls,’’ th a t a  pistol shot pu t an end 
to  the festivities. S tanford W hite lay 
dead a t  the table, and H arry  Thaw, 
a  smoking pistol in his . band, w as 
beard to say:

"You ruined my wife, dam n you, and 
now I’ve got you.”

Thaw w as Immediately arrested  and 
placed In the Tombs prison, where he 
has been confined since th«r tragedy. 
H is wife, p retty  Evelyn Nesblt Thaw, 
a  form er chorus girl and protege of 
Stanford W hite, is expected to  be an 
im portan t w itness-for the defense, and 
will probably tell of her relations w ith 
the  w ealthy architect.

' F irem an A. C. W illiams, aged 39 
yearA of the F o rt W orth and Denver 
road w as killed in a  wreck a t  Rbome 
a t  7 o’clock FVlday evening and E ngi­
neer A ugustus Cunningham  Is now 
lying a t  the St. Joseph Infirm ary In a  
serious condition as  tbe resu lt of the 
same accident.

The two trainm en left FV>rt W orth 
a t  6:05 o’clock F riday afternoon on the 
regular F b rt W orth sskI Denver pas­
senger run and upon arriv ing a t  a  sid­
ing ju s t south of Rhorae, which is 
tw enty-six  miles north  of th is city, 
s tn ick  an  open switch, near which was 
standing a  heavily loaded w ork train .

Firem an W illiams received in juries 
from  which he died in a  short time.

Engineer Cunningham ’s left leg was 
crushed midway between the knee and 
ankle, necessitating am putation follow­
ing his arrival in F b rt W orth. H is 
left arm  was fractured, deep cu ts  were 
received on the chin and across tho 
bead and painful bum s were inAlcted 
about the body.

A special tra in  w as secured and the 
men were hurried to th is city. F irem an 
W illiams dying while being conveyed to 
the a m b u U ^ e .

Despite his m any and painful In­
juries, Cunningham bore up wonder­
fully well, and altbo erroneous reports 
were circulated as to bis death, word 
was given out a t  the infirm ary S a tu r­
day afternoon to the effect th a t 
chances for his recovery were consid­
ered very favorable.

Firem an W illiams was a  member of 
the W ldhita F^lls lodge. No. 552, 
Brotherhood of Locomotive Firem en, 
and Engineers and resided a t  1505 Elm 
street, where a  wife and two 
children survive " him. Tbe funeral 
services will be held from the fam ily 
residence a t  S o’clock Sunday a fte r­
noon.

Fhiglneer Cunningham, who ascribes 
the wreck as the result of a  neglecte«! 
switch, resides w ith his fam ily a t  Fkuit

Appomatox. w here R  w ent down in 
defeat an d  w here its  flag  w as furled 
and pu t aw ay  a  sacred and honored 
relio of the  g rea test w ar o f m odem  
tim es, feelings of patrio tism  and love 
for the leader o f tbe  g randest arm y 
th a t  aver m arched.

The oelebration of th e  day  has been 
a  memonUMe one In Confederate c ir­
cles In F o rt Wtorth. T hru  the s tree ts  
of the Mty 900 old aoldlers m arched in 
peace behind tbe  flag which in tbe 
alxtles th ey  foMowed Into bloody b a t-  

• tle. They w ere old m en—all of them, 
an d  ae they w alked th ru  the  s tree ts  of 
the  c ity  som e of them  tottered. T hey 
could n o t keep step  a s  they  once did 
b u t a s  th ey  m arohed their hearta  were 
ju e t a s  jroung aa over fo rty  years ago. 
Thaae old m arching veterana were of 
a  passing  genaraUon auid aa such  they 
w ere honored a s  they m arched th ru  
the  city’s  streeta.

A t 11 o’clock 100 m em bers of R. R  
Loo camp. u. C. V„ asaembled a t  their 
h sadquartera  and  m arched down Main 
s tree t to  EBghtb, thence to  Houstosi, 
thence to  N in th  and to  the city  hall. 
Polytechnic College band lead the  pro- 
ceaelon. followed by m em bers o f the 
camp. General K. M. Van Z aad t of 
the  T exas DIvtalon, Com m ander R  W.

L se camp, w as Introduced and sang 
splendidly “My Dad Carried a  F lag 
to r  DIxEct” and w as rew arded by 
voclferbus cheers. '

en tbnslastic  agpün.

T g e m  of the program  w as a  rec ita ­
tion by Miss Lucille-EU lott. “General 
L ee a t- th e  B attle  o f the  W ilderness,” 
foliowlng which the  Glee Clnb rendered 
“Dixie Land.”

Hon. O. 8 . L a ttim o ra  o ra to r of the 
day. w as then IntrodaBOd a n d  dMIv- 
ered one o f  th e  nM>st eloquent ad- 
^ reesas  and moot fitting  tribu te  to  the 
g rea t southern , leader ever beard In 
Texdk. H e bagan his rem arks by say ­
ing: '

“Thare Is a  tm e  saying th a t  It 'Joes 
not m atte r w here you fIgbL b u t how 
you fight aa d  w hat you figh t for. I t  
Is Bw disgrace to  be knocked down, 
b u t It te to  lie there. Thrnw la no 
honor aver oonferred on me o r  e re r  
will ba  á a t  I  w in cherish and  bold 
mofte dear th a n  th a t of being asked 
to  speak to  you of who followed the 
g iuataat laader o f m odem  tim as to  
battle.

"There a re  men who have clfYnbed 

to  such heights th a t language Is too 
poor to  supply words to  Jo  them  Jus­
tice. General Lee w as one of those 
men. H e w rung from  his political op­
ponents a  high place in the national 
hall of fam e and Is enshrined In the 
hea rts  of h is people-

“I have  stood on the  sum m it of 
P ike’s P eak  knd have seen the won­
drous w orks of na tu re  there ; have 
stood a t  the Golden G ate on the w est­
ern  shores and have seen the m ighty 
Pacific beating  In all Its terrific  
g randeur aga in st California’s  breast, 
bu t never In all my life did I ever feet 
m yself so unable to do a  subject Jus­
tice as now w hen I a ttem p t to  speak 
of th e  g rea t m an of whom I speak.”

The speaker w ent back  to when the 
N orm ans u n d ^  W illiam the Con- 
qnerer landed on English shores and 
wreated the land from  th e  Anglo- 
Saxon a t  H astings, and said th a t there 
be found an  ancestor of Lee, and  In 
direct descent from  the landing of the  
N orm ans he  traced  the Lee fam ily 
down to 190 years ago on the banks 
of the  Potom ac In VlKglnia, where R. 
E. Lee was born . H I  spoke of Gen­
era l Lee as  a  B onaparte In war, a  
W ashington in patriotism , a  L a f a ^ t te  
In chivalry, a  Chesterfield In courtesy 
and  a  S partan  m other In devotion. 
From  the  b irth  of Général Lee to h is 
death, the speaker followed dpsely  h is  
career, touching on all his noble qiuil- 
Itles both o f h e a rt and m ind; hi# love 
o f hi# people and s ta te ; spoke of him 
as  a  son and a  father, as a  w arrior and 
a  m an of peace; as an  educator, as a 
hum anitarian  and a  pa trio t; and as be 
spoke te a rs  could be seen In the up ­
turned  eyes of m any old soldiers in 
th s  audience. The address th ruou t 
w as listened to w ith alm ost b rea th ­
less attention, except a t  tim es when 
the speaker would indtnge In some a p ­
preciated p a ’ ;?yiic of the g rea t sol­
dier, and then the audience would 
bu rst ou t in its  applause th a t drow n­
ed the speaker's voice.

General R obert Edw ard Lee is being 
generally obaerved by the  people of 
Virglnis. today. All bnainess la p rac- 
Ucally suspended. Memorial services 
w ere held a t  noon in  which hundreds 
of Confederate soldiers and sons and 
d a j^ h te ra  of veterana. Joined. M any 
Klchmond people have gone to  Lexlng- 
ton. w here the  ann iversary  Is being 
celebrated a t  W aahlniftoa and Lee uni- 
verslty , the institu tion  over which Lee 
presided a fte r  th# w ar.

The movem ent Is a  general ob- 
servanCb of the hundredth  snnlversary  
o t Lee’s b irth  originated in this city, 
and it w as in ccnnpliance with a  re ­
quest of the  people of Richmond th a t 
General Stephen D. Lee, comm ander 
of the U nited Confederate Veterans, 
issued his order for a  sim ultaneous 
celebration In all p a rts  of the country 
a t  noon today. In th is  order no sug­
gestion as  to  thè’ form  of the services 
w as made, o ther than  the use of the 
hymns. “F or All Sain ts W ho From  
T heir Labors Rest." an d  “How Firm  a  
Foundation. Ye Sain ts of the Lord.” 
The singing of these bym na in which 
thousands of persons Joined, w as a  
prom inent p a rt of the program  here.

The entiuiaiasm  pervading today 's 
celebration proves th a t  the memory of 
Lee still holds a  place of honor in the 
h ea rts  of all loyal V irg in iana shared 
only by th a t o ther g rea t citisen who 
w as the fa the r of his country. Lee 
w as bom  in W estm oreland county, the 
birthplace of W ashington, on Jan . 19, 
1^07. Choosing the life of a  soldier, 
he entered W est Point Ih 1825 and 
g raduated  w ithout a  single dem erit 
m ark  against his name, en tering  the 
engineer corps. W hen 2S years of age 
he m arried M ary C ustia  a  daughter 
of the adopted son of Cieorge W ash­
ington. H is bravery  during the  w ar 
w ith Mexico earned m any promotions 
for Lee, his services a t  Cbapultepec and 
Cerro Gordo having particu larly  d is­
tinguished him in the eyes of his su ­
periors. In 1850 he w as m ade super­
intendent of W est Point M ilitary 
Academy, and the  ability  w ith which 
he filled th a t position is still g ra te ­
fully rem em bered by m any officer-» 
now in  the service of the United S tates 
arm y.

In 1855 be w as m ade lieutenant 
colonel of the Second cavalry and en­
gaged In m any fierce conflicts against 
the Conumebes and o ther w arring 
tribes in Texas. In 1869 be returned  to 
his home a t  Arlington. Va., on a  fu r­
lough and participated  in the capture 
of John Brown a t  H arpers Ferry. In 
1861 Lee w as m ade a  colonel, and a  
few m onths la te r A braham  Lincoln 
offered him the command of the 
United S ta tes arm y. The g rea t and 
wise Lincoln perceived In Lee ano ther 
who oomblaed wisdom and grandeur 
of character. He realised th a t his sc - 
qatsltlon to  th e  «ndoa forces would 
be a  g rea t blow to  the south  In the 
im pending couflict. The s ta r  of G rant 
had no t yet risen, and the union had 
no g rea t m ilitary  leader such as  L in­
coln, w ith the eyes of a  prophet, fore­
saw  th a t  Lee would becom a The reply 
of Lee to  th is  fla tte ring  offer was 
characteristic . "I will not take up a rm s 
ag a in st m y s ta te , m y home and m r  
country."

General Welaeley vUrtted th is country 
du riny  the dlatrssslny tim e o f our 
g rea t civil war, and in a  volume of 
autoAioyraphy w ritten  by him la ter he 
y a re  bis bnpresslons of the yreat 
southern  chteftain. H e sasrs:

P ractically  In the 
cen ter of Reeves countj’, she can, an J  
Is, draw ing the trade  from  the  whole 
w estern portion of the county, which 
Include« the  rich  and rapidly develop­
ing Toyah Creek country  where large 
irrigation works are  now being pu t in 
operation. Toyah Is the  neareet sh ip ­
ping point for all the cattle  country  
between there and Davis m ountaina 
which m ountain country  Is going to 
some day be one of the  finest farm ing 
sections In the United S tates. Besides 
ail this, large su lphur beds have been 
disoow red w ithin tw enty  miles of the 
town and will soon be pushed w ith 
am ple capital.

HOUSE PASSED 
THE SUBSTITUTE

Siajiy Amcndmoits for Danram 
Resc^ation '

Bperlml to The Telegram.
AUSTIN, Texas, Jan , 19.—By a  vove 

of 85 to 56 the house of rep resen ta­
tives yesterday evening substitu ted  
the Kennedy resolution for the D uncan 
resolution, providing for an  investiga­
tion of Senator Bailey and A ttorney 
General Davidson. This w as done a fte r  
the original Kennedy substitu te  bad 
been amended, or ra th e r  a fte r  several 
am endm ents had been accepted. Both 
Baskin and Lane voted for the resolu­
tion.

The resolution as  it now stands p ro­
vides for the appointm ent of a  com­
m ittee which shall sit to hear charges 
and to investigate such charges if they 
are  made. The firs t substitu te  required 
th a t such charges should be m ade un ­
der oath and should be specific. The 
substitu te  adopted only requires said 
charges to  be m ade in writing, and 
they  need nob be specific, bu t can be 
made upon inform ation and  belief, and 
there is no lim it to the charges which 
can be mads.

The firs t substitu te  lim ited the oper­
ations of the com m ittee to the sta te  of 
Texas. The substitu te  adopted gives it 
a  so rt of ex tra -te rrito ria l jurisdiction 
in th a t it  provides th a t the  com m it­
tee m ay send two of its  m em bers to 
points outside of the s ta te  to  ge t te s ti­
mony. In view of the fact th a t the 
Duncan resolution was substitu ted  out 
of existence, the Bailey people a re  
claim ing a  decisive victory. Judjge D un­
can, however, positively disclaim s bis 
side has been defeated.

“W e drove them  from pillar to post,” 
said he, “and the resolution orhich they 
have adopted differs very little  frdm  
th a t which we proposed. It is true  th a t 
it requires the presentation of charges, 
bu t these charges need not be specific; 
they can be m ade upon Information and 
belief, and I ra th e r th ink th a t such 
charges will be made. In th a t  event 
there  will be an investigation .”

The determ ination of th is m atte r was 
reached a fte r a  long debate. Mr. King 
of Nacogdoches and Judge •T’atton  of 
Johnson spoke early  in the day and 
then Judge D uncan closed th e  a rg u ­
m ent for the original resolution and 
Mr. Cobbs for the substitu te. The g a l­
lery crowds w ere m ucb sm aller than  
they have heretofore been and the de­
bate was ra th e r listless until the a fte r­
noon session. D uring the afternoon 
hours the In terest In It was heightened 
by a  knowledge of the fact th a t a t 
the m orning session Speaker Love had 
ruled, as a  m atte r of order, th a t the 
legislature m ust, on Jan . 22, ballot for 
United S ta tes senator, and the fu rther 
fact th a t the house had adopted the re ­
port of the m ajority  of the com m it­
tee providing fo r balloting a t  the tim e 
m entioned. ____ _______
