So, after 
picking myself up, I fell up stairs, and*

mind; America was never left yet.‘

Cable From France’s 
Noted Literature

Most

(Copyright tv Utartt Sre» Smite.) 

Sptfial Cable to The Tetogrom,
PARIS, Jan. It.—I have juet re­

turned from Strasburg, the capital of 
Alsace, where I have been spending a
week. While there I had occasion to 
converse with all the big factory own-
era ^of the • district, a« well as with 
numerous Catholic priests established 
there, and who exercise considerable 
Influence in the country.

On every side I met with the same 
statement: "We shall have war In
the spring.” As I showed an Inclina­
tion to be skeptical on this score, my 
informants replied: "The reason of
this is very simiHe. The elections 
which will shortly take place with re­
lation to the relchstag will certainly 
tot have the reeult expected by the 
German emperor. Not only will the 
representatives o f the liberal party, 
which supports his policy, not he re­
turned in increased numbers, but 
will also find ttist he has seriously 
to reckon with the socialist and Cath- 
oitc parties.

The result is that WlUlam II will 
be obliged either to bend to the will 
of parties which are hostile to him or 
be forced to once more dissolve the 
parUament which has been constituted 
by universal suffrage."

"It seems to me." I said, "that this 
is a very serious step to take."

"So it la. . Thta is the way revolu­
tions come about. The German em­
peror Is welt aware of this fact, and 
It is because be sees no other way 
of solving the problem than by a sen­
sational move that we are convinced 
he will declare war. He foresees that 
he will be victorious and will seise 
this opportunity to hoist himself upon 
a still higher pedestal when he can 
dictate terms to the empire, against 
which there can be no reply.

"It might be that the Issue of this 
war would be diametrically opposite to 
what he expects. Internal revolt pre­
vails In the German army to a far 
greater degree than is generally sup­
posed. Owing to ths governing o f the 
army m-ith a mailed flat, this body 
seems far mors dlselplinSd than tt is 
in reality, and ths troubles and dis­
turbances consequent upon a caro- 
paigm carried on with disobedient and 
undisciplined troops of socialists, ool- 
Isctivists, I\>les and Alsace-Lonalne 
will ensue. Believe us, we are on the 
eve of terrible events."

And so willy nllly the 
Catholics find themselves obliged to 
bend under the loke o f a law which 
they have refused to accept They 
want to pose as victims, but they will 
have to give up that pretention; there 
is no martyrdom awaiting them, no 
obetacles will be placed In their 
path."

Thus has M. Clemenceau performed 
with much grace and agility a pi­
rouette which would w'ould do honor 
to a clowm. The struggle between the 
Catholics and Fh-ee Thinkers has, how­
ever, presented sn aspect which Is 
singularly flattering to the former. So 
perfect Is the cohesion existing among 
the teithful that at ths time when I 
writing these lines not a singla bishop 
has gone counter to the papal Instruc­
tions. but among the 40,000 parishes 
of France one only, that o f Mervllle. 
has formed an assaclatlbn for wor­
ship, tn conformity w'ith the civil law 
o f France, snd contrary to the orders 
emanating from papal authority.

An Appeal te Votere 
Eldltor Telegram:

At last the morning paper has. deem-, 
*ad It time to.open up fta edlterlal bat- 
tarlm. Up to the present It has kept 
dlacraetly silent In regard to bringing 
the proposed new charter before the 
people for vote on election, but In­
stead It has bean foatacing the Idea of 
making It a law as .quickly as p6ssl- 
ble. so a general election can be called 
In April to elect a  mayor and com­
mission.

- « It-poaaa as a  champion o f the p w - 
pla’a rights; and yat It has used ita 
Influence to secure this new charter 
sad aetabllah this new form of gov­
ernment without consulting all the peo­
ple’s wishes.

oMll and acumen, has been trying to 
m old publle sentlmenlr - against • our 
present charter and council, and to 
foist another cJistter and smgller 

•council upon us with enormous salaries, 
for that Is all this commission can 
possibly* mean. -  * '

It now says the council acted sus­
piciously and with undue haste In call­
ing an election. Tlha .council ^waited 
for the mayor and cltlsens’ committee 
to call such an election for It was 
generally understood that the said 
coihmlttee was going tX so do, but not 
a sound camo * from the Record, ths 
mayor or committee In behalf of an 
election, hence the eauncll-acted, part-, 
ly on its own account and because 
hundreds of cltlsens were demanding it 
o f that body.

In calling the election the council 
has stirred up a hocniet’a nest among 
those who wish this newly formed 
charter to become a law without a vote 
o f the people upon It 

The Record says that “ not a single 
representative citizen has gone Into 
print with an objection against the 
proposition of the citizens’ committee." 
The Record Is not very choice In Its 
words, else every cltlsen who writes or 
speaks upon the subject In Its esti­
mation must wear silk stockings and 
a beaver hat. Again It says: "No
mfcn has lifted his voice against the 
proposed chai^ge, and no 'one has 
taken active steps to Interfere with the 
project unless he is actuated by sinis­
ter motives."

That is a serious charge, as the 
word ’sinister" Implies dishonesty. Not 
very choice o f words again and earn­
ing from such a high source Is surely 
belittling to our citizenship. From 
such a statement It Is to be wondered 
If tfie Rscortt' concedes that our citi­
zens, who differ frojn It In opinion, 
have any rights It Is bound to recog­
nise? Are those people who differ 
from Its views disreputable and Im­
bued with sinister motives? It would 
seem so.

Would It be pertinent to ask the Rec­
ord If any ordinary, humble cltlsen of 
Fort Worth who paid his taxes and 
had the right o f suffrage has any 
voice in the matter of saying what 
kind o f a city government he should
live under? „

Would the Record condesoent to tell 
us what kind o f a document Is our 
United Staitee constitution, and our 
state constitution, and how they be­
came constitutional, and how they are 
amended?

If our constitutions are to be amend­
ed or subatHuted, they are presented 
to the i»eopIe In an election called for 
that purjHJse, are they not? Assuredly

Now, what Is a city chartr? Nothing 
more nor lee# than a constitution un­
der which we operate a municipal 
form of government, and the Record 
and Its citizens compslttee, all good 
men, tho they be, have shown a ten­
dency to foist a brand new charter, 
and a new form of government upon 
the city of Fort Worth« without eub- 
sMttJng the same to the people for ap­
proval or rejection. If such action la 
Democratic and Just to every citizen 
In Fort Worth, then justice rules with 
a rather lordly hanA 

The Record charges aoiha of the city 
employes with being behind the char­
ter elecUon and that under the new 
government they could not be elected 
by th people at large. .This is an amus­
ing argument, as only the city attor­
ney and tax collector can run before 
the i)eople under the commission gov­
ernment. The committee has taken all 
the power from the people and dele­
gated It to the commission. Of course, 
such a power Is highly Democratic and 
gives the poor disreputable and sinister 
citizen all that he deserves 

The Record charges toe present 
council with trying to Tool the people” 
by getting them to retain the present 
charter with a few amendments. An­
other amusing argument: The council
is endeavoring to call an election so 
that the people, whom the Record 
claims are for this new charter and 
commission, can have a chance to 
vote their sentiments. Surely If a 
great majority of the voters Is for the 
Record's charter then it should not 
cry out that the council is trying to 
"fool the people.”  It is like the bo]a 
who hollered "w olf’ when there was 
no wolf around.

The Record says "the people will not 
be deceived by the movement now set 
on foot by those opposing the com­
mission form of ^vernment." Inti­
mating that no one Is opposing it but 
the council and some of the city em­
ployes. What Is the Record afraid o f? ' 
If that IB all the oppoeltloa the new 
charter has, then It should not be 
afralA of an election to determine the 
matter. The fact Is. the Record Is as 
afraid of this election as the devil la 
of holy water, and It Is very plain It 
wants the new charter, with Its com­
mission form of government, to become 
a law without the voice o f the peo­
ple. and the quicker the better.

To Tbe Telegram:
It was a great and most unexpected 

Burpiiar to read In ynyr columnk the 
opposition jto a comiilsslon form of 
govsmment by ons clalniing to bs as 
up to date and progressive as my 
friend C. M. Brown, who Is, After all 
his assertions o f being advanced In 
modern methods, advocating that old 
rut worn and stony pathway of city 
government by ward councllmen. Tbat 
custom died long ago la all well regu­
lated communities. Is snelent as the 
hills and better adapted to running 
cities Into debt and keeping them there, 
wtth less to show where the money hks 
gone, than any form of government 
ever Instituted, and In his sober secood 
thought and recollection o f conversa­
tions had with ths writer he will sd - 
rtilt to being off on tbe wrong foot this 
time. Some features of the new chsr- 
tfc. ere most objectionable to myself 
gnd friends. First, the eieAlon of 
commlsslqners In classes« That Is not 
representative nor by rule of the ma­
jority. Public opinion can only* b«̂  eX-* 
pressed Igr a full and open election by 
blanket primary and choice at large, 
the five receiving the highest number 
o f votes to be declared elected, they to 
organise themselves by choosing a 
c ^ lr m a n -^ y o r , and all reads of de- 
pa ri men ts.'then you have a compact 
business body which outclasses the 
present form so badly there Is no com ­
parison. The iK>lltlclan and ward 
heeler lose their advocation, but the 
city becomes the gainer.

Second, the charter committee has 
been memoralized on tbe salary ques­
tion, $2,000 for the chairman and $2,400 
for commissioners being suggested as 
a happy medium between the $1,800 
proposition presented and tbe charter 
draft. And to get something in~4he 
way o f a practical government to 

-supplant the present abomination for 
civic operation, concessions must be 
made on both sides.

Third, Instead o f legislating against 
street car companies so they will In­
crease their demands and reduce the 
service In way o f  retaliation, require 
only reasonable action on their part 
and as an offset to allowances piade 
by the charter, make them concede 
4-cent fares In quantities o f  twenty- 
five purchased at one time. That will 
reach a greater n u n ^ r  than all the 
other provisions named and make ex­
ceedingly popular all elements con 
tributing to such beneficial reform.

With the foregoing substitutes for 
the sections now in the charter, much 
strength will be gained for the pro 
gressive commission form of govern 
ment. Get the charter right, give all a 
chance to analyze its features and pass 
upon It by popular will, then submit 
it to the legislature stripped o f all 
semblance of class preferment and 
with the voice o f a majority o f our 
peo^Ue behind It we shall get what the 
greatest number says we need and 
want. There has been some show of 
haste for getting It before tbe legis­
lature in the exact form the framers 
desired without very liberal show on 
part o f  a few to accept amendmepts or 
new suggestions. This we admit rather 
reluctantly,* but was there not a secret 
craving to be known as the father of 
the measure? Methinks there was an 
o'er weening ambition to pose for ef­
fect. That, In all probability, has 
helped to stir up the hornets' nest now 
buzzing so loudly. But would not the 
stirrers also enjoy being known as teb 
champions? A rightly constructed 
charter will win by the popular will 
regardless of the one source of oppo­
sition so evidently chagrined at pros­
pect of losing their professional and 
perpetual calling. Bnt It must be a 
people's measure by a representative 
majority vote for all candidates at 
IV'F« or Its failure Is certaliu.

FARMERS ORGU5NIZE

Union Is Farmed at Snyder, Texas, by 
Gotten Growers 

To The Telegram.
* 43NTDER, Texas, Jan. 17.—The 

Fkrmers* Cotton Growers’ Union of 
America was organised at Snyder, 
Texas. Jan. 12. 1907. Officers were

—The foUowlng interesting bulletin has 
Just' been issued from the Texas ex­
periment station, division o f chemistry, 
and was written by O. S. Frape:

Two kinds o f  salt are found on the 
Texas market—Texas salt and Michi­
gan salt. The Michigan salt Is used 
chiefly for curing meat, there being the 
opinion la some quarters that Texas 
salt will not cure meat. Five hundred 
or more carloads of Michigan salt are 
sold In Texas every year, at about $50 
per carload more than for the Texas 
product. In other words, over $25,000 
more Is paid for Michigan salt than 
would suffice to Qprehase an  ̂equal 
quality o f Texas salt. The Michigan 
product retails for 80c to 75c more per 
barrel than the' Texas article.

The department o f chemistry o f the 
Texas experiment station has made a 
study of the composition of the salts 
sold In Texas to ascertain if the dif­
ference i ’ustiCigs The additional ex­
penditures mentioned—$25,090 or more 
per year. Samples o f salt were secured 
from a number o f representative 
wholesale grocers, each sending one 
sample o f Texas salt, and one of Michi­
gan salt of equal grade.

Before discussing tbe composition of 
the salts, the follow-lng quotations from 
the letters received are given to show 
tbe attitude o f the wholesale grocers:

1. "General impression is that 
Michigan salt is best for curing meat. 
Texas salt seems to answer all other 
purposes to entire satisfaction o f con­
sumers."

2. “Prom what we can learn from 
the producers direct, they are preju­
diced against the home product, fear­
ing It will not cure meat, all of which 
is not bo; we consider the Texas pro­
duct as fine, or even better than thé 
Michigan or any other salt"

5. "As to the difference In the 
grades o f the salt, our candid opinion 
is that if there 1s any difference the 
Texas sslt is the better o f the two."

4. “ Have no experience, but eome 
are prejudiced against lexa s  salt. We 
really think that Texas salt Is as'good 
as Michigan but Texas salt, as a rule, 
hardens In barrels quicker than the 
Michigan, which makes It Inconvenient 
to retail or use as esaily."

6. "I handle both and know whle'n 
Is the better. All farmers prefer the 
Michigan, at the higher price."

6. "The country merchant and the 
farmers claim Michigan salt remains 
soft and will not harden in the bar-j 
rels like the Texas salt, but the sal< 
of Texas salt Is Increasing every year, 
and really we think it Is equally as 
good as Michigan salt.”

It appears that as a rule the whole­
sale grocer believes the Texas salt is 
equally as good as the Mieblixn ar­
ticle, but the Michigan salt is preferred 
by many buyers partly because some 
believe It cures meat better, partly be­
cause It hardens In the barrel less 
easily.

The analyses o f the salt samples col­
lected are given In the following table. 
The amount o f Impurities were deter­
mined. The better the salt the less 
Impurities present. The analyses weqg  ̂
made by E. Carlyle.

The average Texas ralt contains less 
moisture, insoluble residue, lime and 
magnesia than Michigan salt, and 
more sulphur trloxlde. The average 
Texas salt, so far as chemical compo­
sition Is concerned. Is equal to the 
average Michigan salt. The maximum 
amount of each Impurity Is found In a 
Michigan sample. ,

Comparing the Individual analyses., 
we find. In three'sets the Texas salt Is 
superior, and in three sets the Michi­
gan salt is superior. The Michigan salt 
varies more In composition than the 
Texas ssita

Considering all the data, we feel Jus­
tified In saying that Texas salt is on 
the whole equal In composition to 
Michigan salt. There is no Justifica­
tion In tbe statement tliat Texas salt 
will not cure meat.

It was next In order to find out 
why Texas salt hardens In the barrels 
quicker, and why Michigan salt Is pre­
ferred for -meat, as It was believed 
there must be some reason for this 
preference. The explanation was soon 
found. Texas salt Is finer in grain 
than Michigan salt. The fine grain 
takes up water easily In damp weather, 
causing caking, and likewise when 
placed on meat. It melts more easily.

In order to determine the degree o f 
fineness o f the salt. It Is sifted thru

DETECTIVES EMPLOYED

Texas Liquor Dealers Asaoeiatien and
e ^

Breuyrs Ce-eperatw for. the 
Good of the Trade

The Texas Liquor Dealers' Assocta- 
Uon and the Texas Brewers' AasocM- 
tlon ,'the membership o f which are 
composed o f all the brewers In the 
sUte and leading wholesale liquor 
d e ^ ra . are active in their efforts to 
make the liquor traffic In the state 
conform strictly to laws eifacted for 
its government.

Borne time back cases for the Illegal 
sales of liquor were made against two 
kaloonmen at Airuirlllo but when the 
^ sea  came up fbr trial Thursday. Jan. 
17, the county judge threw them out of 
^ u rt, not on the merits of the cases, 
but on a  legal technicality.

These cakes against the two saloon 
men were made by detectives In the 
employ o f the Brewers' Association of 
the sUte and were in line with the 
policy o t  the association, to force re­
tail dealers In Intoxicants to obey the 
law's of Texas. The wholesale liquor 
<*«»**rs and the brewers argue that It 
la the violation o f law such as selling 
liquor without liceiue, selling liquor 
on Sunday. seUlag liquor to minors 
and conducting 'Miloons that are the 
reeorta for crooks and other disrepu­
table characters that has in the past 
done more than anything else to bring 
the liquor traffic Into disrepute, not 
only In Texas but everywhere else.

Recognising this to be true, the 
brewers and wholesale dealers de­
termined to rout out those glaring 
evils and to that end have In tfieir em­
ploy paid detectives whose duty It is 
to keep constant watch on the liquor 
ti*affic all overe Texas, and prosecute 
any retail dealer guilty of violating any 
law of the state enacted for the regu­
lation of the business.

The result of this policy Is already 
evident, especially in the smaller towns 
In the state, and the members of the 
aaaoclation believe when it is gen­
erally understood that the wholesale 
dealers and the brewers are standing 
side by side with the officers of the 
law in the fight for law and law's en­
forcement. the dives and deadfalls will 
disappear and the violation o f the 
liquor laws will almost cease.

À saloon man, not a member of the 
liquor dealers' association, but'In full 
sympathy wkh its purposes, said to a 
Telegram reported:

“ More good Is being done in Texas 
In the way of enforcing the laws reg­
ulating the liquor traffic by the liquor 
dealers' association than all the county 
officers elected by the people, for the 
reason that the association acts for 
the elevation of the business, while It 
has been frequently the case that of­
ficers have acted against saloon men 
simply to increase the fees of office. 
The association has no favorites, and 
as I understand it a wholesale dealer 
or brewer will prosecute a customer 
Just ss quick as he will s  man who Is 
not his customer, for illegal liquor sell­
ing. It Is s matter o f self defense with 
the .wholeeale men and brewers, for 
there is no doubt tjmt .a prohkxition 
state wotfld have been -the result If 
the retail liquor bastqosg Was to con­
tinue as H Was conducted'in the past. 
There la no shenanigen about this 
policy o f the association either; It's 
a strict business proposition and as a 
business man obeying the law. I en­
dorse it. I wish every saloon man who 
sold a drink of liquor to a minor or a 
confirmed drunkard, knowingly, could 
be sent to the penitentiary, and I fa­
vor a forfeiture o f a saloon man’s li­
cense who Is convicted of selling liquor 
In violation o f the Sunday law. If 
a tippler must drink on Sunday let 
him buy a bottle Saturday and take 
It home with him. No saloon man has 
any more moral or legal right to sell 
liquor In Texas on Sunday than he has 
to steal a horse on any day in the 
week.”  _ _______

considerable length by. the directors of 
the driving club, many o f whom were 
in favor of accepting it. but on account 
o f others not so favorably Inclined, no 
definite action was taken.

'The directors of the Fair Assoctatiok 
state that should tbeir proposition be 
accepted, arrangementa will then be 
begun In eameet for a record-breaking 
fair, as the date for the same has al­
ready been reserved In the Texas cir­
cuit.

The directors Intend meeting this 
week with the Board o f Trade in the 
hope that financial aid In the neigh­
borhood o f 36.900 may be forthcoming 
from the cittsens to be used in de­
fraying expenses for a ten days' race 
meet In October.

This ia the 'receipe usually sold, al- 
tbo it varies sometimes as to some c f 
the ingredients, ss others equally 
worthleaa may be substituted ad libi­
tum:

Two pounds bhie stone: two pounds 
salpteter; two pounds nitrate of am­
monia; two pounds soda aah; four 
pounds muriate o f potash.

This Is to be dissolved in five gal­
lons of rainwater and sprinMed on 
sand and Is represented as'sufficient 
for one acre o f land.

The atate chemlat says these in­
gredients may be purchased at any 
drug store for 82 or less and when' 
prepared, he eayrs, would be worth Ha 
a fertiliser about 81 cents.

It may be stated for the benefit of 
those who wish to make their own 
fertilizer that free recipes msy be had 
by applying to the United States gov­
ernment stations, while the Texas Ag­
ricultural and MecAanloal College will 
gladly furnish them free, and the 85 
for the secret formula may be saved.

8. If any j»eraon shall file any

8. Sessions o f this coramlttse shall 
be held at such times as It may desig­
nate and only the following named 
persons in addition to the members o f 
thM committee and members o f the 
senate shall be permitted to be pres­
ent. to wit. the clerk, sergeant-at-arms 
of the senate or his assistant, and as- 
slstaht stenegrapher. Senator Bailey 
and bis attorneys or sny attorneys or 
attorney o f the committee.

4. The mlea o f procedure, practice 
and evidence o f the district courts of 
this sUte shall be obeerved.

6. A transcript o f all evidences ad­
duced before this committee sball be 
given out each day to the prese so 
that the public at large may be ad­
vised at all times o f its procedure.

8. In order to avoid confusion and 
expedite the proceedings o f the com­
mittee no more than three attorneys 
on each side shall be permitted to 
participate in the examinations.

age are received out o f a dim and 
very distant past. The sound o f voices 
coming from modern and superb ca­
thedrals die In the silence of the mis­
sions built In the daa'n o f the 
eighteenth century by colonists come 
over from the Canary lalanda.

All the country round • about is 
bleesed with bountiful springs that are 
exhanstless In their supply. Great, 
gurgling springs lie within the very 
city. The San Antonio river and the 
beautiful San Pedro flow from founts 
that are as clear as crystal and unfail­
ing. The city obtains Its water supply 
from twelve artesian wells that have a 
flow bF'over thirty million gallons per 
day« In another section o f  the valley, 
and nekr the city,-there are artesian 
wells that discharge each day nearly 
one nUllion gallons o f hot sulphur 
water at a temperature of 104 degrees.

There was a time, and not so many 
years In the past either, when beauty 
and profit In this \-alley were un­
dreamed of. These fam oi» springs 
were bones o f contention over which 
the Indians, Spaniards and Amsriean 
pioneers waged relentless war. In 
those crude days they formed a valua­
ble base o f supply. The outlying val­
ley was a wllderneas o f mesqulte and 
cacti. Now. by the touch o f wisdom 
and thrift the desert la blossoming 
like the rose and the city has become 
a paradise o f the u;ildeel beauty.

It la amaxing bow long people 
kindled their camp fires around these 
giishing rorings'before they really un­
derstood for*wby nature had been so 
lavish. That valley'a history abso­
lutely loses itself in obscurity. Before 
Columbus discovered America the city 
was an. Indian village and the whole 
valley a war plain. Wlien ths Monte- 
sumas swayed the scepter In Old Mex­
ico the Astees drove a people north­
ward beyond the borders o f the Rio 
Grande. And In thla wonderiul valley, 
in 1489. Don de Leon, governor o f 
Ceahnlla. found a prosperous and con­
tented people.

And why ahould they not be—chil­
dren o f the forest and dwellers In tenta 
by ths courses o f htoghlng waters! 
Their rode houses were built about 
m ore‘ than a half dosen great springs, 
clear as glass and each large enough 
for a swimming pooL They lie in a

Irrigation Is centuries old in thé San 
Antonio cogntry. but Its 'scientific use 
is only In ths last six or seven years. 
The river rises In the northern limits 
of the- city In a serie* o f mammoth 

■spriaga. Their spenkllng floods form 
a stream about thirty feet wide and 
ten feet deep. The adventurous Span­
iard. 800 years, ago,. trained this, water' 
away thru acequias to quench the 
alluvial soil o f the valley. These old 
hydraulic works still stand. Flowing 
now under. streets and great business 
blocks. In a limited way. they still 
serve* their purpose.

An Expsfimant in Irrigation
In 1900 Mr. Collins decided to retire 

from business. At the same time he 
determined to spend the balance of 
his days demonstratin« tbs posalbiUtles

The menace o f fire is ever present In 
the minds o f the turbulent population. 
The other day an alarm rang out. In

He may take his choice o f fkro, 
roulette, craps, slough, klondike, stud, 
straight poker, twenty-ooe, the wheel 
o f fortune, Cantan or stop. And, if 
these aren’t enough, every time you ; 
tarn arotind there’s a new kind of 
nickel In the slot machine all ready 
to amuse you and take your chicken 
feed. Also there are two or three sa­
loons completriy equipped with pool- • 
room layouts, so that the man who 
has followed the ponies elsewhere 
won’t feel lonesome in Goldfield.

mayor office and the street car

They proaented the ob)ections to the 
charter as it is at present drafted, and 
m as af the points they made were at 
ansa appro\'ed by so many of the com - 
mlttea that the Incorporation o f them 
ta'sofna tx m  in the charter is certain.

Thak chief objections are to the 
dsiisa for universal transfers; to the 
eUasa pannlttlng the Joint use of the 
trseka of one company by the cars o f 
another; to the requirements that the 
sbaat oar companies be liable for the 
coastnetlon o f such drains, culverts, 
etc., as the commission may order; to 
tha requirement that the street car 
companlc« pave the full width o f  the 
streets over which they run; that they 
be required to aprlnUe all o f the 
streeMÛover which they pass; to the 
j^airement that the companies be 
compelled to dig tunnels or build via* 
ducts at the discretion o f  the eom~ 
mlseioo.

There is a decided sentiment In the 
ccaunlttee which favors the limited 
use of the street car track« 'of one 
coapaay by the cars o f another over 
hcMges and viaducts, like the Jen* 
alngs avenue viaduct, or in the con* 
tested districts where there is not 
room for more tracks than are already 
down. There is a decided sentiment 

-te fkvor of the widest possible regu* 
latlon eofuristenf wUh the contract ac- 

itoally entered Into In the grant o f the 
iranchises.

Tbe question o f submitting the com* 
mission charter to a  popular vote 

teOdted an earnest discussion, and 
fears were freely expressed by some 
¡that s  submtsskm'to the vote* o f  the 
people was a sure defeat (or the com* 
admton charter. Mr. Ayres said that 

;he had for some time felt that the 
they had expended on the char* 

tr would come to naught and prophe* 
defeat If there was a popular 

rote. He thought the better plan 
I would be to pass tbe commission char* 
,ter sad then submit it to the people 
'for ratification, for the legislature 
'.could prescribe tha regulations for the 
'.election, while now there could be 
ionly a loose election and he feared 
3rlthout proper safeguards.

Mr. Ousley was willing to take his 
■ebare of the burden o f passing the 
darter thru tbe legislature, but to 
meet the sltualton at Austin he 
thought it might be deelrable to have 
the vota.

Mr. Axtell and Mr. Powell thought, 
as a general proposition the matter 
should be decided by popular vote, and 
Mr. Axtell la strongly o f the opinion 
that there ebould be a subm laion to 
a vote and answering the o k ^ tlo n  
that It might result in the defeat of 
the commission charter, be repMad : 
"It the people do not want the com* 
mlsaloQ charter they should not have 
It forced upon them.”

The meeting was well attended and 
when M. B. Harris announced that 
Mayor W . D. Harris could not be pres* 
ent the room was oroarded.

In the abaeaca o f Mayor Harris, 
Captain B. B. Paddock was elected to 
ixaside.

Captain Paddock stated that while 
the meeting was called to hear from ' 
the representatives of the traction 
çompaiïlaa, any member o f tiie com* 
niUee. any cltlsen or any property 
kolder In Fort \Forth who had any* 
thing to offer for the general good 
would have the right to do ao.

*ih p a t  y a r s  and the prospects now 
are that Port Worth’s vote will (aU 
short In approaching elatlons unlea 
the pap le  who owe a poll tax call on 
City C ollator GUvin and attic. 
Mayor Harris has addressed the fol­
lowing to the poll tax pay^s of Fort 
Worth, hoping to arouse them to the 
point o f preparing themalves to vote 
when the time comes:

Fort Worth, Texas, Jan, 1».
To the Citians of Fort Worth:

Permit me to call your attention to 
tbe fact that only a tew days'remain 
within which to pay your poll tax if 
you Intend to be qualified to vote at 
such elatlons as may be held during 
the coming year. There are many 
good reaans- why every cltlsen In the 
city of Fort Worth who can qualify 
himself to vote by the payment of poll 
taxes or by saurlng bis artiftcate of 
exemption should do so at once. There 
Is not one good reason why any man 
should not thus qualify himself.

In the first place it speaks well for 
our city to have a large enrollment of 
qualified voters because it Is u good 
index to the number o f our population 
and Is a la  a good Index to the public 
spirited character of our citlsensblp. 
Every great paple must be a f r a  p a ­
ple and every great paple should ex- 
erc ia  th oa  privileges which In all tbe 
ages, have b a n  cherished and prised 
and guarded with a xealous care by 
( r a  and liberty loving paple.

In the saond place it to well known 
that a m e city elatlons are held each 
year under our present form of gov- 
•rmnent. There Is no knowing.at this 
thne what questions might a r ia  in 
the mind of each voter at the time of 
the e la t io a  that will a m «  and no 
way of telling how anxious every citl- 
sen may be to take part in such e la ­
tlons a  mar come.

It is well known that there Is a 
strong antiment among the paple of 
our city In favor of a change of the 
form of government, and if-the change 
advocated should be made, it Is cer*. 
tain that an elation of mayor and 
commlnioners to succeed In the o f­
ficial positions and raponslbilltles the 
present governing body of tbe city will 
have to be made by popular vote of 
th oa  citlsens of our city who shall 
at that time be qualified to vote by 
having prepared th em alva  with a 
receipt showing their exemption from 
liability to pay tbe am e. If such 
elatlons shall be- held you can not 
know now how anxious you may be at 
that time to be able to cast your vote 
in determining who shall be elated  to 
thoM positions It to easily apparent 
to every thoughtful cltlsen that the 
success or fetiure o f a commiuion form 
of government will depend much upon 
the character of men who may be 
elated to serve tbe first term as asn - 
movement of the whole govanmental 
that tbe measura and plans and poU- 
clM of tbe new government will be 
formed. If this important Initial work 
to poorly done It may handicap and 
fetter and obstruct the very e a y  
mialoners. It will b# during that term 
machinery for y a r s  to come. The 
first term of ammtosion government 
WlH be n a esa r ito  a formative and 
constructive period *» Tbe importance 
of having all during that period well 
and wtoely done can not be over esti­
mated. But to insure this being so 
done it g o a  without a y ln g  that the 
clttoens must la k  well to the ques­
tion of what kind o f men. from the 
standpoint of buslnew ability and 
teom the standpoint o f peranal hon­
esty, their officers shall be. You can 
not «have a voice In helping determln 
that unlea you qualify youralves to 
vote b ftw an  now and Feb. 1. Let me 
Imprea upon you that this leaves but 
a tew days within which to act.

Another thing that should be borne 
In mind Is that other elatlons a ffa t -  
Ing the public weal o f the city may 
come up before the expiration of an- 
o th a  y a r ;  and if a  every etttoen who 
can by a little attention at this time 
qualify h im alf to vote should do so. 
For Instance It may be that If the 
legislature pasas an act providing for 
a board of commlaloners Inetad of a 
city council that It may provide that It 
shall be Irf fo a e  and e ffa t  only after 
an elation shall have b a n  held In the 
city of Fort Worth to determine by 
popular vote whether the new charter 
shall be adopted or not. In other 
words It may be that the act o f the 
legislature cra tin g  a new «barter 
would a la  In connatlon therewltn ui- 
r a t  and require that an elation 
should be held In the city by which the 
qualified voters should determine 
whether the new charter should go 
into e ffa t  I s a  by this morning’s 
H eard that Judge J. E. Martin and 
a m e  others suggat this to the legis­
lature. What will be done In this re­
s p a t  I do not know, and the 
vttabllltQr and practlcabllUy o f  thto 
plan I ha^e not eepalally consider«. 
But It Is enough to a y  that the entla  
voting population o f our city ought to 
be enough on the alert a «  enough 
moved by patriotic I®. ^
ready to vote upon any vital toauc that 
may -In any form or manner aig^e be­
fore the public.

MAKE CAMPAIGN 
FOR GOOD ROADS

Ocnmty Association Formed at 
Waoo Saturday

Speetai to The Tetetnm.
WAXAHACHIB, Texas, Jan. 19.-^ 

The executive committee o f'th e  Texas 
Good Roads’ Association met here this 
afternoon and decided to make a  vig­
orous campaign In tha stats during the 
next few we^u. The national and 
state presidents were Instructed to 
proceed in the organlsaUcn o f counties 
as rapidly as possible. Forty or fifty 
conventions are to be hold, closing with 
a stats convention at Austin in March. 
The first o f these oonvenUons waa 
held here today with s  large attend­
ance. Several speechss were made and 
a county association fOmed.

The freight dejuirtment of thw Ftort 
Worth and Denver has been gather­
ing information about the condition 
along its line, based on the individual 
deposits in the banks along that line. 
It Is no easy matter to secure this 
information and, notwithstanding the 
efforts that have been made, the in­
formation has not been entirely com ­
pleted, owing to the refusal or failure 
of some banks to furnish the infor­
mation .

The report is based upon the In­
dividual deposits in the banks on Nov. 
12, 1996, as compared with Nov. •», 
1905: those being the dates on which 
the comptroller of currency called upon 
the national banks for a statement, 
and the greater part of the figures 
were secured from the statements pub­
lished In the newspapers, as required 
by law.

The figures compiled show unpre­
cedented prosperity la the territory 
contiguous to the _Fort Worth f  nd 
Denver, commonly known as the Pan­
handle. On Nov. 12, 1906, the indi­
vidual despearits amounted to $7,199,- 
006.79, against $4.762.417.89 on Nov. 9, 
1905; an increase of $2,436,588.90, or 
nearly 50 per cent. Compleet returns 
from all banks would doubtless show 
fully 50 per cent increase.

The Fort Worth and Denver peo­
ple consider that this statement re­
flects the condition along Its line bet­
ter than any statistics or information 
they can obtain.

The detail statement shoa’s what 
part of the line has enjoyed the great­
est prosperity; and also shows what 
part of the line has suffered from 
adverse crop conditions. A person aho 
is unfamiliar with the line or its con­
ditions could take the detail state­
ment and determine ahere crop con­
ditions were unfavorable or normal.

For instance, tbra the cross timw 
bers, where excessive rains prevailed 
during the spring and the ravages of 
the boll worm weer most felt, the in­
dividual deposits in some cases show 
a decrease, and at other points re­
main about the same as the previ­
ous year.

Bszt Example of Prosperity
The best example o f prosperity is 

reflected In the deposits of the bank .'it 
Claude, a-hich on Nov, 9, 1906, had 
$41,342.16, and on Nov. 12. 1906, had 
$102,081.28; an increase of about 150 
per cent. The conditions farther up 
the line also show an immense in­
crease. especially at Dalhart, a’here on 
Nov. 9, 1905, there a’as but one bank 
aiith $118,661.63; on Nov. 12. 1905, there 
were two banks adth $284.277.69.

During the year 1906 a bank aas 
established at Texiine, a'hich on Nov. 
12, 1906, had $15,690.15 on deposit.

Increasea are shown at eve:y point 
above the cross timbers, including 
Uellevue. which town on Nov. 9, 1905, 
had $40,000 on deposit, and notwith­
standing the c^lone. which practically 
wiped that prosperous ioa n  off the 
face of the earth, on Nov. 12, 1906, had 
$75,463.56 on deposit in the bank at 
that place.

The statement o f bank deposits along 
the Fort W’orth and Denver does not 
include the Fort Worth banks, and 
the figu'res shown represent only that 
part of the line served by one line to 
a greater extent than perhaps any 
other part o f Texas, except that part 
of the line aest o f Fort Worth on 
the Texas and Pacific, and west of 
San Antonio on the Galveston, Har-, 
risburg and San Antonio railroad.

Emigrant Movables
Another statement prepared by the 

freight department of the Fort Worth 
and Denver, which is of interest not 
only to that line and the territory 
served by it, but to the public gen­
erally, and that is a statement of car­
loads o f emigrant movables unloaded 
at points on that line, which includes 
only such cars as were hauled by the 
Fort Worth and Denver, and does not 
take into account those brought in 
by other lines at Junction points; nor 
does it include emigrant movables 
which were destined to points on Its 
Connections, such as the Pecos Valley 
at Amarillo, Rock Island at Amarillo 
and Dalhart and the Frisco at Vernon 
and Quanah; nor does it include those 
destined to  points on the Wichita Val­
ley.

This statement shows fnat from July 
1 to—Dec. 31, 1906, 418'cars were un­
loaded; from Jan. 1 to June 30, 1906, 
395, making a total o f 813 cars during 
the road’s fiscal year. From July 1, 
1906, to Dec. 31, same year, 687 cars 
were unloaded at stations on Its line. 
A comparison with the same months 
of the previous year shows an Increase 
of 229 cars, or over 50 per cent. In 
addition to this movement, which is 
principally from Texas, there has Tjeen 
a heavy movement from the north, es- 
pectaly to fne Plains country, which is 
unloaded at points along the Southern 
Kansas, Pecos Valley and Rock Island 
lines east of Amarilo and Dalhart.

The immigration to that part of the 
state has been * unprecedented and 
shows that the people of Texas who 
are largely In the majority in this 
movement, realize that the Panhandle 
country affords better opportunities 
than are afforded thru the older settled 
portions of the state, where land val­
ues are higher and crop condHions no 
more certain than they are In the 
Panhandle.

Doubtless a great deal of the in­
crease In bank deposits is due to the 
immigration to that country, as, nearly 
every farmer moving to the Panhandle 
country carries not only, his load 
of personal effects, farm machinery, 
etc., but a nice bank acount in addi­
tion. A banker at one point stated 
that over $40,000 was deposited In his 
bank in one week by people who had 
Just moved into the country.

The only way to account for the Im­
migration from one part of Texas to 
another is that the farmer has been 
studying the conditions in the Pan­
handle, and has become convinced that 
the seasen there is no more uncertain 
than in other i>arts o f Texas or in other 
eta tes.

It has taken a long time to bring 
about this change of conditions, be­
cause only a few years ago the farmer 
had the impression that fnat part of 
the state, now enjoying such prospeUty 
and increase in population, was suited 
only for a grazing country, an^ the 
man who was exclusively in the cattle 
business encouraged that idea-

There is no doubt that the cowman 
has been shoved back by the man 
with the hoe, and those who held that 
the plow destroyed the must profitable 
crop in that section of the state have 
been converted, and not only Oonyerted, 
but grown Immensely wealthy, br^use 
they held on to their land until the 
farmer made a demand for it and sold 
out at an Immense profit.

Land Valuss
Comparatively speaking, land values' 

are still low in that section of the 
sUte, and. as has often been said, is 
worth more than it is selling for now 
o^ is not worth one-fifth o f what ia 
being realized. It has been abundantly 
demonstrated that an acre of that land 
will ji>roduce as much value in the 
shs6>e o f crops as the black land coun­
try- In feet, tt has been demonstrated 
that a farmer In that part- o f the Pan­
handle in which cotton is grown can 
make more money raising cotton tbOA 
the man with a bMck land farm.

So far the farmer baa confined hlnto

self .to the staple crops, but when they 
become thoroly established hog raising 
will greatly Increase on account Cif the 
certainty and cheapness with which 
Kaffir com  is raised, to say nothing 
of the IndUn corn, of which the Pan­
handle has had and shipped out a 
greater surplus than any other section 
o f the state...

Poultrj' raising for market will be­
come an adjunct to the farmer, and R 
is hoped that creameries wll be es­
tablished so that the farmer may mar­
ket at a profit surplus dairy products.

The conditions along the Wichita 
Valley are verv much the same as 
along the Fort Wtorth and Denver, al- 
tho a part o f that line has Just been 
opened, and, -therefore, no comparisons 
wU'n previous years can be raadt'.

The bank deposits on Nov. 12, 1906, 
were $2,447,834.32. which added to fne 
deposita along the Denver makes over 
$9,600,000 in the banks along f.»'se 
lines.

Caribbean, ita abrupt acclivities 
ns aloft till the purple o f their 
~ summits minsies in lovely nntar-

riase wrlth the sky, while their feet of 
snow-white coral and Ilmastone are 
washed by the deeper blue o f the eea.

To a  belsht o f nearly five thousand 
feet it is clad with a vesetation. 
which. In ite splendor and profusion, 
makes the foraats o f our noKhem re- 
Slona seem poor and poverty-stricken. 
Five leaves stow there where one 
srowrs here, and their color and depth 
of tone, as well aa the huse also of 
many o f them, slva the atranser a 
new conception o f  the vesetaMe pow­
ers o f nature. The most headihns 
precipices are unable to escai>e from 
their embrace. I have seen a wall of 
rock fifty feet In sheer helsht cov­
ered over every foot of its perpendicu­
lar surface with a network of vast 
roots, twisted tosether till they formed 
a solid covertns o f Itvlns wood, three 
or four feet In depth.

Many of these trees are covered 
with masnlflcent c iioson  or soklen 
blossoms, which astonish an eye un­
accustomed to look for flowers on the 
monarchs o f the forest. There are 
trees In these primeval woods which 
rise smooth and vertical to a heixht 
o f two hundred fedt and thea spread 
abroad borisontaJly bouxbs them­
selves larser than the main boles of 
most trees that ws know, and from

the level branches descend the long 
vegetable ropes of the lianas, soma 
slender as twine, others thick as ship's 
cables, and parasitic vines twine 
around their vast trunks tn a fury of 
vitality that almost appals the Imagi­
nation.

The island is full o f sxqutslts vales 
and valleys, lost among the hills, re­
vealing themselves u^Mxpectedly *o 
the enchanted wanderer. Musical tor­
rents plunge dowm the cliffs and foam 
along roclqr beds..often to be swal­
lowed up in caverns from which they 
never emerge, hut proceed sabtsrrane- 
ously to their goal in. the ocean.

At night the moon falls In- deep 
radiance over these sumptuous soenee, 
and myriads of huge ftrefUec seem tn 
sprinkle tho darknecs of earth with 
flitting stars. Plctureeque dwellings 
stand sequestered in glowing verdure, 
with airy verandaa and grotbo-llke in­
teriors; then stand high up on the 
mountain sides, looking out across the 
wide plains of the sea and over the 
rolling msss^e o f whtsi>erlng leaves > 
that descend beneath them to the mar­
gin o f the shining beaches.

Roads, built with the finest skill 
of the engineer, cross the island In 
all directions like amooth white rib­
bons bound upon Its surface and one 
o f them comirfetely surrounds it. a f­
fording a drive of more than 200 miles, 
w'ith the heights ascending to the 
clouds on one band, while on the other 
you look down thru the transparent 
waves to the edifices of coral and the 
waving weeds of ocean that lie with­
in the toss of a pebble at your fbet.

But it Is impoMible so te portray 
this earthly paradtes as to prepare

traveler fo r  wbat h e ' 
there. It outdoes all descrlpth», but 
none who has seen It ever will lose 
Ita lovMy Innage from his memory.

Here), then, b  beauty; aad hare alao 
the deehructlve forces o f nature are 
wont to  wreak tltomeehrea with un­
governable and appalling fury.

History recaUa.bosr the eatohquake 
,o f ces^urles ago annihilated In the 
drawing o f  a breach the rich and 
beautiful little elty which lay at the 
entrance o f wbat Is now—or recently 
was—the harbor o f Kingston: and I 
have drifted In a boat over the spot 
where the city sank and oould atlil 
discern t k m -t ^  deep groan cloameas 
o f the water tte  plan and outlines of 
dwellings which had once been the 
abode o f-th e  great buccaneers, who 
once made the Caribbean a  byword o f 
adventure and peril.

That catastrophe left Its mark upon 
the Imagination o f mankind aa well as 
upon the face of the beautiful island« 
and, tho there have since then been 
many minor shlverlngs o f On earth’s 
crust in Jamaloa, and more than one 
convulsion which altered the topog­
raphy, there has never until now been 
an earthquake that could shake King­
ston from her seat or make her feel 
that she, like the vaniahed Port Royal, 
depended for her existence upon un­
known powers that lurk beneath the 
voluptuous graces of her-^utward as-, 
pect. She has felt their long deferred 
vengeance at hud. and H Is hard to 
picture that soft featured and gra­
cious city the wilderness o f ruin and 
death u’hlch a fea- minutes o f Wind 
and ruthless fury have made o f it.

The city lay a t  the margin o f the 
alldest plain In the Island, a'hich 
comes a-lth a gradual slope to the sea 
from the base o f the mountains, which 
hare at that point wlthdma'n some 
miles inland.

The chief street saunters along par- 
atlel with the shore, and from It 
shorter ways branch out toward. the 
hills. Several of these pass beyond 
the city limits and find their a*ay by 
winding courses into the heart o f the 
mountains. Many wooden wharv'es 
push out from the city front, and be­
sides them lie much sea-going craft 
and a few steamers, the largest o f 
these being the vessels wbloh ply be­
tween the city and our northern coast, 
towns. '

There are several hotels, but the 
time of my sojourn there was but one 
with the ambitkm or the meaiili for 
entertaining people accustomed to 
northern accommodations. It was an 
old edifice, splldly built, but it is to­
day doubtless sn unrecognisable mass 
of s'ood splinters and crumbled stone 
and mortar.

The city a-as mainly composed of 
shops, with dwellings for the poorer 
part o f the population only—negroes 
being by far in the majority; for in 
this smaH island, barely one hundred 
and forty miles In length, and not 
more than a third of that in iU great­
est width, the number of blacks ap­
proaches eight- hundred thousan<l, 
while the total white population num­
bers less than nine thousand all told.

The men of the greatest wealth In 
the town and island are “brown men.” 
as they,are called; and most o f them 
are a cross of the negro and the Jew. 
Some of these men are worth several 
millions of dollars; most of them are 
members of the local legislature and 
resolute to take their place In white 
society. But tho encouraged for po­
litical reasons by the English govern­
ment, they do not find their way 
smoothed for them among the de­
scendants o f ths old planters and the 
American visitors. Some perfunctory 
“calling“  takes place between the two 
races; but nothing that fkirly be 
termed social intimacy exists or is ever 
likely to. There Is a race course near 
the city where fashion abie throngs as­
semble at every sporting occasion.

The barracks o f the Engltsb regi­
ments on dqty on the Islands are a 
mile or two to the gast, whUe the 
other military * headquarters, which 
may have eocaped destruction, lie at 
a height o f n e a ^  five thousand feet 
above the plata« and the city, over­
looking them, bat so often hidden be­
hind clouds that weeks pass during 
which tbe forlorn soldiers catch no 
glimpse o f  the world beneath them. 
The Journey up to their sky neigh­
boring eyrie is some fifteen miles, and 
it Is A tong day's ride up and back. 
It would have been a strange absorb­
ing spectacle to have witnessed from 
this seat among tha donds the sud­
den annihilation o f the beautiful city 
by the sea.

REWARD OP A TEXAS RANGER
William J. McDonald, the ranger captain who has 

just been appointed revenue agent o f the state of 
Texas by Governor Thomas M. Csmpbell, Is one of 
the most noted and pteturesque characters In th# 
southwest. He has f>een connected with the state 
ranger service and engaged In promoting peace and 
tranqulNty on the Texas frontier for the past forty 
years, and Is known as one of the most daring and 
Intrepid men within the borders o f the stata The as­
sertion that he would charge hell .with a half bucket 
o f water Is somewhat figurative, but decidedly charac­
teristic, as was the famous assertion made by Mc­
Donald that he wojiJd swim the Mississippi river at 
any time in order (o  be interrogated by Senator For- 
aker of Ohio concerning the Brownsville affair. ■Dur­
ing all the years of his connection with the ranger 
service €!aptain McDonald has given evidence o f a 
reckleas disregard of fear and there are numerous In- 
stgnoes where he has literally taken his life in his 
own hands in the discharge o f a public duty and come 
out unscathed. But the old ranger captain has tired 
o f the active duUes'of ranger Ufe. which had largely 
consisted of ranning down bad men. and in the evening 
of hie eventful life he has .been retired to a position 
of less strenuousness, but where' be can still faith­
fully serve the people of bis state. His appointment 
as state revenue agent gives universal satisfaction.

Captain McDonald has been pictured in many east- 
ern publications as a big border ruffian, and is any­
thing else tha.i what he hss'bèen represented in many* 
sensational articles. Small and wiry, he h’ould not► f
be regarded as the fearless man that has done so much 
for law and order in Texas were it not for the record 
he has made, and what he lacks In physical stature is 
more tha.n màde good in nerve and “sand.” In the 
course of his eventful career it iias been necessary for 
him to kill several men, and on his person he carries 
many eloquent reminders of the encounters-had with 
men who were quick on trigger and also strangers to 
fear. McDonald always goes armed, for the simple 
reason that he never knows when he Is going to be 
confronted by an enemy, or be called u ^ n  to estab­
lish and maintain the peace. A big 45 and one of the 
latest improved automatic pistols can always be found 
upon'his person, and when he sleeps at night these 
two ahooting irons are always within easy reach of 
his hand. He is not oetentatious bi the matter of 
his guns, but treats t'nem simply as a'^necesslty.

Captain McDonald was badly wounded In Childress 
county about ten years ago in a* desperate encounter 
with Sheriff Matthews over the custody Of a prisoner. 
It was a regular pistol duel, and the sheriff was as­
sisted by two deputies, who rained 'not lead In the 
vicinity of the doughty ranger. After the smoke of 
battle had cleared away it was found that the sheriff 
had been killed and McDonald was thought to be fa­
tally wounded. But his wounds did not prevent him 
from following the retreating deputies and firing sev­
eral futile shots at them.
.  Over In east Texas about seven years ago there 

-Was a terrible lynching party, in which John and 
George Humphrleys, two w'nite farmers, were strung up 
and killed. McDonald went to work oh the case alone 
and unaided and as a net result of his efforts twelve 
o f the desperate men who participated in the lynching 
bee were run down, captured and sentenced to long 
terms in the i>tate penitentiary. While stationed in 
the \iclnlty of Quanah, in t'ne Texas Panhandle, he 
trailed a notorious criminal alone over 400 miles, and 
W'hen he ovej-iook him in company with four other 
men, compelled him to surrender and return with him.

About three years ago McDonald had a fig'at with 
catUe thiev.es In another part of the Panhandle coun­
try and three of them escaped.* He trailed the bunch 
for 800 miles and single-handed captured them near 
Norman and brought them back to Texa.-« to answer 
for their crimes. Down in Colorado county the Reese- 
Townsend feud had raged for years and there had 
been many bloody encounters. Upon one memorable 

|Occasion the belligerents on both sides numbering 
about 100 me:i, were lined up on the streets of Co- 
Iqmbus in full war paint and prepared to make ma­
terial additions to the city cemeterj' when McDonald 
walked in an.l took all their artillery and cutlery from 
them and compelled the entire ahooting match to dis­
perse.

It was in 1890 that he prevented the Fltxslmjnons- 
Maher prize fight from being pulled off in El Paso, 
and in Galveston he once stopped a noted pugilistic 
encounter by boldly walking into the ring and arrest­
ing both prizQ fighters. His recent engagement with 
a party of Mexican bus'nwhackers down on the Rio 
Grande Is well known and fresh in the minds of the 
public, and four Mexicans sleep their last sleep as a 
result of the encounter. This in brief is something of 
the story of Captain W. J. McDonald, but there is much 
more of absorbing interest that could be written.

Ths Right to Wsaith
No one has a right to wealth he does 

nothing to earn, unless it is given him 
freely and willingly by one who has 
earnsd It, Every adult should render 
In service to the commueity an equiv­
alent of the amount of wealth be takes 
out o f tbe community.

Those who work usefully with their 
brains are as truly producers as those 
who work with their hands. There are 
great captains o f industry who ce- 

' ordinate labor, eucb as the presidents 
of railroad systems, who receive large 
salaries for their work. They are of 
the workers. 'Ihey render vglusbla 
service and receive ciunpensation for 
it. They are useful men.

Ths Parasites
There are, however, men who llvs

Institutions thus sus­
tained, and with the patronising at­
titude toward their iMnefIciaries so 
characteristic of them, are harmful in 
ao £ar as they tend to blind the people 
to the underlying causes that have 
made charities seem necessary.

Rap at Y. M. C. A.
One o f the branches o f the Y. M. 

C. A. in New York maintains a class 
where young men are taught how to 
make “ wise”  investments. If tbe spirit 
of the Master they profess to follow 
actuated the prime movers o f the as­
sociation they would have a class in 
investments along different lines. They 
would tetoh these young men to know 
how dividende are produced, under 
what great unwilling sacrifice on the 
part o f  the workers. They would teach 
them how. contrary to tbe spirit o f 
Christ are Investments for unearned 
profita.

branrii have an Interest in the subject 
o f agriculture in so far as It appertains 
to feeds and their relations to results 
when fed to stock. The Intent of this 
branch o f the subject matter is to in­
struct the students in such manner 
that he will be a capable man In his 
section of the state to Instruct others, 
generally, o f course, by example and 
precept. In the best methods to produce 
required resulta For example, one of 
the students out In the western part of 
the state was selected at a district fair 
to Judge the stock. This being the 
ease it neceesarily follows that every 
means should be at hand to enable 
scholars to attain as thoro a knowl­
edge o f the subject ss It x>ossible dur­
ing the course of study. Among the 
most necessary things In the study 
o f an animal or animals ifiiould be. as 
any one would see at once, a sufficient 
number o f animals of all species and 
grades, horses, cattle, sheep and hogs, 
to enable the study of the kind to be 
most complete.

“To lllustlate: The college selected
myself and six of the students as a 
class to go to the International Lire 
Stock Show that came o ff in Chicago 
In December. I selected the class snxf 
of course those who were thought to 
be the best in their lines to sustain 
the honor o f Texas were chosen. Of 
these one was from Fort Worth. Ed 
Van Zandt. a son o f Msjor Van Zandt. 
Now the contest yiat these boys wsre 
to enter was to be composed of classes 
from sny sgricultural college In the 
United States and Canada. These col­
leges have every appointment that 
could poesibly be required for Instruc­
tion. Taking the Iowa college for ex- 
smple. It has specimens of every class 
and grade o f animals that are used for 
domestic purposes In the civilised 
world. Norman. (Hydesdale. Frenbh. 
German, etc., among the horses; Po- 
land-China. BerkMiire. Durock Jersey 
and an Bis other swine; Shropshire. 
Merino and all the other sheep; polled 
cattle o f all classes, Durhsms, Here- 
fords, Holstslns, Jerseys and all others 
In common use. This collcgs was In 
the market at the International show 
with 826.800 to make purchases o f fins 
stock, the finer the better, for the In­
struction of their students. The pres­
ident o f ths Agricultural collegs o f Mis­
sissippi was on band with 126,000 for 
the same puriMoe. all the money in both 
Instances being approjirtated by Che 
respective states for that purposs. X 
will not enter Into details of ths eon- 
tsst at Chicago, but it will snffleo to 
say that Iowa carried o ff the first 
prise- Texas stood second in the horse 
conCesL I wish ts remark itiat there 
was not a class o f young men from 
any cdllcge that could competa In In- 
tailigsncs with my elasa o f . Texas 
young gsnttomen. W hy then did they 
not win out?

“In theory o f course they were ths 
equal o f any, but It takes iHractical sx- 
pwience added to thsory and there to 
where our boys fell down. Ths Iowa 
class havs at the collegs srery speelss 
o f animal o f ths tlnssL bought at thess 
sbowa bsfors Mislr syss all tha Urns 
sod tte theory and praailcal work to- 
gsther there. The young men from 
this collegs had studM  ths exact kind 
o f anlmato they wars to Judge all the

session before they came to Chicago, 
and it was no new lesson to them. 
Altogether we have at our agricultural 
college not more than seven hundred 
dollars’ worth of animals of all kinds. 
Including everything. It Is true that 
at times some generous stockman will 
lend us a herd o f his fine stuff for the 
boys, but no one can afford to do this 
at all times.

“ The olase of Texas boys had visited 
the fairs at Dallas and San Antonio, 
but outside of that all they knew was 
theory* As one o f our lads said In 
explaining to ths lox'a boys, who ex­
pressed the opinion that the Texans 
must have a lot-of fine stock at their 
college being a cattle country. *No, we 
have no animals.’ Then how did you 
learn so much?’ ssked the Iowa lad. 
‘From books and from pictures,”  hs re­
plied,’ and they stared at him In utter 
surprise. Yet those theoretical boys 
took second place In Judging borsea

“ Of course, there are many, many 
needs at the college, but In my de­
partment the absolute necessity for tho 
legislature to appropriate money In 
sufficient quantity to enable the college 
authorities to buy at least stock of 
all classes In numbers sufficient for 
good work and provtston for taking 
care of them. Is a crying need. In the 
past the mechanical branch of the 
college has been given much more at­
tention than the agricuIturaL which 
Includes the animal department, and In 
consequence it Is In much better con­
dition as to apparatus, etc., than the 
agricultural« Of course, when a stu­
dent first comes he Is shown thru the 
departments and seeing how much bet­
ter the mechanical department Is sup­
plied be will naturally desire to take 
that course and generally doea I can­
not enter Into toe long a discussion ot 
this subJecL etc„ but I am in hopes 
that when the stock-farmers of the 
stats understand conditions and the 
necessltlss of the college they will In­
sist upon a  sufficient appropriation 
each year to at least give the students 
of agriculture and animal industry a 
fair chance to leam their work.

“Colonel Tom Bugbee has generously 
allowed ths eollege to have 180 steers 
he to feeding at Clarendon to experi­
ment with. He has 2,680 acres of Kaf­
fir com  which be raised this year, and 
proposes to furnish as much o f that' 
M  will bs nsosssary in ths experiment 
In fa ct be pays all rxpsnses o f every 
kind. Ths experiment will be with the 
fkttenlng qualities of a ration composed 
o f Kaffir com  and cotton seed meal. 
Th#r« ars m&nx Yary gYnarous men In 
Texas who teka a greaF Interest In the 
college and they can bs relied upon to 
•l*tays be ready to aid in In any way."

farming inclinations, which I believe 
will become tho leading industry of 
the state. Our sectioit la no longer 
noted for Its beautiful prairie lands, 
covered with grass, upon which grazed 
countless herds of fat cattle, but is 
now covered with farms devoted to 
producing those things that are nec­
essary for the welfare o f man. There 
are no longer any pastures of conse­
quence. so the stock business is grad­
ually drifting Into the hands of the- 
men who plant cotton, com  and feed- 
stuffs. Cattle In consequence o f this 
condition are very scarce at this time, 
that Is, those which arc fit for mar­
ket, and stock cattle in such bunches 
as we were accustonted to In the post 
are practically unknown. Every farm­
er tho has a few head for his pur­
poses, depending entirely upon his 
ability to care for and feed them. From 
this source there comes each year a 
much more considerable body of stuff 
for market purposes than would be 
thought. The favorite ctaas o f cattle 
is the Devon, altho there can be found 
a mixture of almost all breeds. The 
Devon makes a very serviceable ani­
mal, making good beef and also are 
good milkers and butter producers. 
Hogs have become a leading feature 
o f the stock-farming Interests and so 
far the Poland-Chlna and the ^ r k -  
shlre have been the favorites, but the 
first named hog Is losing ground In 
the favor of the people from the fact 
that they have ceased to be good 
breeders. This class o f hogs do not 
bring more than four or five pigs In 
a litter, so in contrast with other 
classes they do not show up well. The 
farmers have had good crops this year 
and have plenty o f money, and the 
banks never held as much cash on de­
posit. Almost all kinds of fruit and 
vegetables are easily raised In quan­
tities, which only need proper meth­
ods of distribution to put much money 
Into circulation of the country.

“A good crop o f Irish potatoes are 
being marketed now. which were har- 
veated this fall, and they are fine. 
There are still plenty of young pota­
toes to be had in the market now. 
Cabbage, snap beans, shellots and oth­
er things of a like character are plen­
tiful with ns at this late season. Di­
versification has struck in with our 
people and they always have some­
thing that will bring In money. One 
method of utilising Bermuda and Burr 
cibver has pn^ed a success down our 
way, which la to plant the burr clover 
in with the Bermuda aSd then you will 
have a pasture all the year for the 
clover is a winter and early spring 
growth. This for hogs can’t be beat 
and It is also fine for all stock. We 
bad extra good cotton this year « n d  
fair com  and the boll weevil did not 
have much to do wMh UUngs this 
year.

“One advantage that we have had Is 
the fact that the agricultural and me­
chanical college la so near us that 
our poople can easily adapt themselves 
to what Is going on there and new 
Ideas are conatantly being instilled Into 
ths farmers’ ersniums to be used by 
them In the future. Fsrtlllxers are com ­
ing into use with us and the beat 
msthods for thsir application and tha 
right kind of fertillasrs to use. etc- 
can be easily laamed at tha college. 
It Is a great Institution and should 
have the earnest support o f every 
farmer and.stockman In the state, so 
that the Icgtolature can be Induced to 
apply more o f the revenue collected 
from the people to aiding and building 
up the college.

Bryan has become quite a city, hav­
ing now 8,880 people, and many Insti­
tutions o f a public and seml-publlc 
character to boast ot its progreaj. 
Among the tnatituttons that have the 
moat attraction for our people are tha 
five public school buildings, which 
have been erected for the accommo­
dation o f the children o f the town.

“ Yea, we are all right and looking 
forward to the coming year with high 
tKH>es.

Conditions in Mottoy County 
Captain A. J. Cooper, being. In the 

city and being a stockman, called at 
the editorial rooms to see the “editor.“
*T have been here In this bdilding 
while looking for you. but I never knew 
before that this was the headquarters 
o f The Stockman-JoumaL In facL

one time someone while I was looking 
thru the plant, handed me a copy of a 
paper and remarked that I' ‘should take 
that paper.’ 1 stuck It In my pocket 
and never looked at It until thq next 
day, and then found that It was the 
very paper whose office I.was looking 
for. Why don’t you put up a sign or 
something in the paper to indicate 
where yorf can be found? I asked 
several people In this town where the 
office o f The Stockman-Journal was, 
and none of them could teU me. Well, 
I have located you now, and I can al­
ways And the trail again. My ranch 
is in Motley county and my postoffice 
address is at Matador. I have nine 
sections o f Ane land and some good 
white-faced cattle and have bought me 
a stump puller and intend to yank 
the mesqultes out and go to planting. 
Some time ago 1 saw that the man 
with the hoe was Inevitably bound to 
conquer the grass country and rèduce 
it to the subjection o f his tools, ami 
I made ready for the evolution by 
trading all my rough grass lands to 
the Matador Cattle Company for good 
smooth sections that were sure things 
for cultU’aticm, and I now have my 
land In a body and It is all good for 
the plow and will sell well some time. 
I am In no special hurry. I Intend to 
cultivate a part o f my land this year. 
We are sixty miles from a railroad, but 
there has been about flva thousand 
bales o f cotton raised In the count;/. 
It has to be hauled to Childress snd 
ccsts 12.60 a bale to get It there.

“There is not much selling of land 
up with us. for the Matador Land and 
Cattle Company owns nearly all o f 
Motley county and parts of most of 
tho adjoining counties, and the com­
pany is not encouraging agriculture 
Just now. They will have to come to 
It after a while, I suppose, for the 
farmer is slow moving as a rule, but 
he gets there all the same, and hts 
movement is constant and all the time. 
No ranch man can hold his lands 
proAtably above a certain price, and 
It is only a question o f time when the 
real estate man will help It up to a 
point above what It can be proAtably 
used for cattle. The Panlumdle is 
going to be one o f the best stock 
farming sections ot Texas. It has the 
soil, water In abundance climate and 
productiveness. It will produce any­
thing that any other country will and 
some things that other countries will 
noL There to no healthier country 
anywhere and altogether 4t to a poor 
man’s country, sure. The farmers are 
leaving counties like Red River and 
moving out west In great numbers. I 
have a neighbor who came from East 
Texas long sgo. Not many months ago 
he said hs wanted to go back to hto 
old iiome, eat muscadines, get a box 
of quinine pills, sit In the sun on the 
side o f the house and shake with a 
good old-fashioned chill. - He went and 
came back. He said he did not get 
the muscadines, but he got aa fine a 
aample o f chills and quinine aa be ever 
had had in the old daya, and he looked 
it. I was a resident o f Denton county 
for years., I read Merchant’a golden 
wedding business and was Interestad. 
The man krho helped him was the 
fkther o f my w ife.”

Cattle Are Scarce
W. H. Abernathy came In from tha 

line o f the Texas CentraL where he
had been looking after hto cattle In­
terests.

“ 1 w A  In tha vicinity o f Hioo and 
down at Morgan. Cattle are remarka­
bly scarce, eapecially those whkA are 
At for market purposes. The country 
to In very good shape to take care o f 
Btocir'as grass for winter is excellent 
and there to no lack o f feed among the 
classes o f which cotton seed taW—, 
generally, first pisce. In speaking of 
feeds for stock, people, as A rule, think 
o f grass, alfklte, etc- but the fact to 
that cotton aeed and its products are 
among the leaders. There Is an im­
mense amount of cotton awaiting ship­
ment along the right o f way about 
HIce and the gins are running on full 
Arne Just as they do in the early tell 
and winter, and picking to atlU going 
on. The scarcity o f oars for shipping 
to« the ggeat trouble and some people 
get mad and say things. Some aay that 
If the railroads can’t handle the traffic 
that they had better sell out to the 
government and be done with I t  You

see. when i>eople have stuff upon whicn 
to realize money on they don’t stop to 
ask questions but insist on ‘having the 
work done. One man suggested that 
the whole trouble to the railroads was 
the fact that so much cotton bad been 
raised that the oil had greased the 
tracks and the road could not move 
the trains. Others booted at this and 
said that oil made things smooth in 
this day and generation for some men 
to run into office on, and it could not 
be that. Any way. Joking aaide, ths 
dearth of esrs is a serious thing with 
people now and promises that things 
will be better some time In the future 
don’t seem' to affect the situation in 
the least down about Hlco.”

Rough Feeding Csttls
J. B. Sanders is one old time Texan 

who hails now from Sapulpa, I. T., but 
to still in love with hto native state.

“Stock cattle are wintering In bbtter 
shape than I ever saw them before. I 
am rough feeding 1,400 head on the 
stalk Aelds, com  and cotton seed. 
There are few mature hogs but the 
people are turning their attention to 
the hog business and It will pay, for 
we have a Ane com  country and with 
grass and corghum we can make meat 
fat and put it on the market quickly. 
Cotton was fine this year and the gins 
are running almost all o f the time. 'We 
have a compress In the town so you 
see we havs a cotton country sure. 
Stock farming will be the best busi­
ness with us in a little while sure. The 
country will soon be settled too thick­
ly for stock to be ran, as we ^ v e  al­
ways been accustomed to have them. 
The thing that to making us more 
notice now than any other to the (3lenn 
oil Aelds. Nearly every day a well to 
brought in and from expert oil men 
who -have visited all the Aelds we 
learn that this Aeld is the best that 
has come in yet. The development has 
been slow heretofore owing to the 
scarcity of labor, but when labor be­
comes more plentiful the development 
of the Aelds will progress In proporAon 
to the labor.

“ I came down to put my girls at 
school In WhltewrlghL 1 was - sur­
prised to sec how poor the cotton crop 
had been in Fannin county and the 
adjoining ones. Boll weevil and worms 
1 learned, were the cause. I am a na­
tive o f Texas snd came from Hills­
boro.”

FAMOUS GREELEY POTATOES 
Capt. Fred Badger of Greeley. Colo, 

spent a few days in the city while on 
hto way to Mexico. *T am a termer 
and dealer in potatoes, the famous 
sort that Texas people have been ac­
customed to eating for so long a  Ame. 
I have control of a good bit o f the ir­
rigated land, ot which I cultivate In 
the neighborhod of 80 acres and rent 
the resL Besides potatoes the princi­
pal crops are wheaL oata. barley and 
alfalfa. Com to not a staple crop with 
us because of the chilly nights, which 
are not good for that plant However, 
sometimes a very good crop to made 
by individuals. Sugar beets are 
another prime crop. The planAng of 
our crop of potatoes begins In May 
and continues on into and through 
June. The maritetlng begins some 
Ame during the last o f September and 
the Arst of October, and continues 
unAl planting Am# to again on hand. 
All termers have oellars in which they 
store their crop o f potatoes and pro­
tect them from the cold when neces­
sary by having Ares to keep the at- 
moBidiere at an even temperature. .In 
the culUvaUon o f the potato crop we 
plant alfalfa, and when It to about a 
foot In height plow it under for a fer- 
Altoer. It to one o f the best for that 
purpose, giving to the soil Just what 
Is needed for potatoes, and ajt the 
same time keeps the soil loose and 
prevents packing, which is ths best 
condlAon fo r  a crop o f potatoM^ Ir- 
rlgatton goes on. whether It to a rainy 
season or noL for it Is best to keep up

L ife Am ong the Pigmies
BT WM. £}DOAR OBSL. F. R. Q. & 

(Copyright. by W. E. Oell.)
I had been for weeks Jn the vast 

woodland of the Btemal Twilight. In 
the very heart o f darkest Africa, so 
that the Pigmies knew me and were 
inclined to do anything I asked of 
them. One day I had dispatched a 
messenger ahead, inviting the Pigmies 
to meat me at a certeln place in the 
forest. Sure enough^ I found on ar­
rival a full dosen awaiting the com­
ing o f "The Big White Chief." as they 
were pleased to call me.

On looking them over we found that 
no women were present and a mes­
senger was at once dispatched asking 
some to come. Soon after four women 
appeared, apd behold, with them a 
Pigmy baby seated astride lU mother’s 
left hip, the first Pigmy baby I had 
ever seen. It was Jlttle smaller than 
an ordinary baby—if there la such a 
thing as an "ordinary baby"—with 
head well shaped, body well developed, 
eyes bright. Its laugh as cheerful as 
that o f a white child, and its cry as 
insistent and sad.

The Pigmies went thru various per­
formances for our entertainment. First 
they sat on the ground in an ellipse. 
Three elected to place their haunches 
on sections o f two inch tree tninka 
How they could be more comfortable 
there than on the level ground proba­
bly only a Pigmy could explain. But 
I doubt not that they could give as 
good an explanation as that o f the 
Polynesians who have sections of 
bamboo trunks for plllowa The Sul­
tan o f the Pigmies wore a bit o f for­
eign cloth about his head and an 
equally small bit about bis body; oth­

ers were equally seandly supplied with 
barh-clotb. The Sultan held a piece 
o f heavy wood rounded on each aide, 
half an inch, thick and ten inchos long, 
in bis left hand. The other Pigmies 
mode grimaces which at times sug­
gested the facial expressions o f apes, 
orang-outang« and monkeys, while their 
voices were engaged in a weird wood­
land chant. Then the Sultan aang a 
Bolo and all the others Joined in the re­
frain.

When ' two k><4l drunta struck up 
they all arose and danced with the 
right foot, the left hand, and the face. 
Other musical Instrumenta they have 
none, tho X searched their huts and 
camp to see. The dance was followed 
by a march, first in a circle, then in 
the form of an ellipse, the women Join­
ing in the performance. The women 
with the baby enjoyed it as much as 
the rest, and the child offered neither 
visibla nor audible objection to the 
Jollification, altho it must have been 
conflderably Jolted.

The'voices o f  the Pigmies are melo­
dious; this holds true in all their fun. 
The Pigmy tfaces are well formed from 
the eyebrows up. I noticed that one 
of them had v^ry well developed the 
phrenological bump of reason. The 
Pigmies have well developed eye­
brows, while other black people have 
almost none. I say black people, but 
I have seen very few black people in 
Africa. The Pigmies are not black; 
they are brown with black hair, and 
an that I have seen have been well 
developed In the chests.

The Pigmies are pleasant people, be­
cause they keep their persons very 
clean. The Pigmy bathes often. When

They 
are naturally thus, altho Isidorus and 
Serapion would no doubt hold It due to 
bathing in narcotic mandragora and 
thereby diminished sensibility to pain, 
lybat a blessing it must be to the 
Pigmy families not to have the thou­
sand ills that civilised flesh is betr to! 
Because they are Jolly. These manni­
kin are not mad for gain, and there­
fore have more shouts for J<  ̂ than 
misers. Truly it is said: “O 'delved 
gold, the waller’s heap." The Pigmies 
do not understand coin and hoarded 
wealth, wbk^ os often saddens as re­
joices the possessor.

Pull o f fun are these odd little deni- 
sens o f the forest. They dance and 
romp and play to their heart’s con­
tenti I am pleased to write that they 
invite their wh’es to participate in 
their pleasures and diversions. In­
deed. in wife treatment they are su­
perior to their bigger neighbors. They 
may at times roam idly in the forest, 
but what I have seen makes me think 
they are too full of Jolly mischief to 
be very lasy. —

I.noticed during my sojourn among 
the Pigmies that mimicry employs 
some of their time while at play. A 
droll humor which is exceedingly 
funny results,.
