G. A. Audrey, aged 64, of Arlington, 
and his brother-in-law , Tom Wlngo, 
aged about 46, o f Argyle, were run  
down and instan tly  killed by a  Texas

gperfot Is The Ttltarmm
AUSTIN, Texas. Jan . 21.—W. A. 

Cocke, representative from Bexar, baa 
filed w ith the senate invea- 
tigating  committee a  statem ent of the 
c h a rg e  against Senator Bailey to  be 
used as  tb s  basis of investigation, the 
stateuM nt being addsaased to both the 
senate  and house committees. Mr. 
Cocke, upon inform ation and belief, 
makes chargee On th irty -s ix  counts.

Cocke filed his charges subject to 
the r irh t  to w ithdraw  fh»m In the 
event the committee does not agree to 
let him be present and in terrogate  the 
witnesses. A t its  m eeting this m orn­
ing the house com m ittee decided th a t 
a  person bringing charges against Sen­
a to r Bailey m ight be present a t  the 
investigation and suggest questions to 
the exam iners. It is presum ed thi j  
will be satisfactory  to Representative 
Cocke. Among the charges made \ y  
Representative Cocke are  the follow­
ing:

1. T hat Bailey, while a  m em ber of 
congress, was interested in the United 
S ta tes governm ent mule contract with 
one Steger, or S teger A  Lebatt.

i . T hat during the early m onths of 
the year 1900 Bailey entered Into an 
agreem ent w ith John Francis, brother 
of David R. Francis, and as well w ith 
D. R. FVancls and Joseph Bailey to ­
gether with H. C. Pierce of the W aters- 
Plerce OH Company of M issouri (in 
consideration of which agreem ent and 
conspiracy and services rendered by 
Bailey, he was to be assisted in the 
purchase of the Gibbs ranch In Dallas 
county) whereby Bailey was under­
stood to use his personal, official and 
political influence th a t the W aters- 
PMerce Oil Company m ight defeat the 
ouster Judgment In Texas.

5. T hat Bailey on or about the 25th 
day of April, 1900, called upon H. C. 
Pierce In St. Louis and conspired with 
him on behalf of the W aters-P lerce 
and the Sl^ndad Oil companies to de­
feat the aforesaid Judgment.

4. T h a t Bailey should have known 
th a t the W ateri-I*lerce company was 
outlawed in Texas and an  in te rsta te  
tru s t and th a t H. C. Pierce and others 
were under indictm ents in M cLennan 
county.

6. T ha t Bailey received It.SOO as a 
re ta iner fee for said services and p re­
tended th a t sam e was a loan or fee 
for i>erBonal. political and official In­
fluence in the premises.

7. T hat Bailey, Johnson and Pierce 
went to Austin and Bailey used per­
sonal, political and official influence to 
Induce Thomas S. Smith, a tto rney  gen­
eral, and Secretary of S ta te  H srdy  to 
perm it and issue a  perm it for the re ­
admission of the W aters-P lerce Oil 
Company.

8. T hat Bailey and "Co-eonsplrators” 
returned from Austin to  W aco and re ­
sumed negotiations for the dism issal 
of litigation and Indictm ents there  
j>ending. T hat Bailey on May 2, 1900, 
used his influence for dism issal or 
compromise of suits, "and to th a t end 
did approve and endorse proposition to 
pay Oscar A Strbllng of tho firm of 
H enry A S trtbling a  sum  of money 
about five tim es larger than  they were 
entitled to by law,” and th a t effort 
was made by Bailey to Influence a  d is­
tric t Judge and th a t an unsuccessful 
effort was m ads -to influence Cullen F. 
Thomas.

10. T hat Bailey well knew the fur­
ther sum of 138.100 was Illegitimately 
paid and distributed a t W aco by his 
co-conspIrators, notw ithstanding Bai­
ley on Jan. 17, 1907, made a  deceptive 
statem ent In the house of representa­
tives in reference to the $8,100, claiming 
It was to refit th e  private car of Pierce 
on account of the porter having had 
the smallpox.

Charges Fee of 1100,000
12- T hat Bailey received the sum of 

8100,000 for exercising his Influence 
as aforesaid from the Standard  Oil 
Company of New Jersey  or the W aters- 
Plerce Oil Company, notw ithstanding 
his oath in 1901.

13. T ha t Bailey used his influence 
In shaping the form of the investigating 
committee In 1901 and concealed later 
transactions now unearthed.

14. T ha t Bailey in 1901 w’hlle en route 
to Texas to defend himself before the 
Investigating comm ittee wired H. C. 
Pierce to forward him 85,000, which 
inform ant believes w as used to defeat 
said Investigation or to so m anipulate 
the same as to exonerate himself and 
to shield the W a te rs -P fe r«  Oil Com­
pany to the  shame of Texas.

15. T kat. Bailey had said to the in­
vestigating committee “T hat an honest 
m an could make nothing In the public 
service and th a t he now declares th a t 
“He despises those public men who 
think It necessary to rem ain poor in 
order to  be considered honest."

16- T hat Bailey negotiated a  financial 
transaction w ith the W aters-P lerce Oil 
Company or the S tandard  Oil Company 
In W ashington or New York about 
M arch 1. 1901. am ounting to 88.000. 
which he concealed as a  loan. 'That 
th is and the 81,760 item was a  fee for 
defeating Texas legislation.

18. In M arch. 1901, said Bailey left 
duties In W ashington and returned to 
the sta te  of Texas for the purpose of 
using personal and officUU Influence 
to defeat the senate bill No. 154 and 
to defeat house bill No. 422, the la tte r 
by McFall, to revoke the charter of 
the W aters-P lerce Oil Company.

19. T hat Bailey w rote to Pierce on 
March 28. 1901. for the su m .o f 81.750 
which was for the purpose of Influenc­
ing legislation or for his services and 
was a  part of the 88.000 alluded t a

TRAIN WAS BLOWN 
FROM THE TRACK

A Powder Explofdon Causes 
Death and B um inR  of Scores

Bpteial to The Telegram.
T E R R E  HAUTE, Ind., Jan . 21.— 

Tw enty-one charred and  m utilated  
bodies have been taken  from  the sm ol­
dering rem ains of passenger tra in  No. 
8 on the  Cleveland. C incinnati Chicago 
and St. Louis (Big F our), which w as 
destroyed by the explosion of a  ca r 
load of powder as  it  passed a  fre ight 
tra in  a t  Sandford, nine m iles w est of 
here. The num ber in jured will reach 
a t  least th irty-five.

The entire  tra in  was blown from 
the track , the coaches demolished and 
the engine hurled fifty feet. The p as­
sengers were either blown to pleeces, 
crem ated or rescued in a  more or less 
Injured condition.

The Injured, some of whom are  fa ­
tally  hurt, are a t  the hospitals a t  T erre 
H aute  and Paris, 111., and a t  Sandford.

Fearful Fore« of Explosion
The car was sm ashed to pieces by 

the force of the explosion. H uge 
m asses of iron were found hundreds of 
feet from the track. The tan k  of the 
passenger coaches and  one baggage 
car were consumed by fire.

The freight tra in  In which w as the  
car of powder was demolished. Sand­
ford was badly shocked. W indows 
were shattered , dishes and  fu rn itu re  
broken and doors tom  from  their 
h ingea

The entire  passenger tra in  w as 
blown off the track  and crushed Into 
the m ud a  m era m ass of debris, p in­
n ing under it forty  hum an bodlea F ire  
broke out, and before the  e)re« of c iti­
zens and rescuers m any burned to 
death before aid  could he rendered 
them.

In darkness, only lighted by  the 
flam es of -the burn ing  coaches, the 
people of Sandford did their best for 
the stricken. Cries of the injured and 
the crseltUng of the  flsm ee together 
w ith  the odor of the burn ing  hum an 
flesh greeted the rescuers who worked 
frantically , bu t soon Were forced back 
by the terrib le heat.

tra in  on the  F risco  w ent in  th e  d itch  
ten  m iles n o rth  o f Brownwood and  
four m iles south  of the f irs t station , 
Delaware.

The engine passed over the 
spread track  and escaped, bu t the  ca rs  
all left the  track , tu rned  over and 
roiled down the  em bankm ent, w ith  the 
exception o f the  sleeper. No one In 
the  sleeper w as hu rt.

N. M. Ftogle, a  traveling  m an o u t of 
F o r t W orth, w as perhaps th e  m ost 
seriously injured. He w as wounded on 
the  back o f the  head, in ternally  and 
his face badly scratched. H e w as placed 
on a  cot and brought here w ith  the  
others. The wound In the  back of his 
head required ten  s titch e a  O ther In­
ju red  are :
