Old Man Weather “threw the 

book” at the Cross Plains area

the area.

A total of .21 inches of moisture 
was gauged here by S. F. Bond, 
local observer for the U. S. Weather 
Bureau. This badly-needed mois­
ture fell in showers on Saturday 
afternon and early Sunday morn­
ing.

Tuesday morning residents of this 
area arose to find the countryside 
covered with a deep layer of frost 
and ice and reports from orchard 
men and home gardeners state that 
there is little hope for fruit and 
early vegetables in this section.

Only 22 Days Left To 
Have Auto Inspected

Austin—With but one month re­
maining in the current Motor Ve­
hicle Inspection period during which 
motorists must get their autos in­
spected, Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., 
Director of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, today issued an 
appeal to one-third of the State’s 
car owners who have not yet com­
plied with the law.

“There is just one month re­
maining,” Garrison said, “in which 
aout one-third of the car owners in 
Texas must have their vehicles in­
spected if they are to continue op­
erating them on the streets and 
highways.”

Meanwhile, W. J. Elliott, Chief of 
the Texas Highway Patrol, said that 
State Patrolmen would, begin en­
forcement of the law on April 16th 
against operators of cars not bear­
ing the 1955 approved inspection 
sticker.

“We are making this last ditch 
appeal,’’ Garrison added, “for car 
owners to visit their inspection sta­
tions without delay if inconvenience 
is to be avoided."

Reseeded Ranges Are 
Profitable, If Done 
Properly, Specialist Says

Texas ranchmen are learning to 
live with drought and profit too. 
A range specialist says the answer 
for many lies in keeping a proper 
grass-livestock balance on reseeded 
ranges.

Many attempts at reseeding have 
not been profitable—and for several 
reasons, says G. O. Hoffman, ex­
tension range specialist. Reseeding 
fails because of planting at the! 
wrong time or season, improperly 
prepared seedbeds, lack of seedling 
protection and weed control and 
grazing before the new plants be­
come well established.

Hoffman advises-farmers to de­
termine whether as much as 15 per­
cent of the native, key grasses are 
still present. Tf they are, don’t re­
seed. Deferred grazing is better and 
cheaper method of recovery.

A reseeding operation should be 
planned like a cash crop, Hoffman 
sayst Fields out of cultivation for* 
long periods seeded to adapted 
grasses give quickest response. 
Plant the grasses in rows and fol­
low with a roller of cultipacker.

Reseeding is recommended in 
West Texas in April, May or June.

Management following seeding 
plays an equally important role in 
reestablishing rangeland. Do not, 
graze the new grass the first year, 
or until the plant crowns are at 
least one inch in diameter.

Turn in the cows only after the 
new grasses have a firm foothold. 
But don’t run in too many animals. 
Next comes the job of .balancing 
livestock with forage produced.

Fifteen calves on a neighboring 
ranch were shipped to market about 
the same time. These calves, raised 
in brushy pastures, sold for $72.80 
per head.

Law To Stop Merchandise Selling Below Cost

can decide that from his letter* 

Dear editar:
The trouble with electing a man 

to Congress is that he considers 
it a mandate as they say from 
the people to get his name on 
some legislation. There ain’t no­
thing apparently move embarras­
sing to a Congressman than to 
visit back home and have to ad­
mit to the people he hasn’t got­
ten a law passed that he thought 
up, and consequently this puts so 
much pressure on him he has to 
rack his brain to find a spot for 
a new law, because if there’s one 
thirtk the United States has a 
surplus of, it’s laws.

Nearly any sit­
uation you think 
of, some Congress­
man has already 
thought of a law 
to cover it.

But the other 
day a Congress-, 
man thought up 
a new law, and I 
am concerned over i t . .

What he wants is a law to pro­
hibit the sale of merchandise be­
low cost.

Now off-hand this might sound 
like a good thing, business has 
got to make a profit to be worth 
anything, and I guess if a man 
hasn’t got sense enough not to 
sell for more than he paid, maybe

he needs a law to keep him in 
business.

But I  got to thinking. I don’t 
know what all “merchandise” 
would include, but I can see the 
day when the courts would in­
terpret it as cattle, for example, 
or cotton or corn or wheat or 
rice, and I ’m telling you when 
they pass a law keeping a farm- 
from selling below cost, they’re 
gonna play thunder with farm­
ing.

I know farmers, in fact I ’m one 
of em, who have been selling be­
low cost for years, and you pass 
a law putting a stop to it and 
you’ll throw a lot of us out Of 
work.

Year before last, nearly any­
body who sold a cow he’d bought 
the year before that, sold it at 
below cost, and if this law had 
been in effect, by now lots of 
farmers • couldn’t have gotten to 
their mail box for stumbling 
over dead cows.

I ’m not in favor of it, but one 
of the fundamental rights of a 
farmer has been to sell below 
cost, and you eliminate that and 
there’ll be years when a man 
can’t plant a new crop for wor­
rying where to put last year’s.

Maybe a druggist shouldn’t be 
allowed to sell tooth paste be­
low cost, or a merchant a formal 
evening gown, but you stop a 
farmer from selling his products 
that way and what’s he gonna do 
for a living?

Washington — The Federal Gov­
ernment . . . takes 63.6 million dol­
lars per year from our citizens in 
taxes. State and local governments 
take their additional toll. Ffederal 
taxes alone are 21 percent of the 
national income, and amount to 
?696 for every man, woman and 
child in our land. It amount to 
$1,249 per family. The National 
Debt is $5,476 per family, and 
$1,729 per person. Thus, each child 
born in the United States auto­
matically upon arrival shares in 
the National Debt to the extent of 
$1,729.

The handling of these vast sums 
involving defense, welfare, the num­
erous public services and other 
Government functions is, of course, 
in the hands of our public officials. 
The Nation, therefore, should have 
the most skilled, the most energetic 
and faithful public servants if there 
is to be efficient and economical 
administration.

One reaches the point at times of 
feeling that the best way to curb 
the astronomical expenditures of 
Government is to provide less 
money.

Austin—After prodding from the 
head coach, line coach and back- 
field, the Legislature got busy on 
both the put and the take phases

of its money job.
House and Senate committees re­

ported the biggest biennial budget 
in history. The Senate version calls 
for $1.5 billion. The House bill ran 
slightly less.

In one day of debate, the House 
passed its bill, calling for $212 mil­
lion in two years from the general 
revenue fund, now currently in the 
red. I t  would ' require $33,600,000 
more than current spending, for 
general purposes, plus a proposed 
addition of $27 million for high­
ways.

Hearings by the revenue and tax­
ation committee finally were held 
on Gov. Allan Shiver’s tax recom­
mendations—the Murphy 2-cent per 
gallon gasoline tax increase; and 
the Kirklin one-cent cigarette tax 
increase.

£

Citizens State Bank
Cross Plains, Texas

Although the current House is 
one of the “workingest” groups ever. 
Speaker Jim Lindsey called on the 
members to work harder. He pre­
dicted that most of the urgent pro­
gram—water, insurance laws, hos­
pital, tax and spending—could be 
achieved. He estimated $60 million 
new taxes would be required.

Governor Shivers renewed hia 
urging for the gasoline tax hike, 
backed by the highway commis­
sion’s estimate that Texas needs 
to spend $2,200,000,000 on highways 
during the next 10 years.

Rep. Jerry Sadler wno said he 
was “authorized to speak for a 
majority of the House,” told the 
revenue and taxation committtee 
that the 2-cent gasoline, tax hike 
won’t pass.

Saaier prefers a one-cent per 
gallon gasoline and condensate pro­
cessing tax. This, he contends, 
would bring in $160 million a year 
and permit repeal of the present 
4-cent gasoline sales tax. A pro­
cessing tax would reach out-of-state 
as well as Texas buyers of gasoline.

Sadler also has proposed a . $3.30 
per barrel hike in the tax on beer.

Heard by the oil, gas and mining 
committee was Rep. J. B. Walling’s 
“anti-waste" bill to set minimum 
prices for natural gas. At present 
rates this bill would bring in an 
estimated $20 million a year.

Under committee rules, the tax 
and gas-conservation billls auto­
matically went to sub-committee for 
a week’s study.

Veterans’ Affairs
Veterans land deals and their in­

vestigation resulted in an ever­
growing list of legal suits against 
Giles, seeking a lien on property 
purportedly owned by the former 
commissioner in Palls County.

Giles has been indicted by a 
Bexar County grand jury on a 
charge of accepting a bribe. He also 
faces a Travis County indictment 
accusing him of conspiring to take 
$83,50o in veterans land program 
funds.

Issued by the Travis County 
grand jury was a subpoena directing 
officials of the Capital National 
Bank of Austin, to produce Giles’ 
bank records.

Other civil suits for recovery were

filed, making a total of over $2 
million that Shepperd is trying to 
recover for the state.

Shivers Testifies Again
Governor Shivers went back a 

second time to appear before the 
Senate investigating committee; this 
time under oath.

He said that neither he nor any 
of his aides, brought “undue pres­
sure” on the veterans land board 
to expedite processing of applica­
tions for loans.

It is the policy of the governor’s 
office, said Shivers, to refer ques­
tions about the program to the vet­
erans land board.

Shivers testified further that he, 
had never received any warning of 
any irregularities concerning the| 
program, and that if he had, some­
thing would have been done about 
it.

Commending the investigators for 
their work, Shivers said, “There is 
not anything as wholesome as 
bringing out the real facts and let­
ting the public look at them.” 

Continuation in Doubt 
Continuation of the Veterans’ 

Land Program is in doubt. House 
investigators have recommended 
liquidation of the present set-up.

Sen. George Moffett abandoned 
“indefinitely” his plans to ask 
Texans to vote another $100 mil­
lion in veterans’ land bonds.

Only 15,000 of the 971,000 eligible 
veterans have applied for land to 
date, under the eight-year-old vet­
erans land program. That is less 
than 1.6 percent of those who are 
eligible.

General Legislation
Tourist Business—Texas will be 

able to advertise for tourists if the 
House okays a Senate-passed meas­
ure to permit the State to adver­
tise—and if voters approve the con­
stitutional amendment next year.

Insurance Bills—Sen. Crawford 
Martin’s bill requiring adequate* 
financing of fire and casualty in­
surance companies, by ample capital 

. stock and surplus, passed the Sen­
ate. It also broadened the super­
visory powers of the state insurance 
commissioners.
