Philosopher Wants Job Teaching Farmers 
How To LoaF If Government Rents Their Land
Dear editar:

Naturally. I have been following 
all the political speeches and com­
ments in the papers over what 
ought to be done about the farm 
price situation, and while I'm not 
sure anybody can come up with a 
complete solution, it’s awfully com­
forting to know somebody is think­
ing about you.

Naturally also every time some­
body makes a suggestion,- somebody 
else has an objection.

Along this line, one of the propos­
als to cut down on the surplus and 
raise the price for farmers is to 
have the government rent some of 
your land and thus keep it out of 
production, and I guess it’d work, 
because I don’t know many govern­
ment workers who’d be very much 
at farming anyway, that’d be an 
excellent way to cut down on pro­
duction, but the objection to this 
is that it would be unfair to a 
farmer to rent part of his land and 
throw him out of part of his year’s 
work even if he got paid for it.

“It might spoil a farmer to let 
him get in the habit of seeing part 
of his land lie idle,” the argument 
goes. “The government can’t afford 
to risk getting a farmer out of the 
habit of working all his land. Idle­

ness ic the devil’s workshop.”
Obviously, this calls for an ex­

pert, and if there’s anything I ’m an 
expert at, it’s watching land lie 
idle.

I will be glad to take on the job 
of letting other farmers in on how! 
they can survive with their charac­
ter intact the dangerous job of let­
ting some, of their land go un­
worked for a year or so. For a rea­
sonable fee, which in lawyer’s langu­
age means a pretty hefty price, I 
will set up a school of instruction in 
the art of safe, non-habit-forming 
loafing, I have pioneered in this 
newer branch of agriculture and 
I’m just the man the government’s 
looking for. It has taken me years to 
reach this point, but I am prepared 
to face the government’s land rental 
program unafraid and confident I  
can meet it and survive, if the rent­
al payments are high enough.

In case the government doesn’t 
hire me, though, and still goes ahead 
with its plans for paying a farmer 
for not producing on part of his 
land, I think it would be only fair 
that they make the payments retro­
active. I've got' land out here that’s 
been non-productive for years.

Seven Special Stocked and 
feeder Sales Planned.

Fort Worth—The “new look” in 
toeksr and feeder sales developed 
it Fort Worth this year was so suc­
cessful that seven events are plan­
ned by the Fort Worth Livestock 
Market Institute in cooperation with 
the Texas Aberdeen-Angus Associa­
tion and the Texas Hereford Associa­
tion during 1956.

New departure will be'distribution­
al sale of cows and pairs slated for 
April 13 at the stockyards. There 
will be three classifications in thi^ 
event: 1. Herefords, or predomient- 
ly Hereford; 2. Aberdeen-Angus or 
predomintntly Angus; 3. Mixed 
breeds such as Brahman, Shorthorn, 
etc.

At the meeting Friday there was 
some fun as Secretary Henry Elder 
of the Texas Hereford Association 
and Mieldman Milt Miller and Sec­
retary Glen Tole of the Texas Ab­
erdeen-Angus Association tried to 
decide which classification the 
“black-whitefaces” , or the Angus- 
Hereford crossbreeds would fit into. 
Both claimed if they were “good 
ones” they belonged to their breed, 
and if they were “sorry” they be­
longed to the other fellow.

Actually, they will go into the 
classification designated by their 
owner.

Other dates selected for stocker 
and feeder sales at the market were, 
for Herefords or predominently 
whiteface cattle—May 11; June 22; 
September 21; October 19.

The Blacks will have stocker and 
feeder sale dates on July 13 and 
September 7. Dates chosen were as 
near as possible to dates both groups 
had this year, except the May Here­
ford sale which was set in at the 
request of cattle buyers needing 
cattle for shipment to Northern 
grass.

Austin—One thousand education- 
minded Texans, meeting in Austin, 
selected “No federal aid, no federal 
control’' as the theme they will 
take to the White House Conference 
on Education Nov. 28-Dec. 1.

Texas is one of five states that 
refuse federal funds for staging 
state and local education conferenc­
es.

Gov. Allan Shivers told the dele­
gates to the cqnference that Texas 
did not seek federal aid to educa­
tion. Further aid to the school sys­
tem, he said, should come from the 
state, but without stiings of con­
trol from the state level upon the 
local districts.

Rather than federal aid, one lead­
er suggested “relief from the stu­
pendous federal tax burden” to al­
low more latitude for school financ­
ing. A re-examining of the state’s 
total tax structure in search of ad­
ditional school revenue was propos­
ed.

Other problems on which the Tex­
as Conference on Education ex­
changed ideas were: 12-months-a- 
year or six-days-a-.weew use of 
buildings; attracting and holding 
good teachers; keeping curricula up- 
to-date.

A concensus of their findings will 
be compiled into a report to be 
taken to the white House Confer­
ence.

Court Re-Considers
Texas Court of Criminal Appeals 

is, for the second time, ponder-ing 
the legality of the Duval Co. grand 
jury which returned 104 indictments 
against county officials.

This time it also is considering 
charges by Attorney Gen. John Ben 
Shepperd that it “misrepresented 
facts’’ on its Oct. 5 decision nullify­
ing the grand jury’s action.

In a. vigorous argument for rever­
sal, Shepperd contended the majori­
ty opinion reflected on the “prop­
riety and motives” of himself and 
Joduge A. S. Broadfoot. He referred 
specifically to statements concern­
ing alleged collusion between him­
self and Broadfoot.

Judge Broadfoot dismissed one 
grand jury in Duval County and 
made arrangements for a new one, 
which the high court held illegal.

Master Plan Outlined 
Visitors to Austin will have new 

sights to see in the Capitol area 
before long.

Guiding factors for. the creation 
of a “state government center”, with 
the Capitol building at the core, 
have been outlined by a profession­
al planning firm.

A new state courts building and a 
state office building are to be con­
structed in the area soon. In locat­
ing them the planning specificalists 
suggested:

1. that none should tower over 
the capitol dome.

2. That off-street parking be pro­
vided.

3. That easy pedestrian access be 
provided for all buildings.

4. That further, commercial devel­
opment in the capitol area be con­
trolled.

Land Sales Reopened
Requests from over 3,000 veterans 

were included in a drawing which 
officially reopened' the Texas land 
program last week.

The first 300 wrawn were to re­
ceive application forms immediately. 
The remainder will receive notices 
of where they stand in line and will 
receive their application fosms at 
a later date.

Land Office Commissioner J. Earl 
Rudder looked on as Charles L. 
Downey, department commander of 
the American Legion, drew the 
name of Olin R. Talley of Buffalo 
Gap as the first on the application 
list.

Rudder said careful measures are 
being taken to prevent fatoritism. 
This was one of the factors reveal­
ed in the investigations which 
caused the program to be shut 
down last Novembeer.

Skelton Elected
In electing him chairman of the 

Texas Democratic Advisory Com­
mittee, Byron Skelton of Temple 
told the DAC they had, in effect, 
made him chairman of the Demo­
cratic Party in Texas.

A resolution at the DAC meeting 
in Waco, to leave the national com­
mitteeman post vacant until the 
May convention was rejected. In its 
place, the committee adopted a reso­
lution setting forth “prime qualifi­
cations” for a national committee­
man and committee woman.

No direct reference was made to 
the choice of Lt. Gov. Ben Ramsey, 
recently named committeeman. 
Ramsey’s appointment had the ap­
proval of Speaker Sam Raburn, who 
organized the DAC to fill the place 
of national committeeman after 
Wright Morrow was ousted from the 
post.

Johnson Dinner Planned
If plans materialize, a testamoni- 

al dinner for U. S. Sen. Lyndon B. 
Johnson will be given in Austin in 
December.

Meantime, there have been sug­
gestions to name Johnson Texas’ 
“favorite son” candidate for presi­
dent. Johnson said he had no inten­
tion of being proposed as a candi­
date. He said he had very little 
ihope of forming a legislative pro­
gram in Congress which can be 
carried to the people. “If we do our 
job in Congress right, the election 
will take care of itself ”

Texas Schools Praised
A letter to Governor Shivers from 

Maj. Gen. John G. Van Houten at 
Fort Carson, Colo, praised Texas’ 
public school system.

General Van Houten said out­
standing trainees are selected from 
approximately 1,500 newly inducted 
soldiers each month iii the basic 
training program.

“To date the greatest number of 
outstanding trainees selected have 
come from the state of Texas,’’ the 
general said. He is commanding gen­
eral of the Eighth Infantry Division.

Safety Expert Says to 
Expect the Unexpected

The first traffic death in this 
country was a pedestrial struck after 
he had alighted from a street car, 
according to the Texas Safety Asso­
ciation. And pedestrians have been 
getting themselves killed by auto­
mobiles ever since.

You’s think that in the many 
years automobiles have been part 
of the American Scene, pedestrians 
would have learned to live with 
them. But statistics prove they 
haven’t.

Last year 7,900 pedestrians were 
killed in traffic.

What’s the reason behind this 
whole distressing problem? There 
are many reasons— of course. Some 
of them involve the pedestrian. . . 
others involve the driver . . most of 
them involve careless on somebody’s 
part.

But one fact looms large in any 
study of pedestrian accident fatui­
ties— a great many pedestrians kill­
ed each year are non-drivers. They 
are unfamiliar with the limitations 
of the driver and his car.

This fact gives both drivers and 
walkers a valuable clue on the pre­
vention of pedestrian traffic deaths.

Because of it the driver should 
expect the pedestrian to have faulty 
judgement in estimating the speed 
of an automobile, in figuring how 
well the driver can see him, in de­
termining how long it will take the 
driver to bring the car to a stop, etc. 
The driver who proceeds on the as­
sumption that the pedestrian has ne 
appreciation of the driver’s problems 
will act as if the whole job of keep­
ing pedestrians safe in traffic de­
pends on him. And he will keep 
many pedestrians safe.

In the same way, the walker who 
realizes that many pedestrian deaths 
are brought about by. ignorance on 
the part of pedestrians themselves, 
wiU not be likely to trust his own 
judgement of what a driver can see 
and hear and how he can be expect­
ed to react. Such a pedestrian will 
never venture across a street until 
he_ is sure he has ample time to 
reach the opposite side in safety. He 
will never assume that just because 
he can see the headlights of a car, 
the driver can see him. He will look 
upon the driver as an unpredictable 
factor, whose reactions and limita­
tions can not be accurately judged 
b£..the man in the street.

If noth drivers and walkers would 
expect the enexpected from each 
other, many pedestrians accidents 
could be prevented.

Is About Set To Start
Austin—Harvest of between three 

and five thousand antlerless deer in 
six Hill Country counties may be 
authorized on the basis of plans now 
underway, said the Executive Secre­
tary of the Game and Fish Commis­
sion.

Slighly more than three thousand 
head antlerless deer were taken last 
fall when this.method of reducing 
deer overpopulation was given emer­
gency status in Mason, Llano and 
Gillispie counties.

This year the special harvest has 
been approved in those three coun­
ties. Commission action has paved 
the way for the anterless hunts in 
Medina, Kerr, and Blanco counties, 
subject to final approval of county 
commissioners’ courts.

“These special harvests are dictat- 
tated by sound game management 
policies in the face of overpopula­
tion of deer on drought stricken, 
over grazed ranges,” said the Execu­
tive Secretary. “Removing surplus 
deer in these counties this fall will 
be another step toward balancing 
the herds and will mean a higher 
survival rate next winter. We know 
that this action improves the vigor 
of individual animals and generally 
improves deer hunting in the long 
run.”

Hunters will get special permits 
from landowners. The limit will be 
tw antlerless deer or one buck and 
one anterless deer. Hunting leasei 
cost is expected to range from $10 
to $25, depending on prices set by 
landowners for hunting privileges. 
Dates for the special hunts in all 
counties affected will be from De­
cember 2 to 11 inclusive.

“Our reports indicate the deer 
generally are in good condition up 
to this time,”  said the Executive 
Secretary. “Feed temporarily is ade­
quate and the venison made avail­
able under these special harvest 
should be choice.

Do you have a problem in decid­
ing what to do with the leaves that 
clutter the lawn at this time of 
year? Don’t let it bother you, and 
don’t burn them either. Just pile 
the leaves, put on a layer of fer­
tilizer and leaves alternating, and 
water occasionally and next spring 
you will have a good compost. The 
application of compost to the flower 
or vegetable garden next spring will 
increase the organic content of the 
soil, help keep soil temperatures 
down, and hold moisture. Compost is 
valuable too as a mulch. -Now is the 
time to plan for next spring.

Texas Highway Patrol Is 
Accepting Applications

Austin—The Texas Highway Pa­
trol is accepting applications be­
tween now and January 1 for ap­
pointment as State Patrolmen.

Col. Homer Garison, Jr., Direc­
tor of the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, said that state-wide 
examinations would be given in Jan­
uary and that successful candidates 
would begin training at the Austin 
Headquarters of the DPS in April.

Forty-seven men are now in re­
cruit school and another class will 
begin in January. These were select­
ed as a result of examinations given 
last summer.

The Public Safety Director invit­
ed all young men to make applica­
tion as early as possible. He point­
ed out that they must be between 
21 and 35 years of age, inclusive; 
have a high school education; be at 
least 5 feet 8 inches in height; and 
weigh not less than two or more 
than three and one-half pounds per 
inch of height.

Garrison also emphasized that 
applications mu,st have been resi­
dents of Texas for at least a year 
prior to the date of examination and 
they must be of good moral charac­
ter and in perfect physical condi­
tion and able to withstand a rigid 
character investigation.
