Safety A ss’n. Asks You 
To Watch Out for Others

“Be your brother’s keeper. Watch 
out for others in traffic!”

Mr. E. C. McFadden, Vice Presi­
dent, Employers’ Casuality Com­
pany, Dallas, Texas and President, 
Texas Safety Association, Inc., made 
that plea to Texas drivers today as 
he urged them to cooperate with the 
Pedestrian Safety program the Tex­
as Safety Association, Department 
of Public Safety and the National 
Safety Council are conducting.

Mr. McFadden reminded drivers to 
be especially considerate of three 
types of pedestrians who are ex­
tremely vulnerable in traffic. These 
are children, old people, and the 
blind.

“Youngsters are often heedless 
and forget safety rules in the ex­
citement of play, the motorist must 
keep a constant look out for them,” 
Mr. McFadden said.

He said that oldsters are likely to 
have slowed reactions and impaired 
sight and hearing, so_ the driver 
must give them plenty of time to 
cross streets and must not frighten 
them or confuse them.

“The most vulnerable pedestrians 
of all, of course are the blind,” Mr. 
McFadden said. “They carry a white 
cane to let the sighted know that 
they must help the blind when pos­
sible."

The way in which a driver can 
help is to realize that although the 
blind person may look as if he is 
aware of the traffic situation it’s 
safer to assume that he is not and 
to proceed wjth extreme caution.

"Although the driver has a special 
obligation to the pedestrians just 
mentioned, he also has an obligation 
to every other pedestrian and driver 
he meets in traffic,” Mr. McFadden 
said. “If every driver would dis­
charge this obligation to the full, 
there would he far fewer traffic ac­
cidents.’’

This 
is one farm surplus that Congress 
nor the farmer had nything to do 
with, but can be laid right on the 
door step of the State Department.

Citizens in a 12-county Central 
Texas area have been stirred up 
ever since the Army announced 
plans to move half of Hood’s per­
sonnel to Louisiana.

Governor Shivers, Senator Daniel, 
Sen. Lyndon Johnson, and several 
congressmen have spearheaded their 
efforts. They called attention to the 
enormous public and private expen- 

i ditures made in the area to serve 
)Hood personnel.

Senator Daniel received a tele­
gram from the Secretary of the 
Army promising Texans a hearing 
on the subject.

Army dissatisfaction was thought 
to stem from the refusal of local 
property owners to permit use of 
their land for maneuvers without 
payment.

Cisco—Plans to-hold three old- 
fashioned Turkey Shoots here to 
raise funds for the 1956 Cisco Fiesta 
program have been announced by 
Chairman, Vaughn Summers. The 
Turkey Shoot will be held on Sat­
urday, November 12, on Saturday, j 
November 19, and on Sunday after­
noon, November 20.

The shoots will be held at the 1 
rodeo grounds with Archie Taylor 
in charge of the shooting programs. : 
A feature of each day’s program ' 
will be chuck wagon barbecue to 
be sold through a concession. Aus­
tin Flight will be in charge of the 
barbecue.

A feature of the Turkey Shoots 
will be the use of live turkeys, as 
well as targets. Ammuition will be 
furnished and guns will be available.

More Super Roads
A four-lane highway connecting 

all population centers should be 
Texas’ aim, says Gov. Allan Shiv­
ers.

Addressing a meeting of the Texas 
County Judges and Commissioners 
Association in Austin 'Shivers prais­
ed the farm-to-market highways. 
But, he said, “our truckline system 
has not fared too well.”

At least 3,000 more miles of heavy 
traffic roads are needed, Shivers 
stated. He added that “such con­
struction would pay for itself with 
increased gasoline tax revenues. But 
people seem more willing to pay 
more expensive toll road fees than 
state taxes.”

North-South Thoroughfare
A super-highway from the Red 

River to the Rio Grande by 1960 is 
the target of the Texas Highway 
Department.

Originally completion of the 512 
mile project was scheduled for 1975. 
However, faster acquisition of right- 
of-way than was expected has made 
the advanced date possible, reports 
State Highway Engineer DeWitt C. 
Greer.

Following the route of the pres­
ent U. S. 81, the new giant road 
will cost an estimated $275,000,000.

Where to Put Pupils
Despite mammoth construction 

outlays, Texas’ public schools still 
are fighting a losing battle with 
enrollment figures, says the Texas 
Education Agency.

If buildings and pupils continue 
to be added at the present pace, the 
state will be short 24.000 classrooms 
by 1960, TEA estimates. This despite 
the fact that during the past six 
years Texas spent $432,000,000 on 
school buildings—or far more than 
any other southern state.

Population shifts, both within and 
to the state, as well as the rising 
birth rate, cause the dilemma, says 
TEA.

Building Advisors Named
Five men have been appointed to 

help plan a new State Courts Build­
ing.

Named to the Supreme Court 
Building Advisory Board, by Gov­
ernor Shivers, are former Supreme 
Court Judge A. J. Folley of Ama­
rillo; former congressman Ed Gos­
sett of Dallas; former Governor Dan 
Moody; J. Neils Thompson of Aus­
tin; and Virgil T. Seaberry Sr. of 
Eastland.

Duval Decision Stands
Hope is apparently ended for any 

change in the decision of the Court 
of Criminal Appeals nullifying 104 
Duval County indictments. The court 
refused to reverse its ruling that the 
grand jury which returned the in­
dictments was improperly consti­
tuted.
