A n d  Party To Be Held Dec. 22
Cotton Referendum 
Poses Big Questions

The outcome of the cotton mark­
eting quota referendum to be held 
throughout the Nation’s cotton­
growing area on December 13 will 
determine whether quota penalities 
will apply and also the level of 
price support for 1956 crop cotton. 
The referendum therefore is of vi­
tal concern to every cotton grower, 
says W. H. Ferguson, Chairman of 
the Callahan County Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Committee.

The marketing quota program 
will be in operation for next year’s 
crop, the chairman explains, of at 
least of the votes cast in the refer­
endum are favor of the program. 
In that case, price support will be 
available for the 1956 crop of upland 
cotton at a level between 75 and 90 
percent of parity, and quota penal­
ties will apply on any excess cot­
ton. If more than one-third of the 
votes are against quatas, there 
would be no quota penalties but 
the price support level to elegible 
growers would drop to 50 percent 
of parity.

Chairman Ferguson explains that 
acreage allotments will be in effect 
even though quotas are disapprov­
ed; compliance with such cotton al­
lotments will be required for eligi­
bility for price support, no matter 
what the level of the support.

Chairman Ferguson points out 
that the decision will have far- 
reaching effects, and that the ques­
tion deserves the serious study and 
the carefully considered vote of all 
who grow cotton.

Bayou Philosopter Finds Solution To Farm 
Problem Won't Be Any Simple Natter
Dear editar:

Secretary of Agriculture Benson 
has called on “everybody” to send 
him some answers to the farm price 
program, so I brought the matter 
up at the meeting around a stove 
during the cold snap last week and 
here are some of the ideas I pick­
ed up, and Sec. Benson is welcome 
to them:

(1) “The whole trouble comes from 
ever letting farmers get prosperous 
in the first place. That’s where the; 
country made its big mistake. It’S 
just hard to go back to the days of 
one-gallus farming when you’ve got­
ten used to living like other people.”

(2) “The way to reduce the farm 
surplus is to cut out all this non­
sense about reducing. Let the De­
partment of Agriculture offer a 
prize for the woman in every town 
in the nation who gains the most in 
the next six months. You take right 
rere in Callahan county, if every 
woman really let go, the farm sur­
plus would meet its match” .

(3) “That won’t do it. The way to 
reduce the surplus is to stop pro- 
iucing so much, and the. way to do 

that is to abolish the tractor. The 
tractor is what enabled a farmer to 
produce four times as much as he 
used to. Get Congress to outlaw the 
use of the tractor, and in two 
years we won’t have a surplus. 
Turn the farmer loose, let him pro­

duce all he can, provided he does 
it with horses and mules.”

(4) Won’t work. All it’d do is 
bring on a depression for the trac­
tor manufacturers. The thing to do. 
is put all the white-collar farm ex­
perts and professional agricultur­
ists at work farming. Nothing will 
produce a scarcity faster than 
that.”

(5) “What about this soil bank 
idea? Take a tenth of the land out 
of cultivation, build up the soil’s 
fertility and hold it in readiness 
until the country’s population dou­
bles.”

(6) “Won’t work. It‘d work all 
right maybe if you could get Mexi­
co, South America, Brazil, etc. to 
join up, but you cut down on pro­
duction in the U. S. and produc­
tion on every scrap of land else­
where on earth will be doubled. 
Every time the U. S. cuts produc­
tion by 1 acre, Brazil steps up by 4.”

Austin, Tex.—Santa Claus is
crowding even the politicians out of 
Texas news.

Texas retailers expect the largest 
Christmas trade in history. It will 
top off a year in which sales al­
ready are running ahead of 1954 by 
11 per cent.

Two boom problems harass mer­
chants, says the University of Tex­
as Bureau of Business Research. One 
is whether they have adequate 
stocks to meet consumer demands. 
The other is recruiting extra sales 
forces.

For job seekers this spells bright 
opportunities. A record employment 
peek in December is forecast by the 
Texas Employment Commission.

Employment in Texas right now 
is at an all-time high. More than 
2,790,800 workers are on the job. 
Retail stores this month will add 
30,000 more employees, and post- 
offices 13,000.

A ford of warning for shoppers 
came from the Texas Safety Asso­
ciation. It urges pedestrians not 
to pile their arms so high with par­
cels that they can’t see to cross 
streets safely.

Probation Needs Cited
Lack of probation staff creates 

unnecessary hazards and expense to 
Texas citizens, says the State Board j 
of Pardon and Parole.

Many prisoners deserving parole 
are kept behind bars because the 
state does not have a staff to super­
vise them after release. And relief 
payments to families of such men 
are estimated at $290,000.

But even without clemency, 95 per­
cent of those in prison will some 
day rejoin the outside world. To 
prevent their return to crime, the 
board recommends a rehabilitation 
program in prison, also supervision 
and guidance for parolees.

Education Superboard Named
Fifteen Texans will begin their 

duties next month on the state’s 
newest'  board, the Commission on 
Higher Education.

Created by the last legislature, 
the commission is to be a “super­
board” of Texas’ 22 institutions of 
higher learning.

Also it consolidates or eliminates 
certain college programs and pass 
on legislation bills to create addi­
tional senior colleges.

A1 Muldrow, Brownfield oilman 
and former secretary of state, was 
named temporary chairman by Gov. 
Allan Shivers. Others appointed 
were M. W. Durham Jr. of Amarillo; 
R. T. Waddell of Odessa; Killen B. 
Moore of Vernon; Fred L. Flynn of 
Harlingen; M. W. Glosserman of 
Lockhart; Dr. Harry M. Shy ties of 
Sherman; and Dr. H. F. Connally 
Jr. of Waco.

Also Harris Melasky of Taylor; 
Hal H. Dewar of San Antonio, John 
W. Newton of Beaumont; Mrs. J. E. 
Borden of Abilene; Jack Cox of 
Corpus Christi; Hillard Cope of 
Marshall; and John Redditt of Luf­
kin.

Dallas Loses, Other Benefit
Denton, Collin, Kaufman and Na­

varro counties will get more than 
three million dollars in road buld- 
ing money, thanks to Dallas county 
voters who twice rejected a proposed 
car tax.

This left Dallas county officials 
at a loss as to how to provide money 
to buy right-of-way for roads. Right- 
of-way already had been seemed 
by the other four counties. 
So Highway Commission Chairman 
E. H. Thornton Jr. allocated $3,208,- 
000 to the other counties.

Gas Rate Test Scheduled
Whether Texans will have to pay 

more to heat their homes may be 
decided in a case to be heard by 
the State Supreme Court on Jan. 25.

Principals in the suit are the 
Railroad Commission and the City 
of Alvin, on one side; and the Hous­
ton Natural Gas Company, on the 
other.

Point of disagreement is whether 
the original cost or the present re­
placement cost of company proper­
ty should serve as a basis in setting 
rates.

If the gas company is successful 
in establishing a rate formula based 
on today’s inflated property values, 
the door apparently will be open for 
increases in many Texas cities.

Home Is Where Husband Is 
A man in military service can re­

quire his wife to move to the various 
points where he may be assigned.

So held the Supreme Court of 
Texas in upholding a divorce grant­
ed by an El Paso district court to 
Louis R. Bustos. His wife insisted 
on remaining in her Maryland 
home and refused to go with him 
from one military station to anoth­
er.

Another Supreme Court ruling of 
interest awarded a Coryell County 
garage owner $1,000 found in a 
fruit jar by a workman digging up 
the foundation.

Money “mislaid rather than “lost” 
—should go to the landowner, said 
the court—thus upsetting the old 
“finderslkeepers” rule.

Announces For Judgeship
District Judge Jesse Owens of Ver­

non has announced he will seek the 
post held by Judge W. A. Morrison 
of the Court of Criminal Appeals.

Owens ran for a place in the same 
court in 1954. Morrison, serving his 
first term, is senior and presiding 
judge of the three-member court.

Short Snorts—Chances of a speci­
al session of the Texas legislature In 
1956 are slim. Legislative chambers 
will undergo a $500,000 air condi­
tioning job" between now and Janu­
ary 1, 1957 . . . Now in the Texas 
House of Representatives is a por­
trait of the James Harvey Rob­
ertson.

“ Enemy to Dirt” Cross Plains

Presentation of a $29,000 check, a 
report on an emergency seed ship­
ment to Haiti, and adoption of 1956 
goals and budget were highlights 
of the November 29 meeting of the 
Texas CROP Committee which met 
in Austin.

At least 65,000 hungry youngsters 
in the Orient and Near East will re­
ceive two cups of milk each day 
throughout 1956 because of Texas 
generosity during the recent Hallo­
ween trick-or-treat project for 
CROP (Christian Rural Overseas 
Program). This was announced by 
State CROP Treasurer C. W. Pflu- 
ger, Jr., who presented the check for 
$29,000 to the Rev. Albert W. Farm­
er, National CROP Director.

Mr. Pfluger stated that an addi­
tional check would be sent later 
when all reported offerings have 
been received. Approximately 50,000 
young people participateed in the 
project with a total expense of only 
$623.

A half-carload of powdered whole 
milk (22,000 pounds) has been pur­
chased at a cost of $7,480 for ship­
ment to Korean hospitals and ad­
vanced cases of tuberculosis. Re­
maining funds from the Halloween 
drive are being transferred to 
Church World Service, parent body 
of CROP, for distribution of govern­
ment-donated surplus non-fat mtlk.

Mr. Farmer in accepting the 
check on behalf of CROP and 
Church World Service warmly 
thanked Texas youth, councils of 
United Church Women, ministerial 
associations, the Dallas Jaycees, and 
other organizations who made the 
Halloween drive possible. He stated 
that 1956, CROP’S tenth year of 
operation, will be one of soul- 
searching in that world needs for 
feed and fiber are not only increas­
ing but becoming more specific. Mr. 
Farmer referred to recent floods 
in India and Pakistan, the worst 
since 1870, as an example of the 
continuing need for a ministry such 
as CROP.

The Texas Committee agreed to 
organization during 1956 of 80 Texas 
counties with a full-time West Tex­
as supervisor and 16 district super­
visors. It chose a goal of $200,000 and 
adopted a 1956 budget of $29,334.

Texas Director John Gillies re-< 
ported that an emergency shipment 
of 100 barrels of seed rice and 30,009 
pounds of seed maize, both contri­
buted commodities from Texas 
formers, left Texas for storm- 
devastated Haiti on November 18. 
Gillies also stated that 20 Texas 
counties are now in the process of 
commodity canvasses with an ex­
pected 300 bales of cotton, five car­
loads of milo, and five carloads of 
rice. One carload or rice is now av­
ailable in Harris county and is 
scheduled to be shipped to Pakistan.

Seven denominations1 (Congrega­
tional Christian, Disciples, Episco­
pal, Evangelistical and Reformed, 
Evangelistical Brethren, Methodist, 
and Presbyterian U.S.) were repre­
sented at the meeting in addition to 
the Texas CIO Council, United 
Church Women, and the Texas 
Christian Youth Council.

CROP is a community appeal of 
Church World Service with the co­
operation of 35 Protestant and East­
ern Orthodox Communions and the 
Texas Council of Churches.
