Due to the wording of the reftr- 
endum-s. it Is necessary for one til 
vote for the measures if he is against 
the subjects that each covers.

For example, the first proposi­
tion reads "POR (or against) .spec- 
ctfic legislation exempting any child 
from compulsory attendance at In­
tegrated schools attended by white 
(lersons and negroes.

"FOR (or against* specific legisla­

Third proposition says "POR (or 
against) the use of interposition to 
halt illegal Federal encroachment."

The use of double-negatives is

Voters also should remember that
