Borne dLvoblcd children over age 
18 received their first monthly so­
cial security benedU early In Peb- 
ruary, according to C. M. Vaden, 
Jr., Field Representative of the 
Abilene Social Security offlcg. Re­
cent legislation provided for theae 
payments to start for the month 
of January IM7. A number of ap­
plications have already been filed, 
and more are being received.

Under the new prvlslona, children 
who are dliiabled may receive ao- 
cial security benefits after t h e y  
reach age II. If they were diaabled 
before age II. are unmarried and 
dependent upon a living parent who 
Is drawing social security benefits, 
or were dependent upon a deceased 
Insured parent. The term ‘'parent** 
includes natural parent, and In 
many cases, step-parent or adopting 
parent.

It is not necessary that the child 
himself have any record of work 
under the social security law to be 
eligible for benefits as a disabled 
child. However, he must have a 
disablity severe enough to prevent 
him from engaging In any subatan- 
tlal gainful activity. The disability 
must be medically determinable.

Disabled children over 18 who be­
lieve they qualify, or persons caring 
for them, .should inquire regarding 
benefiU by writing the Social Sc-
urity Administration. P. O. Box
