But it musc be remembered that
cover crops do more than jusi pro-
tect the land, says R. J. Hodges,
extension agronomist, These crops

improve the soil itself, leading to
increased yields
Many growers have discovered

that winter legumes increase their

cotton and corn yields, more than |

paying for the time and money
spent in putting in the legumes, |
points out the agronomist. These

cover plants do not interfere with
other crops, coming at a time when
farm work slows down. They are
turned under to add plant food,
especially nitrogen to the soil dur-
ing the slack period in the spring
Grazing, hay, silage or seed taken
from the winter crop will provide
other sources of income for the
land, he adds.

Annual winter legume crops nam-
ed by Hodges include vetch, Aus-
trian winter peas, crimson clover,
burr clover and sweet clover. Some
