health are difficult to measure
As each succeeding generation 

grows it falls into lu own pattern 
of development. forgetUng all too 
easily that only a few years earUer 
many of the convenltncee of 
•n.odem" living—iiartlcuMrly of 
good health—simply did not exist.

How many of ua recall, the 
.scouigoe that swept over whcAe 
•ommunlUes in the form at anall- 
pox, malarlA typhoid, and other 
diseases of which we are only vague­
ly B w e  today?

In fact, the only kaformatlon 
miet of us have of theee dlaeaaes 
Is gained from reading of epidemics 
m foreign lands, of tasting the 
protective chlorine In our water, 
and of the small scar left by a 
long past vaccination.

Even today we moitemUts are 
w.tnesalng the decline and fall of 
sttU anothn- ominous disease foe 
—paralytic polio. Since the advent 
of Salk vaccine, the drop m Inci­
dence has been lo drsmatlc that 
the odds are good that tomorrow's 
children will be as safe from para­
lytic polio as cur children are from 
-niallpox

Our ability to control infectlouii 
duea.se has been atuined in a 
period of history marked by wide 
and intensive scientific and tech­
nical progress. accoinp.mied by 
profeund social change.

Nfa .itrevsea have been created 
that lead lometimes suddenly and 
at other tunes slowly to oiscase and 
premature death unless there is 
ome^ne to stand guard
As an example, the chemical 

1 leases to ahich we are exposed 
ire legion, .and are mounting rapid­
ly. Thousands of industrial plants 
discharge chemical wastes into 
rivers and streams that provide our 
drinking water. Many chemlcsds 
that have not been adequately test­
ed for their effect on man are 
added to food in order to preserve,
