No. this question is not far­
fetched. in fact, many Texan, 
have expienenced thla and other 
similar diaaoters from tunc to tune. 
Many of them had never realized 
the value of a aafe place just aa 
we never mlaa the water vmtil the 
well goes dry.

But, why not contstruct a storm 
cellar before a toma<lo strikes to 
remind yxiu that you need one? It  
can be constructed easily without 
any special skills and only a few 
s|iecial tools

Since tornadoes generally move 
liom southwest to northeast, the 
storm cellar should be located 
southwest of the house. Its en- 
tisnce should face northeast. It 
should be located far enough from 
the house that a falling wall, large 
tree or other debris will not block 
the entrance Too. select a well- 
c*rained site which can be lund- 
sri.ped to harmonize with the home 
surrounding.^

Stonn cellars should be con­
st lucted strong enough to withstand 
the impact of falling debits It 
.should also be watertight, economi­
cal and relatively easy to keep.

The size of the cellar depends on 
expected use. For an extended. 
period of comfortable occupancy.! 
allow about 10 square feet of floor, 
area per person. Short occupancy 
requires only about two square feet 
per person. Adequate ventilatio.i 
«hould be provided. i
