26 to file a request with their 
county Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Committee for 
a maximum rate for their farm 
under the 1959 conservation reserve 
phase of the Soil Bank program.

Then, after the maximum farm 
rate is determined, farmers have 
until Oct. 17, 1R58, to apply for 
a conservation reserve contract, ac­
cording to 1. H Lloyd, who has 
charge of the Soil Bunk program 
in the State ASC office. Lloyd 
and the State ASC Committee 
emphasize that under present legis­
lation, there will be no acreage 
reserve program in 1956, and they 
uige farmers to become familiar 
with the conservation reserve.

Lloyd said 15 meetings were held 
in Texas during the week of Au­
gust 11-15 for the purpose of tra in ­
ing county ASC personnel in hand­
ling the 1959 program. Since these 
meetings have been completed, 
county offices are ready to ac- 
c<pt applications from farmers for 
cstabli-i^hing the maximum conser­
vation reserve rates for their 
farms. Rates will average $12 per 
acre in Texas.
