Your county agent 
can help make poaittvc tdenUfIca- 
lion. If tliey are tctmltaa. lake 
your tune in deciding what to do 
as termitas work alowly. You «U) 
have to know where they are get­
ting into your home ao look for 
their mud tubes. Termitee build 
these tubes as travel routaa whan 
they are forced to bridge over 
concrete, brick, or other non-wood 
surface.

Use G flashlight and an loe pick 
and look for termite slgna under 
|iorrh steps, around uiaidc cellar 
walls, ciawl spaces, or outside win­
dow sills. Look foi mud tubes com ­
ing out of the tops of hollow con­
crete blocks. Jab wood that is in 
contact with masonry or beams 
which are near the ground level. 
If the ice pick goes In readily, It 
is a .vign of trouble.

Several .-hemleals which are e f­
fective and long-lasting in  control­
ling termites is applied properly 
are chlordane, lindane, and dlel- 
drln. says Hawkins. He auggeats 
L’.'lng the oil or water emulsion 
concentrate forms of these m a­
terials or wettable powders. Dig 
a trench around the foundation of 
your home, dilute the Inaccttcidc 
with water, and pour It Into the 
trench at a rate of four gallons to 
every ten linear feet.

If the termites are coming 
through a crack in a slab of con­
crete, it may be necessary to drill 
one-half inch holes, one foot apart 
and six inches from walla and pil­
lars. through the slab Then pour 
the chemicala Into the holes.

Tackling a termite control job 
it hard, dirty work. Even If you 
have the incentive, in case of con­
crete Uaba with Imbedded heat 
pipes, better leave It to a reliable 
pest control operator, the ento­
mologist advises.

Early- reports suggest th a t the 
pcskv household critters can be done 
in with the fuse and b o th e r-o r  
health  hazard—of old-fashioned 
flu guns or mist bombs 

The new nietlKxf has been de­
scribed In the M.iy issue of * Public 
H ealth Reports." the monthly jour­
nal of the U S Public Health Ser­
vice It consists simply by putting 
a bag of ln.sei-tii'ide in the uxmi 
during the mosquito sea.son It was 
discovered like this:

Ill'll nine, ir.ost <>f the 
mo-k;uito*-s were lie-ul Iniinediately- 
they --iispccted th a t the s»-aled bag 
of mseetifide ~ of ra th e r  the fume* 
ftom It—were re'pon--ible for killing 
•he mo.squitoes

In days lollowmg they confirmed 
their iheory They found that the 
fiiines killed, the moeiquitoes even 
when the uiseetu-ide was enclosed 
in a paper bag with a jiolyethylene 
'i tn r  Sub-equeiit work sliowed the 
method Worked even m well ventl- 
.ated ro o ii.'

The m o 't eftectne chemical- 
tested were m.ilathion and DDVP, 
list'd in combination or seiiaratclv 
Both have been widely used against 
mosquitoes in rerent years

More study will be required and 
■liecifR- technique-- will ha le  to be 
■worked out before the method can 
be generally used. m iT 'tigators say 

Hut once the technique li.cs been 
periected and proved -.afe. it may 
greatly simplify runtrol of mos­
quitoes. Meanwhile you'll have to 
go along with old methods if you're 
interested in a summer relatively 
free of mo.squito depredations.
