Now i: 1 had the Job of studying 
about the present stale of the world 
and flrguring out an answer, I be­
lieve I'd get too busy doing some- 
thinc else to think about It too For 
six weeks now the foreign ministers 
of the leading nations of the world 
have been meeting In Ocneva to 
try to figure out what the leaders 
of the world’s governments could 
talk about at a summit meeting

So far they haven’t gotten any- 
V here, every time they bring some­
thing up. Russia throws a monkey 
wrench In It, and it's at a lime like 
that, if I was over there, I ’d get 
too busy to think too.

When you stop ami consider what 
would hapfven to the world if an 
ntoniie. hvdrogen, chemical, bac­
teria war broke out. It's not hard 
to get so busy doing sewnething else 
you don’t have time to think about 
it

But If 
ihe value of tho vehicle taken l> 
more th.vn fffOO. the offense la a 
felony with possible heavier pe.nal- 
lies ranging up to three years In 
prison

Hints Offered Growers on 
Control of Pecan Scab

A fungicide for the control of 
pecan scab disease that is non- 
phytotoxlc to pecan leaves, results 
in more luxuriant foliage, bettei' 
leaf retention, greater nut weight 
Hi'd mcieased yields per tree, has 
l.ccii proved effective by ihe Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station, 
■said D. W. Rosberg, associate pro­
fessor In the Department of Plant 
Physiology and Pathology. The 
fungicide Is Zineb and was applied 
us a spray at a rate of two pounds 
inr 100 gallons of water.

Ih e  teats were conducted in Bas- 
iT’di, Wharton ind Parker coun­
ties diulng 1950-56. Nine fungi­
cides were tested in 1950 to de­
termine their effectiveness in con­
trolling the disease. The treat- 
ireiits were applied as sprays to 
trees of the Delmas variety, which 
are highly auaceptlble to scab dls- 
tase. .si.ld Roaberg.

Moat effective control of acab 
disease was obtained with EMMt 
Ziiub, Bordeaux mixture and 
Puraiized Agricultural Spray were 
comparable In their effectiveness 
However, he said, the Utter two 
compounds produced marginal leaf 
burning, while a damaging Infes­

tation of mitea and aphids develop­
ed in the Bordeaux sprayed trees. 
A mild phytotoxic effect ex- 
pres.sed as slight cholorsis and 
brltileneaa of leaflets occurred in 
the trees sprayed with EMMI. In 
contrast, the leaves of the Zineb- 
treated trees were dark green In 
color and phytotoxic effects were 
absent.

Rainfall is a primary considera­
tion in determining when a spray 
application for effective control of 
pecan scab disease should be made. 
In dry years, one or two spray ap­
plications may provide satisfactory 
scab control, while during seasons 
of li-equent. though not necessari­
ly heavy rainfall, several spray ap­
plications w’lll be required, Rosberg 
added.
