And as for it's being a “normal,
healthy attitude of a man with no-
thing to do,” I can tell you real
juick that British surgeon doesn't
know the first thing about laziness.
Anybody can be lazy if he hasn't
got anything to do. The real test
of laziness comes when you can
practice it when you've got plenty
to do, when you're snowed under,
when vou're three weeks behind
with your plowing and the work is
stacking up and you're able to look
al your tractor with great moral
strength of character and pick up
vour fishing pole and head for the
river or the lake. Purthermore, if
while vou're fishing you're being
gnawed by yvour conscience, if you
keep thinking you ought to be back
m your tractor going up one row
and down another contributing to
the surplus, yvou ain't really prac-
ticing laziness. Laziness is some-
thing very few people have the
strength of character to aquire,

I'm not a complete success at it
vet, but I'm working on it. It's not
comething vou acquire in one week.
