and national offices, in-
cluding state senator. The
early voting will end
March 5 and election day
is scheduled for March 9.

The at-large seats cur-
rently held by trustees
David Tipps and Bruce
Barrett are also up for
grabs.

Qualified citizens who
wish to run can file Feb.
16 through March 15.
Early voting will begin on
April 28, if either seat is
contested. Regular elec-
tion day is set for May 15.

studies show that milk pro-
duction increases when it is
feed to cows.

Some of the board mem-
bers question whether the

farmers, shipping compa-
nies, grain elevator opera-
tors and other business own-
ers should be interested in
investing in the plant.
Some members pointed
out that when ethanol was
tried before it lost money not
made money. The difference
is in advances in automa-
tion, Walker said. Comput-

ers allow greater control of

the process with fewer em-

ployees. Thirty five employ-

ees would be able to oper-
ate the plant on a 24 hour
basis, he said.

Several board members
expressed interest in further
study of the proposal but
said there were more ques-
tions that needed to be dis-
cussed before they would be
ready to make any decisions.

Having-kicked Ivan out
of one house, I'm very
pleased to welcome him back
to the 16th & D Church this
Sunday.

And neither one of us knew
that part of what Ivan was
doing as he preached in
Muleshoe was b]aunﬂ a trail
for me.

From the fireplace in the fel-
lowship hall (which the youth
group wanted and paid for by
selling the watermelons they
raised on Dan Throckmor-
ton’s land) to the Mulehound
Special (it was a really old
really interesting bus Ivan
patched up—sort of—and
used to cart the youth group
all over the state) and on to
his attitude of infectious love
for Christ and everybody else
who loved Christ regardless
of denominational lines, Ivan
did a great job. I owe him a
lot. And it will be great to
haye him back this Sunday.
