A—Yes If your policy ha* the 
letters “Re" before the policy num­
ber, you may convert to any one 
of six VA permanent plans. You 
are also eti^ble to exchange your 
poUcy for a lower-prlceU term po­
licy.

Q—Is It poeelblc for a disabled 
‘'peacetime” veteran to draw V A 
compensation at wartime rates?

A—Yea—If the disability resulted 
frtMn extra-hasardous service, as. 
for example, participation in sim­
ulated warfare, the veteran may be 
eligible for compensation at war­
time rates.

Q—Ik there a deadline for filing 
a claim for disability compensation 
with VA?

A—There is no deadline. A vet­
eran may apply any time How­
ever, an eligible veteran applying

with a year frem the date of hla 
’ release from servloe may have his 
payment back-dated to the day fol>

' lowing hU releaee from the ser­
vice A veteran who appUes after 
he has been out of service one year 
may be paid only from the date of 
application.

Q—Can a duabled Korea veter­
an getting mUltary retired pay re­
ceive vocational rehabilitation 
training from VA?

A—Yes. Receipt of military re­
tired pay does not affect the eligi­
bility of a Korea veteran with a 
service-connected disability to take 
vocational rehabllUattoo  training 
He must, however, need the train­
ing to overcome his handicap: his 
discharge muat have been under 
conditions other than dishonorable, 
and hu diability must be such as 
would entitle him to VA compensa­
tion if he were not receiving mili­
tary retired pay.
