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FEDERAL COTTON CONTRACTS WILL 
RE READY FOR SIGNING JANUARY 
1- 35 TO 45 PERCENT REDUCTION

'The 1934-35 Cotton Acreage Reduc­
tion Contract offered by the Agricul­
tural Adjustment Administration calls 
fcr  a 35 per cent to 45 per cent re­
daction in cotton acreage with a 
rental payment running as high as 
$18.00 per acre on the land taken out 
of production, and a parity payment 
of not less than one cent per pound 
for 40 per cent of the average five year 
production, says J. B. Waide, jr„ 
county agent. The acreage will be de­
termined on a five year base period, 
from 1928 to 1932. It is understood 
some provision wil lbe made on land 
that has not been planted in cotton 
for the full five years but was planted | 
in cotton prior to 1933.

The average rental payment for 
Bailey county will be approximately 
$7.00 per acre. For example, John Doe. 
is an average farmer of Bailey county. 
He has grown an average of 100 acres 
o f cotton each year and has averaged 
200 pounds of lint cotton per acre (the 
Bailey county average is approximately 
200 pounds of lint cotton per acre). 
His land rental payment will be 3tfc 
cents for every pound of lint produc­
ed per acre on the average duriilg 
1928-32. In this case that would 
amount to $7.00 per acre or $280.00 for 
the 40 acres retired. Forty percent of 
his average five year production would 
be 16 bales, and his parity payment 
in December 1934 would be at least 
$5.00 per bale or $80.00. This would 
make a total payment of $360.00 on 
this contract.

The land retired from production 
must be good land, not gullied or erod­
ed, and suited to cotton.

The retired acres may be used for 
two purposes; either to improve the 
land as capitol stock, or if needed, for 
feed or food crops. If the retired acre­
age is used for feed or food crops it 
must be for home use. Retired acreage

not be used to take the place of 
acreage formerly used for that pur­
pose. If John Doe has been planting 
40 acres of feed for home use, he 
can not plant his 40 acres of retired 
land in feed for home use and use the 

acres of feed land for a cash crop. 
The meat or other livestock products 
from animals fed on feed from re­
tired land must be consumed on the 
farm.

The farmer signing a contract must 
also agree not to increase the total 
acreage on the rest of the farm crops 
named as basic commodities in the 
Agricultural Adjustment Act, or to 
increase the production of livestock 
designated as basic commodities. Tffls 
means that contracting cotton farmers 
may not increase above 1932 or 1933 
their acreage of corn and wheat, or 
their production of hogs, and milk or 
dairy products, except as needed for 
home use, Waide said.

The signing of 1934 contracts will 
begin January 1.

FARMERS HAVE TW O-W AY OPTION FOR 
CONTRACTING AND DISPOSING OF THEIR 
1934 COTTON SAYS BAILEY CO, AGENT

The cotton producers of Bailey coun- 
ay may begin exercising their cotton 
option ocntracts soon, according to 
J. B. Waide, Jr., county agent. The 
options may be exercised in two ways; 
either by participating in the 1933 
Cotton Producers pool, or by selling 
the cotton through the proper chan­
nels.

The 1933 Cotton Producers poll has 
been established by the Secretary of 
Agriculture to handle such cotton as 
may be assigned to it by producers and 
the manager of this pool will have 
complete control over the sale of the 
cotton. The producers who desire to 
enter this pool will receive $20.00 per 
baie and a Participation Trust certifi­
cate. entitling the holder to share 
ratably in any profits from the sale of 
the cotton held by the pool, after the 
actual cost to the pool and all liens 
against the cotton have been paid off. 
The producer who wishes to sign up 
in this pool may sign the necesary 
forms at the county agent's office. 
These forms wil be sent to Washing­
ton and a check for $20.00 per bale 
will be returned to the county agent, 
who will deliver this check and the 
Participation Trust certificate to the 
producer upon his executing or prov­
ing that he has executed, if eligible to 
do so, a 1934-1935 cotton Acreage Re­
duction contract. The producers who 
are not eligible to sign a 1934-35 cop- 
tract under the terms of the contract, 
shall be permitted to participate in 
this pool. The for entering this 
pool expires Jan. 15, IbCi.-Mr. Waide 
stated.

The producer who wishes to sell hia 
Cotton Option contract without en­
tering this pool may sell either by 
pledging his option contract to some 
firm or individual or through the 
Government, This option contract 
may be exercised at any given time 
up to May 1. 1934. unless extended un­
til May 1. 1935. The producer or per­
son to whom the option has been 
pledged may notify the Government 
to sell all the cotton covered by the 
contract at a certain date in the fu­
ture without, qualification but he can­
not request that the cotton be sold 
when the market reaches a certain 
price.

575 , 000  OPTION 
CONTRACTS ARE
RECEIVED H E R E

Two hundred and eighty Govern­

ment Cotton Option contracts covering 
a total of 3,725 bales of cotton were re­
ceived here Thursday afternoon by J. 
3 . Waide, Jr., county farm agent. The 
value of these contracts at the present 
price of cotton is approximately $75,- 
060.000. Mr. Waide stated that these 
option contracts could not be deliver­
ed to the producers until authority was 
received from Wahington.

It is the plan of the authorities in 
charge to have all options delivered to 
producers on the same day. In this 
way no individual or section of the 
country will benefit by receiving the 
option first.

All of the option contracts are made 
out only in the name of the producer. 
After the producer receives his contract 
he may pledge it using the form which 
is provided for this purpose to any 
person to whom he wishes to pass his 
interest in the contract. Then the 
pledgee may exercise the option. For 
example, John Doe has an option con­
tract for 10 bales of cotton. Richard 
Roe, his landlord, is interested in this 
contract to the extent of 25 per cent 
or 2\i bales. The cotton option con­
tract will be made in the name of the 
producer. John Doe. If the option is 
exercised by the producer, the check 
will be issued only to the producer. 
Joint check will not be made in pay­
ment of these option contracts. How­
ever. Richard Roe may decide to buy 
John Doe’s interest in the cotton op­
tion contract and John Doe pledges 
this contract to Richard Roe. Richard 
Roe can then exercise the option con­
tract as if he were the producer and 
the check would be issued to Richard 
Roe. If option contracts are pledged, 
they must be pledged in full.

Mr. Waide went on to say that the 
landlord would be given due notice 
before any chedk would be released.

National Tax Plan 
On Liquor Debated 
At Washington D. C. 

% % s
The administration at Washington, 

D. C., has opened the way for congress 
to establish a national taxation sys­
tem by which the federal government 
would collect all revenues and divide 
them between the nation’s treasury, 
states and political sub-divisions.

The inter-departmental committee 
I set up by President Roosevelt to study 
alcoholic beverages taxation has sug­
gested to congress that 20 per cent of 
the total federal receipts on liquor be 
returned to the states to prevent double 
levies.

This is in line, officials and mem­
bers of congress claim, with the Pres­
ident’s plan to call a conference of 
governor's for the purpose of eliminat­
ing not only double taxation of liquor 
but that of other commodities and 
articles.

Experts with the house ways and 
means committee cited that federal 
and state government both impose 
taxes on gasoline, tobacco and cigar- 

I ettes, as do some counties and cities. 
Many states also have income levies 
like the federal government.

Since the federal government is finan 
cing out of its treasury thousands of 
state, municipal and county projects, 
the belief is growing here that the cen­
tral government should collect the 
taxes.

COTTON GINNING RECORD
The cotton gins of Bailey county 

had turned out 16,776 bales up to Dec­
ember 1, according to report from the 
Department of Commerce, Washing­
ton. D. C. At that date last year there 
had been 9,796 bales ginned.

Parmer county had ginned 6,298 
bales of cotton up to Dec. 1, this year.
