“ This reflects high profes­
sional skill on the part of 
teachers and proper home 
enviroment and supervision 
by parents.’* said Superinten­
dent of Schools Paul Whitton 
yesterday.

The tests were designed to 
measure students ability to 
apply what they had learned, 
not merely their capacity to 
remember rules and axioms.

“ After all, the true value of 
education is one's ability to 
apply that which he has learn­
ed,” said B. C. Goodwin, Cal­
lahan County counselor, un­
der whose supervision the 
tests were given.

The testing program to 
which the 7th graders were 
sujected covered arithmetic, 
English, history, spelling and 
science.

At the time tests were given

the class was actually 7.2 of 
the scholastic distance in the 
12 year secondary school 
learning process The general 
grade of the class as a whole 
revealed that students were 
.6 of a school year— nearly 
six months—ahead of what 
should be expected of a group 
of average native talent.

Individually, 3U of the 40 
seventh graders scored aver­
age of better, 18 were in the 
top 10 per cent of that class 
over the nation.

“The testing is primarily to 
acquaint teachers and pupils 
with weaknesses in sufficient 
time to initiate adequate re­
medial processes and to high­
light strong points for en­
couragement an d  stimula­
tion,” Goodwin explained.

Coincidentally, attendance 
records of the current 7th 
grade is among the best in the 
local school system.

Belle Plain was founded in 
'.he spring of 1877 on what was 
then a beautiful plain dotted 
with live oak motts. It had 
broad streets and many stone 
residences and several stone 
business houses. Belle Plain Col­
lege was either the first or sec­
ond college established in West 
Texas. The college at one time 
had 300 students, and had a 
symphony orchestra.

Now the greedy mesquite has 
taken over. 'There are even some 
sizeable trees with the 3-story, 
3-foot-thick limestone walls of 
the ruined main building of the 
college. And more mesquite is 
within the stone remains of a 
2-story building that was once 
Calbe and John Merchant's gen­

eral store. (For a while the sec­
ond floor of this building was 
was the courthouse.

When I visited Belle Plain 
one cool, windy day near sun­
down only some fine-looking 
Hereford cattle were to be seen 
on the streets of the town. A 
jackrabbit burst from the pile 
of stones which was once the 
Belle Plain jail. And the strong 
wind made lonely, brittle sounds 
rushing through the dead wood 
(the trees have been poisoned) 
of the mesquite forest.

Clairborne and John Mer­
chant aimed for Belle Plain to 
be the cultural center of the 
frontier. The 3-story main build­
ing of the college was built by 
1885 and the school was pre­
sided over by a fellow with a 
doctor of philosophy degree 
The accent was put on musical 
education, and the school’s 
equipment included a dozen

key out on the square
many other solid old

grand pianos.
Belle Plain was alM> quite a 

lively place. When the town be­
came the county seat officially 
in '77 the Belle Flam folks cele­
brated with an all-night dance 
in four saloons. .And there was 
a barrel full of fro*- Scotch whis-

towns. Belle Plain died because 
it was bypassed by the railroad 
This happened in 1H80. Clabe 
and John .Merchant tried hard 
to get the Texa.s & Pacific Rail­
road to come through their 
stone city. They were missed 
by SIX miles. John Merchant 
halted construction on a stonu 
mansion. .And most everyone 
moved to the raw. new town of 
Baird.

So now Belle Fl.iin is just the 
spook of a town, gray stone 
walls rising out of a jungle of 
dying trees.
