Bailey County Gains
$17,700 in Re-surevy
Of South Co. Line

"%

It's an old saying, “Eevry little bit
added to what you have means a little
bit more,” and that seems true re-
garding a re-survey made in Bailey
county a few months ago, though its
real significance was not fully realized
until recently.

Some months ago a new survey was
made of the line seperating Bailey and
Cachran counties when it was discov-
ered there was a long pointed strip of
land beginning with nothing and
spreading out to a half-mile width that
was incorporated in Cochran county,
but really belonged to Bailey county.
The strip was approximately 24 miles
long.

Now has ‘been discovered that
while this particular land splinter is
very sparsely settled, two poll taxes
have been added to Bailey county’s
total, also about 3,540 acres of land
which, at a valuation of $5.00 per acre
would mean an addition of $17,700 to
the total county valuation. Cochran
county, also, carrying on the same kind
of survey across its southern line, dis-
covered it could recover approximately
the same amount of land from Yoakum
county which it lost to Bailey county.

It is also stated there are approxi-
mately 5,000 acres of land now incor-
porated in Lamb county which right-
fully belongs to Bailey county. Accord-
ing to available information, several
years ago a law was passed by the

Texas legislature stating that all the
counties east of Bailey should be sur-
veyed into sub-divisions 30 miles square
and such as was left over after this
survey and on to the New Mexico
line should be known as Bailey county.
While the northeast corner of Bailey
county appears to have been correctly
established, yet the southeastern cor-
ner is too far west, thus Lamb county
has a wedge shaped piece of territory
which official surveyors claim should
be incorporated in Bailey county.

Naturally Lamb county is not inter-
ested in a re-survey, but it is probable
some steps will be taken in this county
in the near future to have the error
corrected, and, while such action, it is
said may precipitate a suit with Lamb
county, yet through the coming years
it will be weil worth it

CWA WORK IN
BAILEY CO. IS
ORDERED CUT

Quota Must .be Raised
If Work On Hi-way 7
Is To Be Handled

CWA work on !}’lc Nor!h and South
road in Bailey county is to be grad-
ually cut down until it will be stopped
May 1, according to information re-.
ceived here this week by officials in
charge of such work in this county.
The orders call for a decrease of 10
per cent of the workmen now employ-
ed on this road, beginning Friday of
this week, and a further 10 per cent de
crease each week until all men- are
Jaid off. Last week there were 241 on
the pay roll, the allotment being 251,
and it is expected the force will be
reduced by 25 for next week. {

This action is in keeping with in-
structions eminating from Washington
to the effect that 400,000 workmen
will be dropped from the payrolls of
CWA next week, every state relinquish-
ing its pro rata of laborers. Disband-
ment will start first in the rural areas.

The new regulations prepared for
the next 10 weeks provide:

First, in dropping Civil Works em-
ployes all persons living in a house-
hold where another member is work-
ing, whether on public or private em-
ployment, will be dismissed first.

Second, all persons who have other
resources will be dropped.

Third, the agency will be maintained
at full strength in all industrial cities
throughout the present winter,

“The rate of decrease will be adjust-
ed to weather conditions,” Administra-
tor Hopkins said. “The decrease will be

Spring and the demobilization will be
completed the week ending May 1.

“The new wage regulations will read
substantially as follows:

“Effective not later than March 1
the wages paid on CWA work shall be
a minimum of 30 cents an hour and
the prevailing rate of wage in each
local community for the kind of work
performed.

The hours of work for the present
will remain at 24 hours a week in the
cities and 15 hours in the rural areas.
Any city which is authorized for any
reason to add workers, will add only
workers that are in need.
