Callahan Man Lived Through One Of War’s Strangest Sagas
The smoke and sounds of a 

thousand battlefields of World 
War II have long since faded 
but with Veterans Day —  Nov 
11 —  just ahead, the time seems 
fitting to recount one of the 
most unusual experiences of 
that great conflict, one in whiih 
a Callahan County Iniy was the 
central figure

Crawford Hughes was horn 
and reared at lii*lle Plain He 
attended Baird High School and 
often competed in athletic con 
tests at Cross Plains, Clyde, l*ut- 
nam and other Callahan County 
communities When America 
went to war in 1941 he was one 
of the first young men from this 
section sent to overseas action

He won the wings of a navi 
gator and was serving in the 
South Pacific when his boitiber 
WHS hit by Japanese anti air 
craft fire and crashed into the

.sea. That was May 24. 1942
Three memlK'ri of the crew 

were killed by the impact Sur 
vivors made their way to New 
Britain Island, a spit of land 
held by the Japs. Two wore 
raptured by enemy patrols and 
the others fled into the lulls 
Another man died in a few 
weeks and all contracted ma­
laria and dysentery.

"M'e were a pretty sad lot but 
to surrender was to die," 
Hughes, who is now a Pecos 
businessman, says.

Searching Japanese patrols 
scoured tropical jungles in 
search of the downed Ameri­
can airmen. To live by foraging 
on nature was a challenge but 
to sick men. ravaged by fever, 
and sought like beasts of prey, 
the odds sometimes seemed im­
possible

Unknown to Hughes, word

came from the War Department 
m Wa.shington to his parents 
that their son had Ixen lost in 
action and was presumed dead 

Tlie report wa.s only .scantily 
macccurate. Young Hughes was 
barely alive and some days hi-- 
fever was so high that he was 
irrational for hours 

On day, nearly 11 months af 
ter his crash into the sea, the 
emaciated boy from Belle Plain 
heard the familiar drone of an 
American airplan** high over­
head Somewhere he had ac 
quired a piece of mirror. Flat 
of his back, the airman began 
to signal the plane with reflec 
tions from the gla.ss against rays 
of the sun. Remembering the 
Morse Code of his basic training 
days. Hughes fla.shed out dots 
and dashes spelling his identity 

The plane offered no recogni­
tion. however, a few days later

another came over and the pro­
cess was repealed This time he 
was signaled to give his name, 
rank and serial numlK*r When 
Hughes complied Ine plane sped 
away Soon, however, another 
plane apiiearcd and queried 
Hiighe.s for answers about his 
family and home county —  
ipiestions that only ho and no 
trick of the Japanese could .sup 
ply When his replies were 
found to authenticate his idoni- 
ty. instructions were given to 
be at a certain point on the 
beach at an appointed hour.

Hughes was .so -iick and weak 
that he wondered if he could 
make it He’d been warned that 
to he a minute late would make 
rescue impossible Plans were 
to bring in a PBY —  airplane 
equipiied with pontoons for 
landing on water — to take the 
.Americans aboard and depart

l>efore .lapanese gunfire could 
t>e l)roiu;ht into action The 
gamble w.as great hut for the 
.Americans who'd spent 11 
months on enemy territory re 
ward.s justified the risk.

(ietting down from the hills 
to the iM-ach presented possi­
bilities of capture, for Japanese 
emplacements dotted the coast 
line Nightime offered greater 
concealment hut the Americans 
had heard dogs barking at the 
lower levels and knew that they 
might give away their presence

The short hike to the ren­
dezvous |K)int was planned as 
carefully as sick half-starved 
men could nake it Every possi­
bility was explored and alter 
nate plans studied Each man 
realized the penalty of miscalcu­
lation

With the .stealth that only 
men facing death can muster,

the weary survivors of nearly 
a year of agony crawled to a 
place of concealment overlook­
ing their designated lx*ach They 
rested, prayerful that each 
would he strong enough to 
sprint the final 100 yards to the 
water’s edge when their rescue 
ship landed

The mission was so hazardous 
that only volunteers manned the 
I’BY which hit the island waters 
at precisely the appointed 
place and moment. Runners 
never raced for a greater prize. 
All made it They were ateard 
and into the air before Japan­
ese gunfire opened up. Some 
said the experience wais like a 
foretaste of Heaven.

Two days later there waa 
great rejoicing on the streets of 
Baird as t e l e g r a i  ' 
brought the new.*.:
