in the 1961 and 1962 programs

While participation in the 
191̂ 3 feed grain diversion pro­
gram is voluntary, the price- 
support payments and loans — 
a- well as the diversion pay­
ments — will be available only 
to feed gram growers who carry 
out the programs pro\,-.ons
