such failure, many small children not 
able to walk the minimum two miles 
required by law, may also be deprived 
of educational facilities.

THE $57,008.83-WPA ROAD BUILDING 
PROJECT STARTS NEXT TUESDAY 
IN COUNTY, MANY MEN EMPLOYED
State Project On Same Road Totaling $42,777 

Also Expected To Begin Within The 
Next Few Weeks.

WPA project No. 2 for Bailey coun­
ty, being improvemnt of the North and 
3outh road from Muleshoe toward the 
south county line will begin next 
Tuesday, Nov. 19, acording to decision 
of the County Commissioners’ court in 
special sessions held here last Satur­
day and Monday, these meetings be­
ing attended by W. E. Burke, field 
supervisor of the WPA office at Lub­
bock.

The work will begin at Needmore 
store, coming north to Muleshoe, and 
will embody expenditure of $48,777.35 
federal funds and $8,231.48 county 
money for this road improvement 
which will include not only grading 
and drainage, but also a nine inch ca­
liche base on which it is later ex­
pected an asphalt top coat may be run 
by the State Highway Department.

Stripping of the caliche pit will be­
gin Tuesday morning, several hand 
laborers and some teams being em­

ployed, later more laborers, teams and 
trucks will be used as necessity de­
mands. The project calls for the use of 

man hours of labor to be paid for 
by the federal government and 86 man 
hours to be paid for by the county, it 
being estimated that approximately 
seven months will be taken to com­
plete the job as outlined in the grant.

Delma McCarty will represent WPA 
Engineer Harry N. Roberts, having 
charge of all engineering work. Joe 
Covington, Sudan, will have charge of 
all construction work. The Lubbock 
WPA office will furnish a project 
manager and timekeeper.

It is also officially stated that WPA 
projet No. 1 will be performed under 
direction of the State Highway De­
partment, embodying expenditure of 
$42,779.40 in road improvement from 
Needmore to the southern county line, 
will be started during the next two 
three weeks.

SENATOR NELSON PROPOSES A ONE 
HOUSE LEGISLATURE, 42 MEMBERS 

MEETING CONTINUOUSLY IN YEAR
"A two-headed snake was going to 

a creek to get a drink of water. Being 
in a hurry, it was not very observant 
of the dangerous path ahead and soon 
found itself caught by a twig, one of 
its heads on one side and one on the 
other. It was unable to get loose from 
its mooring and, after about 30 days, 
expired.

That,” Senator G. H. Nelson, from 
this the 30th Senatorial district, re­
cently elected to succeed the late 
Senator A. P. Duggan, said, “ is a fair 
analogy of what happens to laws the 
people want passed.”

To make the state government more 
democratic, to simplify its workings 
that the will of the people can be car­
ried out with the least possible expen­
diture of funds, Senator Nelson be­
lieves Texas should replace the pres­
ent Legisalture with a unicameral body

Wednesday of last week he offered 
a resolution in the Senate asking Rep­
resentatives to go on record favoring, 
at the regular session of the Legisla­
ture in 1937, the submission of a con­
stitutional amendment to the people on 
the question of the adoption of a uni­
cameral legislature. The resolution 
was sent to the State Affairs commit­
tee.

Senator Nelson's proposal suggests 
a Legislature of 42 members, two from 
each congressional district, to be elect­
ed for four-year terms. One member

would be elected from each district 
every two years. Each would receive an 
annual salary of $5,000 and would be 
precluded from taking or receiving 
any compensation from any individual, 
firm or corporation during the tenure 
of office.

There would be a continuous legis­
lative session. The chamber would re­
cess or adjourn from time to time and 
would be subject to call by 50 pei 
cent of the membership. Should a dis­
trict feel that its wishes were not be­
ing followed, it could recall its repre- 

■ sentative. The governor's power 
veto would not be abridged.

I tern is, they will readily adopt the 
, unicameral legislature.

Last year's 
crop was 9,636,000 bales; the 1933 crop,
13,047.000 bales.

Ginnings from this year’s crop prior 
to Nov. 1 were reported by the census 
bureau to have totaled 7.749,635 run­
ning bales, counting round as half 
bales and exclusive of linters. Ginnings 

that date a year ago were 7,917,671 
bals; two years ago 10,355,031.

The indicated acre-yield of lint cot­
ton this year is 186.1 pounds, com- 
pard with 191.5 a month ago, 170.9 last 
year and 177.1, the 1924-33 average.

Production Up, Five 

Specific Points Are 
Disclosed.

A new Corn-hog program—intended 
i speed up hog production next year 

to quiet consumers—emerged last Sat­
urday from the conference between 
farmers and AAA officials.

Final details will be arranged by the 
officials but the major outlines were 
sketched in recommendations of 
farmers and extension workers from 25 
States. Gerald B. Thome, chief of the 
AAA division of livestock and feed 
grains, said the program favored by 
the farmers was satisfactory to the 
Administration.

Chief among the changes suggested 
from past control programs was a new 
method for paying benefits on hogs. 
Heretofore the AAA has paid farmers 

certafti amount per head for keep­
ing their commercial hog production 

required percentage under their 
1932-33 average production.

Under the plan now brought out, 
farmers will be paid about $2.50 a 
head for all hogs they raise, up to 50 

cent of the number they produced 
the average in 1932-33. That would 

mean that a farmer with a base of 
100 hogs, who is to be paid $150 for 
limiting his production this year to 
90, would be paid $125 in 1936 if he 
grew 50 or more hogs.

The conference also voted to permit 
production to expand to 100 per cent 
of the 1932-33 advance, but few farm- 

outside of the Eastern Com Belt 
are in position to reach this figure. 
Penalties will be provided for contract 
signers producing more than the 1932- 

1 average next year.
AAA officials believed the 100 per 

cent limit next year and the payment 
for hogs produced would help to stim­
ulate production. They counted on 

cerr* control phcoo cf the program 
to prevent a runaway expansion of 

acreage next year, which they 
said would be a stimulant to too large 
a hog crop in 1937.

The two-year contracts will leave 
the way open to AAA officials next 
year to order such adjustments for 
1937 as seem desirable.

Under recommendations of the 
farmers and extension workers, the 
new two-year contracts would contain 
the following major features for next 
year:

1. Contract signers would be re­
quired to hold their corn acreage 
from 10 to 30 per cent below their 
1932-33 average acreage.

2. They would be paid 35 cents a 
bushel for the estimated yield of the 
acres withheld from production.

3. They woul<) be required to grow 
at least 30 to 50 per cent of the 
acreage possible after electing their re­
duction.

4. They would be required to put the 
retired acreage into soil-conserving or 
erosion-preventing crops.

5. They could produce as many hogs 
as their average in the 1932-33 period 
and would be paid about $2.50 a head 
for all produced up to 50 per cent of 
the average 1932-33 production.

Under these plans, com-hog offi­
cials hope to withhold 10,000,000 acres 
from com next year compared with 
about 11,500,000 this year and to in­
crease pork suplies about 30 per cent 
above this year.

NEW YORK—Ninety-six per cent 
of over 300 reporting clearinghouses 
throughout the United States find con­
crete evidence of favorable turns in 
public opinion regarding hanks, it is 
shown In the results ot a survey made 
by "Banking,” the monthly publication 
of the American Bankers Association. 
City and country districts in every state 
are represented, it Is pointed out.

The outstanding conclusion is that 
there has been a genuine nation-wide 
improvement the last few months in 
the attitude of the public toward Us 
banking Institutions,” the publication 
says. Statistical evidence on which the 
bankers base their conclusions which 
warrant this statement is as follows: 

The Evidence
How do bankers know there has 

been an Improvement In the public at­
titude? They have certain statistical 
evidence. They have seen their deposits 
Increase substantially in nearly all the 
cases reported, and tremendously In 
some cases. Many letters tell of In­
creases of 100 to 300 per cent from the 
low point of the panic.

“ For another thing, they know that 
fewer people are using safe deposit 
boxes as a repository for their savings, 
and that, in many instances at least, 
postal savings are declining.

"However, many express the view 
that they could throw out the statis­
tical evidence and still realize that the 
public is in a better mood where the 
banks are concerned than before. The 
best evidence offered on this point, 
numerous bankers say, Is to be found 
in the acceptance by the public of the 
newly Instituted service charges and 
the reduced deposit interest rates.”

A Summary of the Returns 
The statement presents the following 

summary of the survey:
“ We find on breaking up the general 

classifications of replies to the poll that 
the 65 per cent of those answering with 
an unqualified 'yes’ represent only a 
partial measure of the optimistic feel­
ing. Adding the favorable replies In­
cluded in other groups, (i. e. 'yes' with 
qualifications, 'no change,' and 'mixed') 
we find that the vote shows a definitely 
healthy situation In 84 per cent of the 
localities teporting; at least some 
signs of improvement in another 12 per 
cent: a continuance of unfavorable con­
ditions in 2 per cent, and a change for 
the worse in another 2 per cent. It la 
not too much to Bay that this Is sub­
stantially 96 per cent favorable.” 

Reason! (or Changed Public Opinion 
As to reasons for the changes in pub­

lic opinion regarding banks reported by 
the clearinghouses "more than one or­
ganization has a word to say about the 
American Bankers Association adver­
tising and educational material,” the 
magazine says.

It mentions in addition the benefits 
of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corp­
oration In the emergency. Improvement 
In the general business situation, the 
weeding out of weak banks and the 
banking moratorium.

“The response to the survey can be 
put down as encouraging and informa­
tive.” the magazine concludes. “ It holds 
out the definite hope that with a con­
tinuance of a cooperative, educational 
attitude on the part of the bankers the 
rest of the journey back to normal may 
well be completed in the not too dis­
tant future.”

BANKERS ACTIVE IN 
SOIL SAVING MOVE

Issue Book Describing Causes, 
Ravages and Means o f Pre­

vention o f Erosion

MADISON. Wise.—Under the title 
“ Protecting Investment Values In 
Land," the American Bankers Asso­
ciation Agricultural Commission has 
published a booklet dealing with the 
conservation of soil resources as a 
pressing national problem.

“ Careful estimates indicate that 750,- 
000,000 tons of soil, suspended and dis­
solved, are carried off to the sea each 
year by running water,” the commis­
sion’s book declares. "An equal amount 
removed from Its source Is left en route. 
This means a total of 1,500,000,000 tons, 
equal to approximately one ton for 
each acre of land in this country. The 
Soil Conservation Service estimates 
that 35,000.000 acres have been ruined.

“ There are 125,000,000 more acres 
that have lost the valuable topsoil, and 
it is estimated that still another 100 
million acres are being converted Into 
marginal or sub-marginal land, bring­
ing disaster to those trying to eek out 
a living from erosion enfeebled soil, 
and threatening ruin to the next gen­
eration, since these destructive forces 
are going on at an Increasing rate.”

In a chapter devoted to control and 
preventive measures for soil losses It 
describes terracing, strip cropping, 
wind erosion control, gully control and 
tbe control of losses from leaching.

Other chapters are devoted to soil 
resources, the toll exacted by soil ero­
sion, methods for keeping soils produc­
tive, state and national uses for non- 
agrlcultural land, forestry In a soil con­
servation program and wild Ilfs In a 
land uss program. The booklet de­
scribes In detail the marshalling ot 
many forces which Is being brought 
abont under the leadership of ths Soil 
■roslon Servtcs to most f  
problem.

YEARS OLD, A MAP INDICATES

case of wife-beating In America la 
found In an Aztec codex of sheepskin, 
dated 1540, now in the possession of
the Garcia Library at the University 
of Texas.

that the public generally is intersted 
in all court procedure, in many legal 
transactions, and, since it Is a property 
holder, therefore a member of this 
great business corporation we call 
“Texas,” and consequently has a right 
to know in detail of its various and 
multipip transactions, the publica­
tion of a wide variety of legal notics 
is mandatory.

Furthermore, through publication of 
various legal matters the citizenry is 
informed of the action of its various 

-servants. the office-holders, which in­
formation they have a right to possess. 
Many of these legal publications are 
not only given publication as a matter 
of information, but also, since they 
must be sworn to, as a check against 
any irregularities in the conduct of 
personal, corporation or state business.

Many citizens read practically every 
legal publication appearing in their 
county newspaper. It is regrettable 
that more of them do not do so. They

/ Invariably contain vital information 
of which the citizenry of any legal 
sub-division should be acquainted. 
Sometimes there are errors in official 
or court action that may be corrected. 
This writer one time came near losing 
160 acres of land because of a tax col­
lector’s error, credit having not been

Of­
ficials who refuse or even fall to keep 
the public informed of how they handle 
its business not only take the wrong 
attitude, but often bring unnecessary 
suspicion and sometimes condemnation 
upon themselves because of such ne­
glect. In a democratic country such as 
Is this, where the people themselves 
compose the government, publication 
of official acts is of paramount import­
ance. The laws still permit posting of 
certain kinds of legal notices, an anti­
quated and inefficient method of giv­
ing information, and which is gradual­
ly being discontinued because of Its 
proven Inefficiency. Many citizens 
never see the three or four notices 
posted as required by law, and some­
times offilcals have been known to post 
the most of them In places where they 
are least likely to be read.

The white light of publicity is always 
a safeguard toward right action, fair 
and impartial service, equitable con- 
sldration and a protection against un­
intentional error and deliberate wrong, 
and should be generally encouraged.

There is generally no reason for 
the majority of people going from one 
town to do the bulk of their buisness 
with merchants of another town, If 
those merchants desire it stopped. 
Right here in Muleshoe local business 
men can readily hold the bulk of the 
business here if they so desire.

Taxes in larger towns are invar­
iably higher than in the smaller 
Clerk hire and other overhead 
penses generally run higher. There are 
greater demands for charity and fi­
nancial calls of other kinds. The old. 
story of “buying in volume to get 
prices” that used to be put up i 
bunk nowdays. There are a hundred 
more small shipments by parcel post 
and express that go to business men 
in larger towns to one in the smaller 
places. The public pays for it. The 
majority of staple articles particular­
ly, can be bought In the small town 
as cheaply as In the larger ones, and 
certainly Texas merchants 
have so much freight to pay as Is paid 
when that merchandise crosses, the 
line into New Mexico.

If Muleshoe merchants will cut their 
prices a trifle, be content with s 
little less profit, they can easily ac­
quire enough added volume in busi­
ness to more than pay for it, keep 
business at home where it should be, 
and materially advance the community 
as a whole.

Old Dobbin Still
Useful on Farm

Twenty Thousand Horses 
Will Be Needed in New 

York, This Year.
By Prof. M. W. Har;..r, New Tork State College of Agriculture— WMJ Service.

Despite cogs, wheels, pulleys, and 
other evidences of the machine age, 
the demand for o f  Dobbin remains 
steady. In the spring of 1934. 20,000 
work horses were in demand on New 
York farms. The demand promises to 
be greater, and the supply less next 
spring.

New York farmers now have about 
300,0110 horses. Since the average work­
ing life of a horse is about fifteen 
years, about 20,000 horses will pass 
the age of usefulness within one yeur 
and a like number will be needed ns 
replacements. To meet this demand, 
less than 5,000 home-bred colts are 
coming into the working age. and farm­
ers In the Empire state must look to 
other states to buy about 15,000 horses. 
The United States has about 17,000,000 
horses and mules. Replacements call 
for more than 1,000,000 colts of work­
ing age, but only one-lmlf of this num­
ber can be had.

Because of the small supply, prices 
are high and will be still higher before 
enough horses can he rnised to meet 
the constant demand. Some farmers 
can raise horses needed for replace­
ments.

Legumes Check Nitrogen 
Loss in the Corn Crops

i Although Illinois’ corn crop this year 
was the smallest In 01 years, it re­
moved so much nitrogen from the soil 
that it would take more than 21 mil­
lion dollars' worth of nitrate of soda 
to replace it, according to F. H. Crane, 
assistant chief in soil fertility at the 
college of agriculture, University of 
Illinois. For every 75 bushels of corn 
that are taken off the land, a quarter 
of a ton of nitrate of soda costing 
around S10 would be needed to put 
hack tlie nitrogen that had been re­
moved. The past year’s corn crop Is 
estimated at 160,810,000 bushels.

Fortunately, farmers do not have to 
buy this 21 million dollars’ worth of 
nitrate of soda, for they can replace 
the lost nitrogen cheaply through the 
use of legumes for soil Improvement 
or for feed crops, provided the manure 
Is tnken care of ln the latter case, 
Mr. Crane pointed out.

In fact, the economic solution of 
many problems of soil management de­
pends almost wholly on making full 
and proper use of the assistance plants 
can give, he explained.

Sorghum Seed Used as 
Feed With Other Grain

Sweet sorghum seed contains consid­
erable tannin which makes It astrin­
gent. Its feeding value Is only about 
two-thirds as much per pound ns seed 
from the grain sorghums like kafir, 
milo maize and feterita. It can be 
fed to live stock as a part of other 
grain mixtures. In three trials at the 
Kansas experiment station, says a re­
port, pig3 fed ground sorghum seed 
with protein rich supplement gain 1.2 
pounds daily, compnred with 1.6 pounds 
for pigs fed ground corn In place of 
sorghum and 1.49 pounds for others 
fed on ground kafir. In these trials 
ground sorghum was worth only 63 per 
cent as much per 100 pounds ns ground 
corn and only 70 per cent as much 
ns ground kafir.

Making Concrete Block
A good quality concrete block can 

be made of a mixture of one part ce­
ment to two and a half parts of sand 
and three parts crushed stone or 
screened pebbles not over a three-quar­
ter Inch In diameter. To make a cubic 
yard of finished concrete of this mix­
ture will take six and a half sacks of 
cement, three-fifths of a cubic yard of 
sand and a three-quarter cubic yard 
of crushed stone or pebbles. This 
amount of concrete will make some­
what over 60 blocks 8 by 16 inches with 
air spaces amounting to 33 per cent 
of the total volume. Bank run gravel 
should not be used for concrete blocks 
unless It is known to contain the cor­
rect proportions of sand and pebbles 
for concrete of maximum density.

Leads in Raising Goats
The West has been Interested In 

the raising of goats for some time. 
California leads with the most goats; 
Texas Is second. It Is claimed that 
six goats may be maintained for the 
same cost as it takes to care for and 
feed one cow. A goat does not need 
much space and likes to browse among 
brush, weeds, leaves, twigs and bnrk. 
Goats are not the solution of what to 
do with one’s old razor blades and tin 
cans. However, they do eat the paper 
from tin cans. They like paper, as It 
supplies fiber for them. Their feed Is 
very much like that of a cow, consist­
ing of alfalfa, hay, barley, bran and 
silage.

Shelter for Live Stock
With a shortage of feed facing farm­

ers ln many parts of the country the 
need to provide animals with shelter 
against the cold of winter becomes 
more necessary than usual, tt Is 
easary not only because It will add to 
the thrlftlness ef all live stock and 
lessen the chances of lose, but also be­
cause It decreases the amount of feed 
necessary. Animals exposed to 
wet and cold a n  forced to draw 
their own body M  for energy and this

CLEANLINESS BEST 
FOR CHICKEN YARD

Five-Point Program Is Out­
lined by an Expert.

By W. C. ilonahaji.^Exten.lon  ̂Poultry man,
A five-point program of cleanliness 

followed by successful poultrymen In­
clude clean chicks, clean brooders, 

a land, clean feeding and watering, 
and clean management.

'lean" chicks are chicks which are 
free from pullorum disease and are 
hatched from healthy, vigorous, well 
bred stock.

Brooder houses should he thoroughly 
cleaned and disinfected before chicks 
are ever put In them, and they should 
be kept clean by frequent changes of 
Utter on the floor.

Summer range foY growing birds 
should be land which has not beeu used 
for this purpose for at least two years. 
The range should not be overcrowded 
with birds.

Feeding the birds from hoppers Is 
more sanitary and also more economi­
cal than any other method of feeding. 
On the range, hoppers and watering 
places should be moved frequently, to 
keep any one spot from becoming con­
taminated.

Eliminating runty, unthrifty chick­
ens ts helpful in preventing the spread 
of disease. Keeping chicks away from 
old stock also Is advisable. Prevent­
ing visitors walking through the houses 
and over the range is another precau­
tion taken by most men, as a means 
of keeping out possible Infection.

New Breed of Hens Lay 
Eggs That Mark Chicks

Canada has contributed materially to 
the making of what Is claimed as a 

hen which has been evolved by 
agricultural scientists at Cambridge 
university, England. The bird, at the 
moment. Is the object of considerable 
attention In the old country; concern­
ing It the Spectator says:

Few successes of greater Interest and 
practical possibilities have been won 
ln the field of agricultural biology than 
the making of the new Cambridge hen. 
Her chicks declare their sex at birth, 
because the males and the femnlPs are 
differently marked. This is a great 
advantage to the poultry Industry, 
since chicks travel safely and well 
only during the first two days of their 
life. The new breed, known as a 
Cambar," was developed at Cambridge, 

England, by the application of Men- 
dellnn principles. By the use of the 
Canadian Bared Rock, supplied by the 
University of British Columbia to Cam­
bridge university, both silver and 
golden Cambnrs have been evolved. 
They are prolific layers of large col­
ored eggs, whilst still possessing the 
virtue of sex-linked chicks. These 
chicks mark an epoch ln the scientific 
breeding of poultry.

Bronze Birds Need Greens
More vitamin A is required by the 

bronze variety of turkeys than by 
White Leghorn chickens, studies con­
ducted at the University of California 
disclose. It has been shown that 
turkeys require an 8 per cent level of 
the entire ration of high quality al­
falfa leaf meal to promote normal 
growth to 30 weeks of age and to pre­
vent symptoms of A-xItaminosls, a vitn- 
min A deficiency disease. White Leg­
horn chickens grow normally and show 
no symptoms of the disease on a 4 
per cent level of the alfalfa meal, ac­
cording to experiments mnde at the 
university.—Montreal Herald.

Ducks Grow Rapidly
Poultrymen who raise ducks have 

noted one thing—that they eat lots of 
feed and grow rapidly. Generally 
speaking there Is profit ln feeding good 
breeds of ducks for market so long 
as they are growing. Where the profit 
disappears Is after they have reached 
maturity and keep on eating voracious­
ly. To come out on the right side of 
the ledger with ducks It ts, therefore, 
necessnry to market them as soon as 
they are full grown and this points 
out the advisability of hatching them 
late If one plans to sell them on the 
holiday markets.

Meat Spots in Eggs
Meat spots ln eggs which later may 

develop Into rots, are something over 
which the poultryman has little, If any, 
control. It Is simply the rupture of a 
blood vessel somewhere from the time 
the egg leaves the ovary until It comes 
down the oviduct. It does not neces­
sarily mean that the hen which laid 
them will repent the laying of eggs 
with meat, or blood spots, and the only 
method of controlling the output Is to 
have eggs candled before sending them 
to market.

Austn. Nov. 12 — Pecans, the favor­
ite nut of thousands of people, may 
be a source for the spread of disease,
according to E. C. Koerth, Director, 
Bureau of Food and Drugs. The pecan 
Itself is not to blame, but the manner 
in which it is shelled and later handl­
ed is the cause for this warning. ‘

The shelled pecan industry has as 
sumed large porportlons in the last fei 
years and the shelters in other state, 
have attacked the Texas product 01 
the ground that the shelled nuts an 
not handled in a sanitary manner 
The large packing houses that have* 
the nuts shelled in their own packing, 
plants maintain a satisfactory stand-? 
aid of sanitation. The evil of the 
shelled pecan industry is where pecans 
are taken into individual homes where 
no supervision is possible.

Many Mexicans, Negroes, and a few 
whites do this work at home, with at 
times the neighbors coming in to help 
them out. It is possible for the com­
municable diseases to spread by 
shelled pecans, and for that reason it 
will be to the public’s advantage to 
ask where the pecans were shelled 
and under what conditions. The food 
inspectors of the State Department of 
Health have investigated the home 
shelling of pecans for hire and report 
that many homes where this work is 
done are most unsanitary.

When several hundred families were sent to Alaska from the Middle West 
to settle the Matanuska Valley, the Red Cross sent a nurse, Madeleine de Foras, 
to remain with them for a year to help protect their health. Among the first 
friends she made were the little pioneer, Arthur Hack, 4 years old, and “ Prince,” 

the pup who went with his young master to Alaska.

RED GROSS REPORTS 
BUSY YEAR AIDING 

DISASTER VIGTIMS
Tornadoes. Fires, Hurricanes, 

Floods, Epidemics, Make 
Record of Year

The American Red Cross assisted suf­
ferers in more disasters throughout the 
United States during the year ending 
June 30,1935, than through any similar 
period In the peace-time history of the 
organization, Admiral Cary T. Gray­
son, cha£ciian, revealed recently in 
commenting on the annual report 
which has just been released.

“ The 128 domestic disasters in which 
the Red Cross extended aid during the 
fiscal year exceeded by 56 per cent the 
average over the past few years,” Ad­
miral Grayson said. “ Not only was the 
period heavy in the number of disasters, 
but the geographical distribution was 
wide, with 37 States and 353 counties 
affected.

“Through these disasters and times 
of community distress, the Red Cross 
assisted 110,000 persons,” the Admiral 
disclosed.

Spectacular service was rendered In 
many disasters because of the unique­
ness of the problems and the far-flung 
points affected. The work of the Na­
tional organization covered In the re­
port carries stories of the Morro Castle 
burning; the trench-mouth epidemic in 
the beautiful San I.uls Valley of Colo­
rado; the great.fight over a wide front 
in the mid west dust bowl against 
respiratory diseases; floods, hurricanes, 
and tornadoes In many sections of the 
United States.

In addition to the disasters taking 
place within the continental limits of

this country, Admiral Grayson pointed 
out that work had been made necessary 
by disasters in Hawaii, Puerto Rico, 
and the Philippines, where 26 disasters 
were recorded in that archipelago. The 
American Society also assisted the Red 
Cross of two foreign countries In car­
ing for victims of floods and earth­
quakes.

The variation o f types of disasters 
called for expert council on matters re­
lating to health and nutrition as well 
as epidimic prevention. Last year’s 
work proved the value of the structure 
and administration of the Red Cross 
disaster relief, the Admiril said, the 
very frequency of occurrence and the 
variety of types constituting a severe 
test of the organization chartered by 
Congress to handle this type of Na­
tional relief.

Expenditures of the Red Cross for re­
lief of persons stricken by disasters 
within the continental United States 
amounted to $464,413. In addition, $75,- 
000 was sent to the Philippines to as­
sist them In three major rebel opera­
tions necessitated by typhoons, $5,000 
went to victims of the Indian earth­
quake. and $5,000 to Poland for victims 
of severe floods. A number of smaller 
foreign emergencies called for sums to­
taling $2,500.

The months o f February, March, 
April, May and June were heaviest for 
tornado disasters. Floods occurred 
throughout the year. Serious fires 
calling for Red Cross assistance took 
place during July and December. A 
devastating explosion took place in 
Tennessee during April. Most of the 
hurricanes struck States along the east 
coast during the fall and early winter.

“All of this assistance to persons in 
distress,”  Admiral Grayson pointed out, 
“ was only possible through generous 
contributions made by citizens in all 
sections of the country.”

Most of this support of the disaster 
relief service comes from the annual 
Roll Call held each year from Armis­
tice Day to Thabksglving Day.

HOUSE LEGISLATURE. 42 MEMB’RS

For the Forty-second Legislature, 

which he said was a fair example, 
salaries to members totaled $402,842 34 
mileage amounted to $47,123.27; sten­
ographic help, $241,378.06; postage, 
$22,435.52; telephone and telegraph, 
$33,861.71. Numerous other items make 
the total amount.

“First, the one house legislature will 
save thousands of dollars to the Stath, 
Senator Nelson said.

“It conforms with modern ideas of 
business direction. It will not change 
our representative form of government 
because, like the present senators and 
representatives, the members of the 
oni house would be chosen from iden­
tical districts by the same people. Each 
of the two would be paid the same 
salary.

“The one house, Instead of breeding 
corruption, will eliminate corruption. It 
will do away with the free conference 
committee, which is in fact a separ­
ate house.” Senator Nelson, on this 
point, explained that conference com­
mittees often inserted provisions in 
important bills which do not conform 
with the wishes of a majority of the 
legislators or of the public. When 
late in the session something like that 
is done, members of the separate 
houses have the alternative of refusing 
to adopt the report of the conference 
committee, in which case an additional 
expense is entailed because a special 
session generally has to be called, 
of adopting the report, in which case 
they are being made to vote aaginst 
their own and the wishes of their con­
stituents. Besides.” he continued, “ the 
one house would eliminate practice of 
shifting responsibility.

The people of Texas are vitally in­
terested in seeing that their orders are 
obeyed,’ ’Senator Nelson said. “If they 
simplify the machinery of government, 
then they can see who is responsible 
for the neglect of the people’s business.

He cited a passage from Woodrow 
Wilson: "Simplify your processes and 
you will begin to control. Complicate 
them and you will get farther and 
farther away from their control.’ 
“Simplification! Simplification! is the 
task that awaits us. To reduce the 
number of persons to be voted for to 
the absolute workable m inim um - 
knowing whom you have selected, 
knowing whom you have trusted, and 
have so few persons to watch that you 
can watch them.”

Another passage he cited from a 
text by James Wilford Garner, in 
which the author gives as one of the 
advantages of a bicameral system, that 
it affords ”a convenient means of 
giving representation to special inter­
ests or classes in the state and par­
ticularly to the aristocratic portion of 
society,” in order to "counterbalance 
the undue preponderance of the popu­
lar element in one of the chambers, 
thus introducing in the legislature a 
conservative force to curb the radical­
ism of the popular chamber.’

‘That,” he said “ is one of the issues 
involved. The people of Texas will not 
be long in discovering what's what and 
who's who. They will probably make 
their expression of opinion felt at the 
next election, if not on the issue of 
unicameral legislation itself, then on 
the question of whether they would 
like the Legislature to submit such a 
proposal.”

Gullibility is the ease with which 
you can be mls-led by fake proposi­
tions.

At heart you really abhor all swin­
dles. It’s the deal that you THINK is 
honest, that you bite at with avidity 
and do not learn that you have been 
stung until you have parted with 
the good, honest money that could be 
extracted from you. Your gullibility 
leads you through suckerdom.

Texas Gets About 
500J000 Checks On 
2nd Cotton Rentals % % %

College Station.—Approximately 3,- 
000,000 cotton sales certificates have 
been distribtued In Texas to Extension 
Service county agricultural agents’ o f­
fices, according to F. E. Lichte, assist­
ant chairman of the State Allotment 
Board at College Station, who says the 
county agricultural agents are busy 
identifying these sales certificates with 
Bankhead allotments on the’ cotton 
crop of 1935. Of this sum Bailey 
county will get certificates for about 
11,000 bales, according to J. B. Waide, 
county farm agent.

Cotton adjustment payments are fig 
ured as the difference between the 
average price of the 10 spot markets on 
the date of sale and 12 cents. The 
check will be made to the producer 
who made the Bankhead application 
and he in turn will distribute tenant 
and croper their share.

Lichte said that many producers 
were asking that, if they put their cot­
ton in a 10 cent loan, would they get 
their cotton adjustment payment. He 
explained that producers would re­
ceive payments as claimed on cotton 
sold prior to July 31, 1936.

"If a producer doesn't clear his loan 
and it runs beyond July 31, 1936, he 
will receive payment on quotation of 
July 31, 1936, and will be paid the 
amount of claim less carrying charges, 
Lichte further explained.

After November 8, 1935, all sales cer­
tificates must be filed in the county 
agricultural agent’s office within seven 
days from the date of sale.

As a note of interest, the Assistant 
Chairman of the State Allotment 
Board said that approximately 500.000
