Mesquite Control 
Conditions Ideal

Conditions for the control of 
mesquite hy aerial spraying 
are the best since spraying first 
began, according to A H Ring- 
hoffer. Range Conservationist, 
with the Sod Conservation Ser­
vice at Baird

For mesquite .spraying to be 
effective, it must be done not 
earlier than 40 days, nor later 
than 90 days after the first 
leaves appear .Mso. trees must 
be in full foliage, and sufficient 
moisture must be present so j 
that the trees have made at i 
least 30 days of vigorous 
growth prior to spraying, ac­
cording to Ringhoffcr The most 
favorable time to spray mes­
quite in Callahan County this 
year will be from May 27 to 
July 15 The spraying date may­
be earlier if the leaves have 
changed from the pre.sent light 
green color to a dark green 
color, which is the time that 
the tree start.s carrying food,
