Callahan County's two most 

significant hi.stoncal markers, 
erected 33 years apart, will so.m 
stand as lonely sentinels on a 
country road six miles soutli-

B C Chrisman of Baird, ch.ur 
man of Callahan County llistori 
cal Survey Committee and ^ne 
of West Texas most dejx n<l- 
able sources ot regional history, 
says that the new marker will 
bc‘ erected witnin the next few 
weeks It will stand some 70 
yards west of one put up by
Texas Centennial 
in 19.10

The new marker will com­
memorate old Belle Plain Col­
lege, an early-day Methodist 
institution ol higher learning 
The Centennial Commissions 
marker takes note of the first 
Callahan County seat and or- 
ganizaticn of the county in 1877 

The Belle Plain College mark­
er will Im‘ on an 18 inch by 28 
inch bronze plaque with the 
following wording

"Site of Belle Plain College, 
early college of West Texas, 
founded in 1881 by Method­
ist Church Einrollnient 
reached peak of 300 and 
students attended from 
throughout the region Col­
lege develofied a superior 
course cf study with special 
strength in music It had 
an orchestra and a brass 
band .A girls dormitory was 
built soon after founding, 
and in 1885 a three-story 
stone building was erected 
School also had a military 
branch m town Pupils wore 
blue and gray uniforms. 
After town lost both county 
seat and many citizens to 
Baird. 1883, college eventu­
ally closed "
The two historical markers 

will be on a road near the for­
mer home of Miss Billy Seale, 
colorful Callahan County ranch­
er .About five miles south of 
Baird on Highway 283, a county 
road intersects the pavement — 
this is site of the old Seale cat­
tle corrals It is down this road 
to the east that the markers 
are to be located

The new marker is being in­
stalled through matching funds 
put up by the county and Texas 
Historical Commission This 
marker and its location will ap­
pear in next edition of the 
"Guide to Offical Texas Histori­
cal .Markers," in tourist guides 
and on maps to stimulate tour­
ist intere.st in this area, to pro­
