County Milo Fields 
Are Heavily Infested

Several milo Welds in Calla­
han County have been found to 
be infested with heavy popula­
tions of com leaf aphid and 
green bugs, according to Gus 
Gerngross, county agent of 
Baird. The aphids can cause 
considerable damage to grain 
sorghum especially in the 
younger stage. Count.s of in­
sect populations range from 
200-1000 per one foot of row 
in field inspected in the Baird, 
Clyde and Denton Valley area.

Control of these aphids is 
generally not too difficult if 
t.he right insecticide is u.sed. 
Gerngross explained

Extension entomologi.>«-ts rec­
ommend the following material 
for the control of the com leaf 
aphid; Carbophenothion. Deme- 
ton, Diazion. Dimethoate. Disul- 
foton, Maltathin. Phodate.

For further information on 
restriction of these chemicals. 
Gerngross suggests you obtain 
a copy of Extension Bulletin, 
.MP3.39, Suggestions for Con­
trolling Insect and Mites on 
Corn, Sorghum and small Grain 
from your County Fbitension 
Office.

gram official.

Significance of .Aspergillus 
Flasois mold is that it produces 
.-Vflatoxin, a cancer-priKlucing 
substance. .Aflatoxin peanuts or 
meal produced from crushing 
such {wanuts cannot Ik* sold in 
*,he United .States for consump 
tion by humans, livestink or 
poultry. A  quality control pro­
gram has ofierated in the pea 
nut industry for years to in 
sure that peanuts with Afla 
toxin are not used for food or 
feed.

However, until this year the 
federal price sup|)ort program 
for peanuts did not provide v 
discount for iH*anuts contami 
nated by the .Aflatoxinprinluc- 
ing mold. Now, |x*anuts offered 
for loan and found by the Fed­
eral-State In.scqK'tion Service tc 
.have visible Aspergillus Fla­
vus mold are subject to a $30 
l>er ton discount.

The Aspergillus Flavus mold 
commonly occurs in the soils 
of the South. Peanut.s. while 
.still attached to the living plant, 
re.sist entrance of the mold 
.After the plant is dug. this re­
sistance is lowered If the pea 
nut does not dry rapidly but 
remains at high moisture for 
pndonged periixl, then the 
mold spreads and increa.ses and 
can produce Aflatoxin in the 
peanut kernel This can happen, 
for example, if a spell of rainv

or damp weather tomes alone 
while [H-anuts are still in i!i- 
windrow

The mold mc.sl often attack? 
the plant after it has twen dug 
and while still on the vine in 
the Windrow However, during 
the past reason, peanuts in 
some areas of the .Southeast 
were found to 1h> contaminated 
with .Aflatoxin when dug. Thl- 
unusual circumstance was asso 
ciated with rather severe 
drought which slowed plaid 
growth and apparently lower 
ed resistance of the peanut 
.'hell while still in the groum 
This instance of .Aflatoxin dur 
.ng 1972 was abnormally high 
with 9 percent of the peanuts 
infected, however, the averoLi 
occurrence of the mold in pri 
vious years was 2 to 3 iM-rcen;

Generally speaking. i>eanut' 
that contain moisture in the 
range of 9 to 23 percent and 
are held at tcmjHmatures aho\i 
60 degrees Fahrenheit are sub­
ject to mold attack of .Asper­
gillus and to contamination b.' 
.Aflotoxin
