Need Crop Reports
From State Farmers

During the last half of May,
a random sample of some 24,000
Texas farmers will receive a
crop acreage questionaire from
Charles E. Caudill, Agricultural
Statistician In Charge of the
Texas Crop and Livestock Re-
porting Service at Austin

This information will be the
basis for determining the plant-
ed acreage for the state of Tex-
as and for each county. Texas
covers such a wide area that
state totals alone do not pro-
vide adequate information on
Texas' most basic industry—
agriculture. The Texas Legis-
lature has provided a program
of estimates for each county.
This is a cooperative effort of
USDA's Statistical Reporting
Service and the Texas Depart-
ment of Agrncufture

Accurate estimates are of
great importance to farmers in
planning production and market-
ing and in providing an unbias-
ed picture of Texas agriculture.
Farmers who receive question
aires are urged to complete and
return them by mail. All indi-
vidual reports are confidential
and are used only for state and
county totals. it was pointed out.
