The state spent a total of $3,381,019 
last year for major welfare programs 
in Callahan County, according to 
David Maberry, Regional Adminis­
trator for the Texas Department of 
Human Services.
Food stamps worth $ 1,014,629 were 
issued for the Fiscal year which 
ended August 31, while Aide to 
Families with Dependent Children 

(AFDC) totaled $194,036. Food 
stamps are funded entirely by the 
fedend government, while the de­
partment determines eligibility of 
applicants and issues the food cou­
pons.
The state and federal governments 
share in the cost of AFDC to families 
where needy children are dq>rived of 
support because of the absence or 
disability of one or both parents. 
Nursing home costs of approxi­
mately $1,578,870 were paid for 
aged and disabled residents. Com­
munity Care for Aged and Disabled 
spent $355,878 for Medicaid related 
services and $200,434 for non- 
Medicaid related services," Maberry 
said.

Th e re 's  No Place Like Home

HOUSTON—For common triggers 
of allergies and asthma, there's "no 
place like home."
"Your home should be a safe place, 
but for sufferers of allergies and 
asthma, it can be a source for triggers 
that set off a reaction," said Dr. 
Robert Moore, a pediatric 
pulmonologist at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston. "One of the 
best things you can do to control 
allergies and asthma is to do a thor­
ough inventory of possible house­
hold triggers."

Knowing what is most likely to 
bring on an attack is crucial. This may 
involve keeping an asthma "diary" of 
possible causes or skin testing for 
allergies to narrow down the sus­
pects.
"Finding triggers isn't always easy," 
Moore said. "Once you have a good 
idea, however, it's important to limit 
your exposure to them."
Common household allergy and 
asthma triggers include: 
Overstuffed fiimiuire. shelves and 
other dusty surfaces; excessive hu­
midity which spurs dust mite 
growth; rugs, another dust mite 
source. Bare wood or tile floors arc 
best
Pet dander, tobacco smoke; poor

household ventilation; infrequent 
changing of heater and air condi­
tioner filters; clothes not properly 
stored. Keep clothes in closed clos­
ets and woolens in plastic bags. 
Bedding, use washable synthetic 
blankets and pillows and cover 
mattress with aired-out plastic; 
household cleaners, common clean­
ers such as ammonia, baking soda 
and nonchlorine bleach are less 
likely to trigger an attack than will 
more chemically based products; 
live plants, bathrooms, garbage 
pails, basements and other potential 
sources of mold. Clean regularly to 
avoid mold growth.
"Of course, there is no such thing as 
a completely allergy-and asthma- 
fiee house," Moore said. "But by 
taking steps to control possible trig­
gers, the potential for attacks can be 
greatly reduced."
Parents with children who have al­
lergies or asthma should talk with 
their physician about both preven­
tion and treatment, since both con­
ditions can be serious.
Moore says parents should not 
overly worry whether their home is 
"trigger-free." A sensible, but 
regular evaluation of household 
hazards is an important part of con­
trolling these cofxlitions.

SWEETWATER—"Although ev- 
eryone would like tt) see property tax 
relief, Texas farmers and ranchers 
should be careful they are not sold a 
pig in poke," Texas Farmers Union 
President Wes Sims said. "Property 
tax changes will only occur with the 
adoption of new taxes, which, if 
we're not careful, could put terrible 
financial burdens on the economi­
cally strapped farmers and ranchers 
in this state."
Sims, a Sweetwater area farmer, 
noted, "The people of Texas have 
historically recognized the uemen- 
dous economic nsk involved in ag­
ricultural production by exempting 
farm business purchases from the 
state sales tax."
Some legislators have proposed 
paying for a pwoperty tax cut by ex­
panding sales taxes, and including 
essential agricultural production ex­
penditures such as agricultural ma­
chinery and equipment, veterinary 
services, and motorized equipment 
repair, and adding a lOccnts a gallon 
tax on gas and diesel. Additionally, 
residential use of elecuicity, gas and 
water could be subjected to a new

sales tax.
"As large corporations, including 
some that pretend to represent 
farmers and ranchers, fight to .savt 
their exemptions, wc must be sure 
that more taxes arc not shifted to 
Texas family farmers, ranchers and 
rural cbmmunities," Sims stated. 
"We all want to see real property tax 
reform, but not at a cost greater than 
the savings that reform might gen­
erate," Sims said. "Texas farmers 
and ranchers should demand to see 
the real numbers and calculate the 
real cost of any changes before they 
make up their mind."
Sims urged all rural citizens to con­
tact their State Senators and Repre- 
scntaiivcs and "moke it clear that an 
unfair shift in taxes to family hums 
and ranches will not be acceptable.” 
"Because of the limited income from 
our family farms and ranches, wc 
cannot afford to lose the tax exemp­
tions on agriculture-related cxpcnsc.s 
or he property tax based on agricul­
ture productivity value," Sims said. 
"I'm afraid that we're seeing a Trojan 
horse approach, and wc could all be 
worse off than before."
