Payments 
to County 
Farmers
$211,218
Scott Odom, County Executive 

Director of the CalUdian County 
Farm Service Agency announced 
that USDA has begun making 
$211,218.00 in paym ents to 
Callahan County farmers to help 
offset heavy losses resulting from 
low commodity prices.

"These income loss assistance 
payments are partof a relief package 
designed to help farmers who can 
plan for a spring crop now instead of 
a qning auction."

The payments will be issued to 
those farmers who were eligible 
under the 1996 Farm Bill fw fiscal 
year (FY) 1998 final Production 
F le x ib ili ty  C o n trac t (PFC) 
payments, sometimes called market 
transition payments.

A total of $2.8 billion is being 
provided in relief payments to 
farm ers across the country . 
Although $3.0S7 billion was 
appropriated for the payments. 
Congress mandated that $200 
million be made available for 
assistance to dairy fanners. As a 
result, individual farmers will 
receive about 49.72 percent of their 
total FY 1998ITC payment.

"You don't have to file an 
application to receive these 
payments," said Odom. "They will 
be automatically paid to eligible 
farmers."

USDA in tends to make 
announcem ents about o ther 
provision in the relief package, 
including disaster relief, in the 
upcoming weeks.

"More Than Just a Nurse"

Over the past 10-20 years the de­
livery of health care has experienced 
many changes. One of the changes 
has been the introduction of the mid­
level provider. This term, however, 
still causes a considerable amount of 
confusion. I read a journal article 
recently in which the governing 
bodies for Nurse Practitioners (NP) 
and Physician Assistants (PA) are 
exploding changing our profes­
sional titles to something that would 
better describe what it is we do. I 
agree that the current professional 
titles are misleading and say nothing 
about what we really do.

As a Nurse Practitioner I am 
trained and licensed to indepen­
dently perform basic primary care in 
a clinic setting, which include as­
sessing, diagnosing, and prescribing 
medication as well as other treat­
ment modalities. Primary care is 
defined as health care that is pro­
vided in an office setting for acute 
illnesses, chronic disease manage­
ment, and preventive health ser­
vices. Acute illnesses are things 
such as a sprained ankle, upper res­
piratory infections, sinus infections, 
stomach viruses, pediatric illnesses, 
women's health issues and so on. 
Chronic management involves ill­
nesses that have no "cure," but re­
quire ongoing medical manage­
ment Chronic illnesses are things 
such as high blood pressure, diabe­
tes, arthritis, pulmonary disease, 
cardiac problems, high cholesterol, 
seizure disorders, fibromyalgia, and 
hormone replacement therapy. Pre­
ventive services are those activities 
that are designed to keep a person 
healthy. A few examples of this 
would be yearly physicals for all age 
groups, diet counseling, pap smear 
and breastexam for women, prostate 
checks for men. administration of all 
appropriate immunizations, life­
style evaluations, family planning, 
and counseling regarding safety is­
sues and high risk behavior. In addi­

tion to these services NFs can de­
liver minor emergency care. With ■ 
appropriate training and established 
protocols NP's can function as 'a 
provider of major emergency and/or. ̂  
specialty care. Like MD's, there is a 
growing trend toward specialist ' 
Nurse Practitioners. Some of ihc'  ̂
more popular specialties arcuif. 
Women's Health, Pediatrics, Gcri- .:>• 
atrics. Emergency Medicine, and i.:) 
Allergy/Immunology. Within the!' 
area of specialization the NP func-'" ! 
tions much like the MD referring the »' 
more critically ill patients to the*’ : ' 
physician. Personally I am inter- 'L'i 
ested in focusing on an area of spe- ‘ - 
cialization at some point, but have ' 
not yet decided what area. These are *' 
only a few examples of what Family ' 
Nurse Practitioners do in practice 
everyday. ' '

AUSTIN—The Farm Credit Bank 
of Texas (FCBT) and its affiliated 
lending associations reported strong 
third quarter fmancial results, high­
lighted by record loan volume for 
the 81-year history of the lending 
cooperative.

Loans outstanding totaled $4,256 
billion at September 30, 1998, up 
from $4,046 union at December 31,
1997. This growth in loan volume is 
due primarily to a $197.1 million 
increase in the long-term mortgage 
portfolio since year-end 1997. Loan 
credit quality remained high with 
overall acceptable credit quality for 
the same period in 1997. Net income 
for the quarter ended September 30,
1998, totaled $19.4 million. Con­
tributing to the bank's strong finan­
cial results was a $9.9 million in­
crease in net interest income for the 
nine months ended September 30, 
1998, compared with the same pe­
riod of 1997.

T he  bank's strong financial per­
formance this year can be attributed 
primarily to competitive loan pric­
ing, strong marketing efforts, con­
tinuing demand for rural real estate 
and a buoyant general economy

"Tenth Farm Credit Disuict leaders 
are continuing to work with federal 
and state officials to secure both 
long- and short-term alternatives to 
enhance the viability of agricultural 
producers."

The bank and its affiliated Federal 
Land Bank Associations and Pro­
duction Credit Associations re­
ported assets totaling $4.7 billion at 
September 30, 1998. Together, 
these lending cooperatives comprise 
the Tenth Farm Credit District, the 
largest lending organization serving 
the states of Alabama, Louisiana, 
M ississippi, New Mexico and 
Texas.

Nationally, the Farm Credit Sys­
tem reported combined net income 
of $342 million and $1,008 billion 
for the three and nine months ended 
September 30, 1998, respectively. 
This compares with combined net 
income of $328 million and $935 
million forthe same periods in 1997.

ABILENE—Halloween is ovfcr 
and we are reminded that winter is 
just around the comer. Even in the 
state's most moderate climes, winter 
can mean bad weather and bad 
driving conditions. And while 
driving in winter weather can be 
risky, a few precautions can make it 
safer.

Brenda Mitchell, traffic safety co­
ordinator fOT the Abilene district of 
the Texas Department of Transpor­
tation, reminds us that while winter 
conditions don't cause collisions, 
they can turn small mistakes into 
serious ones.

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"Accelerating, braking, and cor­
nering all demand extra control on 
snow and ice,” she said. "Even more 
important is your ability to antici­
pate problems, so you don't lose 
control in the first place."

Mitchell offers these simple rules 
of winter driving, to significantly 
reduce your chances of having an 
accident

• Traction dps—Vehicles can take 
four to 10 times further to stop on ke 
than on dry pavement In addition, 
ice reduces the ability to steer. Cut 
speed by two-thirds on ice.

• Braking-Good tire tread and 
chains will help you brake safely on 
ice. So will cutting your speed. Ice 
and snow can cause brakes to lock 
and a vehicle to skid. Pump your 
brakes when stopping on ice and 
snow. When the brakes arc on, they 
slow the vehicle. When off, you can 
steer better.

• Get the big picture-You're ask­
ing for disaster by trying to drive 
while peering through a peephole 
through an icy windshield. Scrape 
and wipe off ice and fog from all 
your windows before hitting the 
road.

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• Position is everything-Don't 
park on the shoulder except in an 
emergency. When pavement 
markings are covered by snow, other 
drivers can mistake the shoulder for 
a driving lane. If you must park on 
the shoulder, use your emergency 
lights.

• Steering out of uouble-Exces- 
sive braking on ke and snow can 
cause yourbrakes to lock. Torestore 
contn^, take your foot off the brake 
pedal and let the front wheels roll 
again. Steer in the direction you 
want to go.

• Take it easy-Keep a steady 
speed as you approach bridges— 
don't accelerate or decelerate. 
Bridges are often ky even when the 
rest of the road is clear.

• Check your tires-Good tires 
with firm tread provide good. Don't 
let air out of your tires to improve 
traction. Pitqierly inflated tires get a 
better bite on the road and improve 
your ability to steer.

Remember, driving on ice and 
snow is a real challenge for any 
driver. Stay in control of your ve- 
hkle, anticipate problems, and drive 
defensively. These rules of winter 
driving will help you stay safe in any 
kind of weather.

A good thing to remember is that 
winter stwms can be fierce and can 
strike with surprising speed. And 
being prepared for the worst can 
save your time and trouble—and it 
might even save your life.

When bad weather threatens, the 
best thing to do is often just stay oG 
the road. But if you must drive, 
check the forecast before you hit the 
road. Also, make sure you and your 
car are ready for bad weather. Be 
sure that your ignition, battery, 
lights, and brakes are all in proper 
working order. You should also 
check your car's wiper blades, anti­
freeze, fuel and exhaust systems, 
and your heater/defroster.

Mitchell also stated that keeping a 
"survival kit" in your trunk is a wise 
idea. Such a kit might include safety 
flares, a blanket, warm clothing, a 
window scraper and snow brush, a 
set of jumper cables, a flashlight and 
fresh batteries, a first-aid kit, a 
sleeping bag, a tow strap or chain, a 
sleeping bag, and dry matches or a 
lighter.

When driving in bad weather is 
unavoidable, tell people when you 
expect to leave, when you expect to 
arrive, and the route you plan to 
travel. Then, stick to your plan. If 
you become stranded, stay with your 
vehicle. TxDOT crews, Texas De­
partment of Public Safely uoopers 
and other emergency workers watch 
for stranded motorists. Run your 
engine for a few minutes periodi­
cally to keep it warm. Crack a 
window for ventilation, layer with 
clothes and blankets or sleeping bag, 
and huddle together for warmth. 

The TxDOT official concluded by 
saying, "Following these tips can 
make for a safer and more pleasant 
winter driving experience."
