SBA Disaster Loan
Deadline Approaching

FORT WORTH, TX — Time is
running out for those who still have
not filed for low-ihterest, long-term
disaster recovery loans from the
U.S. Small Business Administra-
tion (SBA). August 28, 2000 is the
deadline for homeowners, renters
and businesses in Brown, Calla-
han, Coleman, Comanche, East-
land, McCulloch, Mills and San
Saba Counties to apply. The dam-
ages were caused by the June 15,
2000 severe thunderstorms and
flooding.

Loan applications can be mailed
to: U.S. Small Business Adminis-
tration, 4400 Amon Carter Blvd.,
Suite 102, Fort Worth, Texas
76155. Anyone with questions re-
garding their applications can also
call SBA at 1-800-366-6303 or
TDD 817-267-4688 for the hear-
ing impaired.

To date, SBA has approved more
than $508,000in low-interest, long-
term loans for victims of the severe
thunderstorms and flooding. The
loans are available to cover unin-
sured and underinsured losses to
real estate, personal belongings
and business property. SBA can
loan up to $200,000 to
homeowners. Homeowners and
renters can borrow up to $40,000
to replace damaged or destroyed
personal property such as fumni-
ture, clothing and vehicles.

Businesses applying for economic
injury disaster loans have until
March 29, 2001 to submit their
applications. These are working
capital loans to help small busi-
nesses meet operating expenses
that cannot be met because of the
disaster.

The SBA encourages anyone with

WTU files for fuel surcharge
and fuel factor change

ABILENE, Texas, Aug. 15, 2000
— Skyrocketing natural gas prices
have forced American Electric
Power's West Texas Utilities (AEP-
WTU) to file a request with the
Public Utility Commission of Texas
(PUCT) to recover through a sur-
charge approximately $19.6 mil-
lion in uncollected fuel costs and
interest from retail customers. At
the same time, WTU requested
permission to increase fuel factors
used to calculate the fuel charge
portion of customer bills in order to
recover a projected increase of
$42.6 million in fuel costs that will
be incurred to provide electric ser-
vice in the future.

“The price of natural gas used to
generate electricity at AEP-WTU's
power plants has increased nearly
100 percent from January through
August,” said David Carpenter,
AEP director of Texas regulatory
services. “Since 60 percent of the
electricity produced by AEP-WTU
is generated using natural gas as a
boiler fuel, these price increases
have a tremendous impact on our
cost of producing electricity.

“Fuel costs are an expense that
AEP-WTU must pay to fuel suppli-
ers,” Carpenter continued. “It's
important to remember that AEP-
WTU does not earn any profit or
return on fuel costs. In the past
when fuel costs have declined, AEP-
WTU made refunds to customers.

Investor-owned electric utilities in
Texas, like AEP-WTU, are required
by the PUCT to use fuel factors
based on cost estimates to collect
the projected cost of fuel used to
generate electricity at their power
plants. Wher actual cost of fuel
significantly exceeds that which
customers are paying in their
monthly bills, PUCT rules require
the utility request permission to
surcharge the additional amount.
When the actual costs of fuel are
significantly lower than what cus-
tomers are payl:gk&x fuel charges,
the electric utility Is required to
issue a refund. And when the fuel
costs are anticipated to change
from their current levels for an
extended period of time, the elec-
tric utility must request permission
to adjust the monthly fuel factors
used to determine the fuel charge

metely $42.6 million for the period
from October 2000 through Sep-
tember 2001. Consequently, AEP-
WTU is requesting permission to
adjust the fuel factors used to cal-
culate the fuel charge portion of
customer bills. g

Since fuel under-recoveries and
interest already have totaled ap-
proximately $19 million for the
period from August 1999 through
June 2000, AEP-WTU also has
requested permission to implement
a new fuel surcharge in November
to collect the under-recovered bal-
ance through June 30, 2000.

The surcharges are designed to
collect the under recoveries as of
June 30, 2000, plus approximately
$600,000 in interest costs incurred
over the collection period.

If approved as requested the new
fuel factors would go into effect in
October and the new surcharge
would go into effect in November.
The_new fuel factor and surcharge
wouldincrease bills for typical resi-
dential customers using 1,0000
kilowatt-hours a month by $20.53
per month for the period from No-
vember 2000 through April 2001
with the fuel factor equaling $8.69
and the surcharge equaling $11.84
of that amount.

AEP-WTU will publish notices of
the filing in selected newspapers
with general circulation through-
out the company's service area.
AEP-WTU also will provide indi-
vidual notice to the governing bod-
ies of all incorporated municipali-
ties retaining original jurisdiction.

Student enrollment at Clyde
CISD and Eula ISD increased,
while enrollment at Baird ISD and
Cross Plains ISD saw big drops
from the previous year.

Enrollment at Clyde CISD stood
at 1,521 for the start of the 2000-
2001 school year, an increase of
one student from the start of
school last year.

Clyde CISD has student enroll-
ment drop on three of the five
campuses this year. Enrollment
was down slight at Hamby EI-
ementary and Clyde Intermediate
School, while enroliment at Clyde
Elementary School dropped 25
students from year ago levels.

Enroliment at Clyde Junior High
jumped four students from last
year and enroliment at Clyde High
School rose 29 students to 493.

At Eula ISD, student enroliment
also increased by one student,
from 574 in 2000 compared to 573
one year ago.

Enroliment at Eula Elementary
School (K-5) dropped five stu-
dents from one year ago and Eula

Middle School (6-8) dropped five
students as well. Enrollment at
Eula High School jumped 11 stu-
dents from the year ago level to
189 students.

Cross Plains ISD revealed the
largest decline in student enroll-
ment this year from last year.
Cross Plains dropped from 44 stu-
dents or just over nine percent.
Cross Plains had 474 students at
the start of school in 1999 to 430
students this year.

Baird ISD saw a decline in student
enroliment of just over eight per-
cent or a 36 student drop from
1999 levels.

Baird
High School (7-12) reported 208
students and Baird Elementary
School (K-6) enrollment stood at
183 students.

Yet Another Hot Dry Summer
Increases Threat of Wildfires

Due to dry conditions and a heavy
fuel load, Texas Forest Service offi-
cials are warning residents of the
increasing threat of wildfires. Of the
254 counties, the Texas Forest Ser-
vice reports that 127 are considered
high hazards risks for wildfires,
where 68 are ranked as extreme.

Cities within these high impact ar-
cas include Brownsville, Corpus
Christi, Alice and Cotulla (for South
Texas); Houston, Conroe, Hunts-
ville, Woodville, Kirbyville and
Beaumgnt (for Southeast Texas);
Austin,%gn Marcos, Bastrop, and
Johnson City (for Central Texas);
and Denton, Decatur and Wichita
Falls (for North Central Texas).

For example, in Montgomery
County, north of Houston, fire de-
partments have responded to 289
wildfiresin July 1999 since January.

‘The conditions are so bad that once

a wildfire starts it spreads to an un-
controllable fire very quickly," said
Montgomery County Fire marshal
Dan Welsh.

"The state is currently drier than
this time last year when we experi-
enced a severe late summer and fall
fire season," said Tom Spencer, fire
risk assessment coordinator with the
Texas Forest Service.

In response to the elevating fire
danger, the Texas Forest Service has
mobilized four fire prevention teams
o Bastrop, Conroe, Decatur, and

Lufkin. The teams' purpose is to in-
form the public of the extreme wild-
fire conditions while also providing
them with fire prevention informa-
tion in an effort to reduce human-
caused fires. Prevention teams will
Also be encouraging county officials
in the high to extreme fire danger
regions to issue burn bans as a pre-
vention measure.

Currently 87 counties have imple-
mented burn bans. "The bans are
issued to save lives and protect prop-
erty during extreme wildfire condi-
tions," said Mary Kay Hicks, fire
prevention program coordinator with
the Texas Forest Service.

In Texas, escaped debris burningis
the leading cause of wildfires. Until
significantrainfall hasbeenrecieved,
Texas Forest Service officials are
asking residents to postpone all out-
door burning.

To prevent wildfires, Hicks sug-
gested that smoking materials be dis-
tinguished in vehicle ashtrays rather
than outofa window oron the ground.
She warned that hot catalytic con-
verters also can ignite dry vegetation
whether ina field or on the side of the
road. And if welding out-of-doors,
Hicks said to be sure to water down
the surrounding work area and have
a fire extinguisher nearby.
