The unemployment rate in Calla­

han County for the month of July 
2000 dropped seven-thens of one 
percent to 3.8%, according to job­
less figures released Monday, Sep­
tember 4 by the Texas Workforce 
Commission.

Of the 6,027 civilian labor force in 
Callahan County, 5,797 were em­
ployed during July 2000, and 230 
were unemployed, giving the 
county an unemployment rate of 
3.8%. The county's unemploy­
ment rate one year ago in July 
1999 was 5.0%.
Callahan County's unemploy­

ment rate was 4.5% in June of this 
year. Of the 6,051 civilian labor 
force in the county during June, 
5,778 had jobs while 273 or 4.5% 
were unemployed.

Previous monthly jobless rates in 
Callahan County included: 3.8% in 
May 2000, 3.7% in April, 4.1% in 
March, 4.4% in February, 4.4% in 
January, 3.9% in December 1999, 
4.3% in November, 4.5% in Octo­
ber, 4.4% in September and 4.8%

in August, according to the unem­
ployment figures.

Big Country area counties, bor­
dering Callahan County, and their 
unemployment rates for July 2000 
include: Brown, 3.7%; Coleman, 
5.4%; Eastland, 4.8%; Jones, 
3.1%; Runnels, 4.5%; Shackelford, 
3.4%; Stephens, 3.7%; and Taylor 
County, 3.6%.

The unemployment rate in Texas 
for July 2000 was 4.5%, down 
from the 5.1% unemploythent rate 
reported in June 2000.

C l o u d  S e e d i n g  Proclamation for 
Not Magical Solution Try Transit Week

Editor's Note: Bill Pope brought 
by the following editorial that 
appeared in the Sunday, August 27.

As badly as we need rain around 
here, throwing a few bucks at any 
chance to get it seems like a 
worthwhile gamble. Just don't 
expect every roll of the dice to pay 
off.

Taylor County commissioners 
have earm arked  $80,000 to 
participate in the West Central 
Texas W eather M odification 
Asscx;iation's cloud-seeking project 
that starts next May.

That's a small drop in the county's 
budget If claims of cloud seeding 
advocates come through, it could be 
one of the best investments ever 
made. But in light of all the 
uncertainties weighing against it, 
the chances of measurable success 
are dubious.

The principle of u$ing chemicals to 
increase clouds precipitation bf 
moisture might one step up, 
scientifically, from water witching, 
but it's practically impossible to 
measure. If a seeded cloud produces 
rain, for example, there's no way to 
know if the same cloud, left alone, 
would have done the same. Whether 
the seeding caused the rain, we could 
never know.

Even assuming the principle of 
seeding does work, there are 
inherent difficulties with the 
{HXicess. You can't seed what's not 
there. First you need clouds. Next, 
you need the right clouds must be at 
exactly the proper stage of rainfall 
formation. Then you have to hit 
them with chemicals at the right 
altitude while they're moving in the 
right direction at the right qxed. 

Thus, it's unlikely that cloud 
seeding would replenish Abilene's 
Lake Fort Phantom Hill. Directing 
rainfall to Phantom's small, 300- 
square-mile watershed would be 
like trying to drop a BB into a 
thimble from a B-AB. Cloud

seeding has not been shown to 
generate runoff for reservoirs.

Rural agricultural areas spread 
over a wide region m i^ t fare better 
than aiming for such a relatively 
small target, but controlling 
amounts and hitting specific sites 
would be as iffy as spinning a 
roulette wheel.

As Jack found out with the bean 
stalk when you fool with Mother 
Nature, you can't control the results 
— especially dealing with the 
tem peram ental dynam ics the 
atmosphere. George Flickinger, 
chief meteorologist at KTXS-TV 
tells of one Sterling County farmer 
who received a seven-itKh rain in 
one afternoon from a seeded stonn, 
and the flood nearly wiped him out. 
That's not productive.

Another risk with seeding is that 
the West Texas clouds most likely to 
contain rain are often volatile. 
Updrafts and wind shear could 
smash aircraft to the ground. And is 
cloud seeding intensified an already 
vk>lent storm that caused damage, 
injury or death, how could we 
explain away those losses?

Cloud seeding has been around for 
years and years . I f  it  had 
demonstrated consistent, significant 
success, it would have long ago been 
adopted as the standard solution for 
drought worldwide. As it is, it's one 
attempt that might be worth trying.

Taylor County officials and those 
from surrounding counties, can't be 
faulted for wanting to do whatever 
they can to produce rain, and 
$80,000 is probably is not an 
exorbitant amount to dole out for an 
experiment It would be great if 
seeding worked and worked 
appropriately. But Big Country 
farmers and ranchers would do well 
to keep their expectations about 
hitting the jackpot in check.

I just know he 
must be a bicyclist on that path 
between flights, because I’m just 
sure I saw him lean forward and 
mouth, “On your left!" as he lifted 
off into the wild blue.”
