Rights of nursing home
residents in spotlight

Nursing home residents in your
community are probably unaware
that the week of October 1-7 has
been designated "Residents' Rights
Week," says Roger Curme, Man-
aging Attorney forthe Legal Hotline
for Older Texans as well as the
Nursing Home Advocacy Project.
But bringing the subject of resi-
dents’ rights to the attention of
their families, Curine notes, might
go a long way toward correcting
some of the problems we so often
hear about.

“The rights of nursing home resi-
dents are addressed in both federal
and state law,” Curme points out.
"There are even broader protec-
tions, however, in Chapter 102 of
the Texas Human Resources Code."

Among other things, the code
seeks to guarantee that the resi-
dent will be treated with dignity,
and that the privacy of the person
in a nursing home will be respected.

It protects the person's property
and financial resources. It guards
against the use of physical re-
straints. It insures that a nursing
home resident will be able to have
visitors and receive mail.

Anyone who suspects that the
rights of a loved one in a nursing
home are being violated should
contact the Nursing Home Advo-
cacy Project at its toll-free number,
1-888-343-4414. Callers will be
able to speak to an attorney and
get free legal advice about their
situation. If further action is needed,
Curme says, the caller will be re-
ferred to a board-certified attorney
who has agreed to work at a sub-
stantially reduced fee—30% as op-
posed to the customary 40% or
50% or even more.

The Nursing Home Advocacy
Project will also send callers a free
pamphlet on the rights of nursmg
home residents.

Election Nominations

FSA is
also actively seeking female, mi-
nority, and producers from under-
represented groups for nomina-
tions. Valid petitions must be lim-
ited to one nominee each and must
be signed by the nominee certify-
ing that the nominee is willing to
serve, if elected. Eligible voters
may circulate or sign nominating
petitions for as many candidates

as they choose.
To hold office as a Committee

member, a person must:

1. Have interest in a farming and/
or ranching operation

2. Be of legal age and meeting
either of the following conditions:

* Be eligible to vote as an indi-
vidual, or member of a general
partnership or joint venture or op-
eration, in the LAA in which the
person is a candidate, or

* Represent a legal entity, other
than a general partnership or joint
venture, that is eligible to vote in
the LAA in which the person is a
candidate.

3. Must reside in the LAA in which
the person is a candidate

4. Must not have been removed
or disqualified from office of com-
mittee member, alternate, or county
office employee.

5. Must not have been removed
for cause from any public office or
have been convicted of fraud, lar-
ceny, embezzlement, or any other
felony.

6. Must not have been dishonor-
able discharged form any branch
of the armed services.

All nominating petitions must be
received in the County office by
October 30, 2000.

USDA To Issue More Than

$1.4 Billion In CRP Payments

WASHINGTON, Oct. 2, 2000—
Agriculture Secretary Dan
Glickman today announced that
payments of more than $1.4 billion
are being made to eligible produc-
ers under the Commodity Credit
Corporation’s Conservation Re-
serve Program (CRP). The pro-
gram will pay an average of $4,833
per farm and $45.17 per acre on
more than 462,855 contracts and
293,857 farms.

Under the CRP, producers volun
tarily retire environmentally sensi-

tive crop land for 10 to 15 years. In
return, USDA's CCC makes an-
nual rental payments to producers
and shares the cost of establishing
approved conservation practices.
Enrolled land must be highly erod-
ible, contribute to a serious water
quality problem, or provide sub-
stantial environmental benefits if
devoted to certain specific conser-
vation uses.

LOWER INTEREST RATES—
The Texas Veterans Land Board
has announced a lower interest rate
for 10% of more Service-Connected
disabled Veterans who apply for
TVLB loans for Housing Assistance
and Home Improvement Loans.
The reduction of one half of one
percent does not sound like much
but certainly adds up over thelife of
a loan repayment.

This new reduction follows an
earlier interest cut if the Veteran or
the Veteran's spouse is currently
employed as a full time teacher as
certified by the Texas Education
Agency.

Veterans who choose
"Greenbuilding" features in new
home construction or when mak-
ing home improvements may also
be eligible for an interest rate re-
duction.

HEPATITIS C—Efforts to com-
bat Hepatitis C among Veterans got
a shot in the arm recently when the
Department of Veterans Affairs
designated an additional $20 mil-
lion for outreach, testing, counsel-
ing and treating Veterans with the
virus. Symptoms of chronic Hepa-
titis C infection often do not occur
until 10 to 30 years following infec-
tion. Reliable and accurate tests to
detect the Hepatitis C antibody were
not available until 1992. Since

then, the tests have been used to
screen blood supplies, reducing new
cases of Hepatitis C by more than
80 percent.

The majority of Hepatitis C-posi-
tive Veterans are of the Vietnam
era. Because Hepatitis C is trans-
mitted through contact with infected
blood, soldiers wounded in Viet-
nam, those who cared for the
wounded or anyone who received
blood transfusions before 1992,
should be tested for the virus. To
date, the primary age group testing
positive is 45-55 years of age. Viet-
nam-era Veterans make up 63 per-
cent of those Veterans who tested
positive for Hepatitis C. The next
largest group is post-Vietnam at 18
percent. World War'll, Korean and
Persian Gulf Veterans make up four
percent, five percent and three
percent, respectively.

Stenholm introduces
Estate Tax Relief Bill

Washington, D.C.—Congress-
man Charlie Stenholm today an-
nounced that he and a group of
House colleagues are refusing to
give up the fight for estate tax relief
The group introduced fresh legisla-
tion in an effort to lay out a poten-
tial compromise which could gamer
the support of a majority of Con-
gress as well as a Presidential sig-
nature this year.

“Reports are that the folks who
failed to enact outright repeal of
the estate tax have decided that
they would rather take their bat
and ball and go home instead of
working out a deal that everyone
can live with,” Stenholm com-
mented. “| have no interest in a
strategy which relegates estate
taxes to a campaign issue. | do
have a tremendous interest in mak-
ing it easier for family farmers,
ranchers, and middle class small
business owners to be able to pass
on their holdings to their offspring
without severe tax penalties.”

Stenholm’s new bill, sponsored
jointly with Rep. John Tanner (D-
TN) and other House Members,
includes the following provisions:

* Immediately doubles the uni-
fied credit and gradually increases
the unified credit exemption from
$1.3 million to $4 million per couple,
for all estates, without regard to
size or structure E

* Provides for an immediate 20
percent reduction in all rates

® Reduces the top rate from 55
percent to 39.6 percent (lowered
to 44 percent immediately and to
39.6 percent phased in over a 10-
year period)

¢ Eliminates the confusing and
burdensome qualified family-
owned business interest require-
ments

* Frees small businesses and fam-
ily-owned farms and ranches from
costly estate planning expenses.

“Right now we have a golden
opportunity to enact meaningful
estate tax reform. More than 500
Members of Congress have voted
for one version or another and the
President has indicated that he
would sign a compromise bill. |
have to believe that a final budget
deal this year is still possible and
could still bring relief to millions of
Americans,” Stenholm said.

Upon introduction of the new bill,
an organization called “Americans
Against Unfair Family Taxation”
issued a release today calling on
Congress and the White House to
reach a compromise reducing es-
tate tax rates this year. A survey
commissioned by the coalition
found that more than two-thirds of
Americans support such a com-
promise rather than deferring ac-

tion until next year. The view was *

shared equally by Democrats (69.5°
percent), Republicans (68.8 per-
cent) and independent voters (67. 9
percent).

Valor Telecome issues

credits on local toll calls to -

cellular phones and pagers

IRVING, TX, September 29, 2000
—~VALOR Telecom announced to-
day it is issuing immediate credits
to customers recently billed for toll
calls to cellular phones and pagers.
VALOR asked that customers not
callabout these charges, which are
the result of transition software and
contract issues, but wait for the
credits which will appear by the
November bill cycle. Customers
may deduct such amounts from
their bills if they choose to do so.

In the transition from Verizon to
VALOR Telecom, new agreements
are required to continue billing the
wireless carrier. These have not
been put in place yet. VALOR is
contacting cellular carriers and
expediting contract negotiations in
their Texas and New Mexico mar-
kets so that cellular carriers will be
billed for these calls and not cus-
tomers.

VALOR officials learned only this
week about the billing problem af-
ter customer bills reflecting the in-
advertent charges were issued. The
calls to cellular phone numbers are
valid localtoll calls, but the charges
are usually paid by the wireless
carrier.

“We want to reassure our cus-

gotiations with wireless carriers,
which is at the heart of the matter,”
said Anne K. Bingaman, VALOR
chairman and chief executive of-
ficer. We're devoting major staff
resources to reach out to custom-

ers and notify them of the situa- .

tion.”

the next few weeks,” said

The state sales and use tax analy-
sis for Callahan County has been
reported for the first quarter of
2000 by State Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander's office on Mon-
day, October 2.

Rylander reported gross sales, for
all industries in Callahan County,
for the first quarter of 2000 at
$14,880,401 which was 17.6 per-
cent higher than the gross sales of
$12,657,911 reported during the
first quarter of 1999. Gross sales
are the total amount of all sales,
leases and rentals of tangible per-
sonal property and all labor and
service charges made during the
reporting period.

Use tax purchases for the first
quarter of 2000 for all industries in
Callahan County amounted to
$172,075. Use tax purchases are

the cost of all taxable items re

moved from inventory for personal

or business use and all purchases
on which no Texas sales tax was
paid or use tax accrued.

The amount subject to state sales
and use tax in the first quarter of
2000 in Callahan County was
$5,728,339. The amount subject
to state sales and use tax is calcu-
lated by taking taxable sales and
adding use tax purchases.

The number of business loca-
tions in Callahan County, with a
sales and use tax permit which filed
a return, was 250. There were 273
permits issued during the same
quarter the previous year.

Rep. Charlie Stenholm calls on
Congressional leaders to
consider prescription drug relief

WASHINGTON, DC — Congress-
man Charlie Stenholm joined 180
of his colleagues today in sending
a letter to Speaker of the House
Dennis Hastert, asking that he and
other House leaders provide one
last chance for Congress to pass a
prescription drug benefit under
Medicare. The House of Represen-
tatives is scheduled to adjourn the
last session of the 106th Congress
in early October and the group
hoped to signal its refusal to give
up on an issue which is important
to millions of seniors in America.

“Our seniors deserve the security
of a Medicare drug benefit that is
universal, voluntary and afford-
able,” Stenholm explained. “Every
Member has heard from so many
seniors who struggle with their pre-
scription drug bills but thus far,
Congress has failed to answer their
call.”

With the (.S. Capitol behind them,
Members displayed thousands of
pill bottles, prescription bills and
letters sent to Washington by se-
niors facing skyrocketing drug
prices. Certain studies show that
per person drug expenses for the
elderly have grown 116 percent
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since 1992, and costs are pro-
jected to climb still higher in the
next decade.

Stenholm is pushing a plan that
would allow seniors on Medicare to
choose a prescription drug benefit
in addition to their current Medi-
care coverage. Under the plan,
Medicare would pay 50 percent of
alldrug costs up to $5,000and 100
percent of all out-of-pocket ex-
penses over $4,000. Premiums for
this option would start at $26, ris-
ing to $51 once all benefits are fully
phased in.

Upon his return home after the
current session ends, Stenholm
plans to release two reports show-
ing average prescription drug prices
in the 17th Congressional district
compared to drug costs in Mexico
and Canada, as well as to costs of
the same drugs as prescribed for
humans versus animals.

“With only days remaining in the
106th Congress, | stillhaven't given
up on responding to the people’s
call for help on their prescription
drug costs. | hope our Congres-
sional leaders will hear that same
call and respond in the final hour of
the legislative year,” Stenholm con-
cluded.
